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ABSTRACT

The master’s thesis focuses on the study of the actualization of the concept
POVERTY in modern English mass media discourse.

The relevance of the work is due to its orientation on establishing the features of
the actualization of the concept POVERTY. The study allows to systematize the
structure of the concept, its representation by language units in modern English mass
media discourse. The research within the framework of the mass media discourse
determines the characteristic features of the concept POVERTY.

The study aims at the identification the features of the actualization of the
concept POVERTY in modern English mass media discourse based on the articles of
the British news corporation BBC News. Achieving the set aim involves such tasks:

e the disclosure of the theoretical and methodological basis for the study of
concepts;

e focus on the three-dimensional model of the concept, consisting of conceptual,
figurative, value components;

e implementation of the analysis of the conceptual component on the basis of
etymological, definitional, component analyses and the construction of a
nominative field of the concept based on the synonymic rows;

e description of the figurative and value component of the concept, using the
analysis of conceptual metaphors.

The object of the study encompasses linguistic units verbalizing concept

POVERTY in modern English mass media discourse.

The subject of the study embraces conceptual, figurative, value components of
the concept POVERTY actualization in the mass media discourse.

The research material has been selected from etymological dictionaries,
explanatory dictionaries and thesaurus dictionaries. 139 articles of the British News
Corporation BBC News 2021 constitute the basis of the study. The data sample
comprises 445 lexical units from the articles of BBC News that verbalize the concept

of POVERTY in modern English mass media discourse.



Research methods. The work manifests a methodological approach based on
linguo-cognitive and linguo-cultural foundations for the study of concepts: general
scientific research methods, in particular analysis, synthesis, induction; method of
etymological analysis (study of etymon, internal form of the word); method of
dictionary definitions (disclosure of the meaning of the key lexeme of the concept);
method of componential analysis (exploration of the seme structure of the meaning of
the key lexeme of the concept); method of quantitative calculations (determining the
frequency of language units use); field modeling method (setting the core and periphery
of the nominative field of the concept); conceptual metaphors analysis (clarification of
the figurative and value component of the concept).

The scientific novelty of the work lies in the fact that it has first revealed the
three-dimensional model of the structure of the concept POVERTY, the specificity of
the concept POVERTY verbalization in modern English mass media discourse.

The practical significance of the results is due to the fact that the obtained data
can be used in the study of courses on general linguistics (chapters “Language and
thinking”, “Meaning”, “Semantic structure of the word”, “Metaphors”, “Internal form
of the word. Etymological meaning”), lexicology (chapters “Synonyms in English”,
“Etymology of the English Vocabulary”), stylistics (chapter “Stylistic semasiology”),
discourse studies (Mass media discourse).

The structural parts of the master’s thesis are: Introduction, three chapters,
General conclusions, References and Appendixes. The references include 51 scientific
works and 12 lexicographic sources. The appendices contain tables (3) and figures (5)
in the form of diagrams based on which quantitative analysis has been carried out. The

total volume of scientific work is 101 pages, the volume of the main text — 86 pages.
