The purpose of writing the article was to substantiate the multiplicative effect in the field of tourism,
determine the essence of the concept and its types, study existing models of calculating the tourist
multiplier, their systematization and analysis of their application in Ukrainian realities. The attention
is focused on national tourist multipliers which measure the effects of tourist expenditure on the
economy of country

The successful development of the tourism sector is associated with a clear awareness of its economic
importance for the country, which is determined by both direct and indirect impact. The direct impact
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of tourism with varying degrees of reliability is taken into account in existing government accounts.
The indirect impact of tourism in the Ukrainian economy is not yet taken into account, although the
relevance of such accounting is indisputable. The article considers the successful development of
tourism from the standpoint of the multiplier effect. It is noted that there are a number of models and
methods for calculating the generalized multiplier for different sectors of the economy, which were
proposed by well-known economists. However, there is still no generally accepted and unified model
for calculating tourism multipliers. That is why the topic is relevant and needs in-depth study. The
paper substantiates the multiplicative influence of the tourism sector on related activities. Based on the
analysis of literature sources, the essence and types of tourism multipliers offered by modern
economics are determined and systematized. In the course of the research the efficiency of the
multiplicative process in the tourist sphere is empirically illustrated. Various methods of calculation of
tourist multipliers are considered. The authors conducted a comparative analysis of two main models
of calculating the tourism multiplier: the Keynesian model and the model of "input-output”. Based on
the latter, common and distinctive features were identified. The factors that stimulate the effect of
animation in the tourism sector are listed.

The authors note that in the future it is advisable to conduct a study of world experience in calculating
the multiplicative impact of tourism on GDP change and the implementation of empirical research for
the economy of Ukraine.
