The article notes that the transformation of modern society is taking place in the direction of human-centeredness, reassessment of basic
values, place and role of each individual, maximum focus on the individual as such, improvement of the quality of life and formation of new
conceptual and legal approaches to the interpretation of the content of the “right to life”, “right to a decent life”, “right to decent working conditions”,
etc. Modern society requires not only decent wages, proper material and technical support of workplaces, and increased safety of the working
environment, but also the creation of the most comfortable psychological microclimate for the employee, since the latter (microclimate) is also
an important component of the right to decent working conditions, without any manifestations of discrimination, mobbing, bullying, etc.

The authors of the article point out that the Labor Code of Ukraine in Article 2-2 does not distinguish between the types of mobbing, but only
provides its normative definition and a list of forms of psychological and economic pressure. In general, the theory distinguishes between several
types of mobbing, one of which is bossing. Bossing is a negative social and psychological manifestation in the workplace, which is a very specific
form of mobbing in which the initiator of psychological pressure is the manager/employer. The article identifies the main forms/manifestations
of bossing, the motives for committing such actions, and emphasizes that bossing should be distinguished from a rigid style of team management.
The author also outlines some peculiarities of proving the fact of bossing and concludes that, in addition to reducing labor productivity, bossing,
as well as mobbing in general, causes systematic absenteeism, constant staff turnover, and a decrease in the level of trust in management
and colleagues, and therefore leads to negative economic consequences within a particular enterprise. Bossing also harms the employee’s
mental state and physical health.
