The development of artificial intelligence is having a significant impact on the modern labor market, transforming
both individual industries and the economy as a whole. In Ukraine, this influence is especially important due to
economic challenges and the need to quickly adapt to new conditions in the global market. The article analyzes the
impact of artificial intelligence on the Ukrainian labor market, taking into account global trends and local peculiarities.
The article uses methods of comparative analysis, statistical analysis and expert evaluation. Data from international
sources, including Statista and International Monetary Fund reports, are used for the analysis. The analysis shows
that the artificial intelligence market is growing rapidly, driven by the introduction of technologies in various sectors.
The global artificial intelligence market is projected to exceed USD 826 billion in 2030, which will have a significant
impact on the labor market. In Ukraine, artificial intelligence creates new opportunities, but also brings challenges,
such as job replacement and the need for new skills. The Global Artificial Intelligence Index for 2024 reflects a fairly
high position of Ukraine (26th out of 138), which indicates the need to improve artificial intelligence governance, its
ethical development, and compliance with international standards. The results presented in this article can be used
to develop strategies for adapting Ukraine’s labor market to new realities, including training for new professions,
investment in education, and support for innovative entrepreneurship. The conclusions state that artificial intelligence
has significant potential to increase productivity and create new jobs in high-tech sectors, but also carries the risk of
reducing employment in traditional industries. To maximize the potential of artificial intelligence, comprehensive
strategies are needed to train employees, develop new skills, and create ethical standards for the use of artificial
intelligence. This approach will contribute to the balanced and sustainable development of Ukraine’s labor market
in the context of digital transformation.

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This study focuses on the dynamics of research personnel in Ukraine and their position within global trends. In
recent decades, leading countries have implemented strategies aimed at fostering innovation and strengthening their
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scientific and technical capacities. High-tech industries, supported by innovation, have become a crucial factor for
robust economic growth and are expected to determine the competitiveness of nations in the future. The development
of these industries relies heavily on a strong scientific and technical foundation, where human capital plays a key
role. This paper aims to analyze the trends in the number of researchers engaged in research and development (R&D)
activities globally, focusing on top 50 countries and Ukraine. The study employs a novel “speed and acceleration
analysis” method developed by the authors, which allows for a nuanced understanding of changes in the number
of researchers over time. The results show that, globally, there has been a significant increase in the number of
researchers, particularly in high-tech industries. However, this growth remains insufficient to fully meet the global
demand for technological advancement. In Ukraine, the number of researchers has been steadily decreasing, placing
it behind even some African countries such as Egypt and Tunisia. The study also presents a detailed grouping of
countries based on the dynamics of researcher numbers, revealing that many nations experience fluctuations in
the short term, with both acceleration and deceleration phases observed. In the long term, the situation in Ukraine
has reached critical levels, with over a decade of accelerated decline in the number of researchers. The findings
highlight the urgent need for policy interventions to reverse the negative trend in Ukraine’s scientific and technical
workforce and underscore the importance of developing human capital as a central component of national scientific
and technological potential.

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Introduction. In the context of the war in Ukraine, the development of the tourism sector has been
confronted with a series of considerable challenges, which have the effect of rendering both the attraction of
investment and the implementation of innovative and financial mechanisms highly problematic. The principal
risks associated with the war include the destruction of infrastructure, a reduction in tourist flows, a loss of
the country’s investment attractiveness, and instability in the financial sector. Nevertheless, the development
of the tourism potential remains a crucial factor for economic recovery and integration of Ukraine into the
global market, underscoring the high relevance of this research. The synergy of investment, innovation, and
financial mechanisms becomes particularly important given the need for rapid and effective reconstruction of
the country. The restoration of tourism infrastructure could serve as a powerful stimulus for economic growth,
particularly in the post-war period when the country’s reconstruction will necessitate substantial financial
investments and the efficient utilisation of available resources. The implementation of novel methodologies,
including digitalisation, eco-innovations and innovative financing models, has the potential to enhance the
efficacy of the sector’s recovery and to attract both domestic and international investors.

In addition, the issue of post-war integration of Ukraine into European and global tourism markets is also
critical. Participation in international support programmes, obtaining grants and access to European funds could
provide additional opportunities for developing infrastructure and improving the quality of tourism services.
Given the complexity of the current situation, the synergy of investment, innovation and financial mechanisms
becomes a key tool for overcoming the consequences of the war and ensuring the sustainable development
of the tourism sector. Therefore, the study of these mechanisms in the context of the reconstruction and
development of tourism resources is not only timely but also strategically important for the future economic
development of Ukraine, its integration into the European space and the creation of a favourable environment
for the restoration of tourism sites and regions.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The question of how to implement investment, innovation
and financial mechanisms for the development of resource provision in the tourism sector has been a topic
of considerable interest to scholars at both the international and Ukrainian levels. Recently, comprehensive
and specialised studies have been conducted which examine the interaction between the economic, social and
environmental aspects of tourism sector development in Ukraine, taking into account the specific characteristics
of the national context.
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In their systematic review of tourism recovery strategies in post-conflict zones, G. Pappalardo and
S. Albanese [1] emphasise the importance of attracting international financial resources and supporting
local initiatives. Similarly, S. Gossling and B. Lane [2] emphasise the importance of investing in innovative
technologies, such as digital platforms, which can contribute to the sustainable development of tourism sectors.
C. Hall [3] investigates the financial mechanisms that can be deployed to restore tourism infrastructure in the
context of a crisis, including government programmes and international grants. P. Brouder and H. Eriksson
[4] examine the role of digital technologies in the revitalisation of tourism businesses, analysing successful
global examples of their application. Furthermore, A. Chechi and R. Knafou [5] investigate the role of
international aid in the restoration of cultural and historical sites, which are crucial for the tourism appeal
of post-conflict regions.

The methods of analysing and modelling the effectiveness of investment and innovation mechanisms,
and their impact on the financial stability of tourism enterprises, have been explored by scholars such as
A. Kizyun, L. Hutsal, and I. Tsurkan [6]. L. Slatvinska, O. Zbyrannyk, and N. Matsak [7] emphasise the
significance of the interdependence between investment and innovation mechanisms for the resilience of the
tourism sector in the context of wartime conditions. L. Boyko, O. Horozhankina and N. Hrushka [8] explore
the role of international instruments in tourism development, while I. Blahun and I. Rumyantseva [9] analyse
the challenges of financial stability for tourism enterprises. N. Pankiv [10] reviews Ukraine’s competitiveness
in the global tourism market, highlighting significant opportunities for detailed exploration of mechanisms that
enhance the provision of resources to the tourism sector.

While acknowledging the considerable scientific and practical contributions to the synergy of investment,
innovation, and financial mechanisms in developing the tourism sector’s resource potential, it is important to
note that certain conceptual issues remain insufficiently addressed. Specifically, there is a paucity of research
on efficacious strategies for integrating investment and innovation under conditions of instability, such as
wartime. Furthermore, mechanisms for business interaction with the social and humanitarian components in
crisis situations are underdeveloped. These and other aspects indicate the necessity for further investigation to
enhance understanding and develop effective strategies for managing resources in the tourism sector.

Objectives of the article. The objective of this research is to establish a theoretical and methodological
foundation for the systematization of investment, innovation, and financial mechanisms that facilitate the
development of resource provision in Ukraine’s tourism sector in the context of the ongoing war. Furthermore,
the study aims to identify strategies for enhancing the efficacy of these mechanisms in restoring tourism
infrastructure and strengthening the sector’s competitiveness in the post-war period.

The main material of the study. The tourism sector plays a pivotal role in the economy, offering a potential
avenue for sustainable economic development at both regional and national levels. However, for the effective
operation and development of tourism enterprises, it is necessary to ensure a sufficient level of resources,
including investment, innovation and financial components. In the context of accelerated global technological
advancement and intensifying competition, the synergistic interaction of these mechanisms is of particular
significance.

The military actions initiated by Russia’s large-scale invasion of Ukraine have had a profoundly detrimental
impact on the country’s tourism sector. This has resulted in extensive damage to infrastructure and significant
socio-economic consequences that have severely impacted Ukraine’s potential for tourism. The damage to
the country’s tourism infrastructure has emerged as one of the most significant consequences of the war. As
evidenced by recent data, since the commencement of military operations, 1,804 cultural sites, 348 religious
buildings, 343 sports facilities, and 164 sites related to the tourism industry have been damaged or destroyed.
The direct financial losses to the infrastructure of culture, religion, and tourism are estimated at 2.4 billion
USD. Among the damaged sites are important cultural and historical landmarks, such as the Holy Mountains
Lavra of the Holy Dormition, the Hryhorii Skovoroda Literary Memorial Museum, and the Scythian gold
collection [10].

The destruction or damage to such facilities not only reduces the tourist attractiveness of the regions, but
also significantly affects their investment attractiveness. The high level of uncertainty and risk due to the
ongoing hostilities makes it difficult to attract investment for reconstruction. Investors often face difficulties in
assessing the long-term prospects and risks associated with current conditions. This limits the ability to finance
the rehabilitation of tourism infrastructure, as many private investors are hesitant to invest in conflict zones
due to fear of loss and uncertainty.
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Funding for tourism recovery is also complicated by national budget constraints and strong competition
for access to international funds and grants. Despite the importance of government support and international
aid for recovery, the actual level of funding often falls short of the scale of the damage. This creates additional
problems as the cost of reconstruction may exceed the budgetary capacity of both the state and individual
investors [7]. In addition, ongoing military operations have severely restricted access to the affected regions,
limiting the ability to conduct accurate damage assessments and implement reconstruction projects. The lack
of a comprehensive register of cultural and tourist sites, combined with difficulties in remotely assessing the
cultural value of destroyed sites, complicates the recovery process and investment planning.

Despite these challenges, innovative technologies can play a crucial role in the recovery of the tourism
sector. The implementation of digital tools for booking, online marketing and management of tourism services
can increase the accessibility and attractiveness of tourism offerings. The use of augmented and virtual reality
technologies to create virtual tours can help alleviate the temporary loss of access to physical sites.

Therefore, the synergy between investment, innovation and financial mechanisms is crucial for the successful
restoration of tourism infrastructure in Ukraine. The combined efforts of the state, international organisations
and private investors can provide a comprehensive approach to recovery and enhance the competitiveness
of tourism regions. However, without proper coordination and a clear recovery strategy, long-term success
remains uncertain.

The State Agency for Tourism Development of Ukraine [11] conducted a detailed analysis of tax revenues
from the tourism sector by region for the first two quarters of 2024 to assess the impact of the war on the
financial performance of the sector. The results of the study showed significant changes in the dynamics of tax
revenues, reflecting both the negative impact of the conflict and certain recovery trends. In the first quarter of
2024, tax revenues from the tourism sector amounted to approximately 150 million UAH, a significant decrease
compared to 300 million UAH in the corresponding period of 2023. The main factors behind this decline were
damage to tourism infrastructure, limited access to damaged regions and reduced tourist flows due to security
risks. In the second quarter of 2010, the situation improved somewhat due to the start of recovery in some
regions and the activation of tourism support programmes. Tax revenues increased to 180 million UAH. This
20% increase over the previous quarter indicates a partial recovery in tourism activity, thanks to the restoration
of some tourist sites and a boost to domestic tourism [11].

Regional data indicate disparate rates of recovery. To illustrate, in the western regions of Ukraine, such as
Lviv and Ivano-Frankivsk, there was a 30% increase in tax revenues from tourism in the second quarter of
2024 in comparison to the first quarter, reaching 50 million UAH. This growth can be attributed, at least in part,
to an increase in domestic tourism and the successful implementation of local initiatives designed to attract
tourists. In contrast, the eastern and southern regions, including Donetsk, Luhansk, and Kherson, continue
to experience significantly lower tax revenues due to the ongoing hostilities and extensive destruction. For
instance, in Donetsk, tax revenues reached only 5 million UAH in the second quarter, representing a slight
increase from 3 million UAH in the first quarter [11].

These data highlight the complexity of the tourism situation, where recovery is uneven across regions,
and underline the need to tailor support and investment strategies to the specific conditions of each region.
Continued monitoring and support for tourism infrastructure is needed to ensure sustainable recovery and
future growth in tax revenues.

In the context of the war and post-war recovery of Ukraine’s tourism sector, financial mechanisms play
a crucial role in maintaining and rebuilding infrastructure. Government support, grants, international funds
and programmes are vital tools for ensuring the sustainable development of the tourism industry. The main
financial mechanisms that can contribute to this process include:

— Government support. In response to the crisis, the government has implemented a number of initiatives
to support the tourism sector. One of the most important forms is the funding of infrastructure reconstruction
programmes, which include the reimbursement of part of the costs of repairing and rebuilding tourism
infrastructure. Specifically, the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine has approved subsidy programmes for tourism
enterprises affected by the war, which can cover the costs of restoring facilities and modernising equipment.
In addition, business support programmes are being implemented at the local government level, including tax
reductions and tax exemptions.

— Grants from both public and private organisations are an important source of funding for the tourism sector.
In Ukraine, there are programmes that support the development of cultural tourism, eco-tourism and the restoration
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of cultural heritage. For example, the National Heritage Fund provides grants for the restoration of monuments and
cultural sites damaged by the war. International organisations, such as UNESCO and other foundations, also offer
grants for the preservation of cultural heritage and the development of tourism in times of crisis.

— International funds. International organisations that are active in Ukraine provide financial assistance for
the restoration of tourism infrastructure. For example, the European Union, through its regional development
and humanitarian aid programmes, is funding projects aimed at restoring tourist facilities and developing new
tourist routes. The International Monetary Fund (IMF) also offers financial support that can be used to help
restore the economy, including the tourism sector.

— Development programmes implemented both at the national and international levels focus on the strategic
rehabilitation and development of tourism infrastructure. One of these programmes is the Tourism Development
Programme, which includes measures to support local businesses, introduce innovative technologies in the
tourism industry and improve the quality of tourism services. Programmes promoting green and sustainable
tourism also receive funding to support environmental initiatives and conservation of natural resources.

— Investment programmes aimed at reviving the tourism sector include investments in the modernisation
of hotels, tourist centres and other infrastructure. An important aspect is attracting private investment through
partnerships with government agencies and international organisations. Public-private partnership programmes
also help to attract investment in tourism projects, allowing the state and business to combine resources to
achieve common goals.

Overall, the effective use of these financial mechanisms is crucial for the recovery and sustainable
development of the tourism sector in Ukraine. Proper coordination between government agencies, international
funds, and private investors not only facilitates infrastructure rehabilitation, but also ensures sustainable growth
of the tourism industry in the face of current challenges.

The main financial mechanisms for supporting and rehabilitating the tourism sector in Ukraine during the
war and post-war period are summarised in Table 1. This table also includes the levers and instruments used to

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implement these financial mechanisms in the tourism sector, providing a deeper understanding of how tourism
infrastructure is supported and rehabilitated.

The synergy of investment, innovation and financial mechanisms is a critical factor for the successful
restoration of Ukraine’s tourist regions and for increasing its competitiveness in the global tourism market.
Investment is the basis for the restoration and modernisation of tourism infrastructure. They enable the
construction of new facilities, the repair and renovation of damaged facilities, and the introduction of new
technologies and services. Investment can come from government budgets as well as from private investors,
including foreign investment. Public-private partnerships play an important role, providing financial resources
and management solutions for the implementation of large-scale projects.

Innovation is an important component for the recovery and development of the tourism sector. Digital tools
such as online booking platforms, mobile apps for tourists, virtual tours and other technologies can significantly
improve the quality of service and convenience for visitors. Innovations also include the development of new
tourism products and services that meet modern requirements and trends. The introduction of technologies to
improve the safety of tourists and ensure their comfortable stay in the affected regions is particularly important
in the context of post-conflict recovery.

Financial support in the form of government grants, international funds and programmes is essential
for the implementation of restoration projects. Government support can include grants, tax incentives and
other forms of financial assistance. International funds and grants provide additional resources for projects
that support the restoration of cultural heritage, the development of new tourism routes and infrastructure.
Global support programmes can also provide technical assistance and advice to help make effective use of
financial resources.

The mechanism for analysing and systematising investment, innovation and financial mechanisms for
developing the resource potential of the tourism sector is presented in Table 2. This makes it possible to
identify the key elements of these mechanisms and their impact on the development of the tourism sector, as
well as the expected results of their implementation.

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The synergy of these mechanisms ensures a comprehensive approach to the recovery of the tourism sector.
Investments in infrastructure modernisation can be complemented by innovative technologies that increase the
efficiency and attractiveness of tourism services. Financial support provides the necessary resources for the
implementation of such projects and covers the associated costs. The interaction of these mechanisms facilitates
the creation of a sustainable tourism infrastructure, improves Ukraine’s competitiveness in the international
market and ensures the long-term recovery and prosperity of tourist regions. Therefore, the integration
of investment, innovation and financial mechanisms is a crucial factor for the successful revitalisation of
the tourism sector in Ukraine. Effective coordination between government agencies, private investors and
international partners will not only restore damaged infrastructure, but also create new opportunities for
tourism development, which in turn will enhance Ukraine’s competitiveness in the global tourism market.

Conclusions. The study provides the first systematic analysis of the financial mechanisms supporting the
tourism sector in the context of war and post-war reconstruction in Ukraine. The analysis clearly identifies the
key role played by government support, grant programmes, international funds and development programmes in
the restoration of tourism infrastructure. Special attention is paid to the integration of investment, innovation and
financial mechanisms, which are key factors in the successful recovery of tourism regions and their competitiveness
in the global tourism market. This research provides a detailed perspective on the interaction of these mechanisms
in ensuring the sustainable development of the Ukrainian tourism industry in the midst of significant challenges.

