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Abstract

The text is an attempt to do the multilateral analysis of the circumstances
and the major factors shaping the state of modern education. The basic course
of the investigation is the socio-axiology and cultural creative dimension of
modern education, its threats and opportunities in the era of postmodern. A lot
of attention has been dedicated to the issues in the perspective of generational
change of consciousness, destruction of attitudes and values systems, disordered
systems for human education community. It shows the dilemmas and contradic-
tions in school education, points to the confusion and relativism in the field of
axiology of government education. It also points to the use of the global edu-
cation for self-serving purposes in a global world. The article also deals with
the controversial issues concerning education in favour of democratisation and
humanizing education and culture, the equalization of levels and educational
opportunities on a scale and globalisation of the world. It also contains the ref-
erences to contemporary issues of education for the culture of coexistence of
cultures, shaping the attitudes, understanding and affirmation of ethnocultural
differences. It has also highlighted the contemporary dilemmas and contradic-
tions in the harmonious (coherent) forming the personality of the individual and
collective awareness of generations. The authors postulated to take education in
the context of the penniless social collisions of traditional (regional) culture with
the dominant of post-modern styles and cultural formation, leading to regress of
the anthropological.

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Wprowadzenie. Nie ma obecnie edukacyjnej alternatywy dla ko-
nieczno$ci rozpoznawania zjawisk kultury §wiatowej (europejskiej) w per-
spektywie czastki wktadu do tej globalnej catosci regionalnych $rodowisk
kulturowych, wspotczesnych generacji mtodych ludzi. Tak rozumiany an-
tropologiczny punkt widzenia w edukacji moze w duzym stopniu uchroni¢
male, osobne, etnologiczno-historyczne obszary regionalne przed dezin-
tegracjg ich tozsamosci, utrata wlasnej pamieci, poczucia genealogicznej
przynaleznos$ci, wigzi pokoleniowo-terytorialnej 1 kulturowe;.

Pozadana jest zatem nowa wizja teleologii edukacyjnej dla tak ro-
zumiane]j tozsamosci 1 uniwersalnosci kultury, jej aksjologiczno-spotecz-
nej roli okreslajacej (kreujacej) postawy ludzi we wspotczesnym $wiecie.
Niezbedne staje si¢ wigce inicjowanie edukacyjnej konfrontacji pokolenia
mlodych ludzi z tzw. «prowincji» i nie tyko - z istota, mozliwo$ciami i
ewidentnymi zagrozeniami doby ponowoczesnej. Pozadane staje si¢ grun-
towna i obiektywna, ciagle na nowo aktualizowana analiza aksjologiczna
jako$ciowych przemian w najblizszym otoczeniu zycia, w globalnym $wie-
cie, zwlaszcza w kregu geokulturowego sasiedztwa ojczyzn europejskich,
regionalnych kultur, owego konglomeratu tradycji i ponowoczesnosci.

Wobec tego rodzaju wyzwan antropo-kulturowych zdumiewajaca
jest inercja systemow wychowawczych w artykutowaniu wspotczesnych
standardow edukacyjnych dotyczacych nastawien, pogladow i wrazliwo-
$ci zwiazanych z ksztaltowaniem postaw dla innos$ci i niepowtarzalnosci
ludzkiego sposobu bycia, wedtug odrebnych wartosci osobistego istnienia.
Grozna dla samego cztowieka staje si¢ wspotczesna rzeczywisto$¢ w na-
silajacym si¢ tyglu bezrefleksyjnego krzyzowania si¢ kultur, wymiany lu-
dzi, wartos$ci i antywarto$ci, wobec postponowoczesnego regresu kondycji
antropologicznej czlowieka. Powoduje to postepujace i rozlegle zjawiska
schematyzacji i upraszczania wtasnej kultury zycia, sprowadzajg do krot-
kowzrocznych i egocentrycznych postaw i1 zachowan pozbawionych zrozu-
mienia dla innych kulturowosci, odrebnych orientacji $wiatopogladowych i
w ogole dla roznorodnosci aptropokulturowej w skali globalnej, rowniez w
relacjach miedzyosobniczych. Znaczna cze¢$¢ mtodziezy poza naturalnymi
odruchami biezacej egzystencji trwania, skupionego na zaspakajaniu po-
trzeb konsumenckich, nie dostrzega tradycji wlasnej i uniwersalnego wy-
miaru czlowieczenstwa. Nie rozumie szerszej i glebszej perspektywy wta-
snego istnienia, nie siega poznawczo i antropologicznie dalej niz chwila
biezaca, czy perspektywa jednego dnia.

Dziedziny regresu antropologicznego i aksjologicznego.
Edukacja aksjologiczna i kulturotworcza z natury rzeczy, a przynajmniej
rozumiana w kategoriach humanizmu i o$wieceniowych powinna by¢
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obiektywna w sensie poszanowania antropologicznej, indywidualnej i zbio-
rowej tozsamosci istnienia w ramach ogélnoludzkich, uniwersalnych idei
wspotbycia gatunku. Na tym tle dotkliwy jest brak okreslonego «kanonu»
warto$ci wychowawczych dla wielorakosci form, tresci i osobniczego by-
cia czlowieka, dla zachowania wlasnego rdzenia etnologiczno-kulturowego
oraz budowania na tej podstawie pozytywnego kosmopolityzmu kulturo-
wego nawigzujacego do gtdéwnych nurtdow europejskich i pozaeuropejskich,
umystowych, estetycznych i ogélnie — cywilizacyjnych.

Ciagle istnieje, najczesciej z powodu ukrywanych pobudek ideolo-
giczno-$wiatopogladowych, chciwosci ekonomicznej i potrzeby dominacji
tzw. elit panstw i $wiata osobliwe przyzwolenie dla tolerancji nierdéwnosci.
W majestacie prawa toleruje si¢ «ideologiczno-podkulturowe», radykalnie
zorientowane srodowiska dziatajace pod patronatem ksenofobicznych, nie-
tolerancyjnych patronéw. Powszechnie znane sa gry na emocjach ludzi,
takze, a moze najczesciej mtodziezy. Establishment §wiatowy, panstwowy
i lokalny we wszystkich mozliwych konfiguracjach i poziomach rozgrywa
swoja destrukcyjng misj¢ na przezyciach sfrustrowanej i zdezorientowanej
mtlodziezy, wyzwalajac prymitywne instynkty zbiorowych zachowan, kto-
re sg przejawem lokalnych, ponadlokalnych i migdzynarodowych szowini-
zmow, demonstrujacych patologiczne odrebnosci nacjonalne i kulturowe.
W skali globalnej i migdzynarodowej przybiera to posta¢ §wiadomej ma-
nipulacji antyhumanistycznej i pseudoedukacyjnej wizji wynaturzonego,
radykalnego w swej istocie neoliberalizmu. Pod pozorami wolnosci, czyli
$wiadomego eliminowania elementarnych norm antropologicznych (etycz-
no-aksjologicznych) forsuje si¢ mafijno-ekonomiczne cele dzielenia ludzi,
oddzielania od waskiego $§wiata wplywow i1 zyskéw, od §wiata wspotcze-
snych pariasow.

Zjawisko to nie jest marginalne, a nawet gdyby ono takie byto,
to niewatpliwie istnieje i staje si¢ globalne. Natomiast publiczne systemy
wychowawcze nie zajmujg w tej sprawie zadnego stanowiska. Potrzebna
jest wiec globalna reorientacja edukacyjna wobec tego ewidentnego kry-
zysu antropologicznego, obnizenie stanu zasad moralno-spotecznych, a
przede wszystkim erozji samoswiadomosci aksjologicznej w skali global-
nej. Towarzyszy temu szybki zanik zdolnosci do wspotistnienia i «wspot-
rozwoju» ludzi, razem z innymi, w otwartej, prospektywnej rzeczywistosci
kazdego kraju, Europy i $wiata.

W skali polskiej rzeczywistosci chodzi o budowanie wspdlnotowe-
go etosu kulturowego, etycznego wspdibycia i wspditworzenia wywiedzio-
nego z naszej tradycji lokalnego zycia. Chodzi o edukacje dla wychowania
pozytywnie wpisujacego si¢ w uniwersalne i humanistyczne tradycje pol-
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skosci i europejskosci. Ale te kierunki myslenia i praktyki edukacyjnej nie
sg §wiadomie i konsekwentnie wspierane w skali tzw. polityki edukacyjne;j
panstw europejskich. W istocie rzeczy jedynie mysl krytyczna, wolna i po-
glebiona aksjologicznie pedagogia antropologiczna, oparta na etnologicz-
nych i uniwersalnych tresciach umozliwia ksztattowanie pluralizmu $wia-
topogladowego, etyki ekonomicznej i rOwnowagi egzystencjalnej matych
oraz globalnych spoteczno$ci swiata. Wtedy mogg one stawac si¢ wzglednie
spojng, cho¢ wielorako zréznicowang catoscig kulturowa gatunku ludzkiego
oraz rownowagi w spolecznos$ciach panstw, regionow i lokalnych wspolnot.
Zaniedbania systemu wychowawczego dla aksjologii spoteczne;j i
ogoblnie akceptowanych norm zycia poglebia szkodliwa tzw. «poprawnosé»
wobec porzadkow i uktadow narzuconych przez elity «zarzadcow» panstw
i decydentow $wiata. Wspiera je jednostronno$¢ wielu mediow, rowniez
publicznych, majacych realizowaé tzw. misj¢ spoteczng, kierujac si¢ racja
publiczna wobec zrdéznicowanej aksjologii zycia ludzi. W istocie rzeczy
stoja one na strazy utrwalonych dogmatdéw egzystencjalnych, kulturowych i
umystowych i w duzej mierze edukacyjnych wielkich populacji ludzi, upo-
rzagdkowanych w hierarchie i kategorie swojego miejsca spoteczno-ekono-
micznego. Ta cata reszta «masy» ludzkiej, poza elitami panstw i $wiata jest
skazana na «uciecheg» konsumpcyjna, na obiektywna i w duzej mierze Swia-
domie ukierunkowang marginalizacje¢, tym samym na nieuchronny regres
antropologiczny, a zatem nie uczestnicza w «progresie humanistycznymy.
Wychowawczo ambiwalentnie traktowane sg rowniez kwestie dys-
kryminacji rasowej, seksualnej, etnicznej, a takze pytania o etyczne pro-
blemy metod in vitro, aborcji, eutanazji, itp. Problemy te o randze etycz-
no-antropologicznej sg programowo i intencjonalnie skrywane w imig
konserwatywnych dogmatéw. Sa wiec, mniej czy bardziej izolowane od
wychowawczego dyskursu z mtodzieza i dorosta czgécia spoteczenstwa. Na
te ewidentne zaniechania wskazuje badana mlodziez sklonna mysle¢ ka-
tegoriami tolerancji, zrozumienia i otwartych norm moralno-humanistycz-
nych [38]. Swoistg proznig wychowawczg otacza si¢ problemy degradacji
osobowej, egzystencjalnej, obywatelskiej i kulturowej wielu warstw spo-
tecznych, zjawiska bezdomno$ci, bezrobocia, odrzucenia, wykluczenia lu-
dzi. Ta sfera otaczana jest z «poprawna» ambiwalencja, urzgdowa niechgcia
podejmowania jej w kategoriach moralno-edukacyjnych. Nie wyjasnia si¢
zrodet i natury tych zjawisk, a zwlaszcza potrzeby rozwigzywania tych pro-
blemow w perspektywie moralnej, edukacyjnej, obywatelskiej, sasiedzkiej i
spoteczno-obyczajowej. Wreszcie, groznym i nadal «nierozwigzywalnymy
problemem socjalno-wychowawczym, o wymiarze antropologiczno-moral-
nymy staje si¢ zagadnienie «samo zniewoleniay, zwlaszcza miodych ludzi,
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spotecznie i zawodowo marginalizowanych kobiet po piecdziesiatce, sfru-
strowanych w swych rolach spotecznych i rodzinnych me¢zczyzn, «osobni-
koéw przegranych» ze wzgledu na niskie kwalifikacje spoteczne, zawodowe,
cechy charakterologiczne i wiek. Sita rzeczy dotyczy to takze ich rodzin,
spotecznosci sasiedzkich.

Ten stan rzeczy determinuje potrzebe wytwarzania wrazliwosci
na los innego czlowieka w skali Srodowiskowej, panstwowej i globalne;j.
Nalezy rozpocza¢ od najblizszego otoczenia ludzi i ich probleméw uwa-
runkowanych lokalnie. Nie mozna tego celu osiaga¢ poprzez odhumanizo-
wana, urzgdowa interwencje zewnetrzna, realizowana na zasadzie chwilo-
wego zaspokajania najkonieczniejszych potrzeb, ktora najczgsciej utrwala
zaistniaty stan rzeczy. Tu chodzi o socjalno-edukacyjng zmiang w sferze sa-
mos$wiadomosci wlasnego potozenia i motywacji do ponownego ucztowie-
czania tego co ulegto zachwianiu. Ale nade wszystko radykalnej zmianie
musi ulec kulturotworcza i antropologiczna postawa podstawowych czynni-
kéw tworzacych humanistyczng jako$¢ zycia zbiorowego.

Problemy i postulaty edukacji spolecznej i kulturotwoérczej.
Powstaje wigc pytanie, czy poprzez edukacj¢ mozna zmieni¢ zaklgty krag
zapetlenia si¢ polityki edukacyjno-wychowawczej w obszarach pozaan-
troplogicznych i pozahumanistycznych. Odpowiedz moze by¢ pozytywna,
pod warunkiem, ze szkola zostanie uwolniona od jawnej i ukrytej ingeren-
cji znieksztalcajacej jej humanistyczng wizje i aksjologiczna edukacyjng i
kulturotworcza, jezeli uwolni si¢ od doktryn i zakle¢ polityczno-wyznanio-
wych, krepujacych myslenie i dziatanie mtodych ludzi. Moze sig¢ to stac, je-
zeli dostarczymy mlodziezy antropologicznych przestanek i pasji do odkry-
wania $wiata i cztowieka, jako w istocie najwazniejszego bytu w znanych
mam kategoriach istnienia.

Wielu ludzi utracito i nadal traci naturalne (normalne) mozliwosci
samorozwoju osobistego w ogarni¢tym obojetnoscia globalnym spoleczen-
stwie. Stad niezbedna staje si¢ nowa mysl socjalno-antropologiczna jakos¢
wychowania dla jednos$ci sensu zycia osobowego z ogdlnym, publicznym i
kulturowym wymiarem wspdlnoty. Ludzie ci, o ktorych mowa, tracg «wraz-
liwo$¢ na siebien, poczucie sensu egzystencjalnego i kulturowego, zdolnos¢
postrzegania zycia w dalszej perspektywie, niz przetrwanie jeszcze jednego
dnia. Jest to wigc problem o wielkim cigzarze aksjologicznym, wychowaw-
czym, edukacyjnym i moralnym. W wielu rodzinach dotknigtych «wszech-
stronnym ubostwem» dziedziczy si¢ myslenie i wzorce patologiczne; re-
zygnacje z zyciowych ambicji, niezdolno$¢ do wysitku egzystencjalnego
itp.. Te antywartosci sg przekazywane naturalng droga wzorcow zyciowych
utrwalanych w najblizszym otoczeniu $srodowiska rodzinnego i sgsiedzkiego.
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System wychowawczy szkoty pozbawiony jest warstwy “aksjolo-
giczno-moralnej» i wrazliwo$ci na problemy socjalne, etyczne, moralne
w sensie jednostkowym i w skali zbiorowego zycia. Brak jest zwtaszcza
praktycznych, aplikacyjnych ujac tych kwestii w dziedzinie wspotczesnego
wychowania o randze wykraczajacej poza szkolne imprezy i uroczystosci
okazjonalne, religijne czy patriotyczne, z ktoérych mtodziez prawie nic nie
wynosi w sensie refleksji spoleczno-aksjologicznej 1 przeswiadczen waz-
nych zyciowo. Jak dotad nie wyartykutowano programowo humanistycznie
pojetej teleologii wychowania dla moralnego zrozumienia i wspierania czto-
wieka w jego antropologicznym, obiektywnym i kulturowym oraz §wiec-
kim, poza dogmatycznym wymiarze. Nadal funkcjonuje swoisty dualizm
warto$ci wychowawczych, bez zdecydowanego akcentu zorientowanego na
dobro czlowieka.

