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UKRAINE AT THE EUROPEAN CROSSROADS:

NEW OPPORTUNITIES AND CHALLENGES OF

ACQUIRING PRACTICAL COMPETENCIES &

CROSSCUTTING SKILLS WITHIN THE

COLLABORATIVE TEACHING PROJECT DOEU

In our talk, we reflected on the EU-funded Jean-Monnet

module «Doing Europe — Cohesion and Integration in the EU»
(JMM Do EU), in the period between 2019 and 2022. This Module
is experimental, and based on collaborative teaching and brings
together students from the University of Siegen in Germany and
Yuriy Fedkovych Chernivtsi National University in Ukraine.

The project Doing Europe (DoEU) relies on the

constructivist approach to understanding social, political and
cultural processes within the EU and Europe in the broader sense
and their relevance in the Ukrainian context. Such an approach
deals critically with the multiplicity of existing conceptual and
historical interpretations of Europe (Swedberg 1994; Habermas
2003; Braidotti 2007; Beck 2007). Of particular interest is the fact
of the geopolitical, symbolic and social differences of Europe of 27
as the European Union, or Europe of 51 as a continent, or Europe of
47 as the Council of Europe, or Europe of different regional
customs. Oftentimes, a viewpoint and an agenda have an impact on
a definition of what Europe is in the moment of use. In other words,
it is Europe in the making or doing Europe.
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From the EU standpoint, we combine top-down and

bottom-up perspectives to answer the question: to what extent the
EU institutions and their policies, as well as grassroots initiatives
and social movements, contribute to the process of «doing
Europe».

From the perspective of Ukraine, a less visible but vitally
important dimension of political change in Ukraine concerns the
strengthening of grassroots civil society (Shapovalova, 2019).
Consequently, the Do EU model is insightful to emulate since after
Euromaidan a diversity of grassroots initiatives (economic, social,
environmental, and political-institutional) turned up to suggest an
efficient toolkit for building a sustainable institutional
transformation as well as robust civil society in Ukraine (Udoviuk,
2017).

The practical implementation of the project is based on
collaborative teaching by means of Information and
Communication Technologies (ICTs) specifically Moodle platform



for the asynchronous off-line activities and Zoom for the video
conferences. ICTs allow us to facilitate a dialogue among students
with the overarching purpose to form citizens of united Europe in a
broader sense who are able to access critically political and social
developments on the European continent, and who are able and
willing to engage in «doing Europe».

In terms of students’ competencies, we are determined to

apply empirical methods of observation and comparison to build
soft skills and competencies, communication and interpersonal
skills, critical-thinking, civic engagement; linguistic and
intercultural competencies (Gooblar 2019). Do EU participants
have gained a new immersive experience in doing powerful and
resilient Europe while delving into basic ideas of Europe, gender
policies; Eastern neighbourhood policy; EU policies in the
financial, economic, and redistributive domain; in educational,
external relations and cultural policies as well as discussing basic
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ideas of the pro- and European critical grassroots initiatives and
movements.
