EARLY STAGES OF THE CORDED WARE CULTURE INHABITATION
IN CARPATHIAN ZONE

The boundaries of the extend of Corded Ware culture materials in the
Carpathians and at their foot covers the area from the basin of the Raby
River in the west to the Limnytsya and Svicha in the east. To the south
from the Carpathians, findings of the culture are concentrated within the
boundaries of the Ondava Highland and are likely also in the environs
of Mukacheve. A radiocarbon analysis of artifacts of the Corded Ware
culture that come from the Carpathian area established that their region
date refers to 2800 BC. In accordance with development models of the
Corded Ware culture in other territories of Europe this date corresponds
to the period of development of this culture in the middle Germany and
Switzerland.
