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4) Another interesting point is the discovery of the two « Aquitanian » blades
in a riverbed. E. Istvanovits and V. Kulcsar point out that a notched blade was
similarly found in the Danube riverbed and wonder whether these weapons
could have been offered as a sacrifice.

Other instances of possible ritual use of notched blades have been noticed. In
Neizats, one of them had seemingly been driven into the coffin lid of grave 125.
In Kichpek, the blade was stuck in a corner of the burial chamber of kurgan 13.
The example from Kesthely-Fenékpuszta was found in a « sacrificial pit ». It is
widely known that a sword symbolized the war god worshipped by the Alans.
But could the blades from Aquitany and from the Danube, thrown into rivers
instead of being stuck in the earth, relate to the same cult ? Actually the epic
tales of the Ossetians — the Caucasian descendants of the Alans — seem to recall
some mythological connection between the war god’s sword and water.

O. A. Radiush contends that all the notched blades were in fact symbolic
weapons consecrated to the war god. This is probably too radical, but it does
seem likely that at least some notched blades were used — and perhaps originally
made — for ritual purposes.

To conclude : the three notched blades found in France can be attributed to
first-generation Barbarian immigrants in Gaul — the finds from Aquitany most
probably to Alans. They are virtually identical, and contemporary, with exam-
ples from Central and Eastern Europe, whence we can infer that they had the
same practical or ritual use. Hopefully future discoveries, and the reconsider-
ation of the material already available, will bring extra information on this issue.

Discov-
ered material can get important information from the military and political
history of the medieval population in the Middle Dniester certain aspects of
military affairs in general.
