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TOURISM MARKET: PANDEMIC PROBLEMS AND LATEST
PROSPECTS

Abstract. The paper studies the features of pandemic problems that have
affected the tourism market and the latest prospects for the development of the
tourism market as one of the important structural elements in the economy. It is
established that the tourism industry makes a significant contribution to job creation,
socio-economic and cultural development around the world. It is determined that the
tourism and leisure industry has suffered the most from the COVID-19 pandemic,
primarily from the measures needed to contain the pandemic. It is established that as
of April 20, 2020, up to 97 tourist destinations have closed the border or part of it,
about 65 countries and territories are implementing measures to restrict or prohibit
domestic or foreign flights, about 39 countries have closed borders for some groups
of tourists arriving , where COVID-19 has a high rate of spread, and about 7% of the
remaining areas have applied some other preventive measures, such as a 14-day
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quarantine for tourists or people moving from another country. It is established that
the number of foreign tourists decreased by 20-30%, which led to losses of 300-450
billion dollars. USA for international tourism by the end of 2020. The most affected
regions were identified as Northeast Asia, Southeast Asia, Oceania, North Africa,
and South Asia, with the least affected regions of North America, Western Europe,
and the Caribbean. It was found that UNWTO notes that tourism experts expect to
return to the level of arrival of tourists to COVID-19 by 2023 or later, and some
believe by 2024 or later. The three scenarios presented by UNCTAD regarding the
potential economic impact of the pandemic on the tourism sector and sectors directly
or indirectly related to it were analyzed. The COVID-19 crisis has been identified as
a turning point in coordinating efforts to support tourism-dependent livelihoods and
the Sustainable Development Goals. It has been established that the Roadmap for
Tourism Transformation should cover five priority areas.
