Chubrey O. S., Dusiak A. S. Analysis of the territorial system of tourism-sports activities as an im-
portant complex sports tourism

The territorial recreational system (TRS), reflecting the relevant sector of the socio-economic geospatial,
is a schematic and simplified model of tourist and recreational activity. The basis of this category is the idea
of recreational system as a base model (which is out of the territory in its essence), which reflects the recrea-
tional activity of any level and character, aimed at restoring the physical and spiritual forces of human as an
individual, and society as a whole. Russian geographer L.Yu.Mazhar considers TRS as a special case of a
universal recreational system, translated into a "geographic plane": all elements of the recreational system
receive a topological link in the geographical space.

Thus, TRS - a set of elements of the sphere of recreation and tourism, united by spatial relationships and
interconnections. As known, recreation encompasses a wider range of opportunities to satisfy people’s ne-
cessities in rest, and tourism is one of the types of recreational activities associated with the organization of
traveingl and people’s being outside of the place of residence. A "tourist-sports" variant of the recreational
system characterizes basically multi-faceted tourist-sports activity, not excluding the satisfaction of cognitive
needs, needs for rest in the process of organization of tourist and sports travel.

In the process of development of the TS ST there is enrichment of its elemental composition and systemic
connections, the complication of the structure. Therefore, for a thorough consideration of the structure of the
TS ST we should take into account all its basic and essential components and connections, while the simplest
TS ST in similar approach will also receive their reflection.

The geographic subsystems of the TS ST can be viewed simultaneously on different scales and hierar-
chical levels, thereby identifying the features due to the inter-system structure of the TS ST. For example, in
any analysis of the TS, the territory which is generating touristic flows can be considered as a major metro-
polis, transit areas - in the context of individual countries or large regions of the country, and tourist destina-
tion - as a tourist and sports district. Extremely important territorial unit in the TS ST stands for tourist and
sports destination. Lts imagine that sport tourism is a specific territorial recreational system. In our opinion,
the territorial system of sports tourism (TS ST) is a social geographic system, which consists of two interre-
lated subsystems:

- Subsystem "The subject of touristic-sports activity" - the main system links - touristic-athletes who
chose the tourist-sports activities to identify their specific needs in sport improvement, improvement, know-
ledge of the world, physical development.

- the subsystem "The object of tourist-sports activity", which includes the resource and tourism potential
of a certain territory, social preconditions for the formation of tourist and sports needs, material and technical
base, personnel potential of the system of sports tourism, the management of this system.

This system is characterized by functional (the state of subsystems is determined by the function of the
system as a whole) and territorial integrity. All subsystems are connected by direct and feedback connec-
tions, ensuring the integrity of the TS ST.

The analysis of tourist-sports activity as an important and socially significant component of tourist and
recreational activity gives the right to state that sport tourism is a specific territorial recreational system - the
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territorial system of sports tourism (TS ST). TS ST is a complex geosystemic entity which has a socio-
natural origin, aimed at satisfying the specific touristic-sports needs of people and obtaining at the same time
recreational, sports, social, environmental and other desired effects.

Consequently, the territorial system of studying of tourist and recreational activities reveals new possibil-
ities of geographic science for a thorough study of territorial tourism and recreational systems, including the
territorial system of sports tourism, as an integral part of social geosystems, which in general reflect the spa-
tial organization of people's lives.
