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Resume: the article deals with the problems of teaching translation in the
conditions of distance learning and formation of a positive motivation to study
translation in the conditions of distance education. It is noted that distance education
has become an integral part of modern educational realities. The latest technologies
allow to receive knowledge at a distance regardless of the location of the participants
educational process. Distance education has both advantages and disadvantages, one
of which is the weakening of students’ motivation.
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The purpose of the article is to study methodological aspects and problems of
teaching translation in the conditions of distance learning and formation of positive
motivation to study translation in the conditions of distance education.

The urgency of the study is due to the fact that conducting classes in the mode
of “live communication” is accompanied by a number of inconveniences, among
which there are psychological reasons — lack of sufficient experience, which
provokes the state of emotional blockade: fear, anxiety, insecurity capabilities, as
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well as technical - problems with connecting to the equipment, inability to stream
video, noises, etc.

It is of a significant importance that in the process of distance learning of
translation disciplines, a student can be in conditions convenient for oneself, which
gives an opportunity to create a convenient schedule that will promote a greater
interest in the subject. An additional motivation is the possibility of choosing a place
and an individual planning, which helps to save time. No less an important factor that
adds motivation is saving money, when there is no need to spend money on the way
to the university. It is also an important opportunity to choose exactly those courses
and educational activities that are of student’s interest. An individual contact with the
teacher and the opportunity to get an ambulance answer to questions have a positive
effect on the formation of students’ motivation as well [1, p. 635].

The teacher, in turn, must understand that at the beginning of the course the
student has a high level of motivation, but over time his or her interest in the subject
becomes weaker, and the further interest in academic discipline depends on the
activity of the teacher, his/her chosen educational strategies. In addition to didactic
aspects, the teacher should pay attention to psychological and social characteristics
such as gender of the student, place of residence, level of education, level of
professional knowledge, as well as the influence of the surrounding environment, in
particular, the situation on the labor market, society, a certain direction of study
[2, p. 2509].

It is important to remember that it is in the interest of students to study the
discipline which affects scientific interests and professional needs, market situation
work, personal interest of the student [3, p. 99]. In remote conditions of education,
the teacher must demonstrate the best qualities: high level of professionalism,
activity, flexibility of thinking, tolerance. The role of the teacher in the conditions of
distance learning consists primarily in establishing a friendly creative comfortable
atmosphere between the teacher and students as well as educational environment and
the choice of an effective language didactic tools to support students’ interest in

studying translation disciplines.
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Therefore, the teacher’s use of the latest technologies in classes, modern
educational materials, the latest linguistic didactic methods and means contribute to
the formation of students’ cognitive growth of motivation and effective and
successful study of translation

Conclusion. So, it is possible to mention that students of the Translation
department in the difficult realities of today are able to effectively pass through a
responsible attitude to the work, creativity and logical vision of the given tasks,
clarity of control of execution and critical analysis of the processed material,
development of training manuals and optional courses on conducting techniques for

translation studies in remote work conditions
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
