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THE CONTRACTUAL REGULATIONS
IN THE KARL FRIEDRICH ADLER HERITAGE

The history of law has always been an extremely important component of the development
of the political and legal institutions of each state, since on its basis it is easy to trace worldview
metamorphoses, changes in the political and cultural values of society, organically inherent in this
or that era. The events of the last few years brought into our lives not only a rethinking of many
socio-political problems, but also significantly expanded the spectrum of attention to historical
parallels and legal figures who faced similar circumstances during other centuries and eras.
In this context, Karl Friedrich Adler was and remains an outstanding civilian thinker of the
first half of the last century, whose work and development in the field of corporate law, his
consistent statesmanship position and unsurpassed ability to pose topical issues while at the same
time proposing constructive ways to solve them - all this causes great interest to his figure and the
relevance of the study of his civilistic approaches to understanding the key institutions of private
law. Most of the works from his civil law work have a prominent place on the shelves of leading
lawyers in Europe, regardless of whether they are engaged in purely theoretical developments or, on
the contrary, are exclusively practical civil law enforcers.
Karl Friedrich Adler is the author of many highly specialized legal works, the most famous
of which are the following:
1. «Austrian warehouse law» («Das Oesterreichische Lagerhausrecht», 1892 p.);
2. «About the regulation of warchouse activities» («Uber die Regulierung der
Lagertitigkeity», 1893 p.);

3. «Contributions to the theory of development and dogmatics of company law» («Beitrage
zur Entwicklungslehre und Dogmatik des Gesellschaftsrechtes», 1894 p.);

4. «Real contracts and preliminary contracts (first drafts) » («Realcontract und
Vorvertrag»,1892 p.);

5. «On the theory of development and dogmatics of corporate law» (Zur
Entwicklungstheorie und Dogmatik des Gesellschaftsrechts 1895 p.);

6. «Austrian exchange law» («Osterr. Wechselrecht», 1904 p.);
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7. «Commercial Law and Exchange Law" in Volume IV of Loeffler's edition of Austrian
Laws; Commercial procurement under German law, pending («Handels- und
Wechselrecht» in: Bd. IV von Lofflers Studienausgabe osterr. Gesetze; Handelskauf
nach dt. Recht, unvollendet);

8. «General prescriptions in civil law» («Das Anweisungsrecht des allgemeinen

biirgerlichen Gesetzbuchesy», 1913);

9. «Obstacles on the way to general unification» («Hindernisse auf dem Pfade der
Rechtsvereinheitlichung», 1916);

10. «Striving for common law» («Das Streben nach Rechtsgemeinschaft», 1916);

11. «Civil law reform in Austria» («Die Zivilrechtsreform in Osterreich», 1918);

Leistungsverzug beim Kaufy», 1923).

They have not lost their relevance until now, they have been translated into Italian and
English and are available on electronic resources, and specialists, primarily commercial law,
actively use them in their scientific monographs. The most popular is the book «Handbook of all
commercial laws: including bill of exchange, cheque, maritime and inland waterway, insurance
legislation, as well as postal and telegraph law», which was reprinted 4 times during 1913-1922 and
was published by the publishing house of the city of Leipzig.

One of the most popular and requested is the work of Karl Friedrich Adler "Real contracts
and preliminary contracts (first drafts)" ("Zur Entwicklungslehre und Dogmatik des
Gesellschaftsrechts", 1895), in which Professor K. F. Adler rightly emphasized that the spread of
the construction of previous contracts strengthened a number of theoretical problems related to the
specificity of obligations regarding the conclusion of contracts in the future [1]. In particular, he
rightly drew attention to the fact that at that time there was a lack of a clear theoretical
understanding of the place of a preliminary agreement in the system of contractual obligations, and
the question of the legal nature of real contracts and preliminary agreements aimed at their
execution soon had not been definitively resolved. In addition, according to the researcher, there are
questions about the relationship between the legal composition and the prerequisites for the validity
of the previous and actual transactions. Along with this, Professor K. F. Adler also concluded that
the insufficient theoretical development of this and other related problems leads to the instability of
law enforcement practice [4, c. 295]. That is why he called on the legislative level to systematize
and explain the researched institutions of civil law [3, c. 187].