The scientific significance of the results lies in their substantial contribution to the understanding of the
specific financial mechanisms used to restore tourism infrastructure under crisis conditions. This deepens the
understanding of the integration of investment, innovation and government support mechanisms and represents
a valuable addition to the scientific literature on crisis management in tourism. The practical value of the
study lies in the fact that the identified financial mechanisms and tools can be directly used by government
agencies, local administrations, private investors and international organisations for the development and
implementation of tourism infrastructure recovery strategies. The practical recommendations resulting from
the research will facilitate a more effective use of resources for the rehabilitation of tourist attractions and
enhance their competitiveness in the global market.

Future research in this area could focus on studying the effectiveness of the implemented financial
mechanisms in the recovery of the tourism sector, analysing good practices, and assessing the impact of various
forms of financial support on the overall recovery of the tourism industry.

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Introduction. The tourism industry is of significant economic, social and cultural importance to many
countries around the world, having a major impact on national economies by attracting foreign investment,
increasing employment and developing key tourist destinations [1]. In this context, it is crucial to develop
policies that harness the potential for growth of the tourism industry. The modern tourism industry is facing
rapid changes and challenges that require clear and transparent mechanisms to realise its development potential
for attracting and retaining visitors. To successfully develop tourism potential, it is essential to study the
experiences of foreign countries to understand the trends and directions that can serve as a source of guidance
and inspiration for improving the domestic tourism industry [2]. The effectiveness of regulatory and stimulatory
approaches to business in the tourism industry, as well as the efficacy of reforms, can be enhanced through
the study and integration of the most successful international practices. The adaptation of this experience will
facilitate the development of a tourism industry methodology based on the potential for business development
and regulation in each area, taking into account its distinctive characteristics. It is imperative that the effective
transformation of the tourism industry is given due consideration.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The study of the state, trends and prospects for the
development of tourism potential, the experience of foreign countries in regulating the tourism business,
methodological approaches in the tourism industry is the focus of attention of many researchers, in particular:

The contribution of scientists
to the solution of the problem is manifold, as it is reflected in the theoretical and methodological aspects of the
study of the experiences of various countries, as well as in practical approaches and recommendations for the
adaptation of these experiences to Ukrainian realities, modern approaches to the development of the potential
of the industry, and state mechanisms for the regulation of tourism business entities. However, the problem
of developing a comprehensive mechanism for the potential growth and regulation of businesses in different
countries and incorporating it into the methodological framework of the domestic tourism industry during the
post-conflict recovery period remains largely unresolved. Such a mechanism would help to create attractive
tourism products to promote economic development and enhance the country’s tourism experience.

Objectives of the article. The objective of this article is to present a methodology for the tourism industry,
based on the analysis of potential avenues for business development and regulation in a range of countries.
This approach aims to facilitate the adaptation of international experience to new domestic realities.

The main material of the study. The potential for the development of a country’s tourism industry, among
other indicators, is an indicator of the level of development of the regional socio-economic system. From the
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perspective of a systems approach, the overall potential of a country’s tourism industry can be conceptualised
as the sum of the interconnected and interacting regional potentials that are mobilised in the country’s tourism
activities. While the comprehensive development of the tourism potential of specific areas is undoubtedly of great
importance, it is also sensible to focus on the development of a particular region. It would be unwise, however,
to prioritise only one tourism destination, as this could result in the formation of a single-vector structure in the
region’s tourism economy. Such a structure would be characterised by cyclical growth, increasing the risk of
vulnerability and stagnation. In the long term, such an economic system is prone to degradation and depression
as a result of the weakening of competitive forces. It is evident that competition represents a fundamental tenet
of economic relations, prompting continuous endeavours by entities to enhance operational efficiency through
the development and implementation of innovative technologies in the production of the tourism product.

The considerable development potential of the tourism industry is a defining characteristic of the majority of
Ukrainian regions. However, the level of development and the effectiveness of the realisation of this potential
vary significantly. It is frequently observed that the level of development of the tourism potential of a specific
region is reflective of the overall socio-economic development of the country. The traditional approaches to
regulating potential development, which initially aim to mitigate significant disparities between the potential
and actual levels of tourism development in the country’s regions, are often implemented in a manner analogous
to the equalisation of socio-economic development, as evidenced by current practices in the levelling of
budgetary provision levels [4—6]. The contemporary state of global tourism is characterised by the following
features: firstly, tourism represents a distinct budget-generating sector of the national economy; secondly,
transnational industry associations play an instrumental role in its development; thirdly, an infrastructure has
been established; fourthly, a “typical” tourism service consumer profile has been created; and fifthly, new
vectors for tourism business development are constantly emerging [7].

It is recommended that the conclusions drawn from foreign experience in regulating the tourism business be
considered a valuable source of information for developing tourism potential at the local level. The adaptation
of successful contemporary practices from a range of countries, coupled with the incorporation of local industry
needs, will facilitate the creation of distinctive, unique and attractive tourism products. This, in turn, will foster
the development of the country’s tourism economy and enhance the overall experience.

The role of state regulation in the tourism industry is pivotal in the management and development of
tourism potential. The primary functions of regulating the development potential of the tourism industry and
tourism business are illustrated in Fig. 1.

The implementation of the principle of regulating the tourism industry’s development potential by the
state entails the recognition of tourism as a priority sector of the economy. The state plays a pivotal role in the
advancement of the tourism industry, fostering its growth through transparent regulatory measures, fostering
a conducive business environment, and identifying and supporting strategic priorities. The objectives of state
regulation of the development potential of the tourism industry in different countries include: ensuring the rights
of citizens to rest, freedom of movement and other rights during travel; creating conditions for activities aimed
at educating, raising awareness and improving the health of tourists; developing the tourism industry, creating
new jobs, increasing the income of the state and its citizens; promoting international contacts; preserving
valuable tourist sites and ensuring the rational use of the country’s natural and cultural resources [8]. In general,
regulation implies direct intervention of the State in the activities of tourism industry entities, which is carried
out through direct (administrative methods) and indirect (financial, credit, tax, currency, customs regulators
of the tourism development potential) economic regulators. The models of the State regulation of the tourism
industry development potential have been allocated, the main characteristics of which are presented in Fig. 2.

Unified forms and methods of state regulation, which are implemented through legislative and regulatory
acts in the European Union, are applied to the potential for the development of the tourism industry (Fig. 3).

In order to restore the development potential of the tourism industry, it is necessary to address a number of
issues. These include the condition of roads along tourist routes, the lack of organised parking spaces (especially
near tourist attractions), insufficient road signage, the shortage of leisure and entertainment facilities for visitors,
the lack of modern and comfortable hotels, an underdeveloped material base and weak infrastructure of the tourism
industry, the unsatisfactory condition of various tourist attractions, and low service quality across all sectors of the
industry. The tourism industry is characterised by a limited range of entertainment services, which results in their
high cost. Furthermore, there is a lack of highly qualified and professional staff, insufficient promotion of regional
tourism products in both domestic and foreign markets, a limited level of development in the area of additional

services (transport, guides with foreign language skills, tour guides), and an underdeveloped statistical accounting
system, which makes it difficult to assess industry dynamics and calculate the budgetary effectiveness of state
support for tourism development. Furthermore, there is a notable absence of involvement from entrepreneurs,
non-profit organisations and volunteer groups in the tourism sector. To address these challenges, it is essential to
enhance the following key areas: the inflow of investment into the hospitality sector; the workforce in hotels and
travel agencies; the number of beds in the country’s collective accommodation facilities; and the volume of paid
services provided to visitors by travel agencies and collective accommodation facilities.

Regulatory aspects of business and investment incentive mechanisms used in different countries and
potentially useful for domestic practice can be adapted to Ukrainian realities (Table 1).

Studying the experience of other countries in the development and regulation of the tourism business is
necessary for several reasons: 1) since independence, Ukraine has not formed a tourism management institution;
2) there is a tendency for the authorities to neglect these issues; 3) an effective legislative framework for the
development of the tourism business has not been created; 4) there is an imbalance between the development of
tourism resources and the use of the tourism potential of the regions; 5) the domestic tourism business sometimes
even lags behind countries with significantly lower tourist attractiveness; 6) low level of investment in tourism
development; 7) despite the fact that tourism is a priority industry, it lacks proper organisational and financial
support from the state; 8) insufficient scientific support for the development of the tourism business. Thus, the
rapid development of the tourism business in foreign countries makes it possible to study, use the experience
gained and adapt it to the Ukrainian economy. Particular attention should be paid to the experience of countries
with similar climatic conditions, resources, factors of socio-economic development, and so forth [9].

The world practice of managing the development of the tourism industry and regulating the activities of
tourism business entities has led to the formation of three models (Table 2).

Model 3 is close to the EU model: state tourism administrations work in cooperation with local authorities
and private business to attract financial resources from the private sector to implement public tasks, finding
various mutually beneficial forms of cooperation and partnership [14].

An analysis of foreign experience in the functioning and development of the tourism business shows
that key interactions between the state and tourism business entities are based on two main criteria, namely,
financing and regulation, which allowed to create a matrix (Fig. 4).

It is important to note that there is no priority in the utilisation of any quadrant of the matrix. It is possible that
a particular country may adapt one of these models in order to suit its specific conditions for the development
of the tourism business. Conversely, the varying degrees of state intervention in regulating the tourism industry
and market entities do not necessarily ensure stable and qualitative growth of the tourism business. In countries
where the economic mechanism is stable and legislation is enacted with the interests of business in mind,
the role of the state in regulating the tourism industry should be limited. It is clear that close cooperation

Based on the study and analysis of tourism
business development programmes in different countries, taking into account priorities, goals and various
measures, a comprehensive set of methodological approaches to its development has been formed (Fig. 5).

It is determined that the key areas of business development are: investments in infrastructure, goods and
services related to travel; regional development and encouragement of local communities to actively participate
in the organisation of the tourism business; security; constant expansion of the range of tourist products as part
of the country’s integrated tourism product.

The organisational measures implemented by countries around the world to develop the tourism business
and the experience that may be useful for Ukraine after the war are highlighted (Table 3).

The strategic priorities for the development of the country’s tourism business are proposed: support
for sustainable tourism development; increasing accessibility, taking into account the needs of the tourism
business of Ukraine; responding to digital transformation; ensuring the operating environment, maintaining
competitiveness.

Based on the analysis of international experience and best practices of the tourism industry in different
countries of the world, the following promising proposals for the development of the tourism business potential
have been developed for their adaptation to the conditions and implementation in Ukraine [16; 17]:

— Balancing and optimising the interaction between public and private sector partnerships through tourism
development centres.

— Introduction of innovative mechanisms for financing business development.

— Ensuring digital and analytical transformations in the tourism sector, in particular, increasing the digital
competence of Ukrainian tourism business entities: 1) providing corporate training to improve business
competencies and significantly facilitate access to products through electronic channels; 2) improving the
coverage, accessibility and content of online services; 3) promoting the development of digital business
infrastructure in the country’s tourism industry.

— Sustainable development of the competencies of local governments in managing the development,
regulation and promotion of tourism business activity.

— Promotion of national territories, regions, cities, locations in the international tourism market and the
global market for investment in the tourism industry.

— Post-war intensification of international business events and partnerships.

— Transformation of tourism marketing: 1) strengthening cooperation between business entities from
different regions; 2) promoting foreign direct investment in the country through marketing communications;
3) preparing digital materials on nature tourism for tourism business entities.

2) preparing an action plan to address the labour shortage in various sectors of the tourism industry;
3) analysing the impact of the war, the COVID-19 pandemic, and the postponement of public holidays and
school holidays on the tourism industry.

The results of the study have shown that around the world, a number of specific priorities are key elements
of the system of tourism business development in the country. In order to increase the efficiency of using the
potential for business development in the tourism industry, it is advisable to study exemplary international
initiatives and government measures, programmes, plans and strategies to support the industry. The result
should be the realisation of the benefits and reduction of costs associated with the development of the domestic
tourism business.

Conclusions. The study and adaptation of international experience in regulating the tourism business and
development potential will facilitate the expansion of local tourism destinations in the country. The implementation
of effective strategies from diverse international contexts can facilitate the improvement of tourism quality,
attract a larger number of tourists, and stimulate the growth of the domestic tourism industry. The experience of
countries around the world demonstrates that the methodology of the tourism industry, in terms of development
potential and business regulation, can be based on aspects that are key to shaping the strategy for the country’s
post-war business recovery. Nevertheless, the implementation of such experience necessitates adaptation to local
conditions, specificities and needs. Cultural, socio-economic, and environmental factors should be taken into
account, and active engagement with stakeholders, including government agencies, entrepreneurs, and local
communities, is essential to maximise the impact of adapting foreign experience and support the realisation of
the tourism industry’s development potential. In order to ensure the successful implementation of this experience,
it is logical to conduct a thorough analysis of the principles of tourism industry management and to organise
the activities of tourism business entities based on a client-oriented approach. This should be done by applying
service quality management strategies and adapting international standards. The overarching objective is the
comprehensive development of the tourism sector, which necessitates the provision of robust and sustained state
support for tourism business entities, the formation of public-private partnerships on mutually beneficial terms,
the delivery of high-quality education, and the international marketing of tourism services. A significant aspect
of the tourism industry is the attraction of investment, which is essential for achieving an international standard.
In this regard, it would be prudent for the state to define a set of incentives for investors. This direction offers
considerable promise for future scientific developments.

The article presents a substantiated methodology for the tourism industry, based on an analysis of the potential
for business development and regulation in countries around the world. The functions of regulating the development
potential of the tourism industry and the country’s tourism business are presented in summary form. The regulatory
aspects of the mechanism for stimulating entrepreneurial and investment activity are examined. The article presents
models of regulation for business entities operating in the tourism industry. The “financing — regulation” matrix
was constructed in the context of the interaction between the state and business entities in the tourism industry.

Lviv region is one of the most dynamic in terms of the development of territorial communities, characterized by
significant demographic and geographical diversity. Large urban communities, such as Drohobych, Chervonohrad,
and Yavoriv, serve as centers of socio-economic activity and significantly impact regional development. They cover
large areas and have a high population density, which creates the prerequisites for effectively implementing large-
scale infrastructure projects and improving the quality of life for residents. On the other hand, smaller town and rural
communities, such as Skhidnytsia and Zabolottsi, although smaller in size and population, still play an important role
in ensuring regional stability and preserving cultural identity. Effective management of these diverse communities
requires an integrated approach that considers all aspects of their development: environmental, economic, and social.
In this context, the signing and implementation of a memorandum for the creation of a regional waste disposal site is
a strategically important step. This initiative demonstrates Lviv region’s efforts towards sustainable development and
improving ecological infrastructure. Participation in the program “Steps for Specialists: Waste Management” helps
bring in international experience and enhances the competencies of local specialists in environmental management,
which is crucial for overcoming ecological challenges. The analysis of household waste dynamics in Lviv region from
2020 to 2023 showed certain fluctuations in waste volumes, which may be linked to economic and political changes
in the country. The growth of environmental awareness among the population and improved waste management have
become important factors in reducing the negative impact on the environment. This indicates positive changes in
attitudes towards environmental issues and sustainable development in the region. Due to these efforts, Lviv region
is moving towards achieving sustainable development goals, allowing it to not only preserve natural resources but
also ensure a quality life for current and future generations.

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Introduction. The world economy has been hit hard by the negative effects of the Covid-19 pandemic that
followed the Russian-Ukrainian war. Countries around the world have experienced the highest inflation in recent
years, international trade has slowed down, the level of prosperity in the world has declined, and price inflation has
reached extreme levels. These processes have once again brought to the agenda the importance of investigating the
issue of inflation and combating inflation. Countries and international financial institutions have developed short-
term ways out of inflation, made forecasts and compiled long-term anti-inflation models. Both short-term and long-
term measures taken against inflation have significantly affected the monetary policy of countries. Central banks
have used traditional methods to reduce the mass of money in circulation by raising interest rates and reducing
money emission. These tools, which were effective in every economic period, stabilized the situation relatively, but
did not solve the problem of inflation. This in itself shows that it is important to develop new methods. In particular,
countries such as the United States and China have started to look at using the capabilities of the digital economy to
combat inflation in order to develop new methods and have conducted research in this direction [4].

Although the concept of digital economy started to emerge in the 90s of the 20th century, it has gradually
started to penetrate the world economy, especially since the 2000s. Since the 2000s, the rapid development of
information technologies and their widespread use among people have made it possible for it to emerge as one
of the most important tools. It is no coincidence that the use of digital technologies in modern times is seen in
every field. Of course, the economy is one of the most important areas affected by digital technologies in terms
of scope and importance. Especially since the beginning of the XXI century, as digital economy tools such as
e-commerce, e-marketing, digital money, web economy, internet banking, and later blockchain technologies,
cryptocurrencies, NFT, digital currencies, etc. have emerged [1]. Convenient tools such as e-commerce,
e-wallets, internet banking are spreading rapidly among people.

Economic models based on the application of modern information technologies can be considered the next
stage of economic development [12]. As we mentioned, highly developed countries such as the United States
and China have already started to expand the capabilities of the digital economy and use it as a tool to fight
inflation. In this study, we also examined how developing countries can take advantage of the opportunities
offered by the digital economy, especially in terms of combating inflation, and tried to learn about the methods
of technology-oriented development of monetary policy through the example of the economy of the Republic
of Azerbaijan. In Azerbaijan, as in other countries, models based on the implementation of traditional monetary
policy are being developed to combat inflation. However, the main objective of this study was to develop
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new digital models based on the application of the opportunities of the modern world and to determine the
possibilities of their use.

Analysis of recent research and publications. The digital economy is a set of goods and services provided
through information and communication. Adjusting inflation rates to ensure the quality of information flow,
technology, media flow and e-commerce and determining its overall impact on the economy is crucial. The
proliferation of e-commerce, especially due to the pandemic, has made this issue even more urgent. Integrating
digital economy-specific figures and prices into the overall inflation rate will give us a more transparent picture.
An accurate assessment of the digital economy will also help both governments and consumers take more
effective measures to combat inflation [9].

In order for the digital economy to be positively applied to the country’s fiscal policy, a suitable infrastructure
must first be organized in the country. According to studies, there is a correlation between the country’s
technological infrastructure, the use of digital economy and monetary policy. It was determined that the biggest
challenge facing monetary policy is the insufficient number of internet users acting as users of the digital economy
in the country. There is a positive relationship between technological development and production [8].