System cierpi na brak niesformalizowanej wrazliwos$ci miedzyoso-
bowej, rzeczywistej podmiotowosci i zdolno$ci do humanistycznego ksztal-
towania niezafalszowanych etycznie zachowan osobowych. Istniejaca li-
teratura przedmiotu, interesujgca diagnostycznie i opisowo, wskazuje na
skale 1 naturg narastajacego problemu [Por. 32; 22 s. 17; 36; 25 s. 139-142;
14]. Umozliwia to teoretyczne i bezposrednie wejrzenie kazdej szkoty w
problematyke potrzeb mtodziezy w jej srodowisku pozadang dla budowania
swojej osobowo$ci wobec $wiata, ktdry narzuca nam wszystko, a my nie
wiemy czesto, co i jak wybieraé, jak si¢ zachowac.

Bliskie takim pogladom wydaja si¢ niektore postulaty dotycza-
ce nowej szkoly Czestawa Banacha. Wskazuje on na potrzebe taczenia
ksztatcenia szkolnego przez humanistycznie i kulturowo przygotowanego
nauczyciela zorientowanego na $rodowiskowe komponenty wychowania
miodziezy [4]. Autor twierdzi, ze «system edukacji nie moze ograniczac
si¢ do szkoly i uczelni, a obejmowac¢ powinien takze organizacje, instytu-
cje 1 srodowiska edukacji rownoleglej (nie szkolnej), cata sie¢ edukacji do-
rostych» [4 s. 83]. Pedagog wskazuje na status kulturowy, ekonomiczny
i pozycje edukacyjng nauczyciela, na jego powinnosci, prawa i kompe-
tencje. Podkresla srodowiskowe aspekty jego pracy, potrzebg permanentne;j
«dyskusji w srodowisku nauczycielskim i ogélnospotecznym» o potrzebie
okazywania «niekonformistycznej» i «niekosmopolitycznej» postawy wo-
bec srodowiska. Twierdzi ponadto, ze wspotczesna «szkota powinna bar-
dziej zblizy¢ si¢ do rodziny, wzmocni¢ zwigzki poziome ze srodowiskiem
lokalnym, aby wspdlnie ksztaltowac¢ programy wychowawcze szkoét oraz
warunki do edukacji obywatelskiej» [4 s. 85]. Wazny i aktualny pozostaje
postulat tego pedagoga, zgodnie z ktorym mtodziezy nalezatoby zapewnic
«doradcow i sojusznikow w ksztattowaniu swoich planow edukacyjnych i
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zyciowych» [4 s. 86]. Przedstawione tezy pozostaja w bliskim zwigzku z
rezultatami poznawczymi i1 ujeciami pordwnawczo-analitycznymi autora
tego tekstu [38].

Mimo istniejagcych, w wielu przypadkach drastycznych sprzecz-
nosci zycia spotecznego, frustracji mlodziezy, napig¢ $wiatopogladowo-
-obyczajowych, demonstrowanej kontestacji (oboj¢tnosci) wobec panstwa
i zycia obywatelskiego jako wspolnego dobra — ksztaltuje si¢ generacja
mtodych, ktéra poszukuje i wyraza swoje oczekiwania zmiany zastanej
rzeczywistosci. Jej system polityczny i ksztalt kulturowy nie przystaje do
wiekszo$ci form ponowoczesnych sposobow myslenia, stylu zycia, prefe-
rowanych wartosci, ktore stanowia zdecydowanie niespojng mieszaning po-
stulatow czasu postmodernistycznego przelomu. Wyrazane postulaty maja
nowa tre$¢ dotyczaca uczestnictwa w zyciu zbiorowym, budowania zdro-
wych wiezi spotecznych, sprawiedliwszych rozwigzan systemu panstwowe-
go i spotecznego.

Waznym zadaniem edukacji osobowo i kulturotwdrczej obecnego
czasu staje si¢ problematyka (potrzeba) przebudowania indywidualnego i
zbiorowego (generacyjnego i pokoleniowego) komponentu tozsamosci by-
cia ludzi sobg. Sg to osoby i grupy lokalno-regionalne (w pewnym sensie
etnokulturowe) mtodego pokolenia zréznicowane osobistg (wtasng) pamieé
srodowiskowa, uwewnetrzniong w dziecinstwie tradycje rodzinno-sasiedz-
ka, odrebnym klimatem etno-srodowiskowego wzrastania. Ten depozyt $ro-
dowiskowego rdzenia osobowego musza taczy¢ z nieuchronnym udziatem
w globalnej kulturze postmodernistycznego $wiata. Jest to powazny dyle-
mat edukacyjno-kulturowy, ktory stanowi obecnie trudng do rozwiagzania
antynomi¢ pomi¢dzy tym pierwotnym doswiadczeniem osobowo tworczym
1 postmodernistycznymi realiami zycia. Skazuje tg generacje na erozje pier-
wotnej tozsamosci siebie, ktora zastepuje, czgsto wynaturzony i narzucony
ponowoczesny styl zycia.

Wytworzona rzeczywistos¢ spoleczna i edukacyjna wymaga zgota
innej «mega metody» 1 strategii wychowawczej, w istocie nowej filozofii
edukacji dla kultury wspotzycia «rozwarstwionychy» grup spotecznych, w
ktorych szanuje si¢ roznorakie orientacje i postawy. Wymaga to rzetelne-
go wyjasniania réznic i zagrozen dla jednostki, istoty (natury) konfliktow
o charakterze spoleczno-ekonomicznym, moralnym i aksjologicznym.
Konieczny jest wigc edukacyjny dyskurs, by¢ moze kluczowy spor o sens
indywidualnego i zbiorowego zycia, podobny do tego, ktory trwat w okresie
IT Rzeczypospolitej [Por. 2; 5 s. 61-131; 15; 20]. Powinien to by¢ dyskurs
usuwajacy rozmaite tabu, przemilczenia i tendencje do sptycania procesow
wychowawczo-moralnych w imi¢ racji ogodlniejszych, wspolnych, integru-
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jacych ludzi w panstwie mimo nieuchronnych réznic spoteczno-ekonomicz-
nych. W tym konteks$cie warto pamigta¢ o tym, iz kultura, pojmowana jako
cato$¢ ludzkich urzeczywistnien tworczych ma ze swej istoty gleboki sens
edukacyjny, poznawczy, przezyciowy i wartosciujacy, moralny, intelektu-
alny, estetyczny i etyczny. Rozcigga si¢ ona takze na oceny spoleczne i
moralne, na zasady zycia publicznego i jednostkowego.

Mozna i trzeba w koncu tych rozwazan postawic¢ pytania. Czy ta-
kie wartosci ludzkie, jak: afirmatywnos$¢, otwartos¢, szczeros¢, lojalnose,
poczucie wspolnoty, wiezi i solidarnosci naleza juz jedynie do mitologii
spolecznej, romantycznego i odrodzeniowo-o§wieceniowego etosu huma-
nistycznego. Czy tzw. etos polskosci i obywatelskosci, zdolnos¢ do odczu-
wania tozsamosci kulturowo-aksjologicznej ma wspotczesnie wystarcza-
jaca range wychowawcza. Czy te fundamentalne dziedziny $wiadomosci
jednostkowej 1 zbiorowej naleza do kategorii anachronizmoéow klasycznego
humanizmu, czy wigc na tym swoistym «pobojowisku zniewolenia podmio-
towego», w kregu konsumpcyjnej wizji §wiata, neoliberalnych i postmoder-
nistycznych koncepcji i kryteriow poznawczo-warto$ciujgcych - mozliwe
jest wskrzeszenie «nowego wychowaniay» o tresciach elementarnego soli-
daryzmu antropologicznego i spotecznego, ktory umozliwi uczestnictwo
«wszystkich» w owocach dokonujgcych si¢ zmian i ponowoczesnej orien-
tacji cywilizacyjnej. Ponadto, czy mozliwe jest powszechniejszej skali czer-
panie satysfakcji z zycia, z udzialu w ksztaltowaniu wlasnego, osobowego i
zbiorowego §wiata wartosci, ktory nie gubi sensu zywotnych znaczen przy-
naleznos$ci do grupy kulturowej i wspotobywatelskiej.

Wydaje si¢, ze niepodjecie tych wyzwan edukacyjnych grozi po-
wolnym «obsuwaniem» si¢ i pogubieniem tozsamosci kulturowo-antropo-
logicznej w Europie i $wiecie, a na pewno jakas$ nieprzewidywalna erozja
jego tradycyjnych, najbardziej kulturowo immanentnych cech i niepowta-
rzalnych imponderabiliow kultury znaczacej. Nie mozna zgodzi¢ si¢ z tym,
Ze jest to proces nieuchronnie destrukcyjny i pozostajacy poza jakimkolwiek
wpltywem wychowawczym i edukacyjnym. Na pewno mozemy przeciw-
stawi¢ si¢ fundamentalnej unifikacji myslenia i subkulturowych sposobow
mys$lenia i zycia. Mozemy takze edukacyjnie dziata¢ na rzecz zachowania
roéznic miedzyludzkich, umacniaé rzeczywista wielokulturowos¢. Dlatego
nie musimy akceptowac pozornej jednolitosci kultur, bo tak naprawdg jest
to niemozliwe i niepozadane, prowadzi do nieuchronnych konfliktow. Sg to,
jak wida¢, realne dylematy wspotczesnej edukacii.

Wyzsza range edukacyjng powinna uzyska¢ problematyka «wie-
loswiatopogladowa» pojmowana jako styl myslenia afirmujacego «innego
cztowiekay, uznajacego korzenie jego duchowosci i kultury, tradycje histo-
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ryczne i prawa do istnienia we wspodtczesnosci, kontynuujac wlasng tozsa-
mos¢. Wymaga to wiedzy obejmujacej rézne punkty widzenia wielokultu-
rowego i niearbitralnego osadzania zr6znicowanych form bycia w §wiecie,
jego rozumienia i przezywania. Szkola i system wychowywania w swej
fascynacji edukacja technologiczng, pragmatyczna, ekonomiczng gubi szer-
szy horyzont wychowania humanistycznego, filozoficznego, literackiego,
aksjologicznego. Wspoélczesna rzeczywistos¢ wychowawcza nie ma gene-
ralnie spoteczno-aksjologicznej i etycznej drogi wychowania realizowane;j
konsekwentnie w duchu odczytywania znaczen wtasnej kultury i orientacji
wielokulturowej. Jest to raczej nauczanie faktow o réznych kulturach lub
przyswajanie pewnych umiej¢tnosci jezykowo-instrumentalnych i powierz-
chownej orientacji geocywilizacyjnej. Brak jest natomiast rozwinigtych,
dojrzatych i przekonywujacych odniesien do innych kultur, ich duchowo-
$ci 1 obyczajowosci. Dominuje prosta, bezrefleksyjna asymilacja pewnych
tre$ci, powierzchowna poprawnos¢ dydaktyczna, brak za$ rzeczywistego
dialogu, dyskursu, wymiany i oceny aksjologicznej, przezy¢ i poréwnan.

Odwracamy si¢ cz¢sto od rzeczywistych problemow i wizji (kon-
cepcji), w istocie porzucamy wiar¢ w wychowanie cztowieka i «wszyst-
kich ludzi» z przetomu XIX i XX w. i lat 80 [Por. 12; 13; 9; 17]. Jak pisze
B. Lagowski, [23 s. 21] w naszym eurocentrycznym mysleniu dominuje
klimat nieszczero$ci i hipokryzja. Wyraza si¢ ona wyznawaniem takiej
«ideologii wielokulturowej», ktéra w imi¢ zle pojetej poprawnosci chroni
przed krytyka takze r6zne fundamentalizmy kulturowe, religijne i bagate-
lizuje je. Powstaje w ten sposéb dramatyczna luka edukacyjna wyrazajaca
si¢ brakiem zrozumienia, porozumienia i autentycznego zblizenia pomiedzy
ludzmi réznych $§wiatow zyjacych obok siebie, na jednej ulicy i czesto w
jednym domu.. W takim przypadku odmienne tradycje, wartosci duchowe,
owe $wiaty i r6zne $wiatopoglady w rzeczywistosci nie spotykajg si¢ ze
sobg. Rezultatem tego stanu rzeczy jest ignorancja, podejrzliwos¢, fobie
wyzwalajace poczucie wzajemnego zagrozenia. Powoduje to wzajemne
oddalanie si¢ ludzi, dezintegracje srodowiskowe, $wiatopogladowe i kul-
turowe. Utrwalajg si¢ ekonomiczne rozwarstwienia, gltebokie podziaty w
sferze komunikacji miedzyludzkiej. Tworza sie grupy ludzkie i srodowiska
kulturowe, ktorych dzieli wszystko, nie taczy za$ nic.

Powr6t do wielu mysli wychowawczych o charakterze humani-
stycznym, kulturowym i wielokulturowym, spoteczno-moralnym i aksjo-
logicznym wydaje si¢ wiec potrzebg obecnego czasu. W tym kontekscie
orientacje pedagogiki kultury i dziedzina aksjologii wychowania jawia si¢
jako aktualne i ciaggle inspirujace (W. Dilthey, E. Spranger, F. Znaniecki,
S. Hessen,
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B. Nawroczynski, Z. Mystakowski, B. Suchodolski i inni) [Por. 26;
16; 3]. W przeciwnym razie pozostaje nam w skali najszerszej konkurencyjna
instrumentalizacja, uprzedmiotowiona praca ludzi, oparta na zdehumanizo-
wanych relacjach ekonomicznych, walka o dominacj¢ w imi¢ coraz wyzszej
konsumpcji. Wtedy tez pojawia si¢ konkurencja o instynktownym charakte-
rze, biologiczna i antygatunkowa, eliminujgca refleksje humanistyczng i
oceng etyczng refleksje nad odcztowieczonym dziataniem. Przezwycigzenia
wymaga rowniez historycznie ugruntowana w naszej §wiadomosci opozycja
wolnosci osobniczej wobec wielu sprzecznosci tkwigcych w naturze obywa-
telskosci i odpowiedzialnosci za kulturowe trwanie wlasnego gatunku, jego
antropologicznego etosu, dokonan i perspektyw, jednostkowych i zbiorowych
nadziei egzystencjalnych ludzi [34; 1; 11; 18; 21; 30; 33; Por. 20; 31]. Chodzi
wigc o budowanie fundamentalne;j teleologii ludzkiej edukacji dla progresji
antropologicznej, ktora moze przezwycigzac rozliczne antynomie, immanent-
nie nieroztaczne, wspolistniejace obok siebie i funkcjonujgce jednoczesnie w
realnym zyciu jednostki, spoteczenstwa, narodu i kazdej zorganizowanej, czy
spontanicznej grupy spoleczne;j.

Zagrozenia antropologiczne i edukacyjne. Wspotczesne zycie cha-
rakteryzuje si¢ procesami globalizujacymi, ktore naruszaja dotychczasowe
systemy wiezi spotecznych, srodowiskowych, lokalnych, kulturowych, eko-
nomicznych, wptywa na procesy demograficzne, mentalne i edukacyjne.
Przyspieszeniu ulega bieg rzeczy i spraw ludzkich, zaréwno jednostek, jak
1 wigkszych grup spotecznych. W szczegdlnosci naruszone zostajg struktu-
ry $rodowisk lokalnych, regionalnych, ktére bezpowrotnie zatracaja swo-
ja tozsamos¢ spoleczng, kulturowg i mentalng. Radykalnie zmienia si¢ w
nich charakter wiezi i relacji migdzy ludzmi. Dzieje si¢ tak wbrew utartemu
biegowi kultury tradycyjnej, ktora wytwarzata dotad raczej tendencje re-
konstruujace tozsamo$¢ kulturowa, tworzac sktadniki zycia i §wiadomosci
wzglednie trwale, odporne na destrukcyjne dzialanie czasu.

Obecnie niewiele juz wartosci i stanow rzeczy zachowuje swoja sta-
1o$¢ 1 niezmienno$¢. Pisze na ten temat Z. Bauman, iz cztowiek coraz bar-
dziej ulega «ktgbowiskom ulotnych i nietrwatych przedmiotow pozadania,
umiejetnosci, partnerstwa, uktadow, przyjemnos$ci, marzen, stylow i celéw
zycia» [6s. 153].

Narusza to tzw. normalny spokdj i zdolnos¢ do skutecznej adapta-
cji w «$wiecie szybkosci 1 przys$pieszenia». Nie nadaza za tym wpisana w
ustréj ludzki jego naturalna zdolno$¢ do ewolucyjnych przystosowan.