No less important was his work devoted to corporate law, namely: «On the theory of
development and dogmatic of corporate law» («Zur Entwicklungstheorie und Dogmatik des
Gesellschaftsrechts» 1895 p.). It should be noted that the origin and development of Austrian
corporate legislation at the initial stage of its formation was quite chaotic and unsystematic, which
was due to the objective needs of a rapidly changing social, political and economic system. In the
conditions of dynamic development and transformation of legal relations, for the in-depth
theoretical development of most institutions of corporate law, and even more so, there was no
appropriate base and proper understanding of its fundamental foundations and principles, so
Professor K.F. Adler in this vein played the role of a pioneer, whose works are now law has a place
of honor in most law libraries in Europe [2].

At the same time, taking advantage of the lack of proper legislative regulation, the
dishonesty of the majority of participants in corporate legal relations at that time had a negative
impact on broad sections of the population and law enforcement practice as a whole. Concealment
of profit, avoidance of taxation, raider captures, removal from the exercise of management rights of
minority shareholders, use of a corporate form of doing business to effectively completely avoid the
responsibility of the founders of business models of entrepreneurship - this is far from a complete
list of problematic issues, for each of which Professor K.F. Adler gave at one time quite
comprehensive recommendations on eradication, which could be useful to our contemporaries [2,
c. 112-113].
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On the deep conviction of Karl Friedrich Adler, by uniting and personifying the property of
various layers of society, the corporation itself acts as the most important means of economic
development and civil circulation [2, c. 113]. Corporate law is designed to serve private and state
interests, the speed of transformation of which quite often does not allow the legislator to respond
quickly and modify the relevant civil law norms.

The peculiarity of the approach proposed by Professor Adler to the understanding of the
basic principles of corporate law is the fact that he made the main emphasis of his conclusions on
the basis of the statement that the nature of relations between subjects of corporate legal relations, as
a rule, has a long-term nature and is not always conditioned by the achievement of a certain goals (it
is important that this does not allow the participants of these relations to independently predict all
possible options for the development of the corresponding circulation between them). The corporate
structure is based on the principles of the majority, the content of which is the ability of the majority
participant to exert a decisive influence on the rights and legitimate interests of both the corporation
as a whole and its minority participants (creditors and workers), which requires bringing to the fore
the principle of good faith in the implementation of rights and obligations all participants of such a
mechanism without exception [2, c. 113-114].

As Professor K. F. Adler argued, a corporation is not an object of the material world, but
rather represents a complex legal phenomenon that accumulates the interests of relatively separate,
independent participants in the law, each of whom has his own interest determined by legal status or
life circumstances a specific subject of corporate legal relations [2, c. 114].

In connection with this, in practice, the problem of conflict of interests of various subjects of
corporate legal relations of different levels and persons who are involved in promoting the activities
of the corporation, which collectively requires a balanced balance of the interests of the specified
persons as the general goal of regulating corporate relations, often arose. According to K. F. Adler,
it is possible to achieve such an effective balance only if the principle of good faith is the basis of
any type of corporate legal relationship [2, c. 113].

This progressive for that period thesis was not accepted by contemporaries, although it is
now reflected in the text of regulatory legal acts of most countries of the world. After all, the
transition to an innovative socially oriented type of development is impossible without the
formation of an institutional environment in each state that promotes the growth of entrepreneurial
and corporate activity of individuals and legal entities, regardless of citizenship and property tax.

The modern era requires updating the conclusions set forth in the main works of Professor
Carl Friedrich Adler, which collectively are able to contribute not only to productive scientific and
theoretical knowledge, but also allow to open new perspectives on the most urgent problems of
modern civil law, arming every scientist-civilian with a new toolkit for functional and structural
analysis.
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