The concept of digital economy, which has received special attention in recent years as one of the most
important tools for social and economic development, is understood as the exchange of economic information.
The digital economy refers to a range of processes such as electronic commerce, virtual currency, economic
applications over the Internet, virtual advertising, cloud technology [24].

Digital money has very important implications for monetary policy: Thus, digital money can change the
structure of money demand and accelerate money circulation. Central Banks will also be able to control
digital currency reserves more easily and allocate money reserves more efficiently. Digital currency can also
significantly increase the leverage and volatility of the money multiplier. Moreover, digital currency can
improve the transmission effect by acting as a component of monetary policy as a completely new instrument.
And finally, digital currency can make the central bank’s monetary policy more credible and effective, making
it easier to achieve policy objectives [4].

The recent rapid increase in the importance of the digital economy in the world economy has brought some
legal issues back to the agenda and requires a careful approach to these issues. It is an undeniable fact that
the digital economy increases efficiency in the financial field and is useful as a new tool. However, this has
created the need to protect fundamental rights such as security, privacy and the right to separate voting. While
modern digital technologies are particularly useful for governance and policy-making, the legal landscape
is not changing and evolving in this direction. Therefore, the legal aspects of digital currency or the digital
economy should be carefully considered before its widespread implementation [1].

Digital finance has its own risks. These risks include monetary policy risks, business management risks,
legal policy risks, risks related to Internet technologies, and risks related to money laundering. The most
important risks are those related to monetary policy. This includes risks such as adverse effects on money
demand and money supply, problems in the transmission mechanism of monetary policy, and weakening
control at the macroeconomic level [5].

It is important to examine the short-term and long-term effects of the digitalization process. At first glance,
however, it is clear that the transition to a digital economy will have an unexpected and strong impact on trade
and investment, unemployment, migration, income inequality, the service sector and the environment [6].

The central banks of the European Union member countries published a joint report on Bitcoin. According
to this report, Bitcoin is represented as an electronic financial asset stored in an electronic calculator. Bitcoin is
also classified as a financial asset that economic entities can only use over the internet. However, the difficulty of
taxation is cited as the main disadvantage of virtual currencies like bitcoin. The anonymity of the persons carrying
out the transactions and the inability to trace the income from these transactions make taxation impossible [21].

Looking at the possibilities of using the digital economy in monetary policy, special attention should be
paid to the issue of income inequality among the population. The concept of political economy and the special
theory of money can serve as a fundamental basis for the effective conduct of price determination and money
circulation during the use of digital currency by central banks in the future. First of all, economic policy
should solve the problem of money distribution in order to prevent the concentration of a significant amount
of personal digital money in the hands of a part of the population [12].

Modeling blockchain technologies in a traceable, sustainable and transparent way can play an important
role in increasing the effectiveness of economic policy in terms of protecting privacy, increasing the efficiency
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of information exchange, getting rid of external interference, without negatively affecting the current situation
and the work regime of governing bodies of governments [13].

The prices of digital economy products in the pre-pandemic period show how important and lasting
its role as a regulator of inflation has been. In other words, thanks to the rapid development of the digital
economy, nothing is subject to inflation, but rather depreciates rapidly. This is one of the proofs of how
important a tool it can be in the fight against inflation. Prices in information technology have been falling
rapidly since 1990 [14].

Before introducing digital currency nationwide, it is important to find answers to the following questions:
Who should be authorized to use the digital currency? Should there be a limit or law on how much digital
currency a person can hold? Should there be interest on digital currency? Can digital currency be easily
exchanged for paper money or local currency at any time? Will the digital currency pay for itself or will
additional subsidies be needed [15].

We are already becoming an information society. This means that material production is gradually losing
its importance and knowledge production is gaining prominence instead. Therefore, those who want to gain
economic power should take this into account in the future and prioritize knowledge production. Innovations
and rapid development in the field of information technology have created new areas of consumption. It is
urgent to comprehensively explore this emerging field and determine which forms of labor and exploitation
will characterize it [19].

One of the most important opportunities of the digital economy is P2P money transfers. Determining the
role of P2P money transfers in a country’s monetary policy is crucial for conducting a positive monetary
policy. P2P money transfers are conducted entirely electronically, without intermediary banks. Studying this
technology will be useful for Central Banks to implement digital money transfers [2].

Another form of digital economy is the cloud system. This system is created through the internet and
provides access to economic information concentrated in a single center from anywhere, anytime. The cloud
system is used in three main aspects: software, technological basis and application process [22].

Electronic commerce is defined by the World Trade Organization as the advertising, sale and distribution
of goods and services using electronic means. According to the Organization for Economic Cooperation and
Development, all commercial relations based on the processing and sending of digitized text, audio and visual
information, connecting institutions and individuals are called electronic commerce [20].

The spread of the digital economy has also changed the structure of labor. Labor has become less important
by nature. In the long run, this situation may pose a threat such as the emergence of unemployment as a result
of the replacement of material labor with immaterial labor [23].

Objectives of the article. Faris Alshubiri, an Omani researcher, conducted a study with two other Omani
researchers to examine the importance of implementing the digital economy in terms of improving the monetary
policy of his home country and tried to examine the impact of the digital economy. On the country’s economic
policy and economic efficiency. In the course of his research, Fariz conducted an analysis based on modern
data, tried to study the prospects for the implementation of the digital economy and estimated the prospects for
its development. Since Azerbaijan, the country of our research, is a developing oil country like Oman, a similar
methodology was used during the research. The challenges facing Azerbaijan’s traditional monetary policy
model were categorized on a generalization basis and the role of the digital economy in overcoming these
challenges was analyzed separately for each category. The main objective during this period was to identify
the possibilities for better use of the digital economy and to clarify the economic environment in which the
implementation of the digital economy is necessary. This was determined by the method of analysis based on
the data obtained from the Central Bank of Azerbaijan. Previous studies in this direction were analyzed and
significant parts of these studies were used as material.

The main material of the study. The possibilities of applying the digital economy to various aspects
of a country’s economic policy are quite broad. The most important reason for this comprehensiveness
can be seen as the fact that today’s information technologies spread at an extremely high speed and cover
large masses. Taking advantage of these opportunities of the digital environment will contribute to the
development of the world economy. Especially developing countries that have not reached the desired level
in economic development should examine this technology more carefully, adopt it and develop economic
models based on all kinds of applications. For this, first of all, the necessary digital structure must be
created. Especially in Azerbaijan, the appropriate level of the digital environment is extremely important
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for the efficient use of the opportunities of the digital economy in the future. These structural requirements
can be categorized as follows [3]:

Telecommunications: The development of the telecommunications sector means that more people will use
digital services. Wide coverage, the use of the most modern internet facilities and the number of active mobile
subscribers are the most important indicators for measuring the level of telecommunications in the country.
According to the State Statistics Committee of the Republic of Azerbaijan, there are 6.9 million active mobile
subscribers and 68.7 active broadband mobile subscribers per hundred people. Azerbaijan has also recently
launched the 5th generation internet (5G).

Electronic government: “Electronic government portal” based on international experience has been created in
the Republic of Azerbaijan. The portal has been operating since 2012, and the number and quality of services on
the portal is increasing every year. Currently there are 447 services on the portal. In addition, the portal “myGov”
was created for citizens of the country. “Government Payment Portal” was launched for electronic payments.

Cyber security: Considering how dangerous the modern cyber world is, we can say that not enough work
has been done in this field in the country. The formation and development of cybersecurity, which is a very
important issue, is a state-level issue. In fact, in October 2021, the first international professional cybersecurity
association was established in the country. The main goal of the association was to make Azerbaijan one of the
important countries in the field of cybersecurity, both in terms of activity and training of qualified personnel in
this field. Nevertheless, there is still a need to develop the field of cybersecurity in the country.

Implementation of new digital technologies: The implementation of new digital technologies means the
operational provision of modern digital economy products in Azerbaijan. Blockchain technologies, emerging
virtual currencies, NFT technologies, implementation of cloud systems, etc. are the main examples of this.

Once the above-mentioned areas are sufficiently developed, the environment for the effective implementation
of the digital economy in the country is created. At the next stage, we can talk about the implementation of the
digital economy.

The digital economy offers various opportunities for the development of monetary policy in all developing
countries, including Azerbaijan. The application of digital technologies creates new opportunities for the
country’s governing bodies and various financial circles to more easily achieve the set goals and solve economic
problems. In general, these opportunities can be grouped as follows:

A.Improving credit assessments: Quality credit assessment systems can be developed using the capabilities
of the digital economy. In many developing countries, credit modeling is very limited due to the lack of
credit history databases. In Azerbaijan, a database for credit assessment has been established but needs to be
improved. In order to increase the volume and quality of lending, it is possible to use the opportunities of the
digital economy in this direction in order to cause individuals and economic organizations to take out more
loans. In our modern world, factors such as the widespread use of mobile phones, the increase in the volume
of online transactions, and the use of social media can play an important role in the collection of digital data.

B.Development of digital banking: Centralization and improvement of digital banking systems is of great
importance for strengthening control over financial transactions in the country. Internet banking service in
Azerbaijan has increased significantly recently. However, it would be better to reshape digital banking to serve
the country’s monetary policy. The development of digital banking also encourages the country’s citizens to use
banking services en masse, which is invaluable in providing affordable and more accessible financial services
in the country. Another advantage of digital banking is that it facilitates cooperation between commercial
banks and financial companies.

C.Reduction of operational costs: Increased use of digital economy products leads to increased circulation
of electronic money in the country, widespread use of digital money and the creation of electronic wallets. This
reduces transaction costs, unlike paper money. Lower costs benefit the country and create a more favorable
environment for both banks and customers.

D.Improving the efficiency of financial analysis: One of the most important conditions for success in monetary
policy is to analyze the available financial data, make forecasts accordingly and determine the direction of future
policy. In this respect, the application of modern technologies is essential. Developed countries need to use the
opportunities of the digital economy to better forecast their financial situation. Efficient collection of financial data,
creation of databases and analysis of these databases will be very useful in the formulation of monetary policy.

E. The regulatory function of smart contracts: In particular, the application of blockchain technologies
can reduce fraud and increase transparency in financial relationships. Since blockchain technologies are
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decentralized, relationships on this technology are regulated through smart contracts. Smart contracts take on
the function of regulation and automate payments to ensure compliance with contractual requirements. The
digital currency created by blockchain technology is concentrated in electronic wallets that are included in the
smart contract. The terms of the contract are then automatically executed.

F. Building financial relationships based on P2P (peer-to-peer) technology: On platforms built on the
basis of P2P technologies, mutual financial relationships can be established more efficiently and reliably.
These financial relationships include online money transfers and online credit transactions. Establishing
such platforms based on P2P technology in developed countries is very important in terms of increasing trust
in the system.

G.Use of digital education tools: One of the most important features of successful monetary policy is a
high level of financial literacy in the country. The use of digital capabilities to ensure financial literacy is also
valuable in terms of delivering education more effectively to wider audiences. Ensuring financial literacy
ensures mutual trust between economic agents and government institutions during the implementation of
monetary policy, which is one of the most important conditions for the successful conduct of monetary policy.

H.Implementation of digital identity systems: In order to ensure the inclusiveness of the digital economy, it
is crucial that all segments of society participate in this process. This raises the issue of digitizing the identity
of every individual and economic entity. Establishing a centralized digital identity system in the country is
one of the necessary steps to realize the digital economy. Creating this system also means creating a database
for the future verification of individuals. Increased control over individuals will reduce fraud and increase the
reliability of online transactions.

I. Cyber security and data protection: Public acceptance of the digital economy, especially in developed
countries, is critical to ensuring secure financial relationships. The guarantee of this security is cybersecurity.
A cybersecure digital economy system is highly secure. This puts the digital economy in a superior position in
terms of data protection and the formation of more secure financial relationships. Digital financial relationships
are much more secure than traditional financial relationships.

J. Government subsidies and incentives: While the digital economy is expensive to build, it is cheaper to
operate than the traditional way. This makes it possible to use increased financial instruments for financial
promotion. Another advantage of the digital economy is that its use brings additional financial resources to
economic entities. In addition, the government can provide subsidies to promote digitalization in sectors that
are important for economic development.

K.International cooperation: As developed countries have some experience in implementing the digital
economy, developing countries such as Azerbaijan can benefit from this experience through international
cooperation and seek technical assistance and support in building the necessary digital infrastructure and
opportunities.

L. Online monitoring: Government agencies implementing monetary policy can monitor the country’s
financial system online to identify existing problems and take necessary measures in a timely manner. For this
purpose, monitoring the digital economy using the possibilities of modern technologies will be more useful
than monitoring the traditional economy.

It should also be noted that the conduct of monetary policy should be accompanied by strong state supervision
in order to protect the financial capabilities of the population, prevent the inflation process and ensure financial
stability. In the implementation of the digital economy in monetary policy in developing countries, including
Azerbaijan, it is necessary to strike a balance between ensuring high-quality money and credit relations and
organizing a safe and stable financial system. It is also necessary to create the necessary infrastructure for all
segments of society to benefit from the opportunities of the digital economy. This process should be carried out
gradually to ensure efficiency. One of the most important and modern applications of the digital economy in
Azerbaijan is its importance for the formation of a monetary and credit-oriented anti-inflation policy. In order
to determine the relationship between inflation and the digital economy more clearly, it would be appropriate
to approach the issue from two perspectives:

1. Effects of inflation on the digital economy.

2. The role of the digital economy in the fight against inflation.

Inflation directly affects e-commerce, one of the most important areas of the digital economy. Therefore,
the first link between inflation and the digital economy will be based on the concept of e-commerce. Since
the concept of electronic commerce is fundamentally similar to traditional commerce, the principles of the
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classical market economy also apply to this market. In other words, the volume of e-commerce may increase or
decrease depending on inflation. For example, when the inflation rate starts to fall in the market, the prices of the
products available in the e-commerce system fall accordingly, purchases increase — the volume of e-commerce
expands as a result of the increase in aggregate demand. Or vice versa, rising inflation rates also rapidly increase
prices, reducing purchasing power, lowering aggregate demand and reducing e-commerce volume. As can be
seen, the volume of e-commerce transactions is directly affected by inflation rates. Therefore, integrating the
figures and prices in the virtual environment with the general inflation level is of great importance in terms
of presenting a more transparent economic picture. Especially after the pandemic, the share of e-commerce
in total trade volume has increased significantly. This has raised the issue of price regulation in e-commerce.
This accurate assessment will help the institutions and governments implementing economic policy, as well
as consumers, to take more effective measures to combat inflation. International organizations such as the
World Trade Organization should take this issue more seriously and keep the impact of inflation on electronic
commerce on the agenda.

The second link between the digital economy and inflation is the issue of implementing anti-inflationary
measures using the possibilities of modern technology. As we know, digital technologies act as the most modern
tools that are used in all areas of the world today and are constantly being improved. In such a situation, the
application of anti-inflationary technologies is inevitable. It is no coincidence that the digital economy is also
called a low-inflation economy. The Central Bank of the Republic of Azerbaijan can use the possibilities of
the digital economy in the formulation and implementation of its anti-inflation policy. Examples of these
possibilities are given below:

A.Promote e-commerce: Economists have found that the promotion of digital products and digital services
is highly effective in reducing overall inflation rates, even projected inflation rates. This is mainly because,
unlike traditional commercial products, they are less costly, have low prices, increase in price at a very low rate
and show very high price stability. For this reason, central banks consider the promotion of e-commerce when
developing anti-inflation measures [17].

B. he introduction of trusted cryptocurrencies such as Bitcoin: The widespread use of cryptocurrency means that
new virtual currencies enter the market every day. This can pose serious risks for both investors and governments.
However, the use of relatively stable and reliable cryptocurrencies, such as Bitcoin and Ethereum, has an important
role to play in the fight against inflation. So when inflation rates rise, the value of the national currency drops
significantly, making it harder for investors to hold onto it. This is where the importance of cryptocurrencies comes
into play. At a time when the inflation rate is rising rapidly, replacing the national currency with a cryptocurrency
prevents the loss of funds. Cryptocurrencies have an indispensable role in economic environments with high
inflation because they are flexible and short-term instruments of struggle.

C.Implementation of digital currency: One of the most important monetary policies facing the World
Central Banks is the implementation of digital currency and the gradual withdrawal of traditional paper money
from circulation. The replacement of paper money by digital currency and the introduction of digital currency
can play an important role in relatively reducing the inflation rate [10]. At the same time, digital currency is
very important in the business environment as it provides both business people and consumers with privacy,
ease of transfer, more convenient and accessible, and most importantly, financial security. Currently, digital
currencies called CBDC (Central Bank Digital Currency) have been implemented by many countries. These
electronic currencies, called CBDC (Central Bank Digital Currency), are basically digital currency instruments
issued by the Central Banks of countries. And they have an indispensable role in monetary regulation [11].

D.Application of the digital economy in forecasting: The application of modern computers and economic
computing programs is extremely beneficial in terms of more flexible and faster data processing, analysis of
the current inflation situation and more accurate inflation forecasting. One of the most important aspects of the
fight against inflation is to react quickly and take preventive measures in a timely manner. Modern technology
is of great help to Central Banks in achieving this speed. Moreover, the capabilities of the digital economy play
an invaluable role in more accurate forecasting of future inflation rates.

Conclusions. In the course of scientific research, we come to the conclusion that the development potential
and application area of the digital economy is quite wide. E-commerce, cryptocurrency, digital currency,
cloud technology, digital marketing, internet banking, economic applications, etc. have entered the academic
literature as modern economic concepts. such concepts are currently actively used in the business world. The
impact of the digital economy, which is becoming popular day by day, is seen in all areas of daily life. It cannot
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be ruled out that in the future the digital economy will expand as a field and become even more widespread
thanks to modern technological developments. Taking into account the practical importance of this area, it is
recommended to expand its research in order to identify new directions of development.