W tych warunkach poglebia si¢ dewaluacja warto$ci 1 zasad, regut
zycia, norm i wzoréw postepowania, ujawnia si¢ brak trwatych punktéw od-
niesienia. Z zyciowo-etycznym relatywizmem wiaze si¢ przeswiadczenie,
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ze «nic nie jest juz konieczne». Rodzi to mniej czy bardziej uswiadomione
decyzje 1 postawy lekcewazace utrwalony tad moralny, a nawet prawny u
coraz szerszych grup ludzi «wedrujacych po $§wiecie», w istocie rzeczy we-
drujacych po warto$ciach ludzkich, traktujac je wybiodrczo, stosownie do
niestalej sytuacji.

Obserwujemy w dotad niekomercyjnych, naturalnych srodowiskach
zycia lokalnego, rowniez na prowincji wzrost dgzen konsumpcyjnych, ktory
nie ma wiele wspolnego z racjonalnym dazeniem za dobrobytem, a zwtasz-
cza z podnoszeniem kulturowo-cywilizacyjnym wtasnego $srodowiska ro-
zumianego jako warto$¢ wspolna. Rodzi to patologie wykraczajace poza
naturalng migdzy ludzmi konkurencje¢ [7 s. 94]. B. Suchodolski w nastgpue
jacy sposob interpretuje te zjawiska; «Nie jest tatwo glosi¢ pochwale zycia
kierowanego zasada «by¢» «i dodaje, ze «cywilizacja nasza zdominowana
przez srodki nie jest wrazliwa na cele 1 warto$ci ani na egzystencjalny wy-
miar zycia» [35 s. 146]. Niewatpliwie jest to trafna diagnoza stanu rzeczy,
pozostaje jednak pytanie, co z tym robié¢, co robi¢ z cztowiekiem i jego
obecna cywilizacja?

Ponowoczesna kultura spoleczna, ktora dotkneta takze rzeczywi-
sto§¢ regionalnej prowincji, zmierza do «mentalnego wyréwnaniay», przy-
biera czgsto patologiczne ksztatty. Sg to zmiany deformujace dotychczaso-
we formy wspotbycia ludzi ze soba, zwlaszcza w bezposrednich odniesie-
niach srodowiskowych. Procesy te naruszaja dotychczasowe wiezi, tradycje
i obyczajowe sfery wspotzycia migdzyludzkiego. Niwecza podstawy tra-
dycyjnej tozsamosci moralnej, spotecznej, poczucie cigglosci wiezi i odpo-
wiedzialnosci miedzy ludzmi, tworzac swoistg «luke migedzyludzka». Przy
tym zapominamy nader czg¢sto o rodzimym etosie kulturowym, przestajemy
kultywowa¢ wtlasna tradycje i niepowtarzalng duchowos¢ wspdlnoty wia-
snej, bliskiej, jedynej i niepowtarzalnej z punktu widzenia indywidualnej i
wspolnotowej kondycji ludzi w miejscu zycia.

Zachodzace zmiany wydaja si¢ nicodwracalne, gruntownie wpltywa-
jace na aksjologie relacji migdzyludzkich. Objawiajg si¢ one w podstawo-
wych sferach wiezi psychologicznych i osobowych, zwlaszcza w dziedzinie
komunikacji migdzypokoleniowej, w uktadach i powiazaniach nieformal-
nych i formalnych, zawodowych, korporacyjnych, edukacyjnych itp [Por.
10]. W tych warunkach takze rodzina jako naturalnie Zywotna, emocjonalna,
uczuciowo-spoteczna i najblizsza w ludzki sposob wspolnota najwyrazniej
przegrywa w konkurencji z «operacyjnymi i instrumentalnymi» formami
wspdtistnienia ludzi. Pozostaje w opozycji do wspotczesnych «konieczno-
$ci zycia» dziejacych si¢ poza rodzing, poza domem, poza miejscem po-
wstawania uczu¢, poza bliskim i naturalnym srodowiskiem zycia w swojej
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lokalnej ojczyznie. Ostabieniu ulegaja naturalna gotowos¢ do spontaniczne-
go porozumienia mig¢dzyosobowego, zdolno§¢ do wzajemnego obdarzania
si¢ zaufaniem. Obecnie mniej niz w tradycyjnej obyczajowosci, w natural-
nym biegu zycia pozostaje miejsca na zaufanie, na bezwarunkowa wiare w
czyste intencje ludzkie, bo jest ich po prostu w zyciu coraz mniej. Tworzy
si¢ osobowy 1 mi¢dzyosobowy pancerz zoboj¢tnienia, psychologiczna proz-
nia pozbawiona gatunkowej, psychologicznej i kulturowej bliskosci ludzi.
Zjawisko to pozostaje w glebokiej sprzeczno$ci z nastrojem minionej epoki
wspoldziatania pokolen mlodziezy wiejskiej na Podkarpaciu nastawionych
na postep o$§wiatowy, kulturalny i cywilizacyjny wlasnego srodowiska.

W $rodowiskach lokalnych, w dotad naturalnych zwigzkach sa-
siedzkich ludzie unikajg trwalszych zobowigzan, wzajemnego brania na sie-
bie odpowiedzialnosci za innych, nawet za osoby bliskie. Powszechnie uni-
ka si¢ wzajemnych zobowigzan osobistych, réwniez spotecznych. Utracity
swoj ludzki i naturalny sens pojecia przyjazni, kolezenstwa, zobowigzania
i powinnosci. Raczej utrwala si¢ psychologiczna tendencja do zachowania
dystansu, ostroznos$ci i ochronnego egocentryzmu. Towarzyszy temu realne
poczucie osamotnienia, opuszczenia i marginalizacji odczuwanych nawet
wsrod bliskich, w kregach rodzinnych i srodowiskowych. Niegdys zywe
wiezi wspolnotowe, spontaniczne, miodziezowe i srodowiskowe utracity
swoje znaczenie miedzyludzkie, kulturowe, prospoleczne, egzystencjalne,
hedonistyczne, naturalne i ludyczne.

W ten sposob kurczy si¢ 1 wyjatawia tradycyjna kondycja wymiany
pomiedzy ludzmi. Cierpi na tym podmiotowos¢ osobowa i tozsamos¢ zbio-
rowa matych spotecznosci i grup sasiedzkich. Nasila si¢ znamienna ucieczka
ku wlasnemu «ja», pojawia si¢ znieczulica, niechg¢ wobec $wiata ludzkie-
go, paradoksalnie wobec samych siebie jako zyjacych podmiotow wspotist-
nienia zbiorowego. Rzeczy i przedmioty przystaniajg to, co J. Szczepanski
okresla jako «zrédlo najwazniejszych ludzkich spraw» [Por. 40]. Zachodzi
nieuchronny, ale konsekwentny proces erozji sumien cztowieka indywidu-
alnego poddanego presji czynnikow zewngtrznych. One to powoduja, ze
psychika ludzka ulega «bezprzezyciowej» instrumentalizacji pod wplywem
uprzedmiotowionego otoczenia. Owe wptywy wydaja si¢ obustronne, odby-
waja si¢ w relacjach jednostki ze §wiatem i odwrotnie.

Czlowiek coraz silniej nabywa w wyniku do$wiadczen cywiliza-
cyjnych cech gorszych z punktu widzenia tradycji moralnej, jej srodowi-
skowych i uniwersalnych kryteridw, natomiast przysztos¢ jej ewolucji jest
nieprzewidywalna, niejasna, pozbawiona wptywu wychowawczego w spo-
teczno-etycznym rozumieniu. Dlatego potrzebny staje si¢ namyst eduka-
cyjny nad kondycja spoteczno-humanistyczng cztowieka w jego otoczeniu.
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Zmianie powinny ulega¢ kryteria, orientacje i osobowe przeswiadczenia o
wartosci wlasnej i innych oséb we wspolnotach ludzkich matych i o najszer-
szym zasiegu, w perspektywie regionalnej i ogolnoludzkiej, takze globalne;.
Te warto$ci powinny stanowi¢ swoista jednos¢ edukacyjna.

Tradycyjne zbiorowos$ci naturalne oparte na warto$ciach waznych
dla i miedzy ludZzmi zastepowane sg najczesciej wspolnotami interesu, 0sig-
gania sukcesow. Dzieje si¢ to kosztem normalnych i naturalnych relacji.
Zastepuje je raczej pragmatyczna «technologia bycia razem» [Por. 8] dla
osiggania celow ekonomicznych i prestizowych. Mlodzi ludzie nabywaja
sprawnosci 1 umiejgtnosci szybkiego tworzenia i zrywania tzw. uktadow,
a takze wychodzenia bez szwanku po osiagnigciu celow osiagnietych w
r6znych krotkotrwalych uktadach. Nie sg sktonni do budowania zwigzkow
opartych na glebszej, wzajemnej identyfikacji dla wartosci autotelicznych,
osobowych i etycznych. Daje si¢ zaobserwowac¢ narastanie nietrwatosci i
tymczasowos$ci, watpliwosci roznych zwiazkow miedzyludzkich, w tym
takze rodziny, ktora rowniez dotyka bezrefleksyjnos¢, niecierpliwo$¢ wyra-
zajaca si¢ zachowaniami «konczy¢ szybko i zaczyna¢ od noway, «odwaznie
i czgsto eksperymentowacdy [8 s.56]. Zagubiony zostat etos wspdlnego bycia
i dziatania pokoleniowego, poczucia zobowigzania, a niekiedy nawet misji
spetnianej dla siebie i innych.

Charakterystyczne dla wspotczesnosci zalamanie wigzi miedzy-
ludzkich jest konsekwencja zmian cywilizacyjnych, kulturowych i form zy-
cia spolecznego. Zachodza gruntowne zmiany w $wiadomosci zbiorowej;
srodowiskowej 1 wspolnotowej, ale takze, a moze przede wszystkim w od-
czuwaniu tozsamosci wlasnej jako osoby autentycznie suwerennej i pod-
miotowej. Powoduje to réwniez trudnosci w utrzymywaniu integralnosci
osobowej i mentalnej, sfery subiektywnego odczuwania wlasnego cztowie-
czenstwa. Grozna staje si¢ redukcja perspektywy wtasnej i najblizszego oto-
czenia w czasach dominacji tzw. krotkiego planu zycia, szybkiego dziatania.
Zatraceniu ulega dtugofalowy sens przezywania wlasnego zycia, zwlasz-
cza w sensie pokoleniowym, rodzinnym, $rodowiskowym, w matym, ale
najwazniejszym wymiarze. Ten rodzaj postaw skraca sitg rzeczy horyzont
widzenia siebie w perspektywie kontynuacji, ciaglosci «kultury osobistej»,
«legendy wlasnej», tej osobliwej opowiesci zycia, owej narracji wykracza-
jacej poza krotka chwile dzisiejsza. Rodzi zanik wigzi sSrodowiskowych, po-
czucia wlasnych korzeni, bliskosci z ludzmi.

Powstaje pytanie, czy jest to zjawisko szerokie na tyle, ze narusza
pewne uniwersalne i podstawowe, konieczne kulturowo podstawy bycia lu-
dzi ze soba. Wielu badaczy tych zagadnien widzi w tym zagrozenia. Co
wiecej, twierdzg oni, iz sa one glebokie i nieodwracalne, nieuchronne i za-
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grazajace kondycji ludzkiej w filogenetycznej perspektywie. Nasze badania
etnokulturowe i spoteczno-edukacyjne dowodza, ze mtodziez wspotczesne-
go Podkarpacia nie catkiem utracita potrzebe zachowania i wzmacniania
wiezi lokalnych, wzajemnej afirmacji srodowiskowej i nadziei na znalezie-
nie swojego miejsca w matlej, bezpiecznej ojczyznie przy wykorzystaniu
wszystkich dostepnych $rodkow nowoczesnej cywilizacji technologicznej,
edukacyjnej 1 kulturowe;.

Obserwacje 1 badania wskazujg na tendencje odwodzaca cztowie-
ka od zycia wewnetrznego, podmiotowego, polegajacego na aktywnosci
nieinteresownej, na osobistym przezywaniu wtasnej egzystencji, na dozna-
waniu pozytywnej uczuciowosci i glebszych doswiadczen osobowych, na
poglebionej refleksji i motywowaniu swoich postaw wyzszymi warto§ciami
etycznymi, estetycznymi, poznawczymi, humanistycznymi, psychologicz-
no-empatycznymi itp. Coraz rzadsze stajg si¢ postawy zycia, w ktorym jest
si¢ niezaleznym, istota podmiotowa w sobie i wobec innych, istota wzgled-
nie wolng i twdrcza, nieskrepowang w mysleniu i wyobrazni bycia soba
— istotg zdolng do kontemplacji $wiata, glebszych przezy¢, transgresyjne;j
intencjonalnosci i bezinteresownych poruszen [Por. 24].

Edukacja wspotczesna walnie przyczynia si¢ do zawezenia, ujedno-
licenia, cze¢sto takze do drastycznego dysonansu pomi¢dzy tak pojetym zy-
ciem wewngtrznym a przejawami aktywnosci zewnetrznej, ktdra ogranicza i
dominuje nad pierwotnym przezywaniem $wiata we wszystkich mozliwych
jego postaciach, obrazach i przejawach. Zachodzi swoista nierownowaga w
rozumieniu wielu, takze wspotczesnych wymiarow zycia i wspotzycia. W
konsekwencji zycie przecigtnego mtodego cztowieka niezaleznie od przy-
naleznos$ci §rodowiskowej staje si¢ jednowymiarowe, «treSciowo zubozone
i sptycone, pozbawione wyraznego sensu, coraz bardziej odseparowane od
kultury wyzszej i wartosci autotelicznych, trwatych wiezi miedzyludzkich i
zwyktego ludzkiego solidaryzmuy [Por. 35 s. 3]. Dodajmy, poczucia wspota
odczuwania i chocby elementarnej gotowosci do ponadindywidualnego,
czyli wspolnotowego dziatania.

W tym kontekscie nalezy podkresli¢, ze czlowiek niezaleznie od typu
cywilizacji musi zy¢ w obu sferach pelnego istnienia. Sfery te wzajemnie
si¢ warunkuja i dopelniaja. Sztuka zycia, jego jako$¢ i czerpane satysfakcje
polega na mozliwie pelnym harmonizowaniu. Co wigcej, decyduje o zdro-
wiu psychicznym, samopoczuciu i zdolnosci do pozytywnych oddziatywan
na inne osoby w jego spotecznym otoczeniu. Mozliwos¢ przywrdcenia row-
nowagi pomig¢dzy zyciem zewnetrznym, przedmiotowo-instrumentalnym, a
zyciem wewnetrznym, podmiotowym, przezyciowo egzystencjalnym sta-
je sig¢ wielkim zadaniem wychowania moralno-srodowiskowego, poczucia
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tozsamos$ci wiezi z naturalnym i wlasnym $wiatem. Ten typ postaw, ktory
utrwala si¢ w szerokich kregach mtodziezy «prowincji», jest szczeg6lnie
niebezpieczny z uwagi na grozbe wykorzenienia i znalezienia si¢ w sytu-
acji swoistej «ambiwalencji» kulturowej tej formacji. Zachodzi wigc trzeba
aksjologicznych zmian w procesie edukacyjnym, wychowawczym i auto-
wychowawczym, nie ma bowiem alternatywy wobec konieczno$ci zahamo-
wania tego zjawiska, «jesli zycie ludzkie w pelniejszym i ucztowieczonym
jego ksztalcie, a by¢ moze i jego istnienie w zhumanizowanej postaci ma
by¢ uchronione i zabezpieczone» [37 s. 227].

W tych warunkach zachodzi alienacja nowego typy — postindustrial-
nego, epoki informatycznej. Towarzyszg temu zmiany form bycia cztowieka
w czasie wolnym w swoim najblizszym otoczeniu, ktore sprzyjaja autoiden-
tyfikacji, podnoszeniu witalnej kondycji psychicznej, spolecznej i fizycz-
nej. Zanikajg we wspotczesnej obyczajowosci lokalno-spotecznej aspekty
zabawy ludycznej, przyjazni budowanej na gruncie wartosci, a nie w kon-
tekstach formalnych i komercyjnych, parazawodowych, pozaspotecznych.