Both Central Banks and other financial institutions use digitalization as a tool to regulate all areas of the
economy. As we have seen during the research, one of these areas is monetary-credit and anti-inflation. In a
sense, the fight against inflation is based on the application of technology, and as we have seen, this process
is not far enough advanced. However, the possibilities of use of the digital economy are quite wide and the
potential for regulation is high. Maximizing this potential and expanding the possibilities of digitalization
should be one of the main priorities of future economic development. The importance given to this field should
be increased, and if necessary, financial resources should be spent on research and development.

As a result of the research, it was determined that especially in developing countries such as Azerbaijan,
work should be done in terms of creating digital infrastructure. In Azerbaijan, it is recommended to solve
issues such as improving cyber security, improving the modern technological base, increasing the service
areas of the electronic state system, increasing the comprehensiveness of telecommunications equipment. At
the next stage, the Central Bank can use the possibilities of the digital economy as an anti-inflationary policy
in a more convenient and practical way. As part of monetary policy in developing countries, the Central Bank
should set goals such as the implementation of cryptocurrencies, the creation of a national electronic trading
system, and the implementation of the MBRV. At the final stage, it will be possible to use these opportunities
as a means of improving monetary policy and fighting inflation.
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The widespread use and development of information technologies in modern times has led to the growth of the
role of the digital economy in the overall world economy. Taking into account that information technology is fast
and convenient, new methods have been developed based on its application in all areas. This change has not gone
unnoticed by the economy. The implementation of the digital economy was addressed during the research. Digital
economy refers to all economic components created by information technologies. This includes digital exchanges,
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etc. such components are attributed. When we take into account the current inflation situation in the world as well as
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the issue of combating inflation is. The main task in the fight against inflation falls to the monetary policies of
countries. For this reason, this study evaluates the possibilities of creating a more sustainable economic policy in
countries that utilize the modern capabilities of the digital economy. The issue of creating a more effective anti-
inflation policy as a result of the application of the digital economy to monetary policy was discussed. The research
is based on the economies of developing countries. Because developed countries are in a more advantageous position
due to their technological and economic advantages. It would be more useful to look at the possibilities of utilizing
the digital economy in developing countries. The Republic of Azerbaijan was chosen as a model developing country
when evaluating the application of the digital economy to the country’s economy. The issue was evaluated from
the point of view of the state of economic policy and development opportunities of the Azerbaijani state, and the
possibilities of using the digital economy in the monetary policy of combating inflation were investigated.

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Introduction. The ICT sector is the backbone and driving force of today’s digital economy, playing a key
role in fuelling innovation, increasing productivity and contributing to economic growth. The activities of ICT
companies and the ICT sector as a whole are influenced by many factors, ranging from technological progress
and regulatory frameworks to market dynamics and human capital.

It is therefore evident that there is a necessity for the advancement and establishment of a comprehensive
theoretical concept on the determinants of competitiveness of the ICT sector of the national economy. This will
serve to assist stakeholders in remaining informed of technological progress, in the development of appropriate
policies and strategies, and in improving the global position of both the national ICT sector and the wider
economy. The national economy as a whole, stimulate economic growth and welfare, promote research and
innovation, solve problems inherent in both the national ICT sector and national socio-economic systems,
and gain an interdisciplinary understanding of the impact of the ICT sector on increasing the nation’s global
competitiveness. Furthermore, the establishment of categories for the factors influencing the competitiveness
of ICT companies and the ICT sector is beneficial for the scientific community. By categorising these factors,
researchers can enhance the systematic understanding of their impact on the success of ICT companies and the
ICT sector, including their international competitiveness in different countries.

Analysis of recent research and publications. In particular, the authors of the study [1] addressed the
issues of competition, competitive advantages and competitiveness in the ICT sector of the national economy.
They characterised the essence and features of competition in the ICT sector, indicated the strategic guidelines
for competition in ICT, classified the competitive advantages of ICT companies (by three key aspects) and
features of competitiveness of the ICT sector (by the criterion of stakeholders).

In their study [2, pp. 4-6], the authors identified the following factors as influencing the development of the ICT
sector: human resources, foreign direct investment (FDI), infrastructure (ICT infrastructure and technology parks),
government policy, culture (bureaucracy and work ethic), geographic location (in the context of international
trade directions), domestic consumption of information and communication technologies (ICT), and so forth.

In their study, the authors [3] undertook a systematic analysis of five key factors influencing the international
competitiveness of the ICT sector within the context of the national economy. These factors were: the political
and regulatory environment governing information and communication technologies; the extent of ICT sector
involvement in international cooperation; the quality of ICT infrastructure; the human capital within the ICT
sector; and the level of research and development activity. Furthermore, the study [3] underscored the necessity
for a comprehensive national cybersecurity system, delineating its fundamental principles and components.
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Finally, the influence of various factors on the development of certain segments of the information
and communication technology market was mentioned and considered in their works by Dybach I.L. [4],
Konoplenko A. et al. [5], Kopytsia A.O. [6], Sokol K.M. [7], Poita I.O. [8], Poltorak K.A. [9], Stavycka A.V.

[16], Yanenkova I.G. [17], and others.

Objectives of the article. The purpose of the study is to continue and expand the scientific discussion on
the determinants of success in the ICT sector with the subsequent identification and application of features for
building classifications. To achieve this goal, the following task was set: to list, briefly describe and classify
the determinants of competitiveness at the level of ICT companies and the ICT sector of the national economy.

The research methods are analysis and synthesis of scientific literature on the research topic, abstraction
and generalisation (for further development of classifications), and the graphical method (to display key ideas
and developments in tabular form).

The main material of the study. In general, the determinants of an ICT company’s competitiveness
(Table 1) can be defined as specific attributes, resources, capabilities, and strategic decisions (related to internal
and external processes) that allow individual ICT enterprises to innovate, maintain efficiency and profitability,
and increase customer satisfaction, thus achieving higher performance and market advantages.

In applying M.E. Porter’s proposals (Table 1) for the classification of the determinants of competitiveness
in the context of ICT companies, the following can be stated:

1) The classification of the determinants of an ICT company’s competitiveness in accordance with the
5 forces model methodically helps to understand the intensity of competition and the factors that affect the
company’s strategic position:

1.1.The “threat of new entrants” refers to the potential for new companies to enter the ICT market and
compete with existing companies;

1.2.the “bargaining power of suppliers” is the ability of suppliers to influence the price and quality of the
goods or services they provide to ICT companies;

1.3.the “bargaining power of buyers” is the influence it has over the pricing and terms of procurement in
the ICT sector;

1.4.the “threat of substitute goods or services” is the likelihood that customers will switch to alternative
solutions that meet similar needs;

1.5.the “industry competition/rivalry between existing competitors” is the intensity of competition between
existing companies in the ICT sector, which is influenced by factors such as the number of competitors, market
growth rates, investment needs, capacity utilisation, strategic alliances, price competition, and so forth.

2) The classification based on the Porter Diamond Model should show how different factors influence
the competitive position and performance of an ICT company in the national ICT sector and in the international
ICT market:

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2.1.The “factor conditions” refers to a country’s endowment with the resources required for the ICT sector,
including skilled labour, infrastructure, capital, technological capabilities, etc;

2.2.the “demand conditions” refer to the prevailing nature and size of the demand for ICT products and
services in the domestic market (e.g., the presence of tech-savvy consumers, businesses requiring advanced
technological solutions, etc.);

2.3.the “related and supporting industries” means suppliers and related industries that can enhance the
competitiveness of an ICT company (e.g., hardware, software, cybersecurity, cloud computing, etc.);

2.4.the “firm strategy, structure and competition” focuses on how companies in the ICT sector are
organised, managed and compete with each other (e.g., competitive environment that encourages innovation,
R&D investment, strategic partnerships, etc.);

2.5.the “government” is the role of state policy in shaping the competitive environment for ICT companies
(antitrust laws, tax policy, trade agreements, state support for R&D, etc.);

2.6.the “chance” refers to external factors that may affect the competitiveness of an industry but are largely
beyond the control of companies or governments (e.g., technological breakthroughs, changes in consumer
preferences, economic changes or global events).

3) The classification by value chain should provide a detailed view of the internal activities and processes
that contribute to the competitive advantage of an ICT company:

3.1. The “primary activities” consider inbound logistics, i.c., the processes associated with obtaining,
storing and distributing the resources required for the operation of an ICT company; operations are the
processes that transform inbound resources into final products or services; outbound logistics are the activities
required to deliver finished products or services to customers; marketing and sales; service (e.g., technical
support, training, software updates, etc.);

3.2. the “support activities” include procurement of goods and services necessary for the operation of
an IT company; technology development (R&D aimed at innovating and improving products and services);
human resource management (recruitment, training and retention of qualified employees who contribute to
the success of an IT company); company infrastructure (e.g., organisational structure, management systems,
overall corporate culture, etc.).

Furthermore, in the process of selecting the criteria for the classification of determinants of an ICT
company’s competitiveness (Table 1), the following tasks were set:

1. The classification “by the formation environment” should demonstrate the manner in which disparate
factors influence the competitive position of the company, thus facilitating comprehension of the manner in
which internal capabilities and external conditions shape the capacity of an ICT company to compete in the
market. Accordingly, to the groups:

1.1. The “internal” includes the quality of corporate governance, human resources, financial resources,
technological and research capabilities, product/service quality, marketing, branding, etc;

1.2.the “external” — market conditions and dynamics, economic environment, political and legal
environment, technological environment, socio-cultural factors, competitive environment, and so forth.

2. The classification “by resource type” should illustrate how different types of resources affect the
competitive position of an ICT company. In particular, the groups:

2.1.The “physical” includes offices and facilities, data centre efficiency [3], efficient logistics and supply
chain management of hardware and physical products;

2.2.the “financial” — access to capital, economic efficiency, diversification and stability of income sources;

2.3.the “technological” — developed and reliable ICT infrastructure [3], R&D and intellectual property;

2.4. the “human” is the availability of qualified IT specialists and management personnel (additionally,
their ability to innovate and develop creative solutions), effective leadership and strategic management
practices [1];

2.5.the “intangible” — brand reputation, loyal customer base and quality customer service, corporate culture;

2.6.the “knowledge resources” ("market intelligence" [21]), intellectual capital and technological expertise
[1, p. 6], professional development.

3. The classification “by duration of impact” should take into account the determinants that affect the
competitive position of an ICT company over different time periods, dividing the determinants of impact into:

3.1.The “short-term“ (market demand fluctuations, technological upgrades, pricing strategies, marketing
campaigns, customer service, operational efficiency, supply chain management, and so forth);
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3.2.the “long-term* (investments in R&D and innovation; long-term strategies for attracting, retaining
and developing qualified specialists; creating and maintaining a strong brand image and customer relations;
forming and maintaining long-term partnerships and alliances; etc.).

4. The classification “by strategic focus“ should illustrate how ICT companies align their strategies to gain
competitive advantage in the ICT sector, under the approaches below:

4.1.The “market-oriented“ (market trends research; competitive analysis; development of a strong market
presence and unique value proposition; development of effective marketing campaigns; creation of geographic
and demographic market expansion; competitive pricing; formation of strategic partnerships);

4.2.the “innovation-oriented” (allocation of resources for R&D; introduction and integration of advanced
technologies; continuous product innovation; research partnerships; culture of innovation; crowdsourcing of
ideas; evaluation of the effectiveness and results of innovation activities, etc.);

4.3.the “cost-oriented” (strategies for reducing operating costs; economies of scale [1, p. 6]; financial
management; supply chain management; competitive pricing, etc.);

4.4.the “customer-oriented” (priority of customer satisfaction and experience; customer understanding;
customer feedback; development of loyalty programmes; implementation of a CRM system; proactive
customer engagement; offering training resources for customers, etc.);

4.5.the “sustainability-oriented” (use of renewable energy sources; reduction of carbon footprint; fair
labour practices; inclusiveness; ethical standards and leadership; transparency; regulatory compliance, etc.).

5. The classification “by technology type” provides an understanding of how different technological
components affect the ability of an ICT company to compete effectively in the market, among other things:

5.1. The “software technologies” include software development tools (modern integrated development
environments, version control systems, debugging tools, etc.); knowledge of popular programming
languages, use of reliable frameworks, implementation of continuous integration/continuous deployment
(CI/CD) pipelines, development and integration of APIs, focus on user interface/UI/UX design principles,
and so forth;

5.2.the “hardware technologies” include access to powerful processors for better computing capabilities,
implementation of high-performance storage solutions, use of advanced network equipment, and more;

5.3.the “cloud technologies” includes expertise in cloud computing platforms, ensuring the security of
cloud resources and data, developing applications using microservices architecture, implementing cloud
solutions for disaster recovery, and using cloud load balancing technologies;

5.4.the “data technologies” include expertise in developing machine learning models and applications,
creating and optimising data management policies and processes, and so on;

5.5.the “security technologies” include the implementation of robust cybersecurity practices and tools, the
use of data encryption methods, the deployment and management of firewalls, the implementation of IDPs,
ensuring compliance with cybersecurity regulations and standards, and so forth;

5.6.the “network technologies” include access to high-speed Internet, 5G, WiMax technologies,
implementation of SDN, use of network virtualisation methods, ensuring security of the network infrastructure,
and implementation of edge computing.

6. The classification “by market factor type” is intended to provide insight into the different areas that ICT
companies need to monitor and manage in order to maintain or enhance their competitive position, and groups
the determinants according to certain characteristics:

6.1.The “customer-related factors” include customer needs (market demand, customer preferences, new
trends), customer segments, brand loyalty, repeat purchases, loyalty programmes, customer satisfaction,
customer behaviour, response time, and customer relationship management;

6.2.the “competitor-related factors” include market position, competitive strategy, product offer, market
dynamics (intensity of competition, barriers to entry and exit, competitive landscape), level of adaptation to
changes in the competitive environment, specifics of pricing, and so forth;

6.3.the “supplier-related factors” include supplier quality (product quality, reliability, compliance with
standards, service level, performance indicators), supplier relationships (long-term partnership, supplier
loyalty, cooperation, communication, trust), supply chain management, cost management;

6.4.the “regulatory factors” take into account compliance with industry regulations, security and data
protection standards, certification requirements, regulatory changes, regulatory risks, government support
(benefits and subsidies, grants and funding), and so forth;
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6.5.the “technology-related factors” [1] include technological trends (emergence of new technologies and
their life cycle), research funding, technological infrastructure, technological capabilities (technical expertise,
innovation potential), etc.

At the same time, the determinants of ICT sector competitiveness refer to broader systemic elements (e.g.,
institutional structure, economic conditions, regulatory environment, etc.) that affect its overall efficiency,
growth potential, innovation potential, and global position in the ICT market as a whole (Table 2).

Thus, when selecting the criteria for classifying the determinants of competitiveness of the ICT sector
(Table 2), the following tasks were set:

1. The “by economic environment” classification should reflect how different external economic conditions
affect the ability of the ICT sector to compete effectively internationally and globally by grouping determinants
into groups:

1.1.The “macroeconomic stability”, namely a stable and growing economy, low and stable inflation,
interest rates, stable exchange rates, high employment in information and communications technologies, high
consumer confidence in ICT products and services; public debt levels; public spending on infrastructure,
education and technology; predictable and transparent fiscal, monetary and economic policies;

1.2.the “trade policy” — tariff rates, non-tariff barriers, bilateral and multilateral free trade agreements,
foreign trade facilitation, export promotion (export subsidies, trade missions, market access programmes,
export credit, trade exhibitions);

1.3.the “investment climate” — FDI inflows, FDI policy, investment incentives, ease of doing business
(regulatory environment, business licensing, property rights, contract enforcement, bankruptcy procedures),
tax policy, political stability, perception of corruption;

1.4.the “physical and ICT infrastructure” — reliable telecommunications and digital infrastructure,
availability and capacity of data centres; reliable and affordable electricity supply; availability of technology
clusters and innovation hubs; urban infrastructure (Smart City, public services, urban planning, infrastructure
projects);

1.5.the “labour market conditions” — quality of the workforce can be assessed in terms of educational
attainment, technical skills, ICT skills, vocational training and language skills. The cost of labour encompasses
wages, compensation packages, productivity, the cost of living, benefits and incentives. Labour regulation
includes labour laws, unionisation, safety and working time regulation. The availability of talent is determined
by the presence of a skilled workforce, recruitment channels, talent retention and labour mobility. Workforce
diversity encompasses gender and cultural diversity, inclusion policies, equal opportunities and diverse views.

2. The classification “by technological environment” considers groups of determinants that reflect how
various technological factors and processes affect the ability of the ICT sector to compete effectively in the
global ICT market:

2.1.the “research and development” — R&D expenditures (public funding, private sector investment, R&D
tax incentives, R&D grants, innovation subsidies), innovation hubs and R&D facilities, R&D talent, R&D
results (patent applications, technological improvements, etc.);

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2.2.the “technology implementation” — use of ICT (internet penetration, smartphone use, digital literacy,
e-commerce, cloud computing), Industry 4.0, e-government, cybersecurity (awareness of cyber threats, security
measures, data protection, cybersecurity policy, incident response);

2.3.the “digital infrastructure” — broadband (high-speed Internet, rural connectivity, fibre-optic networks,
Internet service providers, broadband development initiatives), mobile networks (4G/5G, WiMax deployment,
mobile data services, network coverage, mobile infrastructure, wireless communications), data centres,
equipment, digital platforms;

2.4.the “innovation ecosystem” means the ecosystem of start-ups, public-private partnerships, innovation
policies (national innovation strategies, innovation incentives, R&D tax breaks, etc.), educational institutions,
and innovation culture (risk tolerance, creative thinking, collaborative culture, knowledge sharing, continuous
learning);

2.5.the “intellectual property protection” — protection of intellectual property rights, the patent application
process, patent disputes, patent offices, digital rights management, licensing agreements, trademark protection,
trade secret protection, intellectual property awareness (training, management and strategies);

2.6.the “fechnology transfer” — forms of knowledge transfer, transfer mechanisms, technology
implementation and adaptation, international cooperation, government support (technology transfer policy,
innovation grants, tax incentives, etc.).