Caly ten zlozony konglomerat «<nowego $wiatay jest oczywiscie wy-
nikiem rozwoju i postepu cywilizacyjnego. Stan ten jest zar6wno przedmio-
tem afirmacji, jak i kontestacji oraz dezaprobaty, dlatego warto te zjawiska
poddawa¢ dyskursom edukacyjnym z «konkretng» mlodziezg w realnych
jej srodowiskach w konfrontacji z zyciem, jego problemami, trudnos$ciami,
perspektywami, fascynacjami i oczywistymi ograniczeniami, zwtaszcza ow
problem ludzkiego «bycia z soba», dla siebie, istnienia dla innych, tym sa-
mym roéwniez dla siebie. Warto wigc edukacyjnie i aksjologicznie konfron-
towac tradycyjne, zweryfikowane, autoteliczne, naturalne niejako wartosci
z tZw. nowoczesnymi przejawami zycia.

Problem edukacji spoteczno-srodowiskowej, dla rozwoju i tozsa-
mos$ci moralno-kulturowej nabiera obecnie kluczowej aktualno$ci, mamy
bowiem do czynienia z niepokojacg ewolucja wspolnotowej kondycji czto-
wieka w dobie «postmodernistycznej». Proponowana koncepcja edukacji
dla $wiadomosci wlasnej tozsamo$ci sSrodowiskowej i spotecznej wyznacza
nowg niejako teleologie edukacyjng nastawiong na rozwijanie otwartej na
drugiego cztowieka empatii osobowej i spotecznej, postaw altruistycznych
pozadanych w obliczu nasilajacych si¢ procesow dehumanizacji, konkuren-
cji migdzyosobniczej oraz tendencji do relatywizowania warto$ci i norm
wspotzycia w §rodowisku ludzkim i przyrodniczym, ktore trzeba ksztatto-
wac [38].

W istocie rzeczy chodzi o gruntowng modyfikacj¢ wychowania dla
nowych przejawdw zycia, m.in. o u§wiadamianie zasad etyki, ludzkiego
sensu pracy, przedsigbiorczosci i wspotbycia spotecznego. Chodzi takze
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o nadanie wlasciwej rangi edukacji «kulturowo-antropologicznej» o cha-
rakterze podmiotowym i uniwersalnym, wykraczajacym poza kulture po-
$piesznych i instrumentalnych komunikatéw, schematow popkulturowego
przekazu wypranych z uczué, mysli, przezy¢ i aksjologiczno-moralnego
nacechowania. «Edukacja kulturalna jest wspomaganiem rozwoju kulturale
nego jednostki. Jest uczestnictwem w kulturze symbolicznej, a nastgpnie w
nurcie indywidualnych dziatan podejmowanych przez jednostke w ramach
realizacji wlasnych kompetencji zyciowych» [Por. 19].

To takze zagadnienie psychologicznego i mentalnego porozumie-
wania si¢ pokolen w kontekscie tzw. luki miedzyludzkiej, owej nienatu-
ralnej (odczlowieczonej) przestrzeni psychospotecznego i kulturowego
komunikowania si¢ ludzi migdzy sobg. Znaczna cze$¢ ludzkiej populacji,
a zwlaszcza «osoby starsze, nie uczestniczg aktywnie w wymianie infor-
macji ze wzgledu na brak dostepu, umiejetnosci lub ograniczenia kulturo-
we. Przerwanie ciaglo$ci pokoleniowej w spotecznym obiegu informacji
tworzy jakos$¢ stereotypowego przedstawiania Swiata» [27 s. 3-4], gdzie
miedzypokoleniowo$¢ przestaje mie¢ znaczenie a zaczyna dominowac tzw.
transmedialnos$¢ z wszystkimi jej skutkami polaryzujacymi zycie wspolnot
ludzkich, zwlaszcza opartych na naturalnych podstawach egzystencjalnych,
kulturowych i §wiadomosciowo-o$wiatowych.

Generalnie idzie zatem o przesuni¢cie edukacyjne w dziedzing ak-
sjologicznych znaczen, w strone koniecznej «rekonstrukcji» moralno-egzy-
stencjalnego modelu porozumiewania si¢ ludzi, chyba ze uznamy obecny
stan za naturalny i wlasciwy dla natury ludzkiej oraz kondycji humanistycz-
nej cztowieka. Chodzi wigc o edukacje dla glgbszego pojmowania fenome-
nu istnienia, jego wartosci i godnosci, szacunku dla przywileju zycia jed-
nostkowego, a zwlaszcza wspolnotowej odpowiedzialnosci za nie. Aktualny
pozostaje postulat «odbudowania» w dobie przesilenia cywilizacyjnego,
kulturowego oraz «odcztowieczonych» mechanizméw Zzycia autotelicznych
i antropologicznych form samo$wiadomosci i jest to w istocie rzeczy wspol-
czesna propozycja edukacji dla uniwersalnej i osobowej filozofii cztowie-
ka, antropologii humanistycznej, ktéra w dziejach wychowania odegrata
ogromna role w ucztowieczaniu gatunku.

Nalezy wiec ciagle na nowo stwarza¢ pedagogiczng przestrzen kul-
turowo-etycznych znaczen w «amoralnym $wiecie», takze w szkole nasta-
wiongj na indywidualny sukces podmiotu. W obliczu tych problemoéw poza-
dane staje si¢ zorientowanie wychowania takze na podmiotowos¢ wspolno-
towg, na zaufanie mi¢dzy ludzmi w wymiarze srodowiskowym i szerszym,
wielokulturowym i obywatelskim. Oddali¢ nalezy proponowane tresowanie
mtodych ludzi w imi¢ narodowej megalomani, ktora w istocie oznacza an-
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tywspoélnotowy nurt wychowania zamknigty na wielo- i migdzykulturows,
pluralistyczng rzeczywisto$¢ wspdlnot ludzkich wspodlczesnych rzeczywi-
stosci spotecznych, mikrokulturowych i o globalnym zasiggu. Obie te prze-
strzenie nie musza i nie moga si¢ edukacyjnie wyklucza¢, czy pozostawac
wobec siebie w glebokiej antynomii. Wychowanie moze sta¢ si¢ spetnie-
niem swoistej nadziei humanistycznej przepelionej optymizmem i racjo-
nalng wiarg w «zwyczajne», ludzkie warto$ci zycia, ludzka przyzwoito$¢ i
lojalno$¢, ale te warto$ci trzeba rozwija¢ od poczatku i przez cale zycie, we
wszystkich przejawach wychowania.

Uwagi koncowe. Kraje Europy Srodkowo-Wschodniej stopniowo
wychodzg z traumy przetomu ustrojowego, czas, wigc sformutowac ade-
kwatne do nowych warunkow paradygmaty edukacyjno-wychowawcze od-
budowujace deficyt zaufania i brak solidaryzmu miedzy ludzmi. Zachodzi
potrzeba uczenia na nowo podstawowej i uniwersalnej prawdy, iz nie jeste-
$my sami i nigdy nie bedziemy mogli w ten sposob istnie¢. W realizacji wta-
snych potrzeb zyciowych, satysfakcji bycia, obcowania z innymi, mito$ci,
przyjazni, afirmacji egzystencjalnej bytu i wspotpracy [39 s.32] jestesmy
zalezni od innych, ktérzy moga i powinni dziata¢ godnie, szczerze, etycznie
i altruistycznie.

Doniostym problemem edukacji dla problemoéw wspdtczesno-
$ci pozostaje samotnos¢ egzystencjalna i moralno-psychologiczna ludzi.
Najczesciej bywa to osamotnienie socjalne, ktore najbardziej dotyczy «lu-
dzi po przejéciach», zwlaszcza starszych i edukacyjnie nieprzystosowanych
ze wzgledu na tzw. dystans cywilizacyjny. W tej przestrzeni zycia pojawiaja
si¢ niezwykle aktualne postulaty edukacyjne zorientowane na «cztowieka-
-autsajdera» w peletonie gonitwy za sukcesem. Taki kierunek energii ludz-
kiej jest zapewne nieodwracalny i moze by¢ spelnieniem dla wielu, ale tylko
w warunkach respektowania solidaryzmu moralnego wobec tych, ktorzy nie
moga z roznych powodow sprosta¢ tempu cywilizacji, stajac si¢ ofiarami
swoistej, ale obiektywnej alienacji, wyobcowania wsrod ludzi, paradoksal-
nie czesto bliskich, w obliczu coraz powszechniejszej obojetnosci ludzi w
otoczeniu ludzkim.

Na naszych oczach dokonuje si¢ postepujacy kryzys spoteczno-mo-
ralnej kondycji cztowieka owocujacej obojetnoscia etyczng z przejawami
alienacji i osamotnienia jednostki w dezintegrujacych si¢ srodowiskach zy-
cia, gdzie dominuje obsesja indywidualnego sukcesu z wszystkimi konse-
kwencjami dla jednostek silnych, podejmujacych owe wyzwania i jednostek
stabych, ktore stajg si¢ autsajderami tego wyscigu.

Potrzebna jest wigc w tym konteks$cie rzetelna diagnoza i dowar-
tosciowanie antropologicznej teleologii wspolczesnego wychowania rozu-
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mianego jako aksjologiczne otwarcie na drugiego cztowieka, uwzgledniaja-
cej humanistyczny wymiar wspotodpowiedzialno$ci moralno-egzystencjal-
nej, przeciwdzialajacej bezradnos$ci, osamotnieniu socjalnemu czlowieka w
nasilajacej si¢ przestrzeni, braku zaufania i osobliwego poczucia zawodu
wobec drugiego czlowieka.

T. Pilch pisze, ze «samotno$¢ staje si¢ norma. Zorganizowana
wspolnota lokalna jest zdarzeniem rzadkim. (...) Czynnikiem wyzwalaja-
cym jednostke ze stanu biernosci i obojetnosci jest swiat jej wartosci». |
dodaje on pesymistycznie, ze osobowos¢ altruistyczna to pewien wzorzec,
ideal wychowywania, ktory przezywa bardzo gleboki kryzys [28 s. 22].

Trzeba, wiec poszukiwac pilnie alternatywy edukacyjnej i wycho-
wawczej, ktora w skuteczny sposob wyeksponuje «prohumanistyczne»
sktadniki holistycznie rozumianego wychowania w jego socjalnym i moral-
nym wymiarze. Wychowania odnajdujacego pogubione we wspodlczesnym
$wiecie zdolnosci odczuwania jednostkowej i zbiorowej wigzi oraz satys-
fakcji, potrzeby i zdolnosci do wsparcia cztowieka, ktorego przerost swiat,
pozostawiajac go w poczuciu zagrozenia egzystencjalnego i potozeniu rze-
czywistej alienacji duchowej, intelektualnej i Zyciowe;.

Dlatego wspotczesna pedagogika i edukacja oparta na filozofii
neoliberalizmu spolecznego, moze prowadzi¢ do «bezrozumnego zatraca-
nia najwazniejszych humanistycznych wartosci na czele z solidaryzmem
spolecznym, z wigziami wspolnotowymi, poczuciem zbiorowego bezpie-
czenstwa» [29]. Dodajmy, ze postulaty polityki wychowawczo-o§wiatowej
i pedagogiki spolecznej, ktore uznaja konkurencje i rywalizacje jako jedyna
i pozadang forma wspodtzycia zbiorowego, a lekcewaza postawy wspotdzia-
fania, wspotczucia i wrazliwo$¢ na innego cztowieka - sa aksjologicznie
szkodliwym zludzeniem i droga do nikad. Zweryfikowaty to pokoleniowe
doswiadczenia wielu segmentow pracy spotecznej, naturalnej edukacji do-
rostych kilku pokolen XIX 1 XX wieku wytwarzaty zespot wartosci eduka-
cyjno-spolecznych, po ktore warto i nalezy siega¢ w obecnej dobie.

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Abstract

The new law «On Higher Educationy (2014) intensified the search of
ways to training specialists, particularly specialists of social and educational
spheres, who can competently solve various kinds of professional tasks. First
of all the use of the project technology should serve the implementation of
the new law. The project technology helps students to acquire knowledge and
skills during planning and implementing practical tasks-projects and requires
integrated knowledge and scientific research that is important for forming the
professional orientation of future bachelors of social pedagogy.

Nowadays psychological and pedagogical literature contains the sufa
ficient material concerning the application of the project technology during
training students in higher education establishments. The most outstanding
figures among them are T. Bashynskyi, 1. Buhtiiarov, V. Huzeieva, S. Izbash,
O. Kasianov and others. However, this problem remains understudied. Taking
into consideration the needs of improving the quality of specialists who are
trained for the village social sphere of Ukraine, the purpose of the article was
to enlighten the theoretical aspects of the project technology and to present its
techniques while forming the professional orientation of future social pedagogues
directed at activities in conditions of the rural society.

An example of the project technology while developing the passport of a
rural area that corresponds to the stages of the project technology and the basic
requirements for its use has been given. The implementation of the educational
project technology according to three stages (primary, fulfillment, protection and
seven stages, the methodology of evaluation of student results) has been motivated.

A rural social passport has been developed, it directed at the integration
of knowledge acquired by students while studying general and special
disciplines: «Psychology» (social groups, interpersonal relationships),; «Social
Psychologyy (the structure of interpersonal relationships),; «Sociology» (the use
of diagnostic techniques), «Psycho-pedagogical foundations of the interpersonal
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communicationy (interpersonal relationships); «Social pedagogy» (content,
organization, main directions, forms and methods of social and pedagogical
work with different clients, social and educational research,).

Therefore, it is an integrated project and is interdisciplinary. In our
opinion, social workers should be involved in its implementation. While
implementing the proposed project such techniques as «brainstormingy, work in
small groups, discussions, conversation, advisory of groups etc. have been used.

Goal of the article is to highlight the theoretical aspects of the project
technology and present the methodology for its use in the formation of the future
social teacher professional focus on their activities in the conditions of the coun-
tryside social medium.

Methods: analysis of theoretical literature, questionnaire survey in writ-
ten, content analysis.

Key words: passport of a rural area; project technology, professional
orientation, rural society; social pedagogue.

Introduction.

Statement of the problem in the context of modern pedagogical sci-
ence. The adoption of the new Law “On higher education” (2014) gave an im-
petuous to looking for the ways of the specialists preparation, specifically in the
social pedagogy sphere, who are able in a competent way to address the profes-
sional challenges of various types. First and foremost, that should be supported
by the project-based technology under which the students acquire knowledge
and skills in the course of planning and fulfilment of some practical tasks-proj-
ects, and which requires the integrated knowledge and the research-based finding
the ways for their solution, being the important factor for the formation of the
professional orientation of the future social pedagogy bachelors.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. Presently, the social and
pedagogical literature contains enough material on using the project-based tech-
nology for the professional training of the higher educational establishments stu-
dents. Thus, we would like to highlight the results of T. Bashynsja, I. Buhtiyarova,
V. Guzeeva, S. Izbash, O. Kasyanov, et. all. In view of the objective needs to im-
prove the quality of the social specialists training for the countryside in Ukraine,
the goal of the article is to highlight the theoretical aspects of the project technol-
ogy and present the methodology for its use in the formation of the future social
teacher professional focus on their activities in the conditions of the countryside
social medium.

Presentation of principal material. The modern understanding of the
project-based technology is described nicely by E. Polat [9] as “using the broad
range of the problem, research, and searching methods, clearly focused on the
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real practical result, being substantial for the student, on the one hand, and on the
other hand — the holistic development of the problem allowing for the various
factors and conditions for its solution and the results realization” [9, p. 4].

0. Kasyanov expressed a fair opinion about the project-based learning
[5], arguing that the project-based training creates the background for the cre-
ative self-realization, increases motivation for learning, contributes to the mental
abilities development, as well as independence and responsibility of students, to
the ability of making plans, taking decisions, and evaluating the results, and most
importantly — the students gain experience in solving the real problems that will
arise in their future professional activity.

The list of the previously mentioned advantages of the project-based
learning is complemented by A. Sydenko [11] adds: it helps building up the skills
of the self-guided orientation in literature, developing the major types of thinking,
contributing to the mental development of students; making them accustomed to
the real self-education, forming their creative systemic thinking and culture of
business communication, as well as enhancing their imagination.