3. The classification “by social environment” should take into account which social factors influence the
productivity, innovation and growth of the ICT sector:

3.1.The “human capital” [3] — quality and accessibility of relevant education and training, workforce
diversity, talent retention, employee engagement, and workforce mobility in the ICT sector;

3.2.the “demographic trends and quality of life"" — population growth rates, urbanisation, population
ageing, the share of young people in the total population, migration processes, life expectancy, household
consumption, and more;

3.3.the “cultural factors” include innovation culture (risk-taking, collaborative culture, knowledge
sharing, entrepreneurial thinking), consumer behaviour, social values (technology acceptance, trust in digital
technologies, ethical considerations), communication norms in the digital and business environment, and work
ethics;

3.4.the “social infrastructure” — in particular, the demand for and the degree of use of ICT achievements in
such sectors of the economy as healthcare, energy, education, the military-industrial complex, public services,
public security, and so forth;

3.5.the “public awareness” [3] — digital literacy, technology adoption, use of social media, public
engagement, information campaigns (cybersecurity, cyber hygiene, data protection, etc.);

4. The classification “by regulatory environment” [3] takes into account the main regulatory conditions and
rules that affect the functioning of the ICT sector of the national economy, its development and competitiveness:

4.1.The “legal framework” (business rules, contract law, labour law, antitrust and competition policy,
environmental legislation, etc.);

4.2.the “government policies in the field of ICT” includes national ICT development strategies, digital
economy policies, R&D incentives, subsidies to the ICT sector, e-government initiatives, PPPs (public-private
partnerships) in the ICT sector, trade policies affecting ICT, investments in ICT infrastructure, tax policies in
the ICT sector, and so forth;

4.3.the “stability of the political environment” (stability and transparency of the government, predictability
of political decisions, risk of political unrest, nature and extent of the impact of political events on the ICT
sector, government commitment to ICT development);

4.4.the “international relations” (diplomatic relations with key technological countries, participation
in international ICT organisations, bilateral and multilateral agreements in the field of ICT, international
cooperation, cyber diplomacy, cross-border data transfer agreements, international financing of ICT projects,
presence/absence of sanctions against ICT products/companies, etc.);

4.5.the “data protection and privacy” — data protection laws, privacy policies, data security standards,
compliance audits and audit reports, consumer rights (right of access to data, right to change/correct, delete,
transfer, object to data processing, and so forth);

4.6.the “intellectual property” means patent law, copyright, trademark laws, trade secrets, intellectual
property protection (legal remedies, intellectual property litigation, law enforcement, etc.);
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4.7.the “telecommunications regulation” — spectrum allocation (frequency licensing, spectrum auctions,
bandwidth allocation, interference management, spectrum trading), standardisation of services, rules and
requirements for market entry, and pricing regulation;

4.8. the “cybersecurity regulation” [3] includes cybersecurity standards (national cybersecurity
frameworks, risk management standards, incident response guidelines, cyber hygiene requirements), cyber
incident reporting requirements, rules and principles for the protection of critical and ICT infrastructure,
legal frameworks (anti-hacking laws, cyber fraud penalties, cyber espionage laws, online stalking policies,
digital fraud laws, etc.);

5. The classification “by market dynamics” draws attention to the determinants of the ICT sector’s ability
to compete effectively in the national and international market environment:

5.1.The “market demand” means individual consumer demand, business demand, government demand,
global demand, and industry demand;

5.2.the “market structure” — market potential and size, barriers to entry, sales channels, types and degree
of market segmentation;

5.3.the “market competition” means the competitive landscape, emergence of new competitors (start-up
activity, innovation challenges), competitive advantages, share in the global ICT market and pricing strategies;

5.4.the “consumer preferences”— attitudes towards technology adoption, consumer loyalty, user experience,
product/service/solution characteristics, consumer expectations and requirements;

5.5.the “market trends” means technological trends, industry trends, consumer trends, economic trends
and social trends;

5.6.the “market access” — export opportunities, import restrictions, trade agreements, foreign market entry
strategies, local market rules, distribution networks, international marketing strategies, localisation of goods/
services/ICT solutions, etc.

In conclusion, it can be stated that the determinants of competitiveness at the level of an ICT company and
the ICT sector of the national economy are inextricably interconnected, forming a symbiotic dynamic that
affects both the success of an individual ICT company and the global position of the ICT sector as a whole.
In other words, the specific elements pertaining to ICT companies (Table 1) collectively contribute to the
formation of a robust foundation for competitive success, thereby stimulating growth and competitiveness
in the ICT sector. Consequently, the competitiveness of the ICT sector at the national and international
levels (Table 2) exerts an influence on individual ICT companies, providing a favourable ecosystem
for entrepreneurship and digital innovation. This is achieved through the provision of enhanced access
to advanced technologies, capital, skilled labour, augmented opportunities for collaboration and a more
dynamic market environment.

Conclusions. The study represents the author’s contribution to the scientific discourse on the factors
influencing the evolution and competitiveness of the information and communication technologies sector. In
particular, it addresses the grouping and classification of these factors for further utilisation in research and
education.

In order to provide a concise characterisation and classification of the factors influencing the competitiveness
of an ICT company, this study employs the analytical frameworks proposed by M.E. Porter, namely the Five
Forces Model, the Diamond Model and the Value Chain Model. These frameworks have been adapted to
develop classifications based on the conceptual tasks. In accordance with the aforementioned conceptual
criteria, the following classifications have been established: based on the environment of formation, the types
of resources, the duration of influence (which encompasses the categories “short-term” and “long-term”),
strategic focus, technology, and type of market drivers.

In order to compose a brief description and develop a classification of the determinants influencing
the competitiveness of the ICT sector, the following conceptual criteria have been employed: economic
environment, technological environment, social environment, regulatory environment and market dynamics.

In light of the interconnection and interdependence of the determinants of competitiveness at the level
of ICT companies and the ICT sector of the national economy, it can be posited that the main prospects for
further research in this area may include the formation and definition of forms and methods of interaction of
these determinants at both the national ICT sector level and the international/global level. In this context, it
would be beneficial to consider and characterise the interaction of countries in the field of information and
communication technologies.
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In the current era, the influence of the ICT sector on the national economy is greater than ever before. Consequently,
itis vital to gain a deeper understanding of the various factors that affect [CT companies and the ICT sector in order to
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ensure the continued growth and competitive advantage of the national economy. It is therefore necessary to consider,
summarise, group and classify the principal determinants of influence on the development and competitiveness of
information and communication technologies (at the level of ICT companies and the ICT sector as a whole) for
subsequent use by the main stakeholders. The objective of this study is to identify the distinctive characteristics
and classify the factors that influence the development and competitiveness of information and communication
technologies (ICT) at the level of individual ICT companies and at the level of the broader ICT sector within a
national economy. It is proposed that the determinants of the development and competitiveness of ICT companies
be classified according to the following criteria: the Five Competitive Forces Model, the Diamond Model, the Value
Chain Model, the formation environment (to take into account the internal environment of the ICT company, its
external industry environment or in the national/global context), types of resources (to reflect the impact of resources
on the ICT company's competitive position), impact duration (to help ICT companies prioritise their corporate
strategies), strategic focus (to align corporate activities with selected competitive advantages), types of technology
(to understand the specific challenges and opportunities of different technologies), and types of market factors (to
understand the challenges and opportunities of target markets). Concurrently, the categorisation of determinants of
development and competitiveness within the ICT sector of the national economy is constituted by a set of elements
pertaining to the economic environment (for the purpose of identifying the particular economic circumstances
that impact upon the ICT sector), the technological environment (for the purpose of understanding the specific
technological factors and innovations that contribute to its growth and competitiveness), the social environment
(for the purpose of characterising the influence of social factors on the implementation and utilisation of ICT), the
regulatory environment (for the purpose of considering the impact of legislation, regulations and policies on the ICT
sector) and market dynamics (for the purpose of reflecting the impact of market conditions on the ICT sector).

Globalisation is having a sig-
nificant impact on the development of the wine market, expanding opportunities for international trade and cultural
exchange. Thanks to open markets and lower trade barriers, wines from different parts of the world are becoming
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available to a wider audience. However, growing competition and global quality standards create additional pressure
on producers, forcing them to adapt to the requirements of the global market. The article is devoted to the analysis
of global trends in the development of the wine industry in the world. The author analyses the dynamics of grape
(fresh) and wine production in the world in 2000-2023; the area of vineyards; the structure of world wine produc-
tion (without juice and must) in 2023; the dynamics of world wine consumption in 2000-2023; indicators of world
wine exports and imports in 2023 by quantitative and cost criteria. The main leading countries in wine production
are France, Italy and Spain, which traditionally hold leading positions in the global market due to centuries-old
winemaking traditions, a variety of varieties and high quality products. In addition to these traditional leaders, new
wine regions such as the United States (California), Australia, Chile and Argentina are actively developing their own
production, which is increasing their share of the global market. The analysed data indicate a general downward
trend in wine production and consumption, driven by both climatic conditions and the ‘echo’ of the COVID-19
pandemic, global changes in food demand and a decline in the purchasing power of the population in most regions.
It is determined that the demand for wine will continue to grow, but this growth will be uneven depending on the
region and type of wine. The article highlights the growing popularity of organic and ecological wines as consumers
increasingly pay attention to sustainability and product quality.

Global experience in the digitalisation of market relations.

The subject of this study is the global experience of digitalisation of market relations. Purpose and relevance of
the topic. Digitalisation has a significant impact on the development of national economies and international relations
and entails the need to review the experience of leading countries in the field of digitalisation of market relations.
The purpose of the study is to review foreign experience (on the example of individual countries) of digitalisation
of market processes. The article examines the world experience of digitalisation of market relations, the need and
importance of formulating strategies for the development of digital technologies and state support for the regulation
of digitalisation processes. The study is based on the fundamental works of domestic and foreign scholars on the
basics of digitalisation regulation. The study is based on a general scientific methodology and a systematic approach
to problem solving. Results. The key directions of regulation of digitalisation of market relations in the USA, EU,
Japan, China, Singapore are considered. It is emphasised that today governments can create reliable hardware and
software solutions for the national digital economy through well-developed laws and international agreements
for the global digital economy. Common problems of digitalisation and promising directions are outlined. It is
determined that the solution to these problems is primarily in the field of legal regulation of the digital economy.
Practical value of the article. Systematisation of the accumulated world experience, consideration of the processes of
formation and regulation of the development of the digital economy. Having looked at the development of the digital
economy in the wired countries, their development of the main digital transformation programs has made it possible
to accumulate knowledge about the improvement of digital transformation processes coming from foreign sources.
Today, nutritional regulation of the cyberspace and digital environment, professional training of frontline workers,
and adjustment of business processes arising from the digitalization trend are no longer relevant.

The role of
digital platforms and ecosystems in the formation of the modern business model of an agrarian enterprise.

The article examines the influence of digital platforms and ecosystems on the formation of a modern business
model of an agricultural enterprise. The indicators of the digital transformation of the agricultural sector for
2010-2022 were analyzed. Information platforms play a central role in the digital transformation of the agricultural
sector, providing producers with access to large volumes of data on soil conditions, weather conditions, pests and
plant diseases. The analysis of these data allows you to make informed decisions about the use of plant protection
products, fertilizers and other agrochemicals, which helps to increase the yield and quality of products. Despite the
potential of digital platforms for optimizing agricultural processes, their widespread implementation in Ukraine
is held back by the insufficient level of development of digital infrastructure, especially in rural areas, as well as
the low digital literacy of the rural population. Overcoming these limitations requires significant investment in the
development of digital infrastructure and large-scale educational campaigns. The types of digital platforms used
in the business models of agricultural enterprises are presented, ensuring efficiency, transparency and innovation
in all aspects of production. The essence of the concept of “ecosystem” is considered, the definition of an agrarian
ecosystem is given. The agrarian ecosystem is a complex network of interconnected economic entities, which includes
producers of agricultural products, suppliers of resources, trading enterprises, logistics companies, as well as other
interested parties. The interaction between these subjects takes place on the basis of mutual benefit and contributes
to the effective functioning of the entire agricultural sector. A description of the types of ecosystems in the business
model of an agrarian enterprise is given. The experience of the successful functioning of agricultural ecosystems in
the Netherlands and Israel was studied. The analysis of the Ukrainian agricultural market indicates the appearance
of the first signs of the formation of business ecosystems based on the interaction of large agricultural holdings with
other market participants. However, existing models do not fully meet the criteria of mature ecosystems, as their
functioning is limited mainly to horizontal integration processes. A SWOT analysis of the development of the digital
agricultural sector of Ukraine was conducted. Identified strengths can become the basis for competitive advantage,
and weaknesses — for the development of measures to eliminate them. The identification of new opportunities, such
as the development of e-commerce or the use of blockchain, allows the development of innovative business models.
At the same time, the identification of potential threats, for example, cyber threats or climate change, allows to
develop strategies to minimize them.

Polytechnic». Model of innovative development of a construction enterprise.

The purpose of the article is to study the theoretical and applied aspects of innovation activity and to form an
innovative model of development of a construction enterprise. The full-scale war in Ukraine has caused significant
difficulties, risks and challenges to the country’s economic sustainability. During this difficult period, the issue
of innovative development of an enterprise in the face of challenges and threats, as well as a tough competitive
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environment, is relevant, as it requires businesses to build a sustainable position in the relevant product market.
This, in turn, requires flexibility and innovation in business decisions. The author argues that it is necessary to form
a stable position in the relevant commodity market, which implies flexibility and innovation in business decisions.
This is due to the difficult period of doing business on an innovative basis in the face of challenges and threats caused
by the full-scale war in Ukraine. The results of research by many scientists and experts on the essence of innovation
have allowed us to offer the author's vision of the category “innovation” as the final result of innovation activity,
which is an improved organizational, managerial, technological and marketing process to achieve economic, social
and environmental benefits. The methodology of T. Burmak is applied to assess the innovative potential of enterprise
on the basis of materials of LLC “Technobud-Ukraine”. A comprehensive analysis of the enterprise is carried out
by thirteen indicators that reflect the real state of its development. The evaluation was carried out by the expert
method. Each indicator is evaluated on a scale from 0 to 10. The analysis is based on organizational, managerial,
production and market indicators. The calculated value for Technobud-Ukraine LLC is 3.78 and corresponds to a
low level of innovation and investment potential. Low innovation activity is typical for most construction companies
in the world. They are not very prone to innovation, which is quite objective. The inertia of construction companies
is caused by several factors. First, it is the long period of operation of buildings and structures, during which the
shortcomings of the technology used may become apparent. This makes construction companies very cautious
when choosing new materials and construction methods. Secondly, builders are highly responsible for the final
result, as the use of inappropriate technology or design errors can endanger the lives of many people. However, the
situation has changed significantly over the past decade due to a number of factors. The conservative construction
industry is likely to be forced to abandon its established traditions and make a number of radical changes. The rapid
introduction of computer-aided information modeling at all key stages of the construction cycle and other advanced
IT technologies has already had a significant impact on the industry. Over the next few decades, the very set of
materials and technologies used in construction may change dramatically. Taking into account the above, we have
built a Model of Innovative Development of a Construction Enterprise aimed at strengthening competitiveness. The
model is designed not only for construction companies, but is also adapted to other enterprises of the real sector of
the economy, and provides for the examination of priority areas of innovation, assessment of the innovative potential
of the enterprise, availability of methodological tools, formation of an information environment and information
support for making a positive decision.

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Introduction. The labour force represents the primary production force of society, comprising the able-
bodied population of the country who are capable of engaging in socially beneficial activities, the production
of material and spiritual goods and services. A salary is a form of remuneration paid to an employee in cash,
contingent upon the quantity and quality of the work performed.

The efficient utilisation of labour resources is a significant economic concept, defined as the achievement
of optimal outcomes with minimal expenditure on labour. This is evaluated in terms of partial results and the
cost of labour.

The long-term viability of the organisation is contingent upon the availability of suitably qualified personnel
and the efficiency of its labour resources. It is crucial for any organisation to consider the preservation of
human capital, the enhancement of remuneration and social benefits for employees, and the simultaneous
improvement of productivity and work efficiency. It is therefore crucial to identify potential reserves and
growth factors, as well as to implement optimal planning and forecasting of labour costs and social insurance
premiums, in order to ensure the efficiency of human resources.

The overall efficiency of an enterprise’s production activity is contingent upon labour productivity. The
management of the enterprise can use the obtained information to draw conclusions regarding the feasibility
of introducing new machinery or the necessity of modifying production technology, as well as the potential for
reducing or increasing the number of employees.

The evaluation of labour efficiency is contingent upon the assessment of labour productivity. An increase in
labour productivity will result in a reduction in production costs.

Analysis of recent research and publications. A multitude of factors influence the value of an enterprise’s
labour productivity. These can be classified into two principal categories: objective and subjective. Furthermore,
it is crucial to ascertain the specific category of labour productivity under consideration, in terms of its level.
From a macro perspective, the objective factors influencing labour productivity are, at the micro level, classified
as subjective.

The impact of labour productivity growth on subjective factors should be called factors in the sphere of
activity of an individual entity (enterprise).

Objective factors of labour productivity should be called factors whose influence is beyond the scope of
activity of an individual entity (enterprise).

To illustrate, the state of the legal framework constitutes an objective factor of labour productivity for each
individual enterprise. However, at the national level, this factor is within the sphere of influence of the state.
Consequently, at the macro level, it is a subjective factor. Conversely, there are labour productivity factors that
are objective in relation to both the state and the enterprise. Such factors can be attributed to the international
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level, including the level of globalisation of the world economy, the state of the monetary system, the level of
labour mobility, and so forth [4].

At the micro-level (enterprise level), the following objective factors of labour productivity can be identified:

— state of the economy;

— the level of development of the mastered equipment and technology;

— requirements for product quality set by society;

— development of the legislative framework, natural and climatic conditions.