The project is carried out following the clearly defined plan (stages) for
its implementation. Some scientists suggest their own vision of the project activ-
ity realization that has a different number of stages, but despite that the sequence
of their implementation seems absolutely logical to us. Thus, N. Matyash [6]
offers the following sequence of the project implementation: the idea substanti-
ation, its perception and acceptance, its technological development, followed by
the practical work on the idea, the object testing in operation, the further improve-
ment and the independent evaluation of the creative implementation of the idea.
V. Goloborodko [3] identifies five phases of working over the project: its prepa-
ration; planning; research; conclusions; presentation of the project (its defending,
and evaluation). B. Naumov [7] believes that the project should be carried out in
four stages including: preparation and organization; planning and anticipating;
correction and evaluation; and the final one. A. Piekhota [8] considers that the
stages of the project execution include: the choice of the area and name for the
project (the general naming of the problem, the list of matters, the definition of
the general or specific lines, turned into subprojects; and writing the project);
the sections of the project (the relevance, purpose, objectives; the identification
of its implementation stages, the implementation mechanism; the explanation —
How? Which way? What means were used to implement the project?; the project
participants responsibilities and obligations; the expected results; the evaluation
and you own assessment of the project; the budget, the resources available). One
can be easily see that B. Naumov and A. Piekhota do no not single out the stage
of the research process, which, however, is specified by V. Goloborodko in the
sequence of the project realization.
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The project implementation sequence suggested by S. Izbash [4] that en-
visages the following stages is rather sensible:

— the search and research stage (searching and substantiation of the prob-
lem; the identification of the sub-topics of the project, the sub-topic selection; the es-
tablishment of the creative groups, the preparation of the materials for the research
work, identifying the forms for the presentation of the project activity results);

— the technological stage (the consideration of the ideas; the organization
of the search activity; stimulating the activity; the control over the activity; and
quality control);

— the finalizing of the results (the project finalizing in line with the re-
quirements in teams, problem-specific groups; evaluation of the both project ac-
tivity and project itself);

— the presentation (defending the project) (organizing the work of the
experts; reports on the work results; the formalization of the results);

— the reflection (own evaluation of the project; own evaluation of the ac-
tivity; own evaluation of the results; the analysis of the strong points and mistakes).

According to E. Polat [9; 8], the main requirements to the project-based
technology use are the following: the availability of the problem or task, be-
ing significant in the sense of research and creativity, that requires the integrated
knowledge and research for its solution; the practical, theoretical, and cognitive
significance of the anticipated results; the independent (individual, in pairs, in
groups) activity of the students; structuring the content part of the project (spec-
ifying the each stage results); using the research methods that involve the cer-
tain sequence of actions like: defining the problem and its derivative research
tasks (using the “brainstorming”, “round tables” methods in the course of the
joint research); offering the hypotheses and their solutions; discussing the re-
search methods and how to formalize the results (presentations, the defense, the
creative reports); gathering, systematization and analysis of the data; drawing
the bottom-lines, finalizing the results, their presentation; conclusions, and sug-
gesting new problems for research. Based on the requirements formulated by
the researcher to project-based technology, he identifies five groups of projects
(namely, the practice-oriented, research, information, creative, and the role), and
suggests the stages for the project structure development and implementation:

1) present the situations revealing one or several problems related to the
suggested subject;

2) provide the ideas for the problem solution (“brainstorming”), discuss
and substantiate each idea;

3) discuss the methods for testing the adopted ideas inside small groups
(one group — one idea), the possible sources of information to check the suggest-
ed idea; the results finalization;
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4) work in teams to find the results, arguments that support or re-
ject the idea;

5) defend the projects (the ideas for the problem solution) by each group
including the opposing by all the present;

6) identify new problems.

We would like to stress that the professional activity of the social teach-
er in the countryside implies his cooperation with the representatives of other
professions that participate in the solution of the various types of countryside
inhabitants’ social problems. Hence, the use of the project-based technology in
teaching the future social teachers is the undeniable fact. So, the development
of the countryside social passport corresponds to the stages of the project-based
technology implementation and the basic requirements as to its use: the study of
the countryside community demographic situation and it condition, significance
of the collected data at large and at is individual stages, the work in team, using
the research methods.

So, we would like to give you an example of this use. We would also
like to stress that the countryside passport development is performed during
the students practical (social and pedagogical in the countryside) training and
consists of several stages. The project duration is 2 days.

Stage 1 envisages the definition of the project goal (studying the coun-
tryside social development as well as its inhabitants’ social and education prob-
lems), the task: “to develop the countryside social passport” and to identify the
sub-items (the project structure): “to learn the community condition” (the collec-
tion of information); “to formalize the social passport of the community”, “the
specific planning and implementation”, etc. The discussion is carried out to de-
fine the sub-items. Please, note that at the stage the professor presents the design-
ing methodology, motivates the students’ creativity, helps to identify the goal and
tasks of the project, as well as guides the discussion.

Stage 2 is dedicated to collecting as much ideas as possible dealing with
the certain sub-problem from all the project participants within the limited period
of time. To this end, the “brain storm” could be used controlled by the professor.
In order to resolve each sub-problem the established micro-groups of students will
have several minutes for each one. Over that period of time, the future social teach-
ers are to suggest at least one idea from each micro-group for each sub-problem.

Stage 3 is dedicated to the general discussion and justification of the sug-
gested ideas, and working out the best solution in the small groups. For example,
they discuss and approve the ideas as to how to collect and process the informa-
tion about the community (the total number of the population; the availability of
the social facilities and factories, social and education organization operating in
that region; if there is any service industry there; what types of families are rep-
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resented in that countryside; the social conditions of the children). At this stage,
the tasks are also assigned to the students, taking into consideration their interest
in each specific aspect of the information collection. Besides, the results to be
obtained are specified as well as the form in which the results are to be presented.
So, by performing that type of job the students learn to plan their work, take deci-
sions, justify their opinion, distribute the responsibilities related to the fulfilment
of the designing tasks.

Stage 4 envisages working in teams while collecting the required in-
formation (the organization of the research activity). Each established creative
group will be in charge of one specific problem: collecting the general informa-
tion about the population, and finding out if there are any social facilities and
factories there, etc. One of the dominant aspects of the project-based work is its
quality which is determined by the reliability of the input information the student
obtains at this stage. To fulfill the project and obtain the required information the
student has to learn the relevant documentation stored by the village council. So,
it contributes to the formation of his skill to use various sources of information,
and on his own to pick out and accumulate the material, as well as analyze and
compare the facts, establish the contacts, etc. At that stage the professor provides
consultations to the students, and guides them in the project plan fulfilment.

At Stage 5 the groups propose all their deliverables for the general dis-
cussion. Each group report on the information collected is listened to carefully.
After that, the changes are suggested and the ideas are expressed until the con-
sensus is reached. The questions and answers process can be extremely intensive
and involve all its participants into the discussion. Its outcome is to be the first
draft description of the countryside community condition (the social passport of
the countryside). The social passport is the consolidated and summarized infor-
mation of the whole study containing both the statistics and general information
about the countryside community (the project). At the stage, the future specialists
of the social and pedagogic sphere learn how to create the final products, evaluate
tolerantly themselves and the team, as well as to finalize the project results.

Stage 6 envisages the presentation (defense) of the project and mutual
review of the projects. Please, note that the project can be already presented at the
conference, dedicated to the defense of the reports on the practical training at the
higher educational establishment.

At Stage 7 the project is evaluated as a whole, including the evaluation
of each its stage, self-evaluation, assessment of achievements and failure in the
designing, the perspectives are outlined (the new problems are identified) too. In
particular, the project participants, based on the prepared social passport of the
countryside, will suggest the proposals to the self-administration bodies and state
executive power as to planning the measures and undertaking some real social
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and education activity in the countryside community. We would like to stress that
over the project the professor supervises, evaluates the efforts and efficiency of
each student. [1; 2].

Fig. 1 presents in the diagram form the realization of the education de-
signing technology, including three phases: initial, performance, defense, and
seven stages.

When realizing the education designing technology it is important to
evaluate the activity and effectiveness of each student work, as well as his con-
tribution to the overall result that have effect on the professional qualities forma-
tion, like communicativeness, competence, self-discipline, responsibility, etc. So,
the research evaluates the individual achievements of each future social teacher,
the participant of the project implementation. To this end, the professor fills out
the individual card of the student with the scores he got at each stage of the de-
signing. That evaluation system allows the student — the project participant to get
maximum 100 scores. So, the main phase of designing, being the most difficult,
is estimated at 50 scores. The other two stages (the initial and defense) share
the rest of the scores: 25 scores maximum each. The reflection of the designing
participants, the future social teachers takes place allowing for the self-assess-
ment of their own results. Additionally, the team as well evaluated the results of
the project realized by the student and that contributed to the more diligent and
responsible attitude of the participants to the teamwork. For the example of the
previously mentioned individual card, please, see Table 1 below.

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Please, note that the methodology for transforming the scores into
the 4-point grading scale is realized in accordance with the adopted by the
higher educational establishment criteria for the students’ knowledge evalu-
ation. However, before that, the total scores got by the student have to be di-
vided by 3 (to have the average score). So, the average score of L. Tarnavska
equals to 239: 3 =79.6, that is “4” points.

In the methodology used for the formation of the future social teach-
ers professional focus on the activity in the countryside society it would be
reasonable to use the training projects like “School of volunteers”, “Young
people lectors group”, “Information bulletin of the village council”, the
newspaper for parents “Dialogue”, etc.

Research conclusions and perspectives of further studies in the
area of investigation. While summarizing the all previously mentioned
we must say that this type of the training efforts, i.e. the countryside so-
cial passport development, is aimed at the knowledge integration that the
student gained in studying the general education and special disciplines,
e.g.: the “Psychology” (the social groups, the interpersonal relations); the
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“Social psychology” (the inter-individual relationships; the “Sociology”
(the diagnostic techniques used); the “Psychological and pedagogical ba-
sics of the interpersonal communication” (the interpersonal relationships);
the “Social pedagogy” (the substance, organization, basic areas, forms and
methods of the social and teaching work with various clients; social and
pedagogic research). Hence, it is the integrated project and it is of the in-
terdisciplinary nature. In our opinion, the social teacher, the social worker
professional should be attracted in order to implement the project. Please,
note that during the suggested project the following methods were used, like
“brainstorming”, working in small groups, discussions, dialogues, discus-
sions, groups consulting, etc.

The perspectives of the subsequent studies will be coupled with
the development of the methodology used to form the future social teachers
professional focus on the activity in the conditions of the countryside soci-
ety, in particular, through the example of such training projects as “School
of volunteers”, “Young people lectors group”, “Information bulletin of the
village council”, the newspaper for parents “Dialogue”, etc.
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Abstract

Modern approaches in solving problems in education, includ-
ing in the field of foreign language acquisition, bring forward new de-
mands to preparation of teachers, their professional skills, one of which is
self-presentation.

Under the self-presentation of the English teacher we will under-
stand the process of managing the impression about him that arises from
other people, through the collection of attitudes, sent by the teacher himself,
through the involvement of mechanisms of social perception associated with
the appearance of the teacher, his personality and communicative behavior
and speech.

The main structural elements of self-presentation of the teacher are:
attitudes (real I am; ideal I am; anti perfect [ am, professional I am); ap-
pearance (style and color of clothing, shoes, hair, cosmetics, accessories);
personal behavior (compliance with current legislation, moral integrity,
taking into account specific situations, self-critical of their own capabili-
ties); speech and communicative behaviour (transmission and exchange of
information; use of verbal and non-verbal means, creation of the emotional
and psychological atmosphere).

The study determined that the leading motives of self-presentation of
successful young professionals can be a variety of contests and activities that
aim: improving the professional competence and creativity, promote pedagogi-
cal creativity and innovation; popularization of pedagogical ideas and innova-
tions; identifying the best young masters of pedagogy, support the publication of
scientific and methodological groundwork of young teachers.

During the pilot study to ascertain future specialists the most effec-
tive means of skills development of their self-presentation, creative identity, it

was found that the leading factors are: pedagogical educational practices at
the Academy; the nature of communication «teacher-studenty, «student-stu-
denty, creative atmosphere. Significant place of the respondents took par-
ticipation in scientific conferences of different levels. The overwhelming im-
portance in the development of skills of self-presentation of young teachers
has the higher factors of the educational process, which aims at the identity
of the student directly. Teaching practice is an important stage of readiness
of the student to self-presentational activities.

Development of skills of self-presentation to future English language
teachers in the process of pedagogical practice promotes psychological
comfort, creating situations of success, the implementation of free exchange
of ideas during the analysis of demonstration lessons and activities, com-
plete a group of creative tasks, presentation of student interns experience
by junior students. The final conference, which started to publish articles in
teacher publications, exhibitions that can be presented to albums that reflect
a student s work on practice, programs and scripts of holidays, lesson plans,
classroom workshops, teaching materials, visual aids, videos, lessons and
educational activities contribute to the education of responsible attitude to
pedagogical activity, pedagogical practice, effective learning of theoretical
disciplines, develop skills of self-presentation of the future experts.

Combining of cognitive and practical activity, pedagogical practice
has a significant potential impact on the qualitative characteristics of the
personality, which play a major role in the process of becoming a teach-
er-creator: erudition, imagination, the ability to analyze and introspect, a
sense of the new, etc.

Methods: analysis of theoretical literature, questionnaire survey in
written, contentanalysis.

Key words: future English language teacher, pedagogical activi-
ty; pedagogical practice; self-presentation.

Introduction.

Statement of the problem in the context of modern pedagogical
science. Training of teachers, their professional development is an import-
ant condition of modernization of up-to-date education. The development
of national education and the role of teaching personnel are reflected in the
Law of Ukraine «On education», National Strategy for the Development
of Education in Ukraine until 2021. According to certain documents in
these tasks should be trained competent staff capable of creative activi-
ty, professional development and commitment to self-development and
self-knowledge.
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The urgency of the problem, which caused by the globalization of
Ukraine into the European space, is the growing demand for highly educat-
ed, highly qualified foreign language teachers, who are capable of a creative
approach to solving educational problems, to have skills of implementa-
tion of self-presentational activities and to form a creative personality of the
younger generation.

The formation and development of skills of self-presentation of fu-
ture teachers is in the process of learning in higher educational establish-
ment based on the unity of curricular and extra-curricular activities. Great
importance in this process acquires a pedagogical practice, which is an inte-
gral component in the training of specialists.

Analysis of the last researches and publications. Theoretical ap-
proaches to the study of self-presentation as a unity of internal and external
factors considered in the works of R. Arkin, G. Borozdina, 1. Hoffmann,
V. Labunska, B. Shlenker and others.

Such scientists as R. Chaldini, I. Jones, T. Pittman, Y. Zhukov re-
viewed the various approaches to the allocation of strategies and techniques
of self-presentation.

The essence of the professional image of specialist and features
of effective self-presentation are considered in the studies of 1. Aliokhina,
V. Bebik, D. Frensis, F. Kusin, N. Skrypachenko, E. Utkin.

The concept of self-presentation that contributes to the success of peda-
gogical activity is investigated by A. Kaliuzhnyi, V. Khoroshavyh, A. Panasiuk,
O. Perelygina, G. Pocheptsov, V. Shepel, N. Snaider and others.

Researches of main ways of professional development of the teach-
er are considered in the works of A. Abdullina, Y. Babanskyi, N. Kichuk,
N. Kuzmina, I. Pidlasyi, V. Slastionin, S. Sysoieva, V. Zagviazynskyi,
1. Ziaziun and others.

The issues of formation of students’ readiness for professional ped-
agogical activity are disclosed in the works of I. Bogdanova, L. Kadchenko,
L. Mikhailova, G. Nagornyi, A. Voloshenko and others.

The formation of professional competence of future foreign lan-
guage teachers in the phenomenon of pedagogical creativity devoted in
the works of L. Ananieva, O. Bigich, N. Martynovich, G. Melnychenko,
Y. Passov, O. Polat, V. Safonova and others.

However, analyzing the literature, we note that the issue of the de-
velopment of skills of self-presentation of future English language teachers
in the process of pedagogical practice has not been studied.

The formulation of the objectives of the article. The purpose of
this article is to highlight the entity and identifying the specific development
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of skills of self-presentation of future English language teachers. The main
objectives of the research are: justification of the importance of developing
skills of self-presentation of future English language teachers in the process
of pedagogical practice; the study of the structural elements of self-presen-
tation of the teacher; the concretization of the leading motives of the suc-
cessful self-presentation of future teachers; the determination of the main
forms of the development of self-presentational activity of future teachers in
the Municipal Establishment Kharkiv Humanitarian Pedagogical Academy
of Kharkiv Regional Council.