Here are the main objective factors that affect labour productivity:

1. Natural and climatic factors. The productivity of some businesses depends on weather conditions. For
instance, bad weather conditions (rain, low temperatures) can reduce labour productivity.

2. Political environment. Its stability is conducive to the development of production and labour productivity.

3. The general economic situation of the company, the state and the world as a whole.

4. Changes in the production structure. For example, if one employee used to perform 2 or 3 operations,
now a separate employee is involved in each operation, resulting in increased labour productivity.

5. Application of various technologies. This includes the introduction of not only new machinery and
equipment, but also production methods and techniques.

6. Change of the management team. Not only productivity, but also product quality largely depends on the
knowledge and skills of the manager.

7. Availability of additional incentives — bonuses, increased processing fees.

The most important factor affecting labor productivity is the volume of production. A large buyer has
the opportunity to buy raw materials at a wholesale discount, more productive equipment is cheaper per
production unit, and even heating a large workshop is cheaper than dozens of small ones in the same area.
Labor productivity increases with the increase in production volume.

Consider the impact of objective factors on labour productivity.

1. The current state of the economy. In the event of an economic crisis, there is no potential for increasing
labour productivity. This is due to a reduction in aggregate demand within the economy, which results in
consumers being either unwilling or unable to purchase the products produced by commodity producers. It
is not always feasible from an economic standpoint to enhance labour productivity, given the potential for
overproduction.

2. The degree of advancement in engineering and technology within a given society. The advancement
of technological processes is typically regarded as a pivotal competitive factor. The acquisition of the latest
technical means and production technology should ensure an improvement in quality and a reduction in the
labour intensity of the production of a product unit, thereby increasing labour productivity. Nevertheless,
despite the enhanced quality of the product, consumers may be unable to purchase it at the new price point. For
these reasons, it is necessary to evaluate the enterprise’s position in price competition and assess the potential
for increasing labour productivity through the acquisition of new equipment and technology.

3. The necessity for product quality in society. This set of objective labour productivity factors is closely
related to the previous one. In some instances, it may not be financially viable for an enterprise to enhance product
quality specifications, as this could impact the price point of the products in question. This could include the
implementation of a certification system, personnel training, and other related expenses. Consequently, there is
a possibility of reduced labour productivity as a consequence of the narrowing of demand for goods due to price
competition and the concomitant increase in the requirements for the quality of the enterprise’s product.

4. Development of the regulatory and legal framework. The objectives of state influence on labour
productivity through the normative-legal framework are very diverse. One of these instruments is national
standards, which are aimed at ensuring the safety and health of people, protecting the environment, stimulating
the development of engineering and technology, and so on. The impact of standards on labour productivity can
be multidirectional. For example, in order to achieve the goal of protecting people’s health, the government
may limit the growth of labour productivity by imposing certain requirements on the production technology of
products. At the same time, in order to stimulate the innovative development of the enterprise through the use
of new techniques and technologies, the state can grant certain concessions to the employees of the enterprise
and thus help to increase labour productivity. Another way in which the state can influence labour productivity
is through labour legislation. For example, in order to optimise labour intensity, the state determines the
maximum duration of the working cycle.
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5. Natural and climatic conditions. Thanks to the development of new technologies, the impact of natural
and climatic factors on labour productivity has levelled off in some areas of economic activity. In a number of
industries (mining, agriculture, tourism, etc.), their impact is significant. This impact is primarily related to the
availability of raw materials or certain climatic conditions for production. For example, if the raw material base
of production expands, the potential for increasing labour productivity increases.

Among the subjective factors of labour productivity, the main attention should be paid to entrepreneurial
talent, professionalism (competence), financial capabilities of the owner of the enterprise and labour potential
of the employees. Their impact on labour productivity will be described below.

The entrepreneurial talent of a business owner is the ability to make effective decisions related to production
management and business operations, such as choosing a field of activity, introducing new products and
technologies, entering new market segments, etc. It is believed that 20% of the population has entrepreneurial
talent. This suggests that its availability is an important factor in increasing labour productivity.

Professionalism (competence) of the entrepreneur. If entreprenecurial talent is mainly a natural ability to
manage a business properly, professionalism is formed on the basis of acquired skills based on the level of
education and experience [6].

It should be emphasised that the presence of entrepreneurial talent and high professionalism is a prerequisite
for increasing labour productivity through efficient production management in the enterprise, i.e., the
implementation of planning, organisation, motivation and control functions. This is particularly important
when considering labour productivity reserves.

Financial capabilities of the entrepreneur. It is impossible to increase labour productivity without an adequate
raw material and material and technical base. In turn, meeting these conditions requires raising certain funds.

Labour potential of the company’s employees. Labour productivity directly depends on labour intensity,
i.e., the pace of work of the company’s employees. The latter, in turn, depends on the labour potential of
employees and the conditions for its realisation.

Itis necessary to separate the components of employees’ labour potential — psychophysiological, motivational
and professional qualifications. Such classification is useful for the management of labour productivity
resources and at the same time for the development of measures to increase it for a certain component of
labour potential. For example, the assessment of the psychophysiological component of the employee’s labour
potential revealed its insufficient level. As a result, working conditions in the company can be improved, which
will lead to a reduction in injuries and losses due to temporary loss of working capacity.

At the macro-level, objective factors of labour productivity include international factors, including foreign
policy characteristics, trade, migration and currency relations.

The subjective factors of labour productivity at the macro-level are largely the same as the objective factors
at the micro-level. They include the following:

— state of the economy,
quantity and quality of human resources,
technology and the level of technology development achieved,

— product quality requirements set by society,

— development of the legal framework, natural and climatic conditions.

As a result, labour productivity directly affects the cost of production, i.e., the financial results of the
enterprise as a result of its activities.

Objectives of the article. The main purpose of the article is to identify and eliminate certain factors that
affect the increase of labour productivity at enterprises.

The main material of the study. Assessment of an enterprise’s labour resources and personnel management
is a systematic, well-organised process aimed at improving the efficiency of managerial labour, protecting
competition between management units, and adhering to the principles of social justice and remuneration.

The primary methodological approach to the analysis, assessment and personnel management of the enterprise’s
labour resources is based on the calculation of economic indicators. This is achieved through the use of indicators
such as staff turnover, economic efficiency of management activities and average costs for staff recruitment.

The typical attrition rate for top managers is between zero and two percent. The rate for middle managers
is found to be 8-10%. It is recommended that staff turnover among line workers should not exceed 20%.
The standard turnover rate for skilled production workers and sales personnel is 20-30%, while for unskilled
workers it is already 30-50%.
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Another method employed by this group is the calculation of the employee turnover rate, which reflects the
ratio of the total number of resignations to the average number of employees by month. The calculation of this
indicator allows for the estimation of the level of staff turnover, as well as the estimation of the additional costs
related to it. However, it provides the most general idea about the level of turnover and the amount of loss from
turnover, or the amount of money saved as a result of its absence.

The principal advantage of quantitative methods is the capacity to derive a limited number of indicators
that can be subjected to comparison with each other in terms of their dynamic characteristics. Nevertheless, the
utilisation of quantitative methodologies results in the neglect of qualitative indicators, which are of significant
importance for the assessment of human resources and personnel management. It is possible to complement
quantitative research with qualitative methods. For instance, the response to learning is contingent upon the
manner in which students pose questions. The advantages of this method are its simplicity and convenience of
assessment, as well as the possibility of receiving feedback from students [8].

Human resources analysis is carried out to determine the strengths of the staff, identify resources that can
be used to increase labour productivity, production and, as a result, the company’s profit.

The purpose of the staff and salary efficiency analysis is to identify reserves and unused opportunities for
efficient staff performance and to apply these opportunities in practice.

The main tasks of analysing the efficiency of labour resources use include the following:

— studying the staffing of the enterprise and its structural units in terms of quantitative and qualitative
parameters;

— assessment of the volume, intensity and efficiency of labour resources in the organisation;

— analysis of data on the use of labour resources;

— identification of resources for more complete and efficient use of the company’s personnel.

The contemporary socio-economic advancement of the nation necessitates the establishment of an effective
personnel management system within the enterprise, a comprehensive evaluation of its operations, and the
cultivation of human capital. A comprehensive examination of the number, composition, and structure of
the personnel within the enterprise is essential. In this regard, personnel management assumes particular
importance for enterprises structured in a manner that ensures the efficiency of the production process at
the lowest cost. This objective can be facilitated by a comprehensive analysis of the personnel. Currently,
personnel are classified as either labourers or servants, depending on the nature of their labour functions. The
personnel are subdivided into two categories: main and assistant.

The labour productivity management system is a set of measures designed to analyse the factors that
contribute to the increased productivity of an enterprise’s employees. It also encompasses the measurement
and evaluation of productivity, with the objective of preparing a work plan for the short and long term that
takes into account the tasks set while conducting business. At this juncture, measures are being implemented
to ensure the continuous monitoring of the implementation of the planned measures, with the objective of
developing programs designed to encourage and stimulate the desired results in terms of increasing the labour
productivity of the enterprise’s employees. The labour productivity management system is divided into five
blocks [7]:

1. In the labour productivity management mechanism, the first functional block includes the assessment
and measurement of current indicators of the company’s financial and economic activities. It analyses the
market situation, assesses the position of products in the market, determines the quality of goods and services
to improve their competitive characteristics, and plans the desired performance results.

Experts compare current (or projected) prices for similar products, planned profits and determine the desired
amount and direction of cost reduction. It should be noted that the most effective way to reduce the cost of
production is to increase the productivity of employees working at the enterprise.

2. The second block involves determining the necessary increase in labour productivity to reduce costs to a
competitive level, identifying areas for increasing it, and planning measures to achieve the desired productivity.

3. The third block is the organisation of work to improve labour productivity; during this period, the planned
measures are implemented and distributed among the centres of responsibility (places of execution).

4. The fourth block involves the development of an employee motivation system to increase productivity.

5. The fifth block consists of evaluating and monitoring the results of the measures taken to increase
labour productivity in the company. At the same time, the control of the work performance should be carried
out regularly. The final control is expressed in the assessment of the results of the activity and, with further
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encouragement, in determining the degree of participation of certain employees in achieving the overall result.
Managers should consider some points so that employees of the company do not waste time on unnecessary
actions and objectively evaluate the goals set by the company. Efficiency and effectiveness of work should be
checked regularly. This is the only way for the management to discover the weaknesses of the employees and
successfully eliminate them. It is not enough to examine the results of the assessment of the quality of personnel
work once. It is necessary to constantly improve the level of education and qualifications of employees and
create favourable conditions for their work. Rewarding the best is a cornerstone of performance improvement.

The primary function of the workforce is to engage in technological processes that alter the intrinsic
properties, external form, and internal structure of the labour object. The role of the support workforce is
to maintain the equipment and workplaces in the tool, storage, and maintenance departments. Additionally,
this category encompasses the small service personnel who are engaged in providing services that are not
directly related to the core activity of the enterprise. These include room cleaners, cleaners, couriers, bus
drivers transporting employees, industrial canteen workers, and so forth.

Employees perform administrative work to organise administrative, economic, procurement, legal, financial,
accounting, management and other processes. Employees are mainly engaged in mental work and belong to
the group of professional people. There are several subgroups:

— managers and their deputies;

— specialists;

— clerks, other employees engaged in office work, control, business services and accounting.

The disadvantages are a high degree of subjectivity, as well as the fact that students take the position of
experts when filling out questionnaires, and responsibility for learning outcomes may depend on the teacher’s
reaction.

The group of methods for analysing the contribution to the implementation of the company’s strategy
includes the evaluation of “leading indicators” that reflect not only the final performance indicators, but also
the measurement of leading indicators, with which it is possible to judge whether changes have occurred in
the correct direction. This assessment enables the continual monitoring of the contribution of the personnel
management service to the company’s progress towards its intended goals. Nevertheless, the creation of leading
indicators necessitates a meticulous examination, formulation, and translation of the company’s developmental
strategy by the organisation’s senior management to the lower levels of the organisational structure.

Management value assessment is an expert evaluation based on the actions, decisions, and changes made
by the client department based on the results of the work performed by the HR department, to what extent the
result of a particular project stimulates decision-making [5].

Another method of assessment can be comparison. The main advantage of benchmarking is that it allows to
measure results in a rather poorly measured area — human resource management. Benchmarking is a mechanism
for comparing a company’s performance with that of other, usually more successful, companies. However, it
is difficult to find a company that is exactly the same or as close as possible to the benchmark company. One
way to overcome this limitation is to abandon the direct comparison of individual indicators and move to a
value comparison expressed through a system of key components (criteria), and then collect similar data from
“best-in-class” companies.

One of the benchmarking methods, the Dave Ulrich model, which serves as an indicator of the speed
of business processes, can be classified as a method of quality analysis. This enables the assessment of a
significant indicator, namely the sensitivity of the work and the timeliness of the delivery of the service
product. Nevertheless, the customer department’s contribution to meeting the deadline for task completion,
the timely provision of necessary materials, and their participation in the procedures, among other factors,
must be considered. The principal benefit of this approach is the utilisation of an objective indicator for the
assessment of the contribution of the personnel management service to the advancement of the company. One
disadvantage of this approach is that in order to assess the speed of a particular business process, it is necessary
to set up the process and speed indicators can be easily measured.

An additional evaluation option is the balanced scorecard (BSC), which, in conjunction with conventional
systems, incorporates financial indicators as a principal criterion for performance assessment.

The balanced scorecard (BSC) is an organisational management system that enables the implementation
of strategic plans through operational control and the management of strategy implementation based on key
performance indicators.
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Key features of the BSC-based management system: the system includes indicators related to all strategically
important aspects of the business (at least four: finance, market, production, efficiency and development).
Thus, a balanced scorecard should use measurable indicators in at least four areas:

— afinancial area that takes into account the effectiveness of the company’s activities in terms of return on
invested capital;

— assessment of the usefulness of the company’s goods and services from the point of view of end users;

— internal operational efficiency, assessing the effectiveness of the internal organisation of business
processes;

— innovation and learning, i.e., the organisation’s ability to perceive new ideas, its flexibility, and focus on
continuous improvement.

Based on the above, it can be said that the main methodological approaches to the analysis, assessment of
labour resources and personnel management of an enterprise include the following:

— calculation of economic indicators;

— calculation of employee turnover rate;

— comparison;

— David Ulrich model;

— balanced scorecard (BSC).

Considering labour resources as their ability to perform, it is necessary to characterise all factors that form
this ability in order to achieve certain results and ensure the functioning of the system. For this purpose, it is
necessary to analyse the amount of resources as well as the resulting (system) characteristics [9].

The level and quality of human resource development is determined by the overall ability of the enterprise’s
personnel to produce the maximum possible volume of goods and services demanded by the market, thus
ensuring the high competitiveness of the enterprise.

In the new economic conditions, it is necessary to develop a system of parameters that better reflects
the degree of use of labour resources, their potential and reveals their interrelationship. This system can be
presented as a set of indicators reflecting the level of employment of the working population, the degree of
development of labour resources and the efficiency of their use.

Existing approaches to analysing the use of labour resources usually include three analytical blocks:

— analysis of the number, composition, structure and movement of employees

— analysis of labour productivity;

— analysis of salaries.

The content and composition of the issues considered in the three blocks identified in economic analysis
textbooks are traditional in nature. The general qualification of employees is characterised by the average tariff
category, which is defined as a weighted average. The degree of complexity of work is defined as the weighted
average of the category of work and the complexity of its performance.

One of the most common indicators of HR statistics is the gender structure of an organisation, i.e., the
percentage of men and women. The most important indicator of human resources movement is staff turnover.
Analysing and collecting information on staff turnover is of great importance [3].

The modern paradigm has made it impossible to calculate traditional indicators for assessing the use of
working time, and there is a need to study labour leave.

It is shown that the use of the term “labour absenteeism” in the national literature is characterised by
a high theoretical and methodological level and uncertainty. On the basis of analysis and generalisation
of the existing domestic and foreign experience in assessment of working time, the article provides an
interpretation of the concept of “absenteeism”. A classification of types and a system of indicators for
assessing unemployment are proposed.

Along with traditional factors of production, working time is one of the main economic resources
required for the production of goods and services and contributes to the increase of competitiveness
at all levels of management. The modern paradigm of assessing the use of working time has made it
impossible to calculate traditional indicators for assessing working time and requires knowledge of
absenteeism [1].

Absenteeism measurement, the basis of a professional approach to investing in labour efficiency, is
intended to become the main incentive for finding and realising long-term competitive advantages of the
working time resource in an organisation.
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The standard formulas for calculating the attrition rate (A) are as follows:
A=DH/N*D=PH/P,
where DH is the number of working days lost over a certain period of time due to absence from work;
D is the number of working days;
N is the average number of employees;
PH is the total number of hours missed;
P is the total number of working hours on the schedule.

“The absenteeism rate is characterised by the percentage of productive time lost during a period due to
employee absence”. The indicator has no generally accepted standards, but ideally it should be zero. Zero
means that employees were engaged in their direct work during working hours and did not lose time to personal
issues, and there were no sick days or absenteeism.

Staff turnover is characterised by the average number of newly hired and departing employees over a
certain period of time. Thus, staff turnover is an indicator that independently characterises the dynamics of the
labour force. The labour turnover rate is defined as the difference between the number of employees who left a
given industrial enterprise and the number of employees who returned to that enterprise.

Conclusions. According to the authors, for more efficient use of labour potential, it is necessary to adhere
to general principles in stimulating and encouraging, taking into account the level of development, features,
as well as factors that can be used for correction and development. This requires, firstly, understanding the
involvement, values and goals of employees and the organisation, secondly, the opportunity to demonstrate
their abilities at work, thirdly, the use of leadership as the main motivational factor, and fourthly, it is necessary
to reduce negative factors. These include low salaries, inadequate supervision, poor working conditions, etc.