Statement of the main research. Modern approaches in solving prob-
lems in education, including in the field of foreign language acquisition, bring
forward new demands to preparation of teachers, their professional skills, one
of which is self-presentation. The difficulty of an unambiguous interpretation of
the concept of «self-presentation» is that it is a complex social and psychological
formation and interacts with a large number of social phenomena.

For example, some scientists note that «the self-presentation is a
term synonymous to the concept «impression managementy, serves to iden-
tify the numerous strategies that people use to control and manage the im-
pression they can make on others» [1, p. 39].

Researchers in the field of social psychology have noted that
self-presentation is the process by which we try to control the impressions
that occur about us from other people [5, p. 26].

According to N. Kotlsarova, self-presentation — process of present-
ing themselves in socially and culturally appropriate ways of action and
behavior. Have in mind that this process is based on the use of certain strat-
egies designed to shape the opinions of others about themselves [2].

Scientists R. Baumeister, A. Steinhilber consider self-presentah
tion as a means of self-disclosure in interpersonal communication through
demonstration of their thoughts, nature, etc. [6, p. 87].

Presentation of principal material. Under the self-presentation of
the English teacher we will understand the process of managing the im-
pression about him that arises from other people, through the collection of
attitudes, sent by the teacher himself, through the involvement of mecha-
nisms of social perception associated with the appearance of the teacher, his
personality and communicative behavior and speech.

Consider in more detail the structural elements of self-presentation
of teachers and their substantial aspect.

1. Attitudes: real I am; ideal I am; anti perfect I am; professional I am.

The teaching profession implies the existence of certain psychological
characteristics that manifest as attitudes aimed at him. The presence of these atti-
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tudes demonstrates the willingness of teachers to unqualified internal perception
of pupils; gives the teacher an opportunity to feel their own dignity and impor-
tance; the ability to command respect and to have authority; to have a flexible,
creative mindset that gives him the opportunity to make the right decision in
difficult situations, to react quickly to changes in feelings, thinking, behavior of
children; to strive for continuous improvement.

2. Appearance: the style and color of clothing, shoes; hair; cosmet-
1CS; accessories.

Culture and technique of care for appearance involves the ability to take
care of hair, choose clothes and shoes, jewelry, accessories, perfume. It is the abil-
ity to take care of the body (face, hands and feet). Only the combination of these
components creates an appearance that represents teachers. It should be noted
that the appearance of teachers must be inspired, to emit light, warm, friendship.

3. Personal conduct: compliance with applicable laws (in the man-
ner prescribed in society, in school); moral integrity (fixation high degree of
honesty, fairness, conscientiousness, characterized by strict observance of
the established norms of behavior in society); specific situations (the ability
to see in a pedagogical situation problem and to place it as a pedagogical
task, to foresee near and remote results of the solution of pedagogical tasks);
self-criticism of own capabilities (the ability to critically evaluate the ad-
vantages and disadvantages of own work and, if possible, to correct them).

The teacher should be a good visible model for imitation, kind of
standard how made to behave. The teacher is a professional, carrier of per-
sonal and civil functions, formed at the highest level.

4. Speech, communicative behavior: the transmission, exchange of
information; use of verbal and non-verbal means; creation of the emotional
and psychological atmosphere.

Successful self-presentation plays an important role in the pedagogical
activities of the teacher. During the presentation the teacher is able to effectively
carry out his professional activities, revealing the sum of knowledge, abilities and
skills that determine the extent of his pedagogical activity and communication
and the identity of the teacher as the human producer of certain values, ideals and
pedagogical consciousness, i.e. to show their professional competence.

Effective self-presentation (the main factors of which are self-actualiza-
tion, self-education; social recognition; professional growth) plays an important
role in shaping the careers of teachers, their personal and professional image.

The leading motives of successful self-presentation of young pro-
fessionals can be a variety of contests and activities that aim:

— improving the professional competence and creativity;

— encourage pedagogical creativity and innovation;
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— popularization of pedagogical ideas and innovations;

— identifying the best young masters of pedagogy;

— support and publication of scientific-methodical works of young
teachers [5].

To motivate students for self-presentation during teaching practice,
encouraging them to professional and pedagogical self-realization and the
desire to improve teaching skills promote classes of the practice of oral and
written speech at the initial stage of learning, during which students are
simultaneously aware of the ways of learning, ways of formation of foreign
language personal experience to improve skills and their further use in prac-
tice. The language material of 1-2 courses is basically the same as the ma-
terial of the school programme. This promotes the use of linguistic material
for the purpose of professional training of future English language teachers.

For lessons on teaching the foreign language the intellectual quality
of prospective teachers are formed, among which N. Postaliuk highlighted
the following: the originality and flexibility of thinking; the ability to «vi-
sion» problems; the ease of association and generation of ideas; anticon-
formism, critical thinking; the ability to evaluation to action; readiness of
memory; the ability to transfer [3].

To develop skills of self-presentation it is necessary to provide:

— continuous and systematic inclusion of future teachers in collec-
tive forms of creative activity (dedication to students; creative debates on
pedagogical materials periodicals; meetings with masters of pedagogical
work; the involvement into clubs, trainings, seminars);

— creative reliance on student self-governance, independence and
autonomy of public higher education organizations in the development of
activity of students;

— involvement of future teachers to systematic teaching, as well
as to business and personal communication on the basis of the passion of
co-creative activity;

— taking into account age and individual peculiarities of students,
student-humane approach in the process of forming public opinion.

Useful are these games that motivate future English language teach-
ers to implement of self-presentational activities:

— simulation games, which contribute to self-management of their
mental condition, who is playing a teacher role of such a person, how he
wished to be;

— educational teaching games are aimed at finding optimal methods
and techniques of teaching in an artificially created environment that repro-
duces the real environment of English lessons in secondary schools;
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— socio-psychological games, which feature is the presence of acute
dramatization that put players in front of the problem to solve stressful psy-
chological situations that are of educational character;

— evaluation games involve assessment of professional qualifica-
tions, subject knowledge of prospective teachers of specially selected ex-
perts who are watching the progress of the game;

— heuristic game takes place taking into account the following prin-
ciples: integrity simulation of professional activities, circumstances and sit-
uations; objectivity of the content of professional activity that determines
its specificity, needs, motives, tasks, actions and operations; the problematic
character of game-based learning; reflection on various training’s impact;
focus on the development of the consciousness and personality of the pro-
fessional staff, as well as forming new ways of professional activity;

— business games are simulation model of any manufacturing unit of
organizational activities;

— ethical business game, during which successfully formed the cul-
ture of behavior, moral reasoning, ability to take decisions in various pro-
fessional situations.

Non-game methods (analysis of specific situations, simulation ex-
ercises, solving practical problems, round table, workshop, brainstorming,
etc.) also provide active involvement of students in the process of imple-
menting of these methods.

With the help of questionnaire we tried to find out from young
professionals that, in their view, best facilitates the development of skills
of self-presentation, artistic personality. Ranking the obtained results
showed that the leading factors are: pedagogical educational practices at
the Academy; the nature of communication «teacher-student», «student-stu-
denty; creative atmosphere. Significant place of the respondents took par-
ticipation in scientific conferences of different levels. The data, obviously,
can be interpreted as follows: the overwhelming importance in the develop-
ment of skills of self-presentation of young teachers has the higher factors
of the educational process, which aims at the identity of the student direct-
ly. Teaching practice is an important stage of readiness of the student to
self-presentational activities. Pedagogical practice is understood as an im-
portant part of the educational process in which a direct combination takes
place and the implementation of theoretical knowledge which students re-
ceive in the classroom with their practical work as teachers.

Pedagogical practice in the Municipal Establishment Kharkiv
Humanitarian Pedagogical Academy of Kharkiv Regional Council is carried
out in conditions of modern educational institutions and organizing indepen-
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dent educational activity of students. Pedagogical practice is a more specific
kind of professional skills and it is a foundation of knowledge, deepening
and generalization of theoretical bases; it forms the necessary professional
knowledge, abilities and skills of students; teaches to analyze own activity,
to acquire teaching experience, to conduct scientific research, to reinforce
positive learning motives in the pedagogical institution.

Development of skills of self-presentation of future English lan-
guage teachers contributes to the psychological comfort, creating situations
of success, the implementation of free exchange of ideas during the analysis
of demonstration lessons and activities, completion group creative tasks,
presentation of future specialists experience by junior students.

Throughout the training students are involved in organizing the final
conference from different types of practices. It fosters a responsible attitude to
pedagogical activity, pedagogical practice, effective learning of the theoretical
disciplines. As a rule, these conferences started to publish articles in teacher pub-
lications, exhibitions that can be presented to albums that reflect a student’s work
on practice, programs and scripts of holidays, lesson plans, classroom work-
shops, teaching materials, visual aids, videos, lessons and educational activities.

So, students of our Academy had in mind the proposed study on
writing methodological developments in the series «English for children and
their teachers» whose purpose is to provide practical assistance to both fu-
ture teachers and practicing teachers in preparing their lessons for the study
of English grammar. Published methodical development «The Grammatical
structure There is (there are)» and «Demonstrative pronouns this/that, these/
those» have been approved by the school teachers of Kharkiv, and used by
them in fragments, as addition to their own lessons.

The success of the practical training of students depends on the close
cooperation of the Academy with basic educational institutions. Therefore,
the administration of the Academy allocates priority to the definition of ba-
sic education and creative cooperation with their teaching staff.

Teachers-methodologists of the Academy collaborate with teachers
in basic educational establishments in a variety of ways: individual consul-
tation, presentations at meetings of methodical associations, teachers’ meet-
ings, preparation of pupils for subject olympiads and creative competitions.
It is practiced the meetings of teachers of the departments of the Academy
and teachers of schools; studying and summarizing the best experience of
the teaching staff. It is widely used video lessons of teachers, practice ed-
ucators at the theoretical lessons. At the final conferences on the various
practices the school and kindergartens staff is invited to an active discussion
of experimental lessons and practice of student-improvers.

Based on monitoring results and feedback of managers of base edu-
cational establishments, most students of our Academy have a high level of
development of self-presentational skills. This is evidenced by the need of
students in creativity; openness to experience; creative activity for self-ed-
ucation, self-improvement; the ability to quickly evaluate and find the opti-
mal solution; imagination and erudition; the ability to set a goal and achieve
it; to plan and to forecast own activity; to develop individual work plans.

Research conclusions and perspectives of further studies in the
area of investigation. Teaching practice is a crucial factor in the devel-
opment of skills of self-presentation of future English language teachers.
Base creative is the system of fundamental knowledge, sustainable skills
of professional work. Variety of types of educational pedagogical practice
acts as the dominant catalyst of their awareness, mobility, flexibility, effi-
ciency, completeness. Kind of combining of cognitive and practical activity,
pedagogical practice has a significant potential impact on the qualitative
characteristics of the personality, which play a major role in the process of
becoming a teacher-creator (erudition, imagination, the ability to analyze
and introspect, a sense of the new, etc.).

Study on the problem of diagnostic tools development of self-pre-
sentational skills of future English language teachers can be promising areas
of scientific research.

BUSINESS COMMUNICATION CULTURE AS AN INSTRUMENT
FOR THE PROFESSIONAL TRAINING OF THE FUTURE
COMMODITY EXPERTS

Abstract

The authors have attempted to study the business communication
culture as the culture dimension of interpersonal relations, and as an in-
strument for training the future commodity experts. It is determined that the
professional activity of the future commodity experts provides the effective
speech and socio-cultural interaction, adaptation to changing internal and
external conditions. Therefore, the formation of business communication
culture (which is the basis of cultural self-identity in professional activities)
is urgent. Solving this problem requires viewing, searching, studying, devel-
oping and implementing new approaches to the system of the formation of
future commodity experts’ business communication culture.

The subject of the research is the business communication culture as
the culture dimension of interpersonal relations and as an instrument for the
Sfuture commodity experts’ professional training.
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The purpose of the research is to study the theoretical principles and
practical features of business communication culture as one of the compo-
nents of the professional training of future commodity experts.

The complex research methods are used for solving the tasks: theo-
retical — historical, systemic-structural and comparative analysis of domes-
tic and foreign scientific literature to substantiate the theoretical and meth-
odological principles of the business communication culture of the future
commodity experts, generalization and systematization of conceptual state-
ments for the purpose of the future specialist-commodity experts training;
statistics — for the purpose of quantitative and qualitative analysis of the
results of experimental work, determine the effectiveness of the developed
pedagogical conditions of education for business communication culture at
the future commodity experts.

In the context of the issues we have tried to reveal the theoretical
principles and practical features to study the business communication cul-
ture as one of the components of the professional training of the future com-
modity experts.

Thusly, the analysis of the research issue literature and the consider-
ation of specific professional activities for future commodity experts helped
to determine the essence and structure of the business communication cul-
ture as an important component of future commodity experts’ professional
culture, their personal, professional and integrated, dynamic quality that
synthesizes a complex of values, norms, knowledge, skills, methods and
techniques of business conducts and provides their creative application
focused on optimizing communication, efficient professional activities and
self-actualization of a person. The business communication culture should
be considered as poly-structural, dynamic system of education, which is the
important component of general culture and simultaneously the measure of
business communication effectiveness, and which is directed on the organi-
zation and optimization of activities in the field of commodity research.

Abstract

The formation of a modern democratic society requires the active coop-
eration of the future officers of the State Emergency Service of Ukraine (SESU)
with the civilian peaple that requires the formation of their readiness for commu-
nicative interaction in professional activities. Meanwhile, the practice of train-
ing cadets in higher educational institutions of the State Emergency Service of
Ukraine shows that there are pragmatic and mercantile motivational factors to
activity, signs of lack of spirituality and no need for personal growth, the inability
to identify and use the verbal and non-verbal means of communicative interac-
tion dominating nowadays among the majority of cadets. The research examines
the theoretical and methodological principles of the communicative interaction
of future civil protection service employees in Ukraine during their professional
activity. The levels of scientific study of the problem are determined in the arti-
cle; they are as follows: general philosophical, general theoretical, empirical re-
search. The theoretical and methodological bases of the study are analyzed. The
basic dialectical laws and laws of communicative interaction were found out.
The author traces the following approaches to the problem: active, a competency
based, personality oriented, social, educational and dialogical. Basing on scien-
tific researches, it was proved that the communicative competence consists of the
individual abilities: 1) to be able to provide the socio-psychological prognosis of
communicative situations in which there is the subject of communication; 2) to
carry out socio-psychological programming of the process of communicative in-
teraction, based on the originality of communicative situations; 3) to implement
the socio-psychological management of communicative interaction processes in
the situation of communication. By carrying out an analysis of the basic concepts
of the study, it was concluded that one of the important general methodological
categories of the study is the interaction; it provides an opportunity to establish
some common patterns and the essence of communicative interaction.

The attention is laid to the fact that the effective
solution of problems of postgraduate education based on the quality of staffing of
such institutions at the level of professional competence, professional mobility,
individual style of activity, pedagogical skills of teachers. The essence of these
qualities is that they are products of mastering professional knowledge and
practical skills teacher and implemented in the form of his professionalism. The
quest for high efficiency of educational process and its effectiveness has leading
positions in professional and educational activities among the factors that
encourage postgraduate teacher education to professional pedagogical activity.
The category of teacher professional graduate schools is difficult to determine as it
is connected not only with the external circumstances of a specialist, but also with
the internal factors that accompany it.

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MODEL OF DEVELOPING THE CREATIVE POTENTIAL OF
FUTURE SOCIAL WORKERS DURING PROFESSIONALLY
ORIENTED PRACTICE

Abstract

This article uncovers the conception of «potentialy, «creative
potentialy, «modeling», «model’y. The personal characteristics of a cret
ative potential (makings, inclinations, interests, curiosity, attraction to the
creation of something new, speed in learning new information, developed
intelligence, fast assessment and finding solution, adequacy of actions,
emotionality, perseverance, purposefulness, hardworking, the adoption of
bold decisions, creation) are defined.

According to the objective aim of profession-oriented practice,
main tasks are formed: the development of the professionally significant
personal qualities of a professional; creating conditions for the develop-
ment of creative potential of students, the formation of individual style of
acting, the formation of scientific and creative approach to dealing with
professional problems and professional capacity are the most important
features among others.