When considering this aspect, some rules should be taken into account:

— the team should feel a sense of overall success (motivation in the course of work, praise from management,
bonus payments);

— building trust within the team and management;

— belonging to the team should not cause anxiety;

— maintaining faith in the reality of the team’s goals;

— involvement of team members in common activities.

The application of the aforementioned principles and rules will result in a notable expansion of the potential
for attracting highly qualified and educated personnel, thereby enabling the successful fulfilment of the
tasks currently at hand and the attainment of the organisation’s overarching objectives. It is not necessary to
implement the aforementioned incentives in isolation. It is permissible, and in certain instances obligatory, to
alter the combination of these forms in accordance with the circumstances of implementation and the prevailing
situation within the enterprise. It should be noted that motivation is not merely the act of encouraging others,
but also entails a sense of responsibility. It is incumbent upon employers to inform their employees of the
consequences that may result from the performance of their duties in an irresponsible or incompetent manner.
Such an approach will foster a sense of self-discipline and facilitate the monitoring of employee conduct.

The provision of financial and moral encouragement to employees has been demonstrated to result in an
increase in their productivity. Therefore, the enhancement of both productivity and quality of work is contingent
upon the potential of the workforce. The formation and utilisation of such a system requires considerable effort
and expertise, including the ability to engage in organisational and educational work with personnel, as well as
the capacity to scientificly organise labour.

Investing in green business and
sustainable development.

The article is devoted to the study of the role of investment in the development of green business as an important
factor in the sustainable development of Ukraine’s economy. The paper examines the essence of green business, which
focuses on minimizing the negative impact on the environment through innovative solutions and environmentally
friendly technologies. It is noted that investments in this sector contribute to the introduction of innovations,
modernization of enterprises, reduction of harmful emissions and introduction of energy-efficient technologies,
which forms the basis for a balance between economic growth, environmental sustainability and social justice.
Particular attention is paid to the analysis of the Environmental Performance Index (EPI) for Ukraine, which allows
to assess environmental efficiency and the role of investments in addressing environmental challenges. EPI’s analysis
showed that Ukraine’s position in the country ranking is declining, which is indicative of environmental challenges
that have been exacerbated by the Russian-Ukrainian war. The article also analyzes the Green Growth Index (GGI),
which reflects the development of the green economy in the country, in particular, in terms of resource efficiency,
protection of natural capital, development of green economic opportunities, and social integration. The GGI analysis
shows stability and slight improvement, especially in the indicators of natural capital protection and development of
green economic opportunities, which indicates the effectiveness of investments in green business. The development
of the bioeconomy as a component of the green economy, which increases competitiveness in international markets,
is separately considered. Financial instruments for investing in green business, including green bonds, investment
funds, direct investment (venture capital), green loans, grants and subsidies, green insurance products, crowdfunding
of environmental projects, and environmental stock indices are considered. The author concludes that investment
in green business is a strategic tool for achieving sustainable development and improving Ukraine’s environmental
performance in the face of global challenges.

Risk management is a key function in banking, as banks are constantly faced with a variety of threats that can
affect their financial stability and reputation. The article, based on the analysis of domestic literature, singles out the
features and state of banking risk management in modern conditions. The essence of the main types of risks, according
to the classification established by the National Bank of Ukraine, faced by banks, including credit risk, liquidity risk,
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interest rate risk, market risk, currency risk, operational and technological risk, reputational risk, legal and strategic
risks, is considered. Methods of managing each of these risks are described. A comprehensive approach to bank risk
management based on 5 stages has been formed, which includes: risk identification, assessment, risk management,
monitoring and control, as well as the use of modern technologies for risk management. Special attention is paid
to the analysis of changes in the number and structure of participants in the banking market of Ukraine during the
last 10 years, which took place under the influence of economic and political upheavals. This made it possible to
establish that changes in the number and composition of banking institutions testify to the constant influence of
economic and political events on the banking sector of Ukraine. Each stage of development was accompanied by
its own challenges that increased risks, and banks had to effectively manage them in order to maintain financial
stability in difficult economic conditions. The dynamics of assets and capital of banks in Ukraine during 2014-2024
were studied, which showed a positive growth trend despite a number of risks that were exacerbated by various
challenges. An analysis of the NPL level in 2018-2024 was conducted by group, as an important indicator of credit
risk. The increase in the share of NPLs during the war shows the need for enhanced management of banks’ credit
risk. The credit risk norms of the banking system during 2019-2024 were analyzed, which showed compliance
with the normative values. This shows that the banking system of Ukraine is gradually strengthening, reducing
credit risks and increasing its ability to withstand external challenges. An analysis of the financial indicators of the
banking system of Ukraine during 2014-2024 was carried out as an important factor influencing reputational risk.
Thus, losses in 2014-2017 were due to credit risk and liquidity problems due to volatility. Later, thanks to improved
economics and risk management, the banking system began to make a profit. Even in 2022-2023, during the war,
banks remained profitable, which shows their ability to adapt to crises and different types of risks.

Polytechnic”. Financial and economic mechanisms for ensuring the reintegration of war veterans in Ukraine.

The financial and economic mechanisms for the reintegration of war veterans in Ukraine represent a key aspect
of ensuring this process, allowing veterans not only to return to civilian life but also to become active participants
in economic and social activities. Since the number of veterans has significantly increased following the onset
of the full-scale invasion, both governmental and non-governmental organizations face challenges in effectively
implementing rehabilitation, reintegration, and veteran business support programs. The primary financial sources
for veteran reintegration include centralized state resources, decentralized resources, and international aid. State
programs encompass direct payments to veterans (both one-time and regular), benefits (such as utility subsidies,
medical care, etc.), as well as professional and social adaptation programs, rehabilitation services, and access to
sanatorium treatment. Funding for these purposes has substantially increased in recent years. However, audits reveal
inefficiencies in the use of budgetary funds, including inadequate coordination between government agencies and the
absence of clear reintegration strategies. Furthermore, rehabilitation and readaptation programs are poorly managed,
creating obstacles for veterans in accessing the services promised. Among decentralized resources, the funds of
non-governmental organizations, largely financed by international non-profit organizations, play a significant role.
An important aspect of reintegration is the promotion of veterans' business activity. Government programs such as
“eRobota” and grants from the Ukrainian Veterans Fund, alongside international grant programs, provide veterans
with financial support for starting and developing their own businesses. The domestic financial sector contributes
to the social and economic reintegration of veterans not only by offering loans under preferential conditions but
also through initiatives aimed at improving financial literacy among veterans and their families and increasing the
inclusiveness of financial services.

Theoretical and methodological foundations of the application of
analytical procedures in the audit of financial and economic activity of agrarian formations.

The article systematizes the theoretical and methodological foundations of the application of analytical procedures
in the audit of the financial and economic activity of agrarian formations. Analytical procedures are considered as
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a set of actions of the auditor, aimed at identifying the causes of deviations between actual and expected indicators,
at establishing the relationship between financial and non-financial data, as well as trends of changes in economic
activity. Attention is focused on the fact that the content and scope of analytical procedures in the audit of the financial
and economic activity of agrarian formations are influenced by the specifics of agricultural production, the types and
volumes of activity of a specific business entity, the forms and accounting systems, the features of electronic data
processing, the specifics of the construction of the internal control system and analysis. It has been established that
analytical procedures are classified by scope of application, stages of audit, purpose of results and frequency of their
use, and scientists define the scope of use of such procedures in audit in different ways. Analytical procedures in the
audit of agrarian formations have a wide range of use at the initial (organizational) stage, when collecting evidence
(direct audit), as well as at the final stage of the audit. The staged audit before and after the reporting of agricultural
formations is aimed at improving the accounting and reporting system. It has been proven that it is not correct to
reduce the performance of analytical procedures to the determination of a set of coefficients or comparisons with
the auditor's calculations, since the essence of analytical procedures should primarily be manifested in establishing
relationships, identifying the causes of deviations and development trends. It is recommended not to limit analytical
procedures to the framework of checking financial statements, to study analytical procedures as a component of audit
procedures taking into account the interrelationship of the concepts “reception” — “method” — “procedure”, taking
into account that audit evidence for the formation of an audit report is collected on the basis of taking into account
the connection between audit methods and procedures. To increase the effectiveness of the audit, it is recommended
to perform analytical procedures in essence, focusing on areas of increased risk, before testing the details.

Introduction. In today’s global energy landscape, energy security has become a critical concern as
geopolitical shifts, technological advancements, and environmental challenges increasingly shape national
development strategies. The importance of energy security is underscored by the growing complexity of
international energy markets and the transition towards more sustainable and low-carbon energy systems.
Countries around the world are reevaluating their energy policies to ensure stable access to energy resources,
enhance resilience to external shocks, and meet climate commitments. For Ukraine, these challenges are
particularly acute, given the current context of martial law and ongoing military aggression from russia.

Since the full-scale invasion in 2022, Ukraine has faced unprecedented threats to its energy security. Russia’s
relentless attacks on critical energy infrastructure, including power plants, substations, and gas pipelines, have
severely disrupted energy supplies and created an acute energy crisis in many regions. These attacks have
targeted both civilian and industrial energy systems, leading to widespread power outages, fuel shortages, and
heating crises, particularly during the winter months. The destruction of energy infrastructure has highlighted
Ukraine’s vulnerability and the urgent need for a comprehensive strategy to enhance its energy resilience.

Key priorities of state policy include cooperation with international partners, integration into the European
energy system, diversification of energy sources, and efficient management of available resources. At the same
time, in the face of the risks and threats posed by martial law [1], it is necessary to develop new strategies to
ensure Ukraine’s energy sustainability and bolster its energy security.

Analysis of recent researches and publications. The issues of energy security have been extensively
explored by numerous foreign scholars. The problem of energy security in Europe and Central Asia,
particularly in relation to the geopolitical dimensions of energy policy, is addressed in the works of A. Cohen
[2] and F. Umbach [3]. G. Luft, in his research [4], suggests strategies for enhancing the energy independence
of countries through diversification of energy sources, advocating for a broader mix of energy supplies to
mitigate risks. K. Smith Stegen examines energy security policies in the context of military conflicts and the
evolving global energy landscape [5], highlighting how security concerns shape national and regional energy
strategies. Meanwhile, Jing H. [6] outlines contemporary directions for energy strategies, emphasizing that
realistic approaches should delay the phase-out of coal, impose stricter energy conservation measures in the
residential and transportation sectors, accelerate the adoption of renewable energy sources, improve overall
energy efficiency, and mandate the buildup of strategic energy reserves.

The issue of energy security and energy independence in Ukraine is actively studied by Ukrainian scientists.
I. Gnatushchenko [7] and O. Adamenko [8] examine the challenges of achieving energy efficiency and utilizing
renewable energy sources in the context of Ukraine’s energy independence. A. Lisovyi’s study [9] identifies
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the factors influencing Ukraine’s energy security. In particular, the author highlights the geopolitical position,
availability of energy resources, infrastructure and technology, energy efficiency, and dependence on imported
suppliers. Understanding these factors helps to identify potential threats and develop strategies to ensure
Ukraine’s energy security. D. Korniienko [10] investigates the issues of international energy cooperation
and Ukraine’s role in the European energy system. Considering the ongoing processes of digitalization, the
study conducted by V. Onyshchenko, S. Onyshchenko, and K. Verhal [11] focuses on the effects of digital
economy agreements on energy efficiency. The authors outline key mechanisms through which information
and communication technologies can affect CO, emissions.

These studies significantly contribute to our understanding of the challenges surrounding energy security
and the pathways to achieving Ukraine’s energy independence. They provide valuable insights into the
complex interplay between geopolitical factors, resource availability, and technological capabilities. As
Ukraine strives to enhance its energy efficiency and integrate renewable energy sources, the findings of
researchers like Gnatushchenko, Adamenko, Lisovyi, and Korniienko are crucial for informing policymakers
and stakeholders.

However, the ongoing conditions of martial law present unique challenges that require a reevaluation and
updating of state policy directions aimed at strengthening energy security. The current geopolitical landscape,
characterized by heightened tensions and uncertainty, necessitates a proactive approach to ensure the resilience
of Ukraine’s energy infrastructure. This includes not only diversifying energy sources but also enhancing
domestic production capacities and fostering international partnerships.

In light of these circumstances, it is essential to develop strategies that not only address immediate energy
security concerns but also lay the groundwork for long-term sustainability and independence. This may involve
investing in advanced technologies, improving energy efficiency measures, and promoting the development of
local renewable energy projects. By adapting state policies to reflect the realities of martial law, Ukraine can
better position itself to navigate the complexities of energy security in an unstable environment.

Objectives of the article. The purpose of the study is to identify the destructive factors affecting Ukraine’s
energy security and to substantiate directions for its strengthening, taking into account the conditions of
martial law.

The main material of the study. Today, energy security is one of the key components of a country’s
economic sustainability, as the reliable supply of fuel and energy resources is a prerequisite for the effective
functioning of economic and governmental structures [12].

Experts provide various definitions of energy security. For instance, an accurate definition states that energy
security involves the ‘timely, complete, and uninterrupted supply of fuel and energy of the required quality
for material production, non-production, the population, households, and other consumers; the prevention
of harmful effects on the environment; and the transportation, transformation, and consumption of fuel and
energy resources within the context of modern market relations, trends, and indicators of the global energy
market,” as provided in the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine [13].

In today’s world, energy serves as a fundamental basis for various aspects of life and plays a crucial role
in a country’s economic progress. It is also essential for the sustainable development of society as a whole.
However, ensuring a consistent and adequate level of energy supply under diverse social and political conditions
remains a significant challenge. The issue of providing the Ukrainian economy and social sector with sufficient
quantities and quality of energy resources is one of the most pressing concerns for the nation. Since gaining
independence, this challenge has occupied a central place in the considerations of every government and
political leader in Ukraine.

The significance of energy security extends beyond mere economic calculations; it profoundly affects
multiple dimensions of life, including social stability, environmental sustainability, and national security.
A reliable energy supply is vital for maintaining public services, supporting industrial production, and
enhancing the quality of life for citizens. Moreover, the energy sector is intrinsically linked to the broader
economic framework, influencing investment decisions, employment rates, and overall economic resilience.

In the context of Ukraine, the interplay between energy supply and socio-political dynamics is particularly
pronounced. The ongoing geopolitical tensions and economic instability underscore the necessity of developing
robust energy policies that not only secure adequate supplies but also promote diversification and the use of
renewable energy sources. This multifaceted approach is essential for mitigating risks associated with energy
dependence and ensuring a sustainable energy future for Ukraine.
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Furthermore, addressing these challenges requires a comprehensive understanding of the underlying factors
that affect energy security, including infrastructure adequacy, technological advancements, and international
cooperation. By prioritizing these elements, Ukraine can pave the way toward a more resilient energy sector
that supports its economic development and meets the evolving needs of society.

The analysis of scientific sources allows us to identify three main factors that have a destructive impact on
the formation of Ukraine’s energy independence:

1) critical dependence on energy imports;

2) excessive transit capacities;

3) insufficient energy efficiency of the national economy.

Ukraine is currently facing a challenging energy security situation, primarily due to its heavy dependence
on energy imports, particularly gas, coal, and oil products. Despite significant steps taken in recent years to
reduce this reliance and diversify energy sources, the ongoing conflict with russia has severely complicated
these efforts. In response to the crisis, Ukraine has made considerable progress by leveraging reverse gas
supplies from the European Union and implementing measures to reduce overall consumption. As a result, the
country has successfully minimized its dependence on Russian gas. Nevertheless, Ukraine continues to import
substantial volumes of gas, which exposes it to vulnerabilities related to fluctuations in the European market
and potential price shocks.

The geopolitical landscape further exacerbates these vulnerabilities, as the European gas market remains
subject to supply disruptions and price volatility influenced by various factors, including geopolitical tensions,
weather conditions, and market demand. Consequently, any significant changes in the market can have
immediate and profound impacts on Ukraine’s energy security and economic stability.

Furthermore, while reverse gas supplies from the EU represent a positive development, they also highlight
the need for a more resilient energy infrastructure within Ukraine. Relying on imports from neighboring
countries can create bottlenecks and limit the nation’s ability to respond swiftly to disruptions. To enhance
energy security, Ukraine must not only diversify its energy sources but also invest in modernizing its
energy infrastructure, including storage facilities and distribution networks. In addition to infrastructural
improvements, fostering domestic energy production through the development of renewable energy sources
presents an opportunity for Ukraine to reduce its dependence on imports. Investing in wind, solar, and biomass
energy can help stabilize the energy supply and contribute to a more sustainable energy future. By prioritizing
these initiatives, Ukraine can build a more robust energy security framework that mitigates the risks associated
with external dependencies.

Another factor that negatively affects Ukraine’s energy security is excess transit capacity. When not fully
utilized, these capacities can pose a number of challenges to Ukraine’s energy security. Underutilization leads
to decreased economic profitability of the gas transmission system, undermines its technical stability, and
diminishes Ukraine’s role as a key energy transit country.

The economic implications of excess transit capacity are significant. When infrastructure remains underused,
the costs associated with maintenance and operation can become burdensome, resulting in reduced financial
returns for state-owned enterprises and potentially limiting the funds available for necessary upgrades and
investments. Furthermore, an underperforming gas transmission system can deter foreign investments and
collaborations, as stakeholders may perceive instability and inefficiency as risks.

To mitigate these negative consequences, Ukraine must focus on several strategic initiatives. Diversifying
its energy sources is essential for reducing reliance on any single supplier and enhancing overall energy
security. This diversification could involve increasing investments in domestic production of energy resources,
particularly in renewable energy sectors such as wind, solar, and biomass. By tapping into these local resources,
Ukraine can not only boost its energy independence but also create new economic opportunities and jobs
within the country. Additionally, modernizing the existing gas transmission system is critical. Upgrading
infrastructure to improve efficiency, safety, and reliability can help maximize the utilization of transit capacities
while minimizing operational costs. Implementing advanced technologies such as smart grid systems and
digital monitoring can enhance the overall performance of the gas transmission network, ensuring it meets both
domestic and international demand effectively.