Developmental model of future social workers’ creative potential in
a profession-oriented practice is offered and its key moments are described.
The created model oversees a strict determined structure of profession-
ally-oriented practice as holistic system, directed on the development of
students’ creative potential, diagrammatic and precise bounds between its
components. The model is built according to the semantics and quantities
of components of the educational practice system of professionals in IHE
(institution of higher education).

The systematical, complex, with variety of programs, creatively in-
dividual, individually oriented, innovative and active approaches are de-
scribed as the theoretical and methodological base of determinative condi-
tions for developing the creative potential of students in the frames of profes-
sion-oriented practice. These conditions consist of: educational conditions

(with the focus on the development of creative potential,; development and
realization of the model, organization of individual and scientific students’
research during practice); psychological conditions (moral and psycholog-
ical climate between the members of a collective, orientation and valuable
unity, the face-to-face cooperation of practice leaders and students).

Statement of the problem in the context of modern pedagogical
science. The urgent character of the problem concerning the creative po-
tential of future social workers during various kinds of professionally ori-
ented practice is determined by modern tendencies of reforming the higher
education under the Bologna process, Ukraine’s integration into the united
European education area, and achievements of the national pedagogy.

Finding ways to improve the quality of educational training of
specialists, creating conditions for the formation and development of cre-
ative personality were described in the documents of international orga-
nizations, legal documents of the Ministry of Education and Science of
Ukraine (the project of a new law «On Education», the Law of Ukraine
«On educationy, etc.).

Analysis of recent studies and publications. The problems of
training social work specialists, forming their creative potential, devel-
oping their creative properties, qualities, skills, thinking and operating
styles are covered in many fundamental scientific works. In particular,
some aspects of the training of social workers are shown by 1. Zvierieva,
A. Kapska, H. Laktionova, L. Mishchyk, V. Polishchuk, S.Kharchenko
and others. The researches on the theoretical and methodological basics
of various categories of social service consumers and professional train-
ing of specialists in certain spheres of social activity are now becoming
ever more relevant (A. Hlavatska, 1. Zvierieva, A. Zolotova, I. Ivanov,
I. Kovalchuk, H. Laktionova, O.Mezhyrytskyi, etc.). The psycho-ped-
agogical problems of the formation and development of a creative per-
sonality are investigated in the works of V.Andrieiev, V.Andriievska,
D.ohoiavlenska, N.Huzii, V.Zahviazynskoho, V. Kan-Kalyka, N. Kychuk,
H. Kostyuka, P. Kravchuk, N.Kuzmina, O.Luka, V.Moliako, K.Platonova,
Ia. Ponomarova, M. Potashnyka, S. Rubinshteina, S.Sysoieva, K. Rogers,
A. Maslow, E.Torrensa and others. The meaning of «creative potentialy,
its structure, causes and conditions of its development are defined in stud-
ies of V.Andrieiev, N.Kychuk, P.Kravchuk, A.Matiushkina, V.Moliako,
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V.Ovchynnykova, la. Ponomarova, N. Postaliuk, B. Rybalka, S. Rubinshtein
and others. Modelling educational systems and processes is covered by Ie.
Lodatko, O.Meshchaninov, A.Ostapenko, V.lasvinym and others.

Underlying the efficiency of the proposed ideas and technologies,
analysis of available scientific literature confirms the urgent character of
research.

The article’s aim. In light of the above considerations, the purpose
of this article is a theoretical reasoning of the creative potential of future
social workers during the professionally oriented practice.

Presentation of principal material. The analysis of psychological
and educational literature is allowed to summarize the existing approach-
es to defining the problem of personality’s potential. The term «potential»
comes from the Latin «potentia», which means «strength» and is used in the
sense of the degree of force about something; determine the complex of ac-
cumulation and resources needed to achieve the goal; generalized abilities,
capabilities, power; available capabilities of an individual, society and state
in a particular sphere [ 4, p.708-709 ].

It is noteworthy that the social and human sciences have accumu-
lated a lot of researches on the study of potential problems directly or in-
directly. This shows the growing scientific interest in this phenomenon as
well as its multidimensional and complex structuring. The term «potentialy»
has its concrete manifestation and widespread use through such concepts, as
«intellectual potential», «human resources potential», «human potentialy,
«personal potential», «educational potentialy, «moral potential», « scien-
tific potential «,» professional potential «,» creative potential «and others.
[6, p.63].

The separation of creative potential determines its particular fea-
tures that should be found among the characteristics of creativity. According
to the scientists’ opinions, creative potential expresses the precondition,
possibility of manifestation of an individual’s creative properties and char-
acteristics; includes thinking, will, memory, imagination, etc.; reflects innate
inclinations and dispositions to a particular type of creative work, which are
manifested under favorable conditions and underlie special form of perceiv-
ing and transforming the world that means a creative one.

The researchers’ studies are focused on finding creativity’s compo-
nents. A. Maslow, famous American psychologist, has explained the concept
of «self-actualizationy», defining it as «full use of talents, abilities, capabil-
itiesy» [7, p.150]. The man has the ability and tendency to potentially move
forward to maturity. In the appropriate (comfort) psychological climate this
tendency is released and becomes actual, instead of potential.

The researchers who study the scope of personality’s creative
potential distinguish the following characteristics: dispositions, inclina-
tions that are manifested by increased sensitivity; interests, their focus,
frequency and regularity of dominant expressions of cognitive interests;
curiosity, the desire to create something new, inclinations to find and solve
problems; speed in learning new information; expressions of general in-
telligence, rapid evaluation and solution selection, adequacy of actions;
emotional disposition; persistence, purposefulness, diligence, regularity in
work, bold decision-making; creativity (the ability to combine, search for
analogues reconstruct); intuition (the ability to estimate, forecast); learn-
ing work technique, mastery; ability to develop personal strategies and
tactics in solving new problems, challenges, finding ways out of the com-
plex, non-standard situations [2, p. 150-151].

In the view of the above, it is these properties of future social
workers that should be formed during their theoretical and practical train-
ing, their work in institutions of social sphere, in other words, in terms of
professionally oriented practice. According to the methodological founda-
tions of a certain type of practice, its goal is to form professional skills and
personal qualities of a specialist. Based on them, the latter should learn
various kinds of professional activities at a level that meets the require-
ments of his/her qualification training program.

In compliance with the defined aim of the professionally oriented
practice, we will determine its main tasks, quite significant among which
are developing professionally important personal qualities of a specialist;
creating conditions for the development of the student’s creative potential,
formation of an individual style; forming research and creative approach-
es to solving problems and performing professional duties. Developing a
model of creative potential of future social workers during the profession-
ally oriented practice makes it possible to realize these tasks.

A modelling presupposes an indirect research of the object’s char-
acteristics, under which it is not the object that is examined, but a cer-
tain auxiliary system, which has the subject or abstract form and reflects
functional relations of the object. At the heart of this process, there is a
certain similarity of the model and object, which can be manifested in the
similarity of their physical characteristics, analogy of functions, identical
mathematical description of the object’s «behaviour» and the model’s one
[1, p. 63].

The concept of «model» (from latin, modulus - a measure, stan-
dard, example) is treated as an objective, sign or conventional system
that reproduces, imitates, reflects the principles of the inner organization,
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functioning, certain properties, features, characteristics of the object of
study (of the original), the direct study of which is impossible, difficult,
inadvisable, and it can replace this object in the cognitive process to ob-
tain new knowledge about it [5, p. 95]. In view of the above, a model is a
generalized reflection of an object, phenomenon or process, abstract idea
of practical experience, the ratio of theoretical, empirical knowledge about
the object of study.

Designing the model of creative potential of future social work-
ers during the professionally oriented practice has been made by taking
into account a general methodological principle, the essence of which is
to move from empirically learning a research object to theoretically for-
mulating relevant objectives and selecting appropriate methods of their
solving and generalizing [3, p. 64]. The constructed model is appropriate
for organizing practical training of future professionals with the accent
on the development of their creative potential. The main components and
characteristics of the model are integrity, a conceptual unity of elements,
logic completeness.

The designed model provides a clear definition of the structure of
a professionally oriented practice as an integrated system, what is aimed
at developing the creative potential of students, connecting its compo-
nents in schematic and precise ways. The model is constructed accord-
ing to the ontological and semantic, and formal-quantitative components
of professional-pedagogical training of specialists in higher education
establishments.

The evolution dynamics of the creative potential of future social
workers during the professionally oriented practice is represented in the
model by the following stages: designing the process of practical training
of future professionals, which is aimed at the development of their cre-
ative potential; testing the model; monitoring the effectiveness of estab-
lished models; taking corrective measures.

The model of the creative potential of students is considered as
an open integrated subsystem set within the framework of the system of
professional and pedagogical training of a future social worker (Fig. 1).
The purpose of the model is to increase the level of creativity of students
during the practice by creating appropriate organizational, pedagogical
and psychological conditions.

In order to solve the problem that concerns developing the creative
potential of future social workers, we consider as productive approaches,
such as systematic, complex, acmeological, programme-variation, indi-
vidual and creative, personality-oriented, innovative, active, competency.
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They are theoretical and methodological basis to determine the conditions
of development of a student’s creative potential during the professionally
oriented practice.

According to the systematic approach, principle components of
practice are a goal (the development of creative potential of students); the
practice’s meaning that reflects the complex of its different types selected
according to the requirements for training future social workers by basing
on individual creative abilities of students; forms, methods, techniques of
students’ practice aimed at developing their creative potential.

The complex approach focuses the construction of training system
within the conditions of practice on the development of the whole person-
ality, not only its separate properties.

The acmeological approach to the professionally oriented practice
is based on students’ readiness for innovation, setting of the objectives of
their own activities, professional self-modelling by taking into account the
potential creative capabilities and needs of the society.

The personality-oriented approach ensures the development of the
student’s individuality and self-development as a coordinator of an activi-
ty; the opportunity to fulfil himself/herself in various activities (in confor-
mity with abilities, intentions, interests, values).

Firstly, the programme-variation approach to the professional-
ly oriented practice ensures learning compulsory for all students system
of knowledge, abilities, skills, including trainees in various activities.
Secondly, it provides the variation of the contents and forms of activities
(projects, individual creative tasks) that are offered to students in accor-
dance with their professional orientation, individual characteristics. The
prerequisite is the student’s voluntary choice of activity, tasks for creativ-
ity development with various complexity levels.

The innovative approach is to focus the practice on developing
the creative potential of students, realizing the idea of forming a need in
creative activity (students and practice supervisors), choosing innovative
content, forms, methods and technologies for the future practice of social
workers, targeting the latter on the self-actualization of students and their
supervisors.

In the context of the activity approach, practical training of future
social workers passes within their interaction with the practice’s supervi-
sors, all categories of customers (difficult children, people with disabili-
ties, orphans, mentally retarded, other subjects of activity).

The practical training of future social workers is considered as a sub-
system of the professional training, which results in deepening theoretical
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knowledge, forming abilities and skills of practical activity in social insti-
tutions, developing creative potential. The professionally oriented practice
is based on the same principles as the learning process in general: relation
of theoretical education and practice; progression; continuity; dynamism;
polyfunctionality; perspective; free choice; collaboration; self-sufficiency;
research attitude; proactive attitude and initiative; general interdependence
of individual and professional development of an individual; systematic
promotion of creative professional activity of trainees; combination of ped-
agogical control, collective analysis of the trainees with their self-control,
self-reflection, self-esteem; the principle of systematic and holistic analysis
of future social workers during their practical training.

The developed model includes semantic, procedural, effective-
ly-evaluative interdependent components.

The courseware for all types of practice is designed according to the
requirements of credit-modular system, including material planning (work
program) and materials of methodological support.

The practice’s work program contains the description of the practice
of the relevant type of practice, its purpose, objectives, structure, content
modules (elements and practical training of future social worker), docu-
ments for reporting internship, criteria and standards of practice evaluation
results, a list of recommended reading.

The methodological materials of professionally oriented practice
include a tentative scheme of the summary and analysis of social event,
organizing the case of social support of individuals/families, forming social
support plan, records cards of provided social services, social inspection act,
recommendations to the practice report recommended content of the train-
ee’s characteristics in accordance to the results of the practice.

Within the professionally oriented practice, students can inde-
pendently develop and conduct training sessions - programme «Training
Session»; carry out independent researches and execute creative projects
(social publicity, presentation booklets, memory cards, etc.), organize dis-
cussions, meetings, business games, round tables, press conferences, imple-
ment programs of social work with different categories of clients, analyze
practical experience professional, perform individual research tasks - pro-
gramme «Research Practice»; be an active participator of the presentations
and defenses of research results during the practice, such as conferences,
defense of creative projects, research papers, all kinds of professionally ori-
ented practice at the final conferences - programme «Monitoring.

Research conclusions and perspectives of further studies in the
area of investigation. The specificity of professional activity of social work-
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ers requires professional competence, which is a result of thorough basic
training, creativity and continuing improvement of professional and general
levels in various forms, including self-education; ensures high performance.
The well-targeted formation of the necessary skills and their improvement is
made through organizing professionally oriented practice, which is the most
important part in the training system of professional social work.

The further scientific study of problems of preparing future social
workers for creative activity in the social institutions of different types con-
cerns developing creative potential of students with disabilities in the higher
education institutions and so on.

DEVELOPMENT OF STUDENTS’ COMMUNICATION SKILLS
DURING THE GRAMMAR STUDY

Abstract

In the article, it goes about the feasibility of using the commu-
nicative approach in teaching students foreign language grammar, which
promotes the development of students’ communicative skills and greatly
improves the quality of their knowledge. It is emphasised the necessity
of the usage of the leading types of language activities in the classroom,
simulations of professional communication that create maximum con-
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vergence of the learning process and real professional foreign language
communication. Attention is drawn to the main difference between “com-
municative” teaching method from the traditional, which is that “com-
municative” method brings attention from the rules of grammar into the
communicative function of the language. The article notes that the main
purpose of the communicative approach in teaching students foreign lan-
guage grammar — teach students how to solve typical situations for the
topical areas of communication. Study regulations and expanding ac-
tive vocabulary in this approach is not the result of translation special-
ly composed sentences but using a foreign language as an example of
real language situations. It is indicated that this approach involves the
formation of the required communication abilities in the areas of profes-
sional and situational communication orally and in writing, including the
ability to communicate with foreign colleagues, to learn foreign language
documents, work with foreign sources. Attention is focused on the fact
that the use of communicative approach in teaching students foreign lan-
guage grammar aimed at simultaneous development of basic language
skills (oral and written language, grammar, reading and listening) in the
process of living, easy communication. To teach students to communicate
in an unknown language — that’s the main task of the teacher. Vocabulary,
grammatical structures, expressions of a foreign language are presented
for the students in the context of real, emotional situations that facilitates
the rapid and strong memorization of the material.

GUIDANCE FOR THE FORMATION OF INFORMATION
AND COMMUNICATION COMPETENCE OF STUDENTS
ECONOMISTS

Abstract

The research reveals the theoretical apparatus of problems, in-
cluding “information and communication competence of students-econ-
omists”, that is defined as an important component in the formation of
professional competence. New conditions of Ukraines course towards
European integration occurred radical changes in economic and political
spheres, which also affected the labor market. One of the conditions in
training of competitive specialists is the need to provide information and
communication technologies in the practice of training specialists that
will contribute to success in their future careers. According to the analysis
of scientific works, the own practical experience in teaching of economics
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disciplines, organizational and pedagogical conditions of information and
communication competence of economists were grounded. To the lead-
ingo we can include: building the pedagogical system of forming the in-
formation-communicative competence that promotes students’ cognitive
activity; using a wide range of forms, methods and techniques of active
learning; creating a modern information environment; reflective compo-
nent development training.

1t should be emphasized that a future economist must possess not
only knowledge, abilities and skills of selected educational sector, but
also knowledge, that enable further original thinking, will form the basis
of innovation activity, will contribute to successful ownership of modern
technologies in different areas of production, business, and management.

Analysis of the basic concepts of “competence”, “professional
competence”, “information and communication competence”, ‘“‘informa-
tion and communication competence of future economists” made it pos-
sible to conclude that the information and communicative competence is
formed primarily in the assimilation of knowledge systems, determined
relevant plans and programs; “information and communication compe-
tence” is a complex and multifaceted scientific concept. Summarizing
various scientific theoretical approaches, information and communication
competence of future economists we define the holistic and multi special-
ist personal characteristics, including: a critical attitude to the constant
student of perception, awareness necessary information and communica-
tion activities. This work contributes to a deep and profound professional
knowledge that is the basis of the whole profession.