Expanding cooperation with European countries is also vital. Strengthening partnerships within the
European energy market can provide Ukraine with access to new technologies, financial resources, and best
practices in energy management. By aligning its energy policies with European standards and regulations,
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Ukraine can enhance its competitive position as a transit country and reinforce its role in the broader European
energy security framework.

The third identified factor that negatively affects Ukraine’s energy security is the insufficient level of energy
efficiency within the national economy. This situation indicates that the country consumes an excessively large
amount of energy resources to generate a unit of GDP, meaning that economic development is accompanied by
significant energy consumption. This phenomenon creates several challenges for both the economy and energy
security [14].

A key measure of energy efficiency in the national economy is the energy intensity of GDP, which serves
as a generalized indicator of how effectively energy resources are utilized in producing economic output.
High energy intensity reflects inefficiencies in energy use, suggesting that economic growth is occurring at an
unsustainable rate concerning energy consumption. This inefficiency can lead to several problems, including
increased energy imports, heightened vulnerability to energy price fluctuations, and environmental degradation
due to higher emissions associated with excessive energy use.

The insufficient energy efficiency of the Ukrainian economy not only undermines energy security but also
hampers overall economic competitiveness. Countries with lower energy intensity can produce goods and
services more efficiently, allowing them to be more resilient in the face of global market shifts. In contrast,
Ukraine’s high energy consumption per unit of GDP can limit its competitiveness in international markets,
ultimately affecting trade balances and economic stability.

A comparison of the energy intensity of Ukraine’s GDP and the global energy intensity is shown in
Figure 1.

In recent years, Ukraine’s economy has shown a certain decline in the energy intensity of GDP; however,
compared to the European Union, this rate is insufficient to prevent the country from being among the least
energy-efficient countries in the world. A global analysis of energy intensity shows a steady downward trend
(see Fig. 1). Even the energy crisis of 2022, caused by Russia’s full-scale aggression against Ukraine, failed to
significantly alter the global trend toward a decrease in energy intensity. This outcome is a consequence of the
consistent and strategically balanced energy policies of the world’s leading countries, including the EU, which
are actively implementing measures to improve energy efficiency and develop renewable energy sources.
These efforts have enabled them to respond effectively to the crisis and mitigate its negative impact on their
economies and the welfare of their populations.

Ukraine must prioritize improving energy efficiency across various sectors, including industry,
transportation, and residential areas. Implementing energy-saving technologies, promoting energy-efficient
practices, and incentivizing investments in efficiency measures can significantly reduce energy consumption
while maintaining economic growth. Additionally, raising public awareness about the importance of energy

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conservation can foster a culture of sustainability and responsibility among consumers and businesses alike.
Furthermore, integrating energy efficiency measures into national policy frameworks is essential for creating
a coherent strategy that aligns with broader economic goals. Establishing regulatory standards and providing
financial incentives for energy-efficient technologies can drive innovation and investment in this crucial area.

In conclusion, enhancing energy efficiency is vital for strengthening Ukraine’s energy security and
ensuring sustainable economic development. By addressing the issues related to high energy intensity,
Ukraine can not only improve its energy independence but also create a more resilient and competitive
economy in the long run.

To improve energy efficiency as a foundation for strengthening energy security, it is essential to create an
effective framework and mechanism for interaction between the government, businesses, and the scientific
community in this area. This involves taking into account positive international experiences and continuing
cooperation with European partners, such as the EU4Energy Governance project [16], to enhance energy
infrastructure. Targeted regulatory measures and further improvement of the regulatory framework in the field
of energy efficiency will contribute to increasing Ukraine’s energy security and strengthening its position on
the global stage.

One of the key steps in improving the regulatory framework was the adoption of the Energy Strategy of
Ukraine until 2050 [17]. The mission of this strategy is to create conditions for the sustainable development
of the national economy by ensuring access to reliable, environmentally friendly, and modern energy sources.
The main goal of the strategy is to achieve climate neutrality in the energy sector, which includes the transition
to clean energy, the elimination of energy poverty, and the introduction of innovative technologies and
decentralized energy systems.

By 2050, the Ukrainian energy system should ensure the full functioning of domestic energy markets, with
further integration into international markets. This model involves not only reducing dependence on fossil
fuels but also actively developing renewable energy sources, energy-saving technologies, and innovations in
energy generation, transportation, and consumption. The implementation of this strategy will help achieve
climate goals and ensure Ukraine’s energy security and economic stability.

Thus, energy security, as one of the most important components of economic security, can ensure the
sustainable development of Ukraine’s economy. The main ways to address this issue include reducing energy
dependence, diversifying sources of supply, increasing energy efficiency, and ensuring social stability. The
national energy sector should be transformed from a subsidized and problematic sector into an economically
profitable, competitive, and flexible component of the economy. Additionally, new opportunities should be
created to find and implement innovative developments in the areas of extraction, processing, production,
transformation, supply, and consumption of fuel and energy resources [18, 19].

The primary task in strengthening Ukraine’s energy security amid the challenges and threats posed by
martial law is to ensure stable energy production and use, which is essential for supporting economic growth
and improving the quality of life for the population.

Conclusions. Based on the conducted research, it is reasonable to state that although Ukraine has undertaken
a series of measures to reduce energy intensity and enhance energy independence, the issue of strengthening
energy security, particularly in the context of martial law, remains highly relevant. This highlights the necessity
for further modernization of the energy sector and the active implementation of innovative technologies to
improve energy efficiency.

The global trend toward decreasing energy intensity indicates the success of strategies focused on the
development of renewable energy sources and the optimization of energy consumption. For Ukraine, it is
crucial to continue collaboration with international partners, adapting best practices and technologies not only
to reduce dependence on imported energy carriers but also to enhance the economy’s resilience to future
energy crises. Given the global experience, focusing on energy efficiency and the development of renewable
energy sources emerges as key components of sustainable economic growth and energy security. In particular,
Ukraine should prioritize investments in research and development, fostering a culture of innovation that can
lead to breakthroughs in energy technology.

Furthermore, public-private partnerships can play a vital role in advancing energy projects, facilitating
knowledge transfer, and ensuring that modern practices are effectively integrated into the energy sector. By
leveraging international cooperation and aligning with global energy trends, Ukraine can position itself as a
leader in the transition to a more sustainable energy landscape.
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In summary, the pursuit of energy independence and security in Ukraine must be underpinned by a strategic
commitment to energy efficiency and renewable energy development. This approach not only supports
economic stability and growth but also ensures that Ukraine is better equipped to navigate the complexities of
arapidly changing global energy market. The integration of these elements will be fundamental in establishing
a resilient and sustainable energy framework for the future.

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Introduction. Scientists have been actively discussing ways to implement the model of sustainable energy
development and ensure energy security at the global, national, regional, and local levels among the topical
issues of the last decade. The main goal of the sustainable economy functioning is to provide fundamental
values like the preservation of natural capital, public welfare, people’s health, means of livelihood and
survival, where energy resources play an increasingly important role. Politicians, scientists, practitioners, and
society as a whole broadly discuss the issues of how to allocate limited or scarce resources among alternative,
competing sustainable energy development goals; how the state of the ecosystem changes at the same time;
how to achieve a balance between desirable economic development goals and limited natural resources; what
risks arise during the implementation of environmental innovations; what strategy should be to build the eco-
innovation system of the enterprise in the market conditions and their energy sustainability.

Analysis of recent research and publications. Modern science has a sufficiently developed toolkit for
environmental and economic risk assessment and environmental management. However, these approaches
often reflect the uncoordinated positions of different researchers (environmentalists or economists). Changing
the regulatory framework for increasing the environmental tax under the EU model may cause environmental
and economic risks in the implementation of the model of sustainable development of the enterprise [S]. The
implementation of ecological innovations, which are aimed at preserving the ecological system, has no less
influence on the effectiveness of the enterprises’ functioning [6—8].

Energy challenges exert no less influence on the effectiveness of the enterprises’ functioning. New aspects
regarding the influence of energy security on the energy sustainability of enterprises in the conditions of the
energy transition are important. [9]. For example, it is necessary to take into account the following new factors
of the energy sustainability of the enterprise: the transformation of the energy system of the state and the
transition to decentralized hybrid energy systems [10]; optimization of the environment of the national energy
system [11]; introduction of hybrid energy systems in combination with energy storage technologies [12], etc.

The goals of the Energy Strategy of Ukraine for the period until 2050 (availability of clean energy,
overcoming energy poverty, development of an innovative and decentralized energy system, full functioning
of national energy markets and their integration into international ones) are important guidelines for building
a model of sustainable energy development of enterprises [13]. The current state of Ukraine’s energy security
and the challenges the country faces during hostilities are complex [14]. Therefore, it is important to investigate
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environmental and economic risks in the implementation of the sustainable development model for enterprises
in the conditions of energy challenges.

Objectives of the article. The research objective is to propose a scientific and methodological approach to
the assessment of environmental and economic risks in the implementation of the model of sustainable energy
development of enterprises.

The implementation of the approach will make it possible to determine the ways of sustainable energy
development of Ukrainian enterprises and their adaptation to new competitiveness conditions. This involves
performing an economic-mathematical analysis of the amount of output of a given range of the enterprise’s
products in order to substantiate management decisions regarding the optimization of the production program
for the future short-term period under the conditions of non-deterministic product and ensuring a certain level
of income.

The main material of the study. Ukraine’s integration into the European economic space actualizes the
task of adaptation for Ukrainian enterprises and organizations regarding the emergence of new environmental
and economic risks, including the uncertainty of the future market situation. One of the tasks of Ukraine as a
candidate for EU membership is to introduce a system of relevant environmental norms and standards, to form
its own position on their implementation and mechanisms of application taking into account the theory of value
of natural capital, value of ecosystems and social value of specific products [1-4]. For example, the existing
system of taxation of EU countries has established global values for the preservation of the environment
(sustainable development goals). About 150 types of environmental taxes are applied in European countries.
According to calculations of Ukrainian experts, an increase in the environmental tax on the example of the EU
(excluding rent) in the total tax revenues to 5-6% will lead to an increase in their amount more than 10 times,
and thus to an increase in the tax burden on enterprises, increase in the price of their products and decrease
its competitiveness [S]. However, this can be avoided by simultaneously reducing corporate income taxation,
which requires certain legislative changes in the field of environmental taxation. Such changes in the taxation
system will significantly strengthen the stimulating environmental protection role of the environmental tax.

This situation is exacerbated by the state of Ukraine’s energy complex in modern conditions. This requires
the use of economic-mathematical methods and models in the procedures for justifying management decisions,
in which uncontrollable parameters are random variables. The implementation of this approach will require
a review of the value of specific types of products produced by Ukrainian enterprises in the system of new
competitive requirements.

Therefore, the assessment of environmental and economic risks of the business model of enterprises in the
conditions of the transition to European environmental standards and energy challenges makes it possible to
predict changes in indicators of profitability of products, profitability of the enterprise, to assess changes in its
competitiveness as a whole in the domestic and foreign markets. Thus, understanding, modeling, evaluating and
managing the competitiveness of enterprises including the environmental component is extremely important,
since the Ukrainian economy is not ready to compete in all European markets.

The relative value of individual types of enterprise products in the conditions of implementation of the
sustainable development model is constantly changing. In order to maintain the level of income the enterprise
needs to constantly change the amount of its output, that is, to reduce the quantity of products, relative value
of which decreases, and to increase the quantity of products value of which increases. The total income can
be significantly increased for the future short-term period by optimizing the production program, taking into
account the statistical data for the previous periods. It is necessary to write down the resolution of the problem
and to develop the economic-mathematical model for analysis of enterprise’s output amount.

The enterprise can produce a certain range of products, known statistical data on prices and quantity of
products in several periods. It is necessary to develop a production program for the enterprise, which will
provide income at a given level in the future short-term period. This is a multi-criteria task with simultaneous
optimization of several target functions on a given set of valid plans:

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Under conditions of risk regarding the future level of prices for the company’s products, the distribution
of probabilities for a set of possible states of the environment or a set of possible consequences in the task of
making managerial decisions is known or can be estimated. Therefore, the value of a unit of production in the
future short-term period is a random variable with a known mathematical expectation and standard deviation.

In order to reduce the risk of a possible decrease in the level of income of enterprises due to unpredictable
changes in the relative value of certain types of products, it is necessary to determine the optimal plan based
on the criteria of maximizing expected income and minimizing its dispersion. To do this, we need to solve the
following two-criterion problem:

In the formula (2), the first target function influences the selection of those types of products that will provide
the largest value of the expected income, and the second requires the selection of a range of products with the
smallest dispersion of income. Limitations are the condition of equality of the total current value and the total
value at current relative values and the condition of non-negativity of the number of products in the future period.

Therefore, from the set of effective plans of the two-criterion problem, the production program is optimal,
in which the ratio of indicators corresponds and to the maximum of the generalized additive objective function
on the set of admissible plans:

In order to test the economic-mathematical model, a production program for one future period (month) was
developed for one division of the Poltava machine-building enterprise based on the data of 2021 and 2022.
Initial data (current value and relative statistical data of product prices for the previous ten periods), as well as
calculated forecast values (11th period) are shown in table 1.

The minimum and maximum value of each of the target functions (mathematical expectation and variance
of income) were determined using the Microsoft Excel add-in “Search for a solution” (task 1 — task 4). Then
the search for the maximum value of the generalized additive target function was performed according to
formula 3. The obtained data are presented in table 2.

The results of calculations of the production program and mathematical expectation and dispersion of
income are presented in tables 3 and 4. Thus, the output of the calculated number of products will provide the
expected income within # +o(u), i.e. [3542,61; 3559,99].

According to the results of calculations, the relative value of P2 products is expected to increase, so its output
should be significantly increased. There is also a slight decrease in P3, but it has a maximum relative value, so its

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output remains almost at the existing level. There is an insignificant increase for P4 products, and a slight decrease
for P1 products, but also a low relative value, so their number should be slightly reduced in the future period. The
total production value for the current period exceeds 2.5 million conditional monetary units. In the future period,
income growth by several percent is predicted due to changes in the output of certain types of products.

Thus, in order to achieve in the future period of the planned income level of a certain range of products of
the enterprise production program it is necessary to ensure the sale of products P2, as well as to increase the
relative value of products P1 and P4.

Thus, the development of production program for the enterprise taking into account the change in value
of products is a multi-criteria task with simultaneous optimization of several target functions on a given set
of valid plans. Accordingly, the transformation of economic activity under modern conditions is related to the
factors of randomness, vagueness, incompleteness of information (uncertainty), which creates environmental,
economic, technological and other risks. Risk management is intended to provide an optimal ratio of future
profit (increase of market value) and risk, its acceptable (allowable) level for the enterprise. A necessary
condition for solving the risk problem is a clear understanding of the business entity’s goals. Therefore, based
on the specific goals of the organization and their likely changes, it is important to collect, process and analyze
information about changes in the external and internal environment, the dynamics of internal indicators of
financial, production, commercial activity in the past and in the current period, to make forecasts for the future.
At the same time, it is the relative value of products that can act as one of the criteria for choosing a model and
strategy for the sustainable development of enterprises in conditions of energy challenges.

Accordingly, the assessment of environmental and economic risks through the study of the factors of
product value formation and their dynamic changes creates the basis for building a production program for the
development of enterprises as innovative ecosystems.

In addition, the proposed scientific and methodological approach can be adapted to substantiate the model
of energy resilience of the enterprise. In modern conditions, such a model should take into account new
trends in the development of the energy market, the processes of decentralization of the energy grid, and the
reconstruction of Ukraine’s energy infrastructure under the influence of geopolitical factors.

Conclusions. In the light of new concepts of modern economic development of enterprises as innovative
ecosystems, the search for new tools and mechanisms for the implementation of their adequate business
models is now underway. They must ensure the stability of enterprises in the system of new requirements and
take into account the created restrictions on the enterprises’ functioning. Thus, the essential transformation
of the economic category of value at the macro level through the implementation of the goals of sustainable
development changes the modern context of the development of specific enterprises and the content of the
value of specific products at the micro level.

The obtained results increase the scientific level of substantiation of the management decision regarding
the optimization of the amount of the production program for the future short-term period under the conditions
of non-deterministic market prices for products to ensure a certain level of income of the enterprise. The
suggested economic-mathematical model can be used to develop a systematic approach to determine the needs
for financial, material and labor resources for the implementation of the enterprise’s production program, as
well as increasing competitiveness and profits for future periods.

The further development of this approach will make it possible to increase the competitiveness of enterprises
and justify the energy sustainability of their eco-business models.

This article examines the current challenges and opportunities facing demobilized military personnel in the
context of entrepreneurship. The article focuses on the fact that the growth of inclusive entrepreneurship is an
important tool for the socio-economic adaptation of veterans, as it not only contributes to their integration into civil
life, but also has the potential to stimulate the development of the country’s economy. The study begins with an
analysis of existing government programs that support veterans in their entrepreneurial endeavors, such as access to
financing, training courses, and consulting services. It was found that, despite the existence of programs, insufficient
popularization and limited access to them remain significant obstacles. However, the growing attention to the
problems of veterans on the part of society and the state creates potential for the development of new initiatives in
this area. The article pays special attention to the challenges that arise on the way to creating a successful business,
including social, psychological and economic factors. It has been found that many demobilized servicemen face
difficulties in adapting to civilian life, which can make it difficult for them to pursue entrepreneurship. However,
with the right support and training, veterans can become successful entrepreneurs using their skills and experience.
The final part of the article formulates recommendations for state structures, business and public organizations
regarding the creation of a favorable environment for the development of inclusive entrepreneurship. It is proposed
to integrate veterans into training and mentoring programs, provide access to financial resources and intensify
cooperation between different sectors of society. Thus, the article emphasizes the importance of the development
of inclusive entrepreneurship for demobilized servicemen in Ukraine as a key element of their socio-economic
adaptation, which requires a comprehensive approach and attention from all interested parties.