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Abstract

The article outlines the problem of respecting the mothers of pupils of
a primary school age, which is the basis for the formation of the individual s
spiritual and moral values. The major methods of bringing up the respectful
attention to a mother, based on the analysis of theoretical material on ethnological
pedagogics, their use in educational process at primary school will contribute to
its revitalization and humanization.

1t is identified that the use of ethnopedagogical means in the practice of
elementary school should be held on the ground of one of the basic principles of
ethnopedagogics — taking into account the age features of primary schoolchildren,
that is characterized by psychologists as a sensitive period for the formation of
the best human traits. Later the knowledge and skills received by the student at
this age become the basis for the formation of steady moral habits and beliefs.

As a result of the work the methodical recommendations on the
application of ethnopedagogics in the educational process of primary school
have been developed.

1t is proved that the traditions and rules of the exaltation and veneration
of women as mothers, which were mandatory in all times of the existence of the
Ukrainian society, remain relevant and effective nowadays.

Statement of the problem in the context of modern pedagogical
science. A renewal of the modern education system in Ukraine is passing in
a time when the Ukrainian society suffers from crisis. The loss of traditional
moral norms and rules, as well as collapse of national value system, complicates
the process of upbringing of the younger generation. The task of forming a
personality, who is able to establish humane relations with others, peers, parents,
deeply appreciate everything in which the Ukrainian tradition is rich, becomes
most urgent now.
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The formation of every personality starts from the family, which serves
as a solid foundation for the development of the individual’s best qualities and
moral values. It is also the main channel for maintaining strong cultural and
educational ties between generations. It is scientifically proven that the leadership
role in family education is always taken by the mother, the first teacher and
mentor of a young child. The mother’s example teaches a child to love his father,
relatives, and affects the child’s attitude to the world around him/her, that is one
of the conditions of development of his/her personality.

Modern life has created many problems in relationships between close
persons, particularly between a mother and a child. The negative consequences
of this issue are displays of disrespect, rudeness, lack of any assistance and care,
indifference, dislike on the part of the birth children. Thus, the national program
«Education» («Ukraine - 21st Century»), «National Program for Education of
Children and Youth in Ukraine» (2004), «The Concept of National-Patriotic
Education of Children and Youth» (2014) obliges teachers and psychologists
of our country to pay due attention to upbringing moral and spiritual values,
implementing respect for the father and mother, as well as honour for ancestors,
preserving and enriching Ukrainian family traditions and customs.

Analysis of recent studies and publications. The traditions of
Ukrainian ethnic pedagogy have always attracted the attention of famous
philosophers, teachers, and psychologists. In due time, many achievements
in this field were made by thinker-philosopher G. Skovoroda. His idea on
the relevance of education and pupil’s nature was supported in his works by
K. Ushinsky, classical author of teaching science.

The problem of respect for a human being as a key element of personality
formation was studied in the works of such scientists, as D. Akhundova, D. Ba-
kiieva, O. Kulchytska, H. Prozorov. The results of their researches have enabled us
to isolate and identify components of the concept of respect and determine respect
for the mother as an act of honouring, glorifying her for her own merits and virtues,
positive qualities. They have also permitted us to establish the fact that respect for
the mother is based on love for her and recognition of her authority [1].

Respectful attitude to the mother suggests treating her tenderly, politely,
with delicacy; recognise her perfections and merits; taking into account her rights
and freedoms; paying attention to her interests, work; not being indifferent to her
emotions, worries; being unable to cause her any harm.

Outstanding teachers, such as H. Vashchenko, S. Rusova, emphasized
the importance of ethnopedagogical means for the moral upbringing of an
individuality. However, one should pay more attention to researches on the
detection and analysis of the tools of ethnic pedagogy in order to install respect for
the mother in younger pupils. They have an inexhaustible educational potential
proven by the history of Ukrainian people.
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Formulation of the article’ objectives. Thus, the aim of our publication
is a research to study the theoretical and the pragmatic aspects regarding the
implementation of respect for the mother by means of ethnic pedagogy.

Presentation of principal material. The Ukrainian ethnic pedagogy is
a vast depository of educational tools that are described in the scientific literature
as an activity, object or phenomenon that can affect a person in a certain way.
The natural means include words, folklore, parents’ authority, work, study,
natural environment, family life, national traditions and customs, public opinion,
spiritual and moral climate in the family, social experience, print media, radio,
television, daily routine, literature and arts, books, films, theatre, museums,
exhibitions, games and toys, holidays, rituals, symbols, attributes, antiquities.
The supernatural one is a religion [8, p.168]. They are all interrelated and, taken
as a whole, they allow to achieve the best results in the educational process.

The analysis of theoretical ideas on the implementation of respect for
the mother in schoolchildren have allowed us to identify the most influential
educational tools of Ukrainian ethnic pedagogy, whose use in the educational
process of primary school will permit to get optimal results in moral education
of younger pupils.

It is noteworthy that ethnic pedagogical tools should be used in primary
schools, only by taking into consideration the one of the general principles
of ethnic pedagogy - age peculiarities of children of primary school age.
Psychologists age characterise this age as a sensitive period to form the best
human traits. Knowledge and skills that the pupil has received at this age, then,
become the ground for forming stable habits and moral beliefs.

In his research, Ukrainian psychologist 1. Bekh has made a conclusion
that, in primary school-aged children, «general psychological amenability to
treatment significantly increases that helps expand the zone of proximal moral
development. Due to the need to consult their own inner world, the degree
of its awareness, the effectiveness of regulatory function also rise. Therefore,
responsible intentions are gaining more share in the pupils’ manners and
activities» [2]. A younger pupil begins to link the behaviour of people around
him/her with a self-appraisal of his’her own actions. He or she evaluates his/her
actions in accordance with the acquired rules. In his/her reflections over other
people, he or she begins to attach greater importance to his’/her own criteria.

In the treasure-house of Ukrainian ethnic pedagogy, there are many
educational tools of moral upbringing of primary school-aged children, namely
native language, national mythology and symbolism, folk art, national traditions,
customs, rites, folk toys, rituals. However, Ukrainian folklore is considered one
of the most influential. During all periods of Ukrainian history, this part of the
national spiritual culture has helped our people to express their world vision, to
express themselves, to record and transmit gained knowledge and experience to
the younger generation.
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Traditions and regulations of glorification and veneration of parents,
grandparents and all adults have always been binding upon a Ukrainian
family life. The adherents of folk pedagogy watch closely the process of
implementing these life rules, while condemning those children who shun
their parents and forget about their duty to them. Folk proverbs and sayings,
representing a kind of code of life morals and manners, poetical worldview,
come to the aid during the process of moral upbringing. Proverbs are
instructive content, they attract with a vivid play on words, colourful
language, rhythm. Therefore, they are considered an effective ethnic and
pedagogical means for educating primary school-age children. Proverbs,
whose sense is aimed at implementing respect and love for the woman-
mother, may be conventionally divided into the following groups:

1)  Onthe children s love for the mother: Besides the mother, the baby
feels good. There are plenty of close relatives, but the mother is the closest. Even
a blind puppy tries to creep to its mother. One feels good when the sun shines
bright, and the mother is closed.

2)  Onthemother s love: For any mother there are no children like hers.
The mother feels pity for every child; as if one has cut a finger, one feels pain in
the whole hand yet. The mother feels pity for every child, either the smallest or
the oldest. The child is crying, the mother is aching. My mother has always been
playing fool with me: she’s been saying «I’ll beat you», but never hit me. You can
find anything in the world, except your mother. One feels warm in the sunshine,
but good near the mother. Someone thinks the owl has bad owlets, but she finds
them the best ones.

3)  On the love and respect for parents: You can buy everything, ex-
cept your father and mother. Who honours its mother and father, save from the
death. The world’s most treasures are your mother and father. Do not leave your
parents alone in late life, and the God won’t ever leave you. Maintaining your
parents, returning your depts.

4)  On the mother’s punishment: The mother’s anger as the spring
snow: the latter falls a lot, but it melts soon. The mother beats by one hand, and
caresses by the other.

5)  On the birth mother and stepmother: The mother washes the hair,
by smoothing it down; the stepmother washes the hair, by pulling it out. The
mother hits as like caressing; the stepmother caresses as like hitting. The mother
hits, and gives no pain; the stepmother looks, and freezes the heart. The mother
strokes the fur the right way, the stepmother strokes the fur the wrong way. The
mother makes the child’s soul fly; the stepmother makes its fur fly.

6)  On the love for the mother and motherland: A man has only one
mother as well as one motherland. The motherland is a mother; the foreign land
is a stepmother.
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The folk pedagogy underlines the mother’s extraordinary functions: the
mother feeds her children as the earth feeds its people; the mother is her chil-
dren’s care and protection; the mother is a family soul, domestic goddess, guard-
ian of the kindness, warmth and comfort. According to the above-mentioned
proverbs and sayings, we can see how people underline a sense of proportion in
the severity, exigency and love for the child and a special educational mission of
the mother.

Ethnic pedagogy stresses the importance of parental authority, which is
defined by the relationships between the father and mother, their attitude one
to another, an ability to use parental power, public faces of parents, ambitions,
attitude to children, as well as to their needs and interests, treatment of all family
members and people in general. Children respect parents who are exacting, sen-
sitive and attentive to children’s needs and demands, tactful and self-restrained,
initiative in organising various useful things, which concern children, family and
community.

Together with his/her parents a small child, who does not can read yet,
finds himself/herself in the world of fairy tales, which take him/her to the land
of goodness and mercy down the ages [6, 190]. The tale embraces everything:
the diversity of existence, everyday life, and customs of the Ukrainian nation,
its history and morality. Here, the woman always plays the role of a guardian,
hostess, beauty, true national ideal. The most favourite tales of primary school-
aged children are «Kotyhoroshko», «Ivasyk-Telesyk», «A wise girl», «The Wolf
and the Seven Kids» «The Tale of the Nightingale», «Ohy, «Ungrateful Sons,»
«The Princess Frog» «Grandfather’s Daughter and Grandmother’s Daughter»
and so on. They reveal peculiar features of family life, glorify highest moral qual-
ities: wisdom, hard work, love for the parental home, father, mother and his/her
motherland. There are similar tales in the treasure-house of literature of various
nations: «Two Mothers, Two Daughters» (Indian tale), «Cuckoo» (Nenets fairy
tale), a Romanian tale of Alexandr Mitra «About a Guy Who Has Forgotten His
Own Mother.» These tales may be studied in a classroom and staged for educa-
tional purposes that will assist in the progress of educational process and help
teachers make effective the upbringing of moral personality.

The significant block of folk prose is also represented by retold stories,
legends, short stories that have been the primary means of transferring life and
historical knowledge for a long time [6, 203]. Their influence in shaping the per-
sonality of a young boy or girl is proved by years. From generation to genera-
tion, people have been retelling to their children legends which praise maternal
love, female beauty, her faithfulness - «A Story about a Courageous Mother»,
«A Story about a Vyshyvanka (traditional Ukrainian embroidered shirt)», «The
Legend about a Mother», «The Girls Cliffs», «A Story about an Old Mother and
a Bad Son».
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One of the most precious spiritual treasures of the Ukrainian people is
a lyric song that contains information about the various manifestations of life,
community, nation, therefore, is an invaluable source of folk customs, traditions
and beliefs. They are conventionally divided into social and family lyric songs.
The scope of our work demands to mention family lyric songs that convey in a
special lyrical way personal feelings, inner turmoil, desires of a person related
to his/her private and family life [6, 170]. There are plenty of different topics
of songs about family life. Our attention is drawn to songs about the fate of a
woman-mother, maternal feelings, an inconsolable grief provoked by the loss of
a son or daughter, disrespect of her children («Oh, behind the mountains, wild
wind blows», «The Ballad about a Mother», «A Song about a Mother», «Flying
cuckoo» «A Song about a Rushnyk (a Ukrainian embroidered decorative towel)
(«My Dear Mother»). All of them are poetic histories of human hearts that glorify
the high ideals of family relationships, such as love, fidelity, modesty, trust, hon-
esty, respect; strongly condemn the betrayal; highly appreciate love and respect
for the father and mother. A healthy family, where there are love and harmony,
where parents love their children, and their children respect them, is the ground
of Ukrainian mentality.

It is noteworthy that Ukrainian folklore has special songs intended to be
sing only to a baby and performed solely by a mother or other family member.
Those songs are lullabies («kolyskovay). From the very first days of life, from the
first melodies performed by a mother, an individual already learns to recognize
sounds, thythm, feel with his/her heart the beauty of words sang by the most
precious person in the world [6, 227]. No song cannot transfer so much love and
warmth from a mother to a son or daughter as a lullaby that stays in the human
heart for the term of his or her life.

There is an interesting fact that, in the ancient times, mothers chanted
quietly the word «iene» (lele) over a cradle. The ancient meaning of this word
«to lull a baby asleep» still exists in Russian - «jesests». As time has gone on,
the word has acquired other meanings: «fondle, caress, sway». The name of the
Ukrainian bird-stork («iesekay) is often connected with the word «ene» (lele).
Thus, a belief that the stork brings babies to their mothers has occurred [6, 230].

The most popular lullabies in our country were: «Luli, Luli my Son», «A
Sleeps Walks through the Valley», «Oh, sleep, baby, I sway you», «Oh, a Crane
Walks», «Grey Cat», «Sleep, baby, sleep». A person carries through all his/her
life their unique melodies, affectionate words along with maternal love.

The Ukrainian people expressed its love and respect for mothers by set-
ting the Ukrainian Mother’s Day in 1929. This happened when the Union of
Ukrainian women in Galicia addressed themselves to the community with a call
to make the second Sunday of May festive. The main organisers of this holiday
were school teachers. This event had been prepared in advance. In schools, chil-
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dren received individual tasks, such as to pray to the Mary the Mother of God
for the health of their mothers each day, to draw leaves and flowers that represent
the best feature of their mothers on the greeting cards. For example, a violet that
symbolizes modesty or a rose that represents love and kindness.

On the eve of the Ukrainian Mother’s Day, children planted flowers, be-
cause, on this day, they went to church with bouquets, and decorated with flowers
monuments of saints, a chapel. It was a real celebration of a Woman-Mother.
Children also sent prayers to the Mary the Mother of God asking for better luck
for Ukraine.

Thus, the tradition and regulations of glorifying and honouring wom-
en-mothers have always been fundamental for the life of Ukrainian society.
Those traditions and rules still remain live and effective.

Basing on the result of the research on the problem of implementing
respect for the mother by means of ethnic pedagogy in primary school-aged chil-
dren, the following methodical tips may be proposed:

1) Implementing respect for the mother in children of primary school age
should be based on a traditional education in close cooperation between schools
and families, while taking into account the general principles of modern pedagogy.

2) While using means of ethnic pedagogy, it is necessary to teach pupils
life etiquette reflected in fairy tales, stories, which is considered the part of national
etiquette, moral education and the educational ideal of the Ukrainian nation.

3) Solidifying the knowledge obtained in class for the use in everyday life
through proverbs and sayings, didactic exercises and games that nurture tender-
ness, politeness, delicacy, tolerance, kindness to his/her mother in a young citizen.

4) Enriching the child’s vocabulary through educational exercises and
games, educational activities by polite words, which implement respectful treat-
ment to his mother in a 6-11 years child.

5) Engaging Parents in the joint homework, which consists of creative
exercises, project activities, preparation of family celebrations with accordance
to the best Ukrainian traditions.

6) Contributing to readership activity of school children by promoting
national encyclopaedias, fiction and scientific literature.

Research conclusions and perspectives of further studies in the area
of investigation. By concluding this presentation of our ideas, we stipulate that
while trying to understand man’s spiritual origins, their essence and significance,
modern educators show great interest in studying national history, traditions, cus-
toms, the origins of the national material and spiritual culture. This also encour-
ages them to implement ethnic and pedagogical means of moral person upbring-
ing in the educational training process at primary school. Literature reading, the
Ukrainian language, the game «I am in the world» (of folk proverbs), fairy tales,
lyrical songs that install respect for the mother in younger pupils, all those things
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applied in class will activate, humanize the educational process and help achieve
the best results in moral education of the younger generation.

The perspective for further researches should be the analysis of the his-
tory of national educational thought in terms of the above-specified problem, the
study of foreign experience that concerns the issue of implementing respect for
the mother in primary school-aged children.
