Today's special features are the speed of changes: economic crisis, global
pandemics, escalating political conflicts, transitional reforms and the fighting of
corruption. The global community must therefore already react to all these challenges
of today's environment.

In this article the theoretical basis of political conflicts, their place in politics, their
origins and consequences are analyzed, as well as ways of solving political conflicts.

The modern state of development of society cannot manage without politics as
a system of social problem-solving, decision-making and conflict resolution in a given
society or community, which covers state and socio-political organizations,
mechanisms of state power and their internal relations, legal institutions, party
systems, political culture of society and many things related to the adoption and
implementation of political decisions. We consider that an important point is to
understand politics as a dynamic process, and to interpret political conflict not only
as an institutionalized, political confrontation (such as parliamentary debates or
protest actions of opposition forces), but also as a clash in social space, for the
opportunity to influence social processes. Thus, the concept of "political conflict” turns
out to be complex and ambiguous, which requires grounded research. The relevance
of theoretical and practical aspects of this concept is due to the aggravation of diverse
conflicts in Ukraine and in other post-communist countries.

A notable example of a political conflict is the Russian-occupied Ukrainian
Donbas. The Russian Federation invaded Ukrainian lands, pursuing its political
interests, violating Ukraine's sovereignty and territorial integrity and international law,
including the UN Statute and Declarations, the Budapest Memorandum and other
bilateral agreements.

An argument can be made that the present understanding of political conflict is
the result of a long evolution of ideas of conflict in the spheres of public life. Conflict
theories were mainly formed in the XIX-XX centuries, their authors expressed three
main approaches to the understanding and role of conflicts in society.

First, the recognition of the fundamental inevitability and insurmountability from
life, the leading role of conflicts in social development; this direction is represented
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by H. Spencer, L. Gumplowicz, K. Marx, Mosca, L. Koeser, R. Darendorff,
K. Boulding, M. Bakunin, P.L. Lavrov, V.l. Lenin. Second, the rejection of conflicts
that manifest themselves as wars, revolutions, class struggle, social experiments,
and the recognition of them as anomalies of social development, causing instability
and imbalance in socio-economic and political systems; the proponents of this
direction are E. Durkheim, T. Parsons, V.S. Solovyov, N.M. Kovalevsky, N.Berdyaev,
P.A. Sorokin and I.A. llyin. Third, the consideration of conflict as one of the many
types of social interaction and social contacts, along with competition, solidarity,
cooperation and partnership; the spokespersons of this direction were G. Simmel,
M. Weber, R. Park, C. Mills and B. N. Chicherin.

In the process of Ukraine's establishment in the European space, political
conflict as a manifestation and result of specific interaction of two or more parties
(individuals, their groups, communities, states), disputing the distribution and content
of power resources, powers and benefits from each other, becomes relevant. Conflict
as a socio-political phenomenon is inherent in any society [1, p. 720]. It is pertinent
to note that there are three main characteristics of any political or social conflict:

o diversity of views, which is a strength of any society or democratic political
system, and this is an important element of disagreement and conflict;

¢ the inequality between these individuals or groups, which reflects their ability
to realise their diverse beliefs, ideas, thoughts, values, and it is this element of
inequality in society that makes conflict political,

e the adversarial process, which is an integral part of decision-making or
problem-solving. It is this process that pits different individuals and groups against
each other, allowing some to "win" and some to "lose" [2, p. 15].

It is also important to note that there are five main causes of conflict in conflict
theory:

e information conflicts - arise when people have different or insufficient
information or disagree about what data is important;

¢ values conflicts - arise when belief systems do not match, and when opposing
values are imposed or exclusive rights to a set of values and beliefs are extorted,

e conflicts of interest - caused by competition for perceived or actual
incompatible needs. Such conflicts can arise over money, resources or time;

¢ relationship conflicts - arise when there are misperceptions, strong negative
emotions or poor communication;

e structural conflicts - arise from disagreements at different levels of political
communication. The origins of such conflicts include competition for scarce
resources, differences in goals, interdependence, power relations, status differences,
jurisdictional ambiguities, and roles and expectations [2, p. 13].

It is no exaggeration to mention that understanding the characteristics and root
causes of political conflicts makes it possible to create a systemic picture of the
phenomenon under study, as well as to predict their further development and
manifestation.

There are four main manifestations of political conflict, based on the political
paradigm and contemporary conflict theory:

e competition - is a constant and sometimes predominant factor in many human
relations and interactions. Competition exists because of scarcity of resources,
including material resources - money, property, goods and the like. In addition to
material resources, people and groups in society also compete for intangible
resources. This can include dominance, social status and other inequalities;

¢ revolution - given the assumption of conflict theorists, conflict occurs between
social classes, one of the results of this conflict is a revolutionary event. The idea is
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that the change in power dynamics between groups does not occur as a result of
gradual adaptation. Rather, it arises as a symptom of conflict between these groups.
Thus, changes in power dynamics are often abrupt and sweeping rather than gradual
and evolutionary;

e structural inequalities - the manifestation of conflict is inequality of power.
Thus, some people and groups inherently develop more resources than others,
provoking inequalities in the structure of society. Groups that have benefited more
aim to maintain these structures as an ability to hold and consolidate their power;

e war is generally seen either as a unifier or a "purifier" of societies. In conflict
theory, war is the result of cumulative and growing conflict between individuals and
groups as well as between entire societies. In war, a society may become one in a
certain way, but the conflict still remains between several societies. On the other
hand, war may lead to the end of society [3, p. 37].

The above-mentioned convincingly shows that politics is a means of provoking
conflicts as it is related to the struggle for power, emerging as a clash of interests,
signalling to society and the authorities the existing contradictions and mismatched
positions of citizens and stimulating consensual actions. The new stage of Ukraine's
development is accompanied by permanent conflicts between the branches of power,
parties, movements, individual political leaders, factions in parliament, power
structures and government apparatuses, between local and central authorities, and
between the authorities and various strata of the population.

It is clear that any conflicts are caused by both objective and subjective factors,
namely

¢ inequalities between individuals and social and national communities;
incompatibility of societal and individual values
a discrepancy between expectations and reality;
differences in political culture, types of leadership;
lack of reliable information;
desire to gain and retain power [3, p. 13].

Based on the previously described, we can conclude that political conflict is a
process that is primarily related to power, the struggle for power and power relations,
characterised by the confrontation of political actors in order to realise their own
interests and goals, redistribution of resources, changes in their political status, as
well as the prospects for further development of society.

Interestingly, conflict is inherent in any society. The human nature of political
relations is accompanied by eternal struggle, which is a stimulating factor of local and
international conflicts [3, p. 6]. Especially much attention in modern political science
is paid to finding ways to solve and prevent conflicts.

In practice of policy there are various ways of the solution of social conflicts, i.e.
reduction of their sharpness, termination of open actions of the parties of hostile
character. But the set of methods applied for this purpose is very small. Instead, they
traditionally boil down to the following:

e keeping silent, denying existing conflicts;

e using of repressive measures against one or all of the parties to the conflict;

e implementation of reforms designed to partially eliminate the preconditions
which led to the conflict;

e attempting to resolve conflicts absolutely by destroying their immediate
causes [4].

We find that a better methodology is to reach compromise solutions between
the parties to the conflict. Note that compromise can only be effective when the
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relationship between the parties to the conflict is non-antagonistic, i.e. the parties to
the conflict are united by some common interest. But in this case the conflicts are not
necessarily abolished, not even always change their own intensity, they only move to
the institutional framework of development, increasing the possibility of their control
by the power elite. If, however, relations between the parties are of a radically
conflictual nature, then measures need to be taken to fundamentally remove the
causes of tension.

It should be emphasized that in totalitarian, non-democratic political systems,
the goal of absolute elimination of conflicts is traditionally set by the governing faction
with the aim of overall unity and harmony. However, the experience of totalitarian
systems shows that they are inevitably born out of societal conflicts, moreover, in
destructive forms. Instead of private conflicts, one macro-conflict is formed: a
spontaneous revolt, revolution, military coup or civil war, requires a sufficiently high
social toll from society.

Nevertheless, it is important to understand that the study of conflicts is one of
the main tasks of political science and political conflict studies, since the present era
Is characterised by many political scientists as a period of increasing diversity of
conflicts both within individual states and in the international arena. Political conflicts
are based on power and the process of struggle for it. Conflict management is one of
the most important conditions for maintaining socio-political stability.

In our opinion, the reason of political conflicts in the society confrontation
consists in variety of needs, interests, values of concrete subjects of policy, making
social structure. As we see, there are objective contradictions at the basis of
confrontation of conflicting parties: economic, social, political, ethno-confessional,
ideological and cultural. Therefore, on the one hand, politics becomes an activity to
prevent and resolve conflicts, while on the other hand, politics acts as a means of
provoking conflicts, as it is connected with the struggle for the possession of power.

We also have a view that the annexation of the Crimea is one example of such
conflicts. It is important to understand that Ukrainian Crimea, which has become a
platform for a power struggle between the Ukrainian and Crimean Tatar people on
the one hand and the political interests of the Russian Federation on the other. Also
worth noting are the illegal methods of struggle on the part of the Russian authorities,
namely the violation of international law, illegal annexation and repression of the local
population.

Conclusions. To sum up, political conflict is an acute clash of opposing sides
caused by the interaction of various interests, views, goals in the process of
acquisition, redistribution and use of political power, gaining the leading (key)
positions in power structures and institutions, gaining the right to influence or access
to decision-making about the distribution of power and property in society.

Finally, the most common cause of conflicts is the unequal position people
occupy in society, the discord between people's expectations, practical intentions and
actions, and the incompatibility of parties' claims on the limited opportunities for their
satisfaction. According to R. Darendorff, the author of the conflict model of society,
the main issue in conflicts is who and how disposes of resources, in whose hands
power allows one group of people to dispose of the activities of others [5, p. 182].

Modern political history shows that the prospects for solving conflicts are closely
linked to cultural transformation, the development of political elite and civil society. At
the same time, it becomes obvious that political and legal mechanisms are not
enough to resolve major social and political conflict situations. That is why the
development of state institutions and society as a whole is necessary for the
successful management of political conflicts.

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The american applied linguist Edward Antony defined an approach as a set of
correlative assumptions that deal with the nature of language teaching and learning.
It depicts the nature of the subject matter to be taught. Method is a plan for the orderly
presentation of language material, it is to be based on the selected approach. The
scholar underlined that a method is always procedural, an approach is axiomatic.
Therefore, within one approach there can be many methods [1,2].

Changes in language teaching methods throughout history have reflected
recognition of changes in the kind of proficiency learners need, such as move toward
oral proficiency rather than reading comprehension as the goal of language study;
they have also reflected changes in theories of the nature of language and of
language learning.

Grammar-Translation Method was first known in the United States as the
Prussian Method. The goal of foreign language study is to learn a language in order
to read its literature or in order to benefit from the mental discipline and intellectual
development that result from foreign language study. Reading and writing are the
major focus; little or no systematic attention is paid to speaking or listening [1].

The Direct Method stood for the following principles: classroom instruction was
conducted exclusively in the target language; only everyday vocabulary and
sentences were taught; oral communication skills were built up in a carefully graded
progression organized around question-and-answer exchanges between teachers
and students in small classes. The Direct Method had several drawbacks. It required
teachers who were native speakers or who had native like fluency in the foreign
language. It was largely dependent on the teacher's skills, rather than on a textbook,
and not all the teachers were proficient enough to adhere to the principles of the
method [2].

The Audiolingual method combined structural linguistic theory, contrastive
analysis, aural-oral procedures and behaviorist psychology that emphasized habit-
formation. Short-range objectives include training in listening comprehension,
accurate pronunciation, recognition of speech symbols and the ability to reproduce
these symbols. Long-range objectives focus on oral skills with gradual links to other
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language skills as learning develops. The basis of audiolingual classroom practices
are dialogues and drills [1;2].

The most active period in the history of approaches and methods was from the
1950s to the 1980s. The 1950s and 1960s saw the emergence of the Audiolingual
Method and the Situational Method, which were both superseded by the
Communicative Approach. During the same period other methods appeared,
including the Silent Way, the Natural Approach, and the Total Physical Response. In
the 1990s, Content-Based Instruction and Task-Based Language Teaching emerged.
Other approaches, such as Cooperative Learning, Whole Language Approach, and
Multiple Intelligences, originally developed in general education, have been extended
to second language settings.

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Abstract. This article analyzes new scientific ideas for the organization of pedagogical
activity based on the analyzed laws and principles in order to develop the process of moral
and aesthetic education.

Improving the process of moral and aesthetic education in the higher education
system is an important and urgent task. Moral and aesthetic concepts, faith, honesty,
piety, honor, modesty, the ability to feel beauty, and similar human qualities do not
develop spontaneously. At the heart of all this lies upbringing. In particular, the
importance of higher education institutions in the development of perfection, thirst for
knowledge, willpower, richness of mental and moral qualities, aesthetic tastes.

In order to develop the personality in higher education, special attention is paid
to the principles, factors, system, conditions and essence of moral and aesthetic
education of future professionals. The principles of moral and aesthetic education
are:

- the age of students, their individual psychological characteristics, the initial
level of moral and aesthetic education;

- structure, consistency, step-by-step, integrity, interdependence between
disciplines, sequence, integrative;

- technology, unity and integrity;

- use of all didactic principles;

- regularity, from raising the problem to solving it;

- positiveness, exemplary, showy, the pursuit of ideals;

- combining the educational process, moral and aesthetic education of future
professionals, the development of their personality with humanistic ideas;

- cultural compatibility is associated with national-cultural, universal, moral and
aesthetic values;

- person-centered - attention to the person, attention to what he prefers, his
choices, reading and self-expression in life, and so on [3].

It is known that moral and aesthetic education is inextricably linked with the
moral and aesthetic worldview. Because the worldview is also formed in the process
of upbringing.

Just as a comprehensively developed harmoniously developed person is
formed in the process of upbringing, so a person's moral and aesthetic worldview
develops in this process. After all, upbringing is a manifestation of a pedagogical
process aimed at the acquisition of purposeful, consciously carried out social
experiences: knowledge, skills and abilities, methods of creative activity, social and
spiritual relations. Through education, social experiences are mastered, knowledge
is transformed into beliefs and convictions, behavior and worldview are formed, the
essence of beauties in material and spiritual life is studied, moral and aesthetic ties
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between people are perceived, and creative activity is formed. It is therefore not
expedient to treat upbringing as a simple phenomenon. “Education is an eternal
process in society, a holistic pedagogical system with its own structure: purpose,
material base, principles, laws and methods, forms and means, subject-object,
management and achievement of results. As in other social structures, education
requires the observance of certain laws in its organization ". Accordingly, the laws of
upbringing are strong, repetitive, and fundamental connections in the educational
process, and are an influential result of the formation and development of the
individual.[1-6]

The more useful the activities of those preparing for the future profession are
for the country, the more purposeful, and the more rationally organized the
relationship, the more effective it will be for both the society and the specialist. It
should be noted that the relationship between people is formed in the process of
activity and achieves the goal. Advanced pedagogical, psychological doctrine shows
that a person is formed and develops as a person in the process of his attitude to
reality, social environment and other people. The formation and development of a
person as a person is the formation of relationships in the process of human activity.
In particular, the subjects of educational institutions - educators, teachers, school
administration, students, parents, school communities and their organizations,
neighborhoods, etc. Interpersonal relationships in communities create an educative
relationship, and they are important for the formation and development of valuable
personal qualities and qualities for a person. Therefore, the recognition of activities
and attitudes in the educational process of higher education is the basis and source
of development of the student's moral and aesthetic worldview [7-10].

Areas of activity of the process of moral and aesthetic education of students of
physical culture of higher education institutions through sports holidays have been
identified (Figure 1.3.1).

Principles of moral and aesthetic education are the rules that reflect the
requirements for the content of moral and aesthetic education, the form, methods,
means, organization of its development, the dialectical relationship between the
subjects and objects of this process, the norms of moral and aesthetic education.
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These rules will be the basis for the development of the process of moral and
aesthetic education of students. Experience has shown that it is effective and efficient
if the activities are organized in the process of moral and aesthetic education. After
all, principles play a guiding, goal-orienting role for the participants in this process.
The principles of moral and aesthetic education are:

1.The principle that moral and aesthetic education is goal-oriented and
socially oriented. The organization of educational work on the basis of the general
purpose, requirements, needs of the society, providing students with national moral
and aesthetic knowledge, skills, competencies, confidence in ethical and aesthetic
ideas, devotion to building a democratic civil society, direct participation in socially
useful work effective use of educational tools. This principle helps the student
community to see the prospects of social development, to strive for the future.

Man lives and functions in a certain space as a social being. His lifestyle,
direction of activity should be organized on the basis of the requirements of this
space. As we build a democratic state and civil society based on the rule of law, the
qualities of a person with a developed moral and aesthetic upbringing should be
based on the laws adopted and applied by that society and serve to form moral and
aesthetic qualities in people. It is known that the main goal of our national ideology is
to build a free and prosperous Motherland, a free and prosperous life, the
development of the Motherland, Peace in the country means educating young people
who are fighting for the welfare of the people. In this process, the main activity of the
teacher is to inculcate these ideas in the minds and hearts of young people, to
educate them in a morally and aesthetically harmonious way, and on this basis to
develop such qualities as creative thinking, moral and aesthetic beliefs, ideals,
honesty, kindness. Approaching the development of the process of moral and
aesthetic education of students on the basis of the principle of social orientation,
effective organization of the educational process ensures the development of young
people as true and selfless, because moral and aesthetic education is a means of
educating students to be truly patriotic, hardworking, religious [11-14].

2.The principle of connection of moral and aesthetic education with social
life and work. A person is formed and developed in the process of useful activity
under the influence of the social environment. On this basis, moral and aesthetic
education reflects the scientific, ideological views of man on nature, society, himself
and people, the events of society. Ethical and aesthetic knowledge is aimed at
acquainting students with the essence and life of the civil society being built, to make
them active participants in the construction of this society.

Therefore, in addition to the audience, spiritual and educational activities are of
great importance as a continuation of this process. Because in the process of spiritual
and educational work carried out outside the classroom, physical education activities
serve to fully meet the demand for action. In particular, various sports clubs ("Young
Gymnast", "Football", "Volleyball', "Wrestling", etc.), sports competitions, sports
holidays, meetings, excursions, optional classes, etc. are included in out-of-class
sports events. Among them, various sports holidays play a special role in the moral
and aesthetic education of students in higher education institutions. Because the
importance of sports holidays in higher education and its role in the physical
education of students plays a key role in the upbringing of healthy children, both for
the Motherland and for every family. At the same time, the younger generation is
gaining moral and aesthetic perfection.

For example, sports festivals such as "Universiade”, "Balli gizlar”, "Balli yigitlar",
"Alpomish avlodlari, "Barchinoy avlodlari" are among them.
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3. The principle of humanization of the process of moral and aesthetic
education. It is well known that civil society is a free individual, a society of humane
people. In this society, human rights and freedoms are recognized and the rule of law
prevails. At the same time, a person independently determines the goals and
objectives of his activity, reaches the level of full use of his strength and capabilities,
as well as personal interests in the interests of the country and the people. The
principle of humanization of the process of moral and aesthetic education of students
requires the observance of the following in the application of this principle:

The student is a pupil, respect for his dignity and humane treatment.

1. Formation of vital skills and abilities in students;

2. Fostering the qualities of mutual respect and friendship, educating young
people in the spirit of patriotism;

3. Rely on positive norms of behavior, habits of the student in the process of
organizing and conducting exemplary educational situations, situations, events.

4. To inculcate in the minds and hearts of every young person that the goal of
humanity is to fully improve human life and activity, to ensure rights, freedoms and
liberties.

4. The principle of a holistic approach to the development of the process
of moral and aesthetic education. The development of the process of moral and
aesthetic education of students is based on the mutual unity and influence of
consciousness, emotions, behavior, behavior. A distinctive pedagogical feature of
this principle is that it also provides a systematic approach to the development and
management of the process of moral and aesthetic education. This enhances impact
and interaction.

5. The principle of reliance on national and universal values in the moral and
aesthetic education of students. This principle of education, including moral and
aesthetic education, is formed and developed on the basis of the values formed on
the basis of high thinking during the centuries-old life and activity of our people, the
meaning of which is important for a better understanding of national identity. After
all, they reflect the spiritual and cultural image of man, lifestyle, various aspects of
the development of society. Therefore, the role of values in the development of
national pride, moral and aesthetic beliefs, moral and aesthetic ideals, morality,
honesty, confidence in the future, national ideology in the younger generation is
invaluable.

Universal values are created by the intellect based on the needs and
requirements of people, embody their imaginations, thoughts, dreams, aspirations,
beliefs, rules of etiquette, are designed and tested in life, and are the basis for the
development of moral and aesthetic education of students. Therefore, the
development of moral and aesthetic education in the interdependence of both
national and universal values is beneficial for both the country and society, and has
an important pedagogical value in the training of educated, qualified, well-developed
specialists.

5. The principle of personality orientation of moral and aesthetic
education. This principle implies a reliance on the personal qualities of the student,
that is, the student's personality is at the center of educational work in higher
education institutions. On this basis, in the organization and practical application of
educational influences, the educator must be based on the valuable plans, directions,
formed worldviews, activities and behavioral motives of students. This requires the
educator to regularly study the individual characteristics of students, types of
temperament, specific aspects of character, attitudes, tastes, habits [15].
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Physical education and sports are also a means of strengthening peace,
cooperation and friendship between different peoples. With its help, students
regularly engage in friendly communication and cooperation with people of different
nationalities. As a result of participating in sports competitions in different countries
with students of different nationalities, students are able to get acquainted with the
culture, lifestyle, historical monuments of that nation, make mutual friends and enter
into cooperation. The joint participation of people of different nationalities in sports
competitions strengthens communication and friendship between them. An
atmosphere based on sincere friendship in competitions, mutual support, respect for
the opponent creates conditions for the introduction of interethnic relations not only
among athletes, but also among spectators and fans.

Thus, the organization of pedagogical activity based on the analyzed laws and
principles in order to develop the process of moral and aesthetic education serves as
a program in the moral and aesthetic education of students, which is typical for
members of a democratic state governed by the rule of law and civil society.

Jumladan, dasturda belgilangan
maqsadlarni amalga oshirishga qaratilgan ta’lim jarayoni hagida Irina Bokova
shunday deb ta’kidlaydi: -“Ta'limning global taraqqiyotdagi o'rni haqida fikrlash
ekanmiz bizga tub islohotlar kerak, chunki bu shaxslar farovonligi va sayyoramiz
kelajagi uchun muhim ta'sir ko'rsatadi. ... Endi, ta'lim 21-asrning muammolari va
intilishlariga har gachongidan ham ko'proq tayyor turishi, barqaror va inklyuziv
o'sishga va birgalikda tinch-totuv yashashga olib keladigan gadriyat va ko'nikmalar
turlarini tarbiyalashga mas'uldir.” (UNESCO, 2017)

Mazkur kompetensiyalarni o’quvchilarda shakllantirish magsadida Finlyandiya
Milliy Ta’lim kengashi (2017 yildan biyon Finlyandiya Milliy Ta'lim Agentligi)
tomonidan 2014 yilda ta'lim uchun eng so'nggi milliy fundamental o'quv dasturi ishlab
chiqildi va 2017 yildan boshlab amaliyotga joriy etildi. Unga ko’ra, barcha maktab
fanlarida, jumladan tasviriy san’at darslarida ham, umumiy va Kkelajakdagi
muammolarni hal gila olish borasidagi kompetensiyalarga katta e'tibor berildi. Bunday
kompetensiyalar o’zida bilim, ko'nikma, gadriyatlar, munosabatlar va intilishning
o’zaro birikmasidir. Kompetensiya, shuningdek, ma'lum bir vaziyatda bilim va
ko'nikmalarni go'llash gobiliyatini ham anglatadi [4].

O’quvchilar ragamli texnologiyalar bilan bog’liq mavzular bilan 3-6 sinflar
davomida tanishib boradilar. Mazkur sinflarda o'quvchilar tasviriy san'at va boshqga
tasvirlash usullari bilan tanishadilar. Talabalar turli xil ifoda vositalarida tajriba
o'tkazadilar, mashq qiladilar va ko'nikmalarini maqgsadga muvofig ravishda
rivojlantiradilar. O'quv jarayonida tasviriy san’at fikrlashga, o’zaro munosabatlarga va
mehnat faoliyatiga ganday ta'sir gilishini o'rganadilar. Shuningdek, tasvirlash bilan
ishlasning turli usullarini o’rganadilar. Axborot-kommunikatsiya texnologiyalari va
onlayn muhitdan magqgsadli foydalanish orgali tasvirlarni ifodalash va talgin qilish
ko'nikmalarini yaxshilaydilar.

Finlyandiya san’at ta’limida ragamli texnologiyalardan foydalanib bargaror
dizaynga oid materiallarga doir malakalarni rivojlantirish yetakchi bo’lsa, Janubiy
Koreyada animatsiya va sanoat dizayni borasidagi malakalar shakllantiriladi. Bu har
ikki mamlakatning infratuzilmasidan kelib chigib shakllantirilgan.

Tasviriy san’atni o’qitish jarayonida kelajakka oid malakalarni shakllantirish
shubhasiz ragamli texnologiyalarni ham 0’z ichiga olishi lozim. Chunki, mazkur
texnologiyalar kundalik faoliyatimizning uzluksiz qgismiga aylanib bormoqda.
Qolaversa, san'at o'gituvchilari 0'z o'quvchilarining multimodal ragamli dunyosidan
foydalanish, ragamli san'atning asosi bo'lgan an'anaviy san'atni o'rgatish va
o'gituvchilarga mustagqil ravishda samarali pedagogik yondashuvlarni rivojlantirish
orgali 21-asr ta'limini tagdim etishlari mumkin [5]. Ammo, ta’limda gqanday ragamli
texnologiyalardan foydalanish, o’qgitish uslubiyotini rivojlantirishda ularning o’rni
hamda dizayn va animatsiyaga oid ko’nikmalarni shakllantirishda qaysi texnologiya
va ilovalardan foydalanish yaxshi samara berishi mumkinligini tadqiqi gilish masalasi
ochig golmoqda [6]. Bu masalaning to’g’ri hal etilishi nafagat butun mamlakat bo’ylab,
balki dunyo san’at ta’limi o’quvchilariga teng darajada kompetensiyalar
shakllantirishda ijobiy natija beradi.
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Modernization of the educational system in Ukraine requires modern
educational institutions to form students both general and professional competencies.
Since it is the competence-based approach that enhances the practical component
of the educational process. Ukrainian society needs self-sufficient, with a bright
personality, self-confident and responsible individuals with an active civic position.
The solution to this urgent task largely depends on the formation of civil-patriotic
competencies in the younger generation. The leading role in its solution belongs to
educational institutions. In particular, general education. After all, these institutions
are considered a key link in the system of civic and patriotic education of young
people [3, 504].

While studying at school, young people grow spiritually and morally. There is a
formation of their value orientations, thinking, feelings, emotions and mechanisms of
social adaptation in modern society. Young people are immersed in the process of
national and cultural self-identification [1, 145].

The patriotic education of the younger generation has always been one of the
main tasks of school educational institutions. After all, childhood and adolescence is
the most favorable in instilling in a person a feeling of love for the Motherland. In
accordance with this, pedagogical developments on the issues of educating students'
civic and patriotic personality traits remain relevant today. They are based on the
upbringing of basic moral qualities in students, which are of undeniable value under
any historical and political conditions. They are based on instilling in students basic
moral qualities that are of undeniable value under any historical and political
conditions. This is confirmed by the goals of history education specified in the State
Standard for Complete General Secondary Education. They contain the following
information: education of patriotism, citizenship and social responsibility; respect for
the history and traditions of our Motherland, for human rights and freedoms, as well
as for the democratic values of modern society [3, 505].

Humanities, primarily the history of Ukraine, are of great importance in the
spiritual and moral growth of students. Classes during this academic discipline
provide students with ample opportunities for the formation of civil and patriotic
competences [2].

The history teacher needs to use innovative teaching methods that contribute to
the development of students' value-activity and research competencies necessary for
life in a modern society. Among these, it is worth highlighting the project method, which
is considered a non-standard method in the school educational process. Its peculiarity is
that it activates the creative potential of the student and promotes both his self-affirmation
among peers and an increase in the level of his own self-esteem [1, 147].
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An equally effective means of forming civic and patriotic competence among
students is the method of social design. The latter contributes to the development of
a system of social values and practices among students. This, in turn, strengthens
social relations [3, 507].

Traditionally, patriotism is considered one of the main features of a
harmoniously developed personality. Pupils in history lessons should feel a sense of
pride for their homeland and their people, respect for their great hopes and
achievements of the past [2]. The leading role in this process belongs to the history
teacher. In this respect, it cannot be overestimated [1, 148].

The modern methodology of teaching history at school contains a large number
of materials, which makes it possible to successfully solve the problems of patriotic
education of students. In particular, in history lessons, while studying the topic, you
need to dwell on those historical figures who played an outstanding role in the history
of Ukraine, and teach children on their examples. Patriotism, civic and moral
experience of famous historical figures, heroes of Ukraine and writers teaches
students to follow their example, to become true patriots of their homeland [2].

Experiencing a feeling of love for the Motherland, admiration, feeling anxiety
about its present and future, the student asserts his dignity, strives for similarities with
the heroes of the Motherland. The teacher is obliged to create all the prerequisites
for the formation of patriotism. So, one of the ways is to use the project method, which
allows you to create a resource for solving the problem of patriotic education. To him,
then each student is an equal member of a creative group, work in which contributes
to the development of social roles, fosters commitment, responsibility when
performing tasks on time and mutual assistance [3, 508]. An example of such work is
such a project as «Heroes of the Second World War», which has the goal of:
expanding the knowledge of students about the Second World War, the importance
of the front, underground, Ukrainian labor feat; fostering a sense of patriotism and
pride in the history of their state, society and family [2].

A thorough analysis of the state of the problem investigated by the author allows
us to conclude that in order to ensure effective civic patriotic education of students in
the history of Ukraine lessons, purposeful efforts of the teacher are needed. Since
the formation of civic patriotic competencies among students cannot be achieved
relying only on theoretical material, without backing it up with practical activities. The
formation of civic and patriotic competence among student youth involves the
upbringing of citizens who are able to root for the fate of their homeland and take
responsibility for it. The combination of theoretical knowledge, practical skills and
abilities by students when they study the school course of the history of Ukraine with
the formation of an active life position helps them to socially adapt much better to life
in a changing society.

Keyingi interproverbial giyinchiliklar tillararo
yuzaga keladigan qiyinchilikdir(bir millatga taalugli proverbializmlardagi o‘ziga xos
tushunchalarni boshqa bir tilda bir so‘z bilan izohlashning imkoni yo‘qligi(The proof of
the pudding is in the eating [7]). Bunday qiyinchilikni bartaraf etish uchun Jamol Jalolov
quyidagi fikrlarni bayon etgan: “Til hodisalarini kompleks o‘rganish va element
(unsur)laridan  qiyinchilik tug‘diradiganlarini maxsus mashqglarda qgaytarish va
mustahkamlashga erishiladi’[8] Demak, til o‘rganuvchilar uchun maxsus va qizirali
mashglar tuzishni tagozo etadi. Ushbu maqolada ana shunday mashglar, xususan,
proverbial mashqglar namunasi tuzilib, omma e’tiboriga xavola etildi. Ushbu mashqlar
osondan qiyinga prinsipiga asosan tuzildi.

Maqola avvalida aytib o‘tiigan
proverbial mashglarning asl samaradorligi unga mo‘ljallangan tajriba sinov va amaliy
darslarda ko‘rinadi. Bu esa kelgusida amalga oshirilishi mumkin bo‘lgan yana boshqa
izlanishlar va yangi takliflar demakdir.
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Resume: The article briefly tells about the life and work of Kamoliddin Bekhzod, the
Renaissance of the 15th century, a student of Navoi, Raphael Vostok, a great artist and
miniaturist in Movarounnahr and Khorasan.

One of the representatives of the 15th century Renaissance in Movarounnahr
and Khorasan was Kamoliddin Behzod, the student of Alisher Navoi, a Raphael of
the East, a great artist and miniature artist. According to historians Mirzo Muhammad
Haydar, Do’st Muhammad and Qazi Ahmad, Kamoliddin Behzod was brought up by
Mirak Nagqgash, Hussein Boykaro's accountant. Behzod learned painting from Pir
Said Ahmad Tabrizi, and he continued the work of artist Khalil Mirzo Shahrukhi ,
developed and perfected his artistic style. The talent of the young artist is quickly
formed [1-4].

Kamoliddin Behzod was born in 1455 in Herat in a poor artisan family. Behzod’s
parents left him very early. As a child, he was brought up by the famous Herat painter
Amir Rubhillo (Mirak Naggosh) and Mirak Naggosh was as his father for Behzod .

One of the important factors in Behzod's development as a great artist is he was
painter and miniature artist , that in the second half of the 15th century, he came to
the attention of the famous poet Alisher Navoi and enjoyed his artistic, ideological
and aesthetic genius. When Behzod became known as an artist, he was called to
the service of Sultan Hussein's palace [5-8].

In 1487, by the decree of Sultan Hussein, Behzod was appointed the head of
the royal library. Later, this place became the art academy of its time. Experts call it
"Nigorkhonayi Behyad" or "Behzod Academy". The artist was actively involved in the
life of Navoi and Sultan Hussein in Herat [9-12].

Hussein Boykaro summoned Behzod to his palace. He was given a special
place in the palace and all the conditions for creative work. In 1487, Behzod was
appointed as the head of the royal library by Hussein Baygara in Herat.

In 1507-1510 Behzod was in the service of Muhammad Shaibanikhan, who
conquered Herat. From this period we have the portrait of Sheibanikhan created by
Behzod. In 1510, the city of Herat fell to the Safavids. In 1520, King Ismail invited
Behzod to Tabriz, the capital of his kingdom, to teach the young prince Tahmozib a
painting. In 1522, by a special decree, the artist was appointed as a clerk in his library
(secretary, painter, muzakhlib, halkor, zarkob, lojuvardshoy, etc.).

After the death of Shah Ismail in 1524, during the reign of Shah Tahmosib,
Behzod had a great reputation. In Tabriz, Behzod collaborated with artists such as
Sultan Muhammad, Og Mirak and Mirak Mansur.

In 1537, in his old age, Behzod learned that his beloved nephew and disciple
Rustam Ali was dying in Herat and went to his native city of Herat to see him [13-16].
But he can't reach Rustam Ali. By the time Behzod reached Herat, he would have
died. The old man Behzod, who was deeply saddened by this loss, became seriously

ill and died in 1537 in Herat. He was buried with great sorrow by the people of Herat
on the slopes of Mount Kohi Mukhtor near the city, near the grave of his nephew and
disciple Rustam Ali.

Describing the year of the death of the poet Kamoliddin Behzod named Amir
Do st Koshimi, the poetic history ended with great sorrow and grief, as follows:

Vahid ul —ask Behzon on ke chun u,

Zi batni mardari ayyom ham zod,

Qazo chun suvrati umrash bipardoht,

Ajal xoki vujudash dod bar bod.

Zi man suvratgare tarix pursid,

Ba'd afkonba xoki qabri Behzod.

So, Kamoliddin Behzod has passed a long and productive way of life. Hussein
Boykaro saw four different very conflicting kingdoms ruled by the Safavids,
Shaibanikhan, Shah Ismail Safavid, Shah Takhmasp. The Timurid dynasty lived in
Herat and the Safavid dynasty lived in Tabriz, the capital, and witnessed all the
sufferings of its time. He left a very rich and colorful sample of creation, which he
received from the social being that surrounds him [17-22].

Like Moni's brush, his paint brush makes artists all over the world unforgettable.
And his wonderful and miraculous fingers obscure the works of all the artists of
Adam's generation.

"This artist, who embodied pure truth, is a masterpiece of our time, and is now
blessing to the rulers of the world,” said one of the artist's contemporaries, the Herat
historian Hondamir, who wondered about Behzod in his “Habib us-siyar “ .

Qazi Ahmad, the author of a famous treatise on artists, wrote about Behzod that
: "In a short time, Behzod became such a skilled artist since the advent of color and
painting, there has been no equal in the field of art.”

As an artist, Behzod brought up a number of students in Herat and Tabriz. His
disciples spread the traditions of Kamoliddin Behzod throughout the Middle East.
Behzod's traditions had a positive effect on the work of later artists. Behzod's work is
characterized by an appeal to the living, an understanding of nature and the delivery
of the living movement of the human and animal body [23-28].

In composing his compositions, he used traditional sketches drawn by his
predecessors and created unique works based on the legalized sketches of this
compositional system, "amazing in its completeness, perfection of compositions, vivid
portrayal of heroes, breadth of ideological thought."

Behzod's distinctive feature in the compositional solution is that he arranged
shapes around circles and ovals, creating imaginary depths, gesture-enhancing
images conveyed the inner movement of the composition, and in his miniatures
represented many new participants, architectural pieces advanced the circles of the
pictorial universe. Behzod also managed to create an imaginary space by placing
the characters in the pieces of the composition. The gestures of the protagonists play
no small role in creating the depth. Other parts of Behzod's work are important in
creating depth and space - architectural buildings, roofs, pulpits, side walls, bridges,
porches and more [29-34].

The completeness and perfection of Behzod’s miniature is also reflected in the
color scheme. First of all, it is worth noting the richness of colors of architectural
decoration.

Kamoliddin Behzod's work and legacy are widely studied by art critics and
artists. Immortalizing his name, the Kamoliddin Behzod State Prize was established
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by the decree of the First President of the Republic of Uzbekistan Islam Karimov
(January 23, 1997); The National Institute of Art and Design was named after
Kamoliddin Behzod.

In accordance with the Resolution of the Cabinet of Ministers of the Republic of
Uzbekistan (December 23, 1997), the 545th anniversary of Kamoliddin Behzod was
widely celebrated in Tashkent, Samarkand and abroad under the auspices of
UNESCO (November 2000). The construction of a memorial garden named after
Behzod has begun its work. On November 23, 2000, the State Museum of the History
of the Temurids in Tashkent hosted an international scientific conference dedicated
to him with the participation of art historians from Great Britain, Turkey, India,
Azerbaijan, Tajikistan and Uzbekistan. On work of our ancestors were held. In
particular, the documentary "Kamoliddin Behzod" was made (2 parts, 2000).

Such ideas as "Moni Soniy", "Sample for Painters", or "The Second Moni"shows
Behzod as an artist with a delicate and delicate talent, testify the great Miniature of
the Middle East.

Actuality. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic, today students of all educational
institutions study online, but such training is especially difficult for students of medical
universities, because the specialty of a doctor involves not only the acquisition of
theoretical knowledge, but also practical skills. It is known that the adaptation of
students to the educational process in higher medical school has three crises: the
first year of study and "crises of the 3rd and 5th courses”, which can lead to a
decrease in working capacity, motivation and increased anxiety of students. That is
why today the process of adaptation of students to receive education in the context
of distance learning is of great importance, which is the key to the further development
of each student as a person and a future specialist.

Aim. Study of the peculiarities of the process of adaptation of medical students
to remote education, which coincides with one of the crises of Higher Education-the
crisis of the 3rd year. Since one of the main links of any adaptation is the
manifestation from the emotional sphere, we decided to study the relationship
between burnout syndrome (BS) and the development of emotional intelligence (EI)
of 3rd-year medical students.

Materials and methods. The study involved 92 3rd-year students of medical
faculties who have already studied online. The level of emotional burnout was
determined by the method of V. V. Boyko, which allows us to identify both the BS
itself and the stages of its formation. For the study of emotional intelligence was used
"questionnaire of emotional intelligence " (D. V. Lyusin).
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Results. Analysis of the survey results showed that 8 (8.7%) students had no
signs of BS, 22 (23.9%) students were in the formation stage, and 62 (67.4%)
students had developed symptoms of various phases of BS. Taking into account the
above, we focus on the peculiarities of adaptation of students to virtual studying,
which were manifested in varying degrees of formation of individual symptoms or
already formed phases of BS.

Analyzing the stage of BS formation (n=22), it was determined that 2 (9.09%)
students were in the training phase. There are 11 (50%) students in the resistance
phase. No students were found to be in the exhaustion phase. In the transition period
(a combination of several phases), there were 9 (40.91%) students.

Regarding the formed BS (n=62), the following data were obtained: 2 (3.23%)
students were in the spring phase, 10 (16.13%) students were in the resistance
phase, and 1 (1.61%) students were in the depletion phase. 49 (79.03%) students
showed symptoms simultaneously from 2 or 3 phases of the syndrome.

The analysis also identified the leading symptoms of each phase of the
syndrome. In the stress phase, symptoms such as anxiety and depression, lack of
self-control, experiencing psychotraumatic circumstances were identified; the
resistance phase — reduction of professional responsibilities, emotional and moral
disorganization; the recovery phase-symptoms of emotional deficit,
depersonalization, psychoemotional and psychovegetative disorders.

Emotional burnout can be countered by emotional stability, which is determined
by the ability to manage your emotions, and is included in the structure of emotional
interest.” In this regard, it is particularly relevant to study the role of emotional interest
in the Prevention of burnout syndrome in students.

According to the research, the level of development of emotional intelligence
negatively correlates with indicators of burnout syndrome in students, namely, a low
level of emotional intelligence corresponds to a high level of burnout and vice versa.

Conclusions.

1. In the conditions of distance learning in many students, the development of
BS manifests itself as a stress reaction to emotionally stressful educational and
communicative activities in the form of psycho-vegetative and psychological
symptoms, which indicates a violation of their socio-psychological adaptation.

2. The inverse relationship between the development of emotional burnout and
emotional intelligence is revealed.

3. Adaptation features, especially in extreme conditions, consists in a direct
dependence on the level of development of emotional intelligence.

4. Emotional Intelligence helps students adapt to new learning conditions faster
and easier, helps to change their negative state to a positive one, increases learning
motivation and contributes to the effectiveness of learning material assimilation, is
one of the ways to prevent burnout in medical students.
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In connection with the founding and expansion of the Medical Institute in
Voroshilovgrad, the issue of the founding of the Operative Surgery and Topographical
Anatomy Department was arisen in 1958, the first chair of the last one was Associate
Professor Moskalenko Pavlo Ivanovych. In the period from 1958 to 1963 Doctor of
Medical Sciences, Professor Babych Andriy Mykytovych was actively involved in the
organization and further management of the department. They both were at the
origins of the department, the introduction of the educational process and the training
of the first generation of teachers.

Initially, the department was located in one room with 3 sectional tables, a small
operating room and several small utility rooms. In 1964, Doctor of Medical Sciences,
Professor Grechishkin Dmitry Karpovich, who had defended his thesis "On the
pathogenesis of surgical sepsis” for the doctoral degree in 1960 within the walls of
the institute, became the acting chair of the department. Then from 1965 to 1968 he
was the dean of the medical faculty, and from 1969 to 1973 he was the Vice-rector
for education. He was the author of 101 scientific papers. Under his supervision, 2
doctoral and 9 candidate theses were defended. In 1995 he was awarded the title of
"Honorary Professor of the University". In the period from1964 to 1965 the position of
the chair of the department was held by associate professor Tasits R. P. Under their
leadership, many assistants began to work at the department. The well-known doctor,
scientist and teacher Tkachenko Dmytro Oleksandrovych, who was also a tireless
educator in the field of music, art and poetry, began his work at the department at
that time. Dmytro Oleksandrovych dedicated his collection of poems to the 50th
anniversary of his native Alma Mater [1].

During these years, a student scientific circle was founded, the first participants
of which were the then fourth-year students Zemskov Vladimir Sergeevich, who later
became the author of new methods of diagnosis and treatment of diseases of the
biliary tract, pancreas and adjacent organs, creator of a number of new devices for
cryosurgery, hypothermia, thermoradiometry and hemosorption, and Baltaitis Yuliy
Viktorovych, the further specialist in the field of abdominal surgery, in particular
coloproctology, who has been working in the field of health care in Bermudas since
the end of 1990.
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For a long time (1965-1990) the head of the department was a graduate of the
Leningrad Military Medical Academy, Doctor of Medical Sciences, Professor Bekov
Dmitro Borysovych, who updated the equipment, opened a photo and histology
laboratory, post-graduate school, and in 1982 created a new material and technical
basis of the department. Professor Bekov D. B. is the author of literature on the
anatomy of arteries and veins of the brain, two atlases and monographs about
individual anatomical variability. For the first time, plastic surgeries on the dura mater
sinuses, ligation and clipping of large vessels were developed and examined, and
new surgical instruments were tested. Since 1992 he held a position of a professor
of the Operative Surgery and Topographical Anatomy Department of Luhansk State
Medical University. During his work at the department Professor Bekov D. B. trained
one Doctor of Medicine (Vovk Y. M., 1991) and 7 Candidates of Medical Sciences.

Professor Vovk Yuriy Mykolayovych headed the Department of General and
Operative Surgery with Topographical Anatomy from 1991 to October 2014, and
continued the best academic and scientific traditions of the department. Under his
supervision, a whole galaxy of young scientific and academic staff has been
prepared, which successfully works at various departments of the university. In total,
during his work, 2 Doctors and 18 Candidates of Medical Sciences were trained.
Professor Vovk Y. M. is an active inventor who has proposed new medical devices,
including anatomical tables, injection apparatus, cannulas, surgical instruments,
needles, etc [2].

In connection with the beginning of the military conflict in Donbass, patriotic
employees of the university moved to Rubizhne, where Luhansk State Medical
University was from the very beginning restored and expanded. Currently, active work
continues on the training of future highly qualified doctors, educational and academic
support, creation of material and technical basis, improvement of the educational
process and expansion of clinical bases of the department.
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Annotation. Analysis of own publications and investigations of others gave us possibilities
to formulate COVID-19 severe course risks by multimorbidity, consumption of progradient
and antigradient factors or their combination deriving from consumption of prooxydative and
antioxidative, proinflammatory and anti-inflammatory, procoagulant and fibrinolytic factors.
These syndromes increase probabilities of mitochondrial dysfunction, proapoptotic and
antiapoptotic, protelomerase and antitelomerase activities, cytokine storm.

Risk factors for severe course of COVID-19

The World Health Organization has issued guidelines on who is considered to
be at increased risk of severe COVID-19 illness [1,2,3,4]. This includes individuals
with cardiovascular disease, chronic kidney disease, diabetes, chronic respiratory
disease and a range of other chronic conditions [1,2,3,4]. Such conditions increase
the risk of needing hospital-based treatment such as oxygen supplementation or
mechanical ventilation [1,2,3,4].

Identifying at-risk populations is important not only for making projections of the
likely health burden in countries [1,5,6], but also for the design of effective strategies
that aim to reduce the risk of transmission to people in target groups. This is
sometimes termed shielding, defined as “a measure to protect extremely vulnerable
people by minimizing interaction between those who are extremely vulnerable and
others” [1,7]. It has the potential to reduce mortality in vulnerable groups (direct
benefits), while at the same time mitigating the expected surge in demand for hospital
beds (indirect benefits) [1].

Multimorbidity, consumption syndromes as risk factors for COVID-19 severe
course

Multimorbidity triggers, potentiators are consumption of progradient and
antigradient factors or their combination deriving from consumption of prooxydative
and antioxidative, proinflammatory and anti-inflammatory, procoagulant and
fibrinolytic factors [8]. These syndromes increase probabilities of mitochondrial
dysfunction, proapoptotic and antiapoptotic, protelomerase and antitelomerase
activities.

We have determined that consumption coagulopathy syndrome (syndrome of
disseminated intravascular coagulation - SDIC) is just one manifestation of interaction
coagulation and anticoagulant system [8]. Similar nature is possible for reactions of
peroxide and antioxidant systems as consumption peroxidation syndrome [8]; for
reactions of pro-inflammatory and anti- inflammatory response for consumption
inflammation syndrome [8]. The basis of peroxidation syndrome is lipolytic process
[8]. Proteolytic pathogenesis is typical for the patients with syndrome of disseminated
intravascular coagulation [8]. And if SDIC syndrome characterized by two opposing
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processes - increase blood clotting (thrombosis) and fibrinolytic activation
(hemorrhage), the consumption peroxidation syndrome accompanied by similar
changes of pro-oxidation (foci with high lipid peroxidation - LPO) and antioxidant
response (foci with marked antioxidant effect) [8]. This syndrome characterized by
the formation of a set of primary and secondary centers of consumption: one -
antioxidants, others — pro-oxidants [8]. This result leads to activation and blockage of
lipolysis, phospholipolisis, intravascular peroxidation of cells (platelets, leukocytes)
and plasma factors of blood (ceruloplasmin, iron, pyretic proteins) [8]. Consumption
of basic substrate of LPO, antioxidants contribute complicated course of disease,
concomitant deterioration of lipid-dependent diseases [8]. Similar nature is possible
for consumption inflammation syndrome [8].

The basis of consumption inflammation syndrome is cells and antibodies, and
cytokines, interleukins reaction, processes [8,9]. This syndrome accompanied by
changes of pro- inflammatory (foci with high inflammation’s processes) and anti-
inflammatory response (foci with marked anti-inflammatory effect) [8,9]. This
syndrome characterized by the formation of a set of primary and secondary centers
of consumption: one — anti-inflammatory factors, others — pro- inflammatory [8,9].
This result leads to activation and blockage of cell’'s membranes stabilities, lipolysis,
phospholipolisis, intravascular and different tissues’ activities of cells (neutrofiles,
monocytes, T and B lymppocytes, platelets) and plasma factors of blood (cytokines,
pyretic proteins) [8,9]. Consumption of basic substrate of pro- and anti-inflammatory
factors contribute complicated course of disease, concomitant deterioration of age-
dependent diseases [8,9].

We proposed consumption syndromes as risk factors of multimobidity concept,
that includes such domains (regions) [8]:

Domain 1. Qualitative characteristics of consumption processes;

Domain 2. Quantitative characteristics of consumption processes;

Domain 3. Pro- consumption and anti-consumption factors;

Domain 4. Pro- consumption and anti-consumption processes;

Domain 5. Spin direction of pro- consumption and anti-consumption factors,
processes;

Domain 6. Fractal characteristics of pro-consumption and anti-consumption factors;

Domain 7. Anti-fractal characteristics of pro-consumption and anti-consumption
factors, processes;

Domain 8. Moebius strip like characteristics of pro- consumption and anti-
consumption factors, processes;

A higher-order quantum genetic algorithm [10] was used for diagnosis of pro-
consumption and anti-consumption syndromes.

SARS-CoV-2 causes a severe pneumonia that affects essentially elderly people
[10]. In COVID-19, macrophage infiltration into the lung causes a rapid and intense
cytokine storm leading finally to a multi-organ failure and death [10]. Comorbidities
such as metabolic syndrome, obesity, type 2 diabetes, lung and cardiovascular
diseases, all of them age-associated diseases, increase the severity and lethality of
COVID-19 [10]. Mitochondrial dysfunction is one of the hallmarks of aging and
COVID-19 risk factors [10]. Dysfunctional mitochondria are associated with defective
immunological response to viral infections and chronic inflammation [10]. Chronic
inflammation caused by mitochondrial dysfunction is responsible of the explosive
release of inflammatory cytokines causing severe pneumonia, multi-organ failure and
finally death in COVID-19 patients [10]. Preventive treatments based on therapies
improving mitochondrial turnover, dynamics and activity would be essential to protect
against COVID-19 severity [10].

Conclusion
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Introduction

Psycho-emotional disorders that lead to the development of pain symptoms are
the most common psychopathological manifestations of post-traumatic neuropathic
pain syndrome [1]. The latter is marked on the patient's emotional state - a decrease
in the structure arising from irritability, unmotivated anxiety. In this condition,
depressive disorders are often used.

Timely detection and correction of anxiety and depressive disorders in patients
with chronic pain accelerates the process of rehabilitation of this category of patients
[2]. Psycho-emotional manifestations that accompany the pain syndrome, namely
anxiety and depressive disorders further complicate the course of the disease in
neuropathic pain of traumatic origin [3]. Pathophysiological processes that contribute
to the chronicity of pain can be divided into three stages. The first stage - sensitization
and damage to nociceptors, the second - a violation of the central processes of
synaptic transmission, the third - changes in brain function and structure caused by
chronic pain. Consideration of the mechanisms of chronic pain is impossible without
understanding the physiological nociceptive reactions, as these two processes are
closely interrelated [4].

Pain increases the level of anxiety and depression, and anxiety and depressive
disorders deepen pain, which leads to the development of painful behavior, resulting
in the formation of a "pathological circle", which is illustrated in figure 1 [5].

Currently, there is no doubt that emotional mood and psychogenic factors can
change not only the response to pain, but also the interval of pain tolerance, and the
degree of tolerance often depends and is determined not by the intensity of pain, and
expectations of pain. The state of psycho-emotional stress, fear of future pain is
especially characteristic of neuropathic pain [6].

Particular importance is attached to anxiety and depression, which significantly
aggravate the disease, is one of the reasons for the deterioration of the quality of life
of patients, significantly disrupting adaptive capacity and social functioning, reducing
adherence to treatment, participation in rehabilitation programs.

The purpose of this study is to identify the frequency and features of psycho-
emotional disorders in patients with post-traumatic neuropathy and plexopathy,
accompanied by neuropathic pain.
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Materials and methods

In Kharkiv military clinical center from 2015 to 2020, we examined 74 people
with neuropathies and plexopathies. By age, patients were distributed as follows:
from 18 to 44 years - 49 patients (66.2%), from 44 to 59 years - 25 patients (33.8%).
Group | included 45 patients with post-traumatic neuropathy and plexopathy, of which
neuropathy - 34, plexopathy -11, due to gunshot wounds, fractures of bones, upper
and lower extremities, dislocations of joints, injuries caused by knives, glass, tools
and spikes.

The second group - control group included 29 patients with compression-
ischemic neuropathies and plexopathies without manifestations of chronic
neuropathic pain, neuropathies - 25, plexopathies - 4. Patients underwent clinical and
neurological examination, electroneuromyography, ultrasound. To objectify the
assessment of pain, we used: visual analog scale (VAS). To determine the
neuropathic nature of pain used a questionnaire DN4, pain scale LANSS. The level
of reactive and personal anxiety was determined using the Spielberger-Hanin test,
and the level of depression was determined using the Beck questionnaire. The MFI-
20 (Multidimensional Fatigue Inventory) asthenia rating scale was used to objectify
asthenic manifestations.

Results

Complaints of patients with post-traumatic neuropathy and plexopathy were
divided into specific and nonspecific. The specific ones included pain of varying
severity. It lasted from three months to five years. Pain rates were 7.85 + 1.52 points,
according to the DN4 questionnaire 7.83 £ 1.06, group Il patients with compression-
ischemic neuropathies and plexopathies were also evaluated on scales and
guestionnaires to detect chronic neuropathic pain. Patients with neuropathic pain
were excluded from the control group. Among the non-specific complaints of the
examined contingent of patients, we attributed the violation of the emotional sphere.
The structure of established emotional disorders is a combination of different types
of pre-nosological forms of mental disorders, among which the most clearly defined
asthenic, anxiety, hypochondriac, depressive and their combinations, as well as the
presence of somatoform symptoms.
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Asthenic disorders were observed in 30 (40.6%) patients, changes in the anxiety
spectrum - in 20 (27,0 %), depressive symptoms - in 24 (32.4 %). Patients with
asthenic syndrome complained of increased fatigue, physical weakness, difficulty
concentrating, low mood, anxiety, irritability, sleep disturbances and appetite. Among
patients with asthenic syndrome it was possible to allocate some features of its
course. During the conversation with some patients, their depression, tendency to
increased fears about the prognosis of the disease, pessimistic assessment of the
present and future attracted attention. These patients did not seek to communicate
with other patients, and were reluctant to answer the questions they were asked. The
described variant of the symptom complex was qualified by us as astheno-depressive
and was characteristic of 23.0% of patients. In some patients with asthenic syndrome,
the mental state was characterized by manifestations of emotional stress, irritability,
conflict, alertness, distrust of medical prescriptions. Anxiety-asthenic variant was
observed in 21.0% of subjects. Unlike the previous group, these patients were
actively interested in the course of treatment, sought to know what drugs they are
treated, how these drugs work and what they are intended for. Such patients
willingly and in detail described their feelings to the medical staff. The behavior of
such patients was marked by an active search for a community to communicate,
patients constantly shared with others their experiences and doubts about the
correctness and effectiveness of the prescribed procedures. The largest group
consisted of patients with astheno-hypochondriac complaints (32.0%). The peculiarity
of their clinical manifestations was the emphasis on their feelings about the disease.
Patients described in detail complaints of reduced efficiency, mood, sleep
disturbances, recorded their painful sensations.

Conclusion

Patients with post-traumatic neuropathy and plexopathy accompanied by
chronic neuropathic pain had a psychological profile, which was characterized by
higher values of reactive and personal anxiety, depression, asthenia and sleep
disorders, compared with the control group. Asthenic syndrome was detected in this
category of patients with any duration of chronic pain. Chronic neuropathic pain
increases anxiety, depression and sleep disorders, disrupts the physical and mental
functioning of patients.
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Background. General quality of life improvement was proven for all types of
radiofrequency ablation: the same for atrial fibrillation and flutter [1, 2]. However, in
some cases we observe no changes or worsening of life quality after ablation, and it
isn’t always connected with effectiveness of procedure.

Purpose. To evaluate predictors of no improvement or decrease of life quality
two years after radiofrequency ablation of atrial fibrillation and flutter.

Methods. We studied 186 patients (mean age 59+9,6 years, 83 female (44,6%))
before, 3, 12 and 24 months after radiofrequency pulmonary vein isolation for atrial
fibrillation - (84 patients, 45,2%), radiofrequency ablation of cava-tricuspid isthmus
for atrial flutter (34 patients, 18,3%) and combined pulmonary vein isolation and
ablation of cava-tricuspid isthmus for combination of arrhythmias (68 patients,
36,5%). As a control group we randomized 122 patients (mean age 58,4124 years,
90 female (51,7%)) with paroxysmal and persistent forms of atrial fibrillation and
flutter, who got just pharmacological antiarrhythmic therapy. Quality of life was
evaluated by Ukrainian-language modification of the Ferrans and Powers
questionnaire (FPq) [3]. Significant decreasing of life quality — Class 1 by FPq two
years after ablation was chosen as an endpoint. Form and duration of arrhythmia,
relapses of arrhythmia, blood pressure, electrocardiogram and echocardiogram
signs, using and doses of antiarrhythmic, antihypertensive and anticoagulant drugs
were evaluated (standardized difference of all variables <0.05).

Results. Quality of life improved in all study groups 3 months after ablation and
don’t changes during two years of observation, the most significant changes
concerned isolated fibrillation or flutter and less — for combined arrhythmias. In
contrast, group of pharmacological antiarrhythmic therapy was shown a decrease of
life quality in two years period. Class 1 FPq two years after ablation was associated
with duration of arrhythmia for atrial fibrillation ablation and persistant form, duration
of arrhythmia, systolic blood pressure, duration of QTc interval and B-blockers doses.
ROC analysis shown high sensivity of arrhythmia duration and systolic blood
pressure to life quality prognosis after ablation.

Conclusion. Duration of arrhythmia before procedure and systolic blood
pressure were independent predictors of no improvement or decrease of life quality
in patient two years after radiofrequency ablation of atrial fibrillation and flutter.

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The urgency of the work is that recently more and more young girls are using
gel nail polish [1,3]. This procedure is still quite new and little studied, in the context
of the impact on health and long-term consequences are unknown, so it is interesting
to assess the awareness of Ukrainian females and compare the age dynamics of this
procedure among females of different ages.

The aim of the work is to study the behavior of females consumers of gel nalil
polish in Ukraine.
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Materials and methods. Questionnaires were used to gather information on
the research topic. Questionnaire is a method of obtaining information through written
answers of respondents to the system of standardized questions of pre-prepared
forms — questionnaires.

The study used a questionnaire, which asked questions, the purpose of which
was to find out at what age and how often girls make gel polish, whether they know
about the dangers of gel coating and whether they had complications or allergies after
manicure. After completing the questionnaire, it was returned immediately, and thus
the information remained confidential and not disclosed. The results were entered
into a database created in Microsoft Excel 2010, encoding the responses.

The survey involved 702 females aged 12 to 68 who study and work at the
Kharkiv Scientific Boarding Lyceum “Giftedness” of the Kharkiv Regional Council and
the National University of Pharmacy. The material was collected in accordance with
the ethical requirements for working with humans according to the Declaration of
Helsinki (World Medical Association Declaration of Helsinki, Ethical Principles for
Medical Research Involving Human Subjects).

Females were chosen for the study because the majority of people who use gel
nail polish are female.

Students of the Kharkiv Scientific Lyceum-Boarding School “Giftedness” of the
Kharkiv Regional Council were surveyed in writing, and students and staff of the
National University of Pharmacy through the pandemic COVID-19 — using electronic
guestionnaires via messengers Viber, Telegram, WhatsApp. The calculations were
performed using the program Statistica 6.0.

Results of the research. According to the study, 458 females (65.24%) do manicures
once a month; 119 females (16.95%) do manicures twice a month; 84 females (11.96%) do
manicures several times a year; 41 girls (5.84%) have never done a manicure.

According to the results of the answers to the second question, we can say that
most girls, ie 597 people (85.04%) learned about manicure a long time ago, 98 females
(13.96%) — learned a few years ago, and 6 people (0.85%) — learned recently.

Of the 702 females, only 99 (14.10%) do not use gel nail polish.
312 females (44.44%) made gel nail polish for the first time from 10 to 15 years,
184 girls (26.21%) — from 16 to 20 years, 66 females (9.40%) — from 21 to 30 years,
47 females (6.69%) — from 31 to 40 years, 22 females (3.13%) — from 41 to 50 years,
and 6 females (0.85%) — from 51 to 60 years

Complications after manicure were investigated [2,4]. 557 girls (79.34%) had no
complications after manicure, and 145 girls (20.65%) had. Of these, 132 females
(18.80%) had brittle nail plate, and 13 girls (1.85%) had fungal nail lesions (Fig. 1).

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According to the survey [5], 680 females (96.86%) do not have allergies to gel
nail polish, and 22 females (3.13%) have allergies.

Most girls who do manicures are between 12 and 20 years old. This may be due
to the novelty of this procedure, and may also be due to the fact that most of the girls
who took part in the survey were between the ages of 12 and 40. We can also note
that many females do manicures once a month.

Females are very aware of the risks associated with using gel polish. Only
6.69% believe that gel polishes are not harmful and only 6.69% do not know whether
the gel coating is dangerous, most of these girls aged 12 to 15 years.

Conclusions.

1. The problems of using gel polish among Ukrainian females and females
awareness of the risks associated with the use of gel polish are considered.

2. It is determined that the most common problems of using gel polish among
Ukrainian females are brittle nail plate, fungal nail lesions and acrylate allergy. But
many females are well aware of the risks associated with using gel polishes.

3. The obtained results can be useful in reading popular science lectures in
support of a healthy lifestyle for students of various specialties studying at the
National University of Pharmacy.
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Abstract. The current study is the first attempt to study the relations between Russian-
Georgian relations within the context of international political processes, in particular, the
Seven Years' War and the plan for the redistribution of Europe, the “Greek Project”. The world
historical process of the second half of the XVIII century is of special importance for the
proper assessment of the history of Georgia. Russian and Soviet historiography deliberately
distorted the facts and events of the time leading to the improper assessment of the
annexation of Georgia and the Caucasus. The European contacts of King Erekle 1l of Kartli-
Kakheti were deliberately erased, and hence the Caucasus was declared a geostrategic
space on Russian orbit and was artificially separated from the world historical processes.
Therefore, a violent political act, the conquest of Georgia was disguised as an alliance
corresponding with the idea of Christian common faith. The article analyzes the reasons the
members of the European system of international relations did not like the existence of a
powerful state in the Caucasus. The strategic policy directions of the Austrian Empire were
also analyzed, making it obvious once again that the only ally of Erekle Il was the Emperor
of Austria.

Introduction

Process of the Georgian history can be obviously observed within the world
political processes of the second half of the XVIII century. The latter was used by
Russia as a basis for full international isolation of the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti and
later for the annexation of Georgia and the Caucasus as well. Georgia was not
effectively supported by Europe during the referred processes and consequently the
Caucasus was left to Russia.

The question is frequently posed - why the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti could not
maintain the independence? Why should the presence or absence of Georgian
kingdoms depend on Russia's will? What measures were taken by Erekle Il for the
prevention of such development of the country?

It is known that Erekle Il as the person is emphasized. The king who started
an unprecedented fight for the enhancement of the country, for the preparation of
economic foundation of the state and implemented a number of reforms as well aimed
to establish and develop a state system model. All theses had has some results but
were still insufficient to retain the independence of the country.

The question is whether the independence of Georgia depended on the will of
Russia? We have an unequivocal answer — surely, it did, however, Russia should
have abandoned its imperial policy (having not only during the referred period but
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even now) in order for Georgia to maintain its independence.

Purpose of the Study

The purpose of the current study is to find out the roles of the international
actors, the great powers in the process of annexation of Georgia, to what extent the
Caucasus was within the sphere of their interests and the reasons they could/did not
take effective measures to support Georgia.

Novelty and Objective of the Study

Objective of the current study is to review the annexation and international
isolation of Georgia in terms of world historical processes of that time. The product of
the world historical process of the XVIII century is the plan for the redistribution of
Europe, known as the "Greek Project”, aimed to neutralize the Ottoman Empire and
redistribute territories of the latter.

Current study is the first attempt to review this part of Georgian history in relation
to the Greek Project, the precedent of the latter has never been observed in the
historiography of Russia, Soviet or independent Georgia.

Literature Review

Russian and Soviet historiography reviews the issue within a limited point of
view - main acting states are Russia, the Ottoman Empire and Iran. This triangle
does not extend beyond the judgment and evaluation by historians [54; 32].

This incorrect methodological approach cane be observed in a number of
improper assessments, actually separated from the world historical process.
Accordingly, the motivations of Russia, Iran and the Ottomans in regard of Georgia
are not taken into account due to the world historical process.

Itis proved and recognized that Georgia and the Caucasus have been the target
of almost all world empires throughout the history of the world. Taking into
consideration the latter, it seems rather strange that the most important event of the
XVIIl century - the Seven Years' War- was deliberately ignored by Soviet, Russian
and modern Georgian historiography.

This is a classic example of the Soviet conjuncture, clearly indicating that the
Caucasus is not a part of world civilization, but a geostrategic segment moving around
the Russian orbit. Discussing the issue from such viewpoint does not answer several
key questions proving that the problem should be considered through a different
methodology, within the historical context of the world.

It is with this methodology that we study the Greek project. Excerpts from our
research have been published in various scientific publications in Melbourne [49],
Moscow [46], Tokyo [48], Cambridge [47], Rome [45], Vienna [44], Warsaw [37; 38],
Boston [36], San Francisco [40], Sheffield [39], Las Palmas [43], Thilisi [41],
Telavi [42].

It is undisputed that the process of the world history has been properly reflected
on the Caucasus at all times. Russian and Soviet historiography do not use it in
regard of the Seven Years' War for some reasons. However, it is the most important
event that actually turned the geostrategic policy of the world states upside down and
was recognized by Churchill as the First World War, when the world was actually
shifted to other rails.

It turned out a deadlock for Russian and Soviet historiography. The strategy of
our research of the chosen issue is based on a very simple assumption - the
Caucasus is an organic and integral part of the international system of the world, it is
a fact - whether anyone likes it or not ... Study of the historical process of the referred
period should be based on this postulate. It is from this point of view that the Seven
Years' War determined the fate of Georgia's history, provided the grounds for many
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important processes that made Russia turn from Europe to Turkey.

It is worth noting that no study (monography or even an article) has been
conducted of Georgian history in relation to the Seven Years' War. The current study
is a fragment of a monographic study of the stated issue.

Research methods

We rely on the methodological principles of objectivity, historicism, determinism,
alternativeness, reconstruction, developed in the theoretical studies by the following
scientists: Charles-Victor Langlois, Charles Seignobos; Robin George Collingwood
[6]; Marc Léopold Benjamin Bloch [5]; Peter Lambert and Phillipp Schofield [27];
Abrams Lynn [1]; Brundage Anthony [4]; Gregory lan, Ell Paul [11]; Hughes-
Warrington [14]; Iggers George, Wang Qiang Edward [16]; Akira Iriye [17]; Kaldellis
Anthony [19]; Koselleck Reinhart [23; 24]; Lukacs John [25] ; Munro Doug, Reid John
[35]; Quigley Carroll [53]; Raaflaub Kurt [55].

Sources

There are important primary sources for the research of The Caucasian Gambit
of World Empires and Erekle II:

The international treaties of Russia-Austria, published by Martens [30; 31] and
on the correspondence of Joseph I, the Emperor of Austria and Catherine I, the
Empress of Russia [2, p. 143-157; 28, p 281-291; 51, p 1-4]

Italian translation of Erekle Il letters, addressed to the European Monarchs of
his time, preserved in the archives of several European countries, is the most
important source to study the issue. The most important part of this source is
preserved in the State Archive of Austria (Osterreichisches Staatsarchiv, Haus-Hof-
und Staatsarchiv, 1010 Wien, I, Minoritenplatz I). Two letters were published by
Mikheil Tamarashvili [61, p 402-404; 62], afterwards invaluable epistolary material
was found in the archives of the Vatican, Vienna, Venice by llia Tabaghua, who
attached these documents to a monograph published in 1979 [63].

Agreement concluded between France and Persia in 1807 published by Gardan
[10].

The letter written by King Teimuraz Il of Kartli to the daughter of the Russian
Empress Elizaveta (daughter of Peter) on April 28, 1761, preserved in the Archives
of Russian Foreign Affairs, Russian-Georgian Relations Foundation, 1761, Case 1,
Part 2, pp. 398-399. The referred letter was published by Valerian Macharadze [33,
p 453-455].

In order to clarify the referred problem, the state official or unofficial documents
of the respective period, collected and published in three volumes by Alexander
Tsagareli in 1891-1902 are of inestimable importance [65; 66; 67].

Nino Doborjginidze published quite actual articles based on the Georgian
materials recorded in the historical archive of Propaganda Fide in Vatican, general
archive of Capuchins in Rome and archive of Theatines [8, p 235-244; 9, p 197-211].

Maia Damenia, who studies the History of Catholic Missions in Georgia,
published the description of the first volume of Georgian Materials recorded in
the archive of Propaganda Fide. [7]

British sources on Georgia are also important. They were published in two parts
by Giorgi Kalandia [21; 22]. Giorgi Kalandia also published materials existing in
British and Irish press on King Erekle [20].

Research Results

The Caucasus has been the target of various empires from the very beginning
of history due to its particularly important geostrategic location. Prior to the discovery
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of the sea routes connecting the East and the West, this region was considered as
the most important crossroad that could have influence over the political and
economic processes of the world of that period.

After the dissolution of the empire of Alexander the Great, the Kingdom of Kartli
was established for the interests of the post-Macedonian states with international
function to control the Caucasian Passes and protect world trade routes of the South
from the Alans (Ossetians) and other tribes residing in the Caucasus Mountains.

On the one hand, the control of the Caucasus Passes and, on the other hand,
the access to the sea was the strategic lever for the Kingdom of Kartli to occupy a
leading position in the international system of world politics.

It is noteworthy that the events of the Il century AD radically changed this
attitude of the world empires. After obtaining access to the sea, King Parsman Kveli
of Kartli was successful to paralyze the economy of the Roman Empire through
opening the Dariali Pass and releasing various tribes, which were able to block the
trade routes being under Roman control. It clearly showed to great powers of the
period that the existence of a strong state in the Caucasus was contrary to their
political interests, and they should take care to neutralize the Caucasian trump card.
A state possessing the Caucasus passes and access to the sea at the same time
was obviously undesirable for world empires.

The attempts of all world empires to neutralize the Caucasian trump card starts
from that period. They use all kinds of tools - including political and confessional
levers.

An evident trend was outlined - the world empires no longer wished the
existence of a powerful state in the Caucasus, therefore, specific political, cultural,
confessional or economic measures were taken by different empires, forming a very
important grounds for the redistribution of the Caucasus by various neighboring
states.

The fall of Constantinople in 1453 completely changed the political situation.
The blockade of the most important strategic roads by the Ottomans forced the world
to look for alternative land routes connecting the East and the West. Although it was
possible to restore the connection between the East and the West by marine routes,
the Caucasus still retained its most important geostrategic function. Russia appears
on the international field since the 16" century, with the main goal to protect the
heritage of Constantinople as a third Rome and, consequently, to seize the Bosporus
and Dardanelles Straits.

Russia has distinguished itself with particular ambitions at the international field
since the time of Peter the Great. The significant ambitions of the Russian Empire
originates from the beginning of the XVIII century. The supremacy of Peter the Great
remains one of the most resonant events in Russian history. Shift to the European
rails was the most important basis for Russia to make its own claims at the
international political space.

The world trade system existing by this time clearly showed the growing
potential of England and France, such a redistribution of the world between England
and France could not allow the emergence of a new actor in the arena, moreover the
ambitious claims of the latter. This trend continued afterwards as well.

The interests of the states of Europe and the Middle East (members of the
international system of the XVIII century) towards the Caucasus and the Kingdom of
Kartli-Kakheti, as well as attitudes towards Georgia and the Caucasus should be
clarified in terms of the stated context. Three segments shall be outlined in this
regard: 1. attitudes of the members of the international system towards the Caucasus
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as a geopolitical space; 2. the attitude of the members of the international system
towards the Caucasus as a state entity/actor; 3. whether the members of the
international relations system have a loyal attitude towards the possible new
members of the system.

Within the environment of the centuries-old and rather complicated historical
process, when eastern Georgia belonged to Iran and Western Georgia to the
Ottomans under the Amasya International System created in 1555, any small state
formation in the Caucasus was actually predestined for the subordination of any
Muslim country [60, p 31-42].

Two states of Christian Eastern Georgia - Kartli and Kakheti ordained by Nadir
Shah should have become the guarantor of security for Iran. The Christian states of
Kartli and Kakheti, restored between Iran and the Ottomans in the Caucasus were to
serve as a buffer, protective geographical zone.

Nadir Shah takes this step within the interests of state security of Iran. Actually,
he is less interested in Kartli and Kakheti from other point of view. This is a temporary
step. Iran has to restore its forces and then, taking into account its own will and desire
consider the integration of Kartli and Kakheti with the Iranian world.

From the 50-ies of the XVIII century, the Bagrationi royal court began to actively
take care for the secure Caucasus model. The kings of Kartli and Kakheti, Teimuraz
and Erekle, are well aware that only a small state in eastern Georgia will not be
protected from foreign invasions. Hence, the chances for the state in this small
geographical are very little to maintain its independence. Therefore, issues of
arranging a unified state space throughout the Caucasus are being actively
discussed behind the scenes [59, p 4-11].

The main point for the Georgian authorities within the referred important political
act was the return of Kartli-Kakheti State to the Christian area that was preconditioned
by the subjective factor of the Iranian ruler. Therefore, the independence of the
country did not have a solid basis and it depended on the will of the Shah of Iran.
Hence, it could have posed several problems for future development due to the
absence of organized systemic grounds.

The country did not have its own economy, the tax and customs systems were
broken, there was no accounting, necessary for various events of state policy, the
army existed based on the enthusiasm and was quite far from the world standards of
the time.

Actually, such concession posed a certain and great risk to Iran. However, the
return of the Ottomans was a greater threat to the Iranian ruler; therefore, he chose
less risk from the Georgian kingdoms compared with guaranteed Ottoman
aggression and eternal verge of existence of Iran.

Analysis of humerous Georgian and foreign sources and international political
situation, reveals that the positions of Erekle and Teimuraz, enthroned by the will of
the Shah of Persia, were not solid, as there was no systematic defense system of
international state security. Accordingly, the father and the son thought of creating a
systemic model to ensure state security.

An independent state with a small territory in the Caucasus is actually
predestined to be conquered by another larger state. This longstanding historical
process has shown that the only way to maintain independence was to enlarge the
states with small territories and to form a larger state — hence formation of a United
Caucasian State was the best option. In this case, the United Caucasian State was
to become an actor of the international system respected by other important actors
of the referred system - the great powers: France, England, Russia, Austria, Iran, the

Ottomans.

This is the geostrategic area, which traditionally creates a full guarantee of
security and inviolability for the state of Georgia of all times. During 40-ies of the XVIII
century, the two kingdoms in eastern Georgia, Kartli and Kakheti, had only a buffer
role in the Middle Eastern international politics. The states are created there just for
that reason, in compliance with the will of the Royal Court of Iran.

Nader Shah, the ruler of Iran, agrees to make a big concession for the security
of his own state and allow the Bagrationis to restore the Christian kingdoms of Kartli
and Kakheti in eastern Georgia, thus creating a significant barrier to the strong
Ottoman Empire for defending Iran [13, p 23-35].

The fact that the Ottomans reigned in eastern Georgia in the 30-ies and were
neighbors of Iran was an additional motivation to take unprecedented defense
measures and to care for the benevolence of eastern Georgia on the one hand and
to strengthen it on the other. Moreover, it should be done in a manner not allowing
these two factors prevent Iran from having a significant influence on eastern Georgia.

It was with the consent of the royal court of Nader Shah that Erekle Il and his
father Teimuraz Il were crowned in a Christian manner. This is the most important
event in the history of Georgia, as the latter did not have a Christian king (ruler) for
112 years after 1632.

Obviously, the restoration of the statehood of Kartli and Kakheti was linked to
the strategic interests of the Iranian ruler and was deemed to be a part of the Iranian
defense system against the Ottoman Empire. In t his case, the interests of the
ruler of Iran and Kartli - Kakheti coincided, confirming the evidence that the
independence of the kingdoms of Kartli and Kakheti depended on foreign factors,
specifically the good will of Iranian rulers and had no systemic basis.

That is why the most important motivation for Teimuraz Il and Erekle 1l was to
develop an international defense model of the state, ensuring unequivocal prevention
of the state security of the country and ruling out the possibility for foreign rulers to
decide the presence or absence of the Georgian state.

Accordingly, the attitude of the members of the international system towards the
Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti is rather interesting. To what extent the great states
recognize the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti and what is the perspective of Erekle Il as
king in the international system of that time.

Based on the available documentary material [20; 21; 22] it can be
unequivocally stated that Erekle was deemed to be a prince and not a king for Europe.
The situation was similar in Russia towards his ancestors - Russia did not mention
Teimuraz (father of Erekle) as the king and therefore the latter addressed the Imperial
Court of St. Petersburg with a specific protest [33, 122]. Vakhtang VI King of Kartli
faced a similar problem in Russia [52, p 76] as well.

Although the big European states (England, Austria, Russia, France) imposed
a greatrole, they avoided mentioning Erekle as a king. However, Erekle Il was a quite
popular person throughout Europe. The British press wrote about him [Kalandia
2017; Kalandia 2020a], German society considered him to be the biggest contributor
to the process of solving the biggest problem for Europe [63, p 76-88]. It had a specific
basis.

The whole Europe considered Erekle to be a person (a person and not a king —
in a better case a prince) who should inflict targeted attacks to the Ottoman Empire.
The Ottoman Empire was the main threat to Europe for four centuries after the fall of
Constantinople. The double siege of Vienna was followed rather painful processes.
Consequently, Europe was well aware of the great importance of the anti-Ottoman
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campaign. Hence, Erekle’s role as a brave fighter clearly shown in the light of the
most tensed political processes.

The main problem faced to Erekle Il was an outlined divarication of international
political figures in regard of his personal factor. European sources, in particular the
English, Russian and German publications of that period refer Erekle in an
enthusiastic manner and recognize him to be a hero who must bear the burden of
fighting against the Ottoman Empire [20; 36]. However, the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti,
ruled by Erekle is not an entity of an international politics. Therefore, Europe does not
count off it. It was always hard for Europe to get accustomed that Erekle was a king
and not a prince. To this extent, it is noteworthy that this problem has quite solid roots.
This is confirmed even by the claims of Teimuraz (Erekle's father) against Russia,
which does not mention Teimuraz as a king. Vakhtang VI faced the same problem
[33, p 122].

Europe has such attitude towards Georgian kings because it does not recognize
a divided Georgia as an entity of international politics. The chance of solving this most
important problem arose with the Greek Project, the plan for the redistribution of
Europe. The Caucasus, where Erekle is quite influential should be given special
attention. Erekle has a great chance to convince the international elite that the
Caucasus, as a single political space is more profitable for the world than a
disintegrated conglomerate divided by different faiths and nationalities, which can be
easily conquered by the great neighboring powers, in particular Russia, Iran and the
Ottomans.

These issues shall be considered within the context of the Seven Years' War,
which effectively changed the world and gave foundation to the new diplomatic order
of the time, as well as to a new political configuration of the world that put an end to
the former French dominance and replaced it with British domination [58, p 46-56].

That is why the Seven Years' War is of the paramount importance for the
cognition of the modern world historical process. England was rather successful in
this war. At that time, England did not have a model of liberal governance, nor the
economy built on liberal principles. Nevertheless, it possessed a representative body
of government, as well as outlined principles and features of modern capitalism [57,
p 76-88].

The victory of the Seven Years' War is the beginning of a new era in world
politics that remains dominant in a form of English-speaking liberal-democratic
government until now. The world political landscape has been established by the
Seven Years' War and has survived up to the present moment. The world order was
based on the ruling methods of English-speaking countries, which was
unsuccessfully disrupted by the first and second world wars, as well as the "Long
battles of the Cold War" [29].

Accordingly, the Seven Years' War is an event that has actually determined the
world-historical process of a later period, which is characterized by a global scale and
therefore has no geographical boundaries [3, p 17-19; 15, p 88-97].

An irreversible law is in action in terms of relations with political regimes - any
government or political regime can only fragmentarily resist the world historical
process and raise an artificial barrier, which is ultimately doomed for defeat.

Therefore, the world historical processes established in the 50-60-ies of the
XVIII century can not bypass the Caucasus, since the world historical process of all
times has been adequately reflected on the latter. This is proved by the entry of Indo-
Europeans from the East in Europe in the XII century BC; The supremacy of the
Achaemenids, the dissolution of the empire of Alexander the Great, the proclamation
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of Christianity as the state religion in Rome, the traditional confrontation of the West
and the East, the Crusades, the supremacy of the Ottomans. These world events
have left relevant traces on the political, cultural and economic development of the
Caucasus.

Naturally, the Seven Years 'War cannot be an exception, but the fact is that the
large-scale and conceptual consequences of the Seven Years' War on the Caucasus
are ignored by Soviet historiography due the opportunistic approach of the latter.

Unfortunately, even modern historiography was unable to overcome the
opportunistic approach of the pre-revolutionary and Soviet-era, reviewing Georgia
as a moving subject around the Russian orbit.

The Caucasus and Georgia have always been a direct participant in the world
historical process, whether the Imperial Court of Russia wanted it or not. The
Caucasus region has more or less remained the target of the Western European
states at all stages of history and the Georgian kingdoms of the medieval period had
a desire to take advantage of the latter.

It is worth noting that the Seven Years' War is considered in historiography as
a determining event for the historical processes not only in the XVIII century, but also
of the entire subsequent period. However, there is no research in historiography that
reviewing Georgia in relation to this extremely important event.

The Seven Years' War has actually turned the entire political order of Europe
and the world upside down. These processes have affected the whole world, and it
Is rather surprising that historiography is silent, saying nothing regarding the Seven
Years' War in relation to the Caucasus. But the Caucasus is the region that is the
target of all world empires of all time, directly related to world cataclysms, and hence
the question arises - what armor did the Caucasus and Georgia have that the Seven
Years' War affected absolutely every country in the world except them?

The analysis of the international politics of that time led us to the conclusion that
it was in the Seven Years' War that the systemic model was formed, which defined
the shape and direction of Russian-Georgian relations.

The main point of this conceptual scheme is the problem of the Ottomans, which
has become a puzzle for Europe. The Ottoman issue is directly linked to Georgia
(purchase of captives, conquest of the ancient Georgian territories of Samtskhe-
Javakheti and Adjara, the problem of the Lezgins, inspiring role of the North
Caucasus). Consequently, the conclusion is quite clear and simple - Europe cannot
solve the Ottoman issue without Georgia.

The problem of the Ottomans had bothered Russia even before, but the
configuration adopted after the Seven Years' War, the Georgian region became even
more interesting for Russia.

A joint study of the political events of this period, a combination of a number of
problems, has shown us that the main question that requires a specific answer relates
to the events of 1756, when the Russian army suddenly took an absolutely illogical
step and left Berlin. But, Berlin is exactly the bridgehead to gain influence on Western
Europe and is an invaluable starting point for further expansion as well.

Leaving of Berlin suspiciously coincides with a coup d’etat at the Imperial Court
in St. Petersburg, the assassination of Peter Il and the accession to the throne of the
German Celster, Catherine Il. The course of Russia's foreign policy is also changing,
ignoring the northern and western directions and prioritizing the south, where one of
the world's most powerful empires, the Ottoman Empire, is located.

This is explained by the secret paragraph of the treaty concluded between
Prussia and Russia in 1764, under which Prussia undertakes to pay 600 thousand
rubles to Russia in case it starts a war with the Ottomans.
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After a long study, we concluded that the gray cardinal of the European political
regrouping is King Friedrich 1l of Prussia, who scrupulously pursues the goals and
interests of all great powers and secretly negotiates with Russia, then changes the
direction of Russian expansion from west to south through bribing. Thus, Russia
expects a full carte blanche from the Western European States.

Peter the Great had in mind the referred direction in his time and a guarantee
to control the world economy, as the main target is the most important section of the
world trade route - the Bosporus and Dardanelles Straits.

In addition, the most important thing for our research - this direction actually
defined the forms and methods of Russia's relations to Georgia.

The question is — whether Georgia's membership in the system of international
relations was desirable for the behind the scenes policy of Gray Cardinal, Friedrich
II. We believe this was obviously undesirable and unacceptable, as the possibility of
occupying the Straits by Russia became real only after the Imperial Court of St.
Petersburg conquered the Caucasus and made Turkey a neighbor.

France has a similarly negative attitude towards the state system in the
Caucasus. In 1807, when relations between England and France were extremely
tensed, when Napoleon was about to attack England in India, he understood that an
Eastern ally was needed to facilitate a military campaign. Moreover, Russia is the
main supporter of England's Eastern policy.

Accordingly, France tries to get closer to Iran before invading India. The Treaty
signed between France and Persia on May 4, 1807 in Finkenstain (Eastern Prussia)
served this purpose. The treaty was signed by the odious political figure Talleyrand.

The strange thing is that Napoleon declares the return of Russian-occupied
Georgia to Persia in order to please the latter. The third and fourth paragraphs of
thel6-point agreement deal with the solution of this issue:

"Paragraph 3. His Majesty the Emperor of France the King of Italy recognizes
Georgia as the legal property of His Majesty Emperor of Persia” [10, p 73].

" Paragraph 4. He (Napoleon) undertakes the obligation to make all efforts to
force Russia leave the territories of Georgia and Persia and to achieve this through
a peace treaty. This evacuation will be a constant subject of his policy and attention”
[10, p 73].

It is noteworthy that a special file is fecorded in the archives of the Ministry of
Foreign Affairs of France, which reviews the details of this agreement. The record of
1839 - the assessment of the French historian Lefevre de Becqueur is preserved in
the referred file, which confirms that the main points of the Finkenstein Agreement
were the third and fourth points related to Georgia, and the rest were of secondary
importance [50, p 191].

The official attitude of Taleiran towards Georgia, actually repeated the position
of the great European powers, which could be overcome by Austria together Russia
and make true the secret plan for the redistribution of Europe - the Greek Project.

The strategic direction of the foreign policy of the Russian Empire envisages the
seizure and subsequent control of the Bosporus and Dardanelles Straits. The main
direction of the intra-Caucasian policy of the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti is the creation
of a United Caucasian State, which is based on the systemic model of a United
Georgia (dating back to David the Builder) as a state security model.

Certainly, the strategic goal of Russia's foreign policy will not be fulfilled, it will
not be able to seize the Bosporus and Dardanelles Straits without occupying the
Caucasus, the geographical space considered by Erekle as a United Caucasian
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State.

We should find out whether the incompatible reality and such different
conceptual goals gave a chance to the Russian Empire and the Kingdom of Kartli-
Kakheti to become allies. Accordingly, a certain answer must be given to the question:
what would make the interests of Kartli-Kakheti and the Russian Empire to coincide.

On the one hand, as a result of the world historical process of that period and
on the other hand, a situational analysis of the policy of the Russian Empire and the
Georgian kingdoms, we came to the conclusion that there were three possible
variations of the alliance between Russia and the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti:

1. If Russia renounced its imperial policy, it would recognize the intra-Caucasian
policy of Kartli-Kakheti and accept the establishment of a United Caucasus State.

2. If the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti and later the United Caucasus State became
the executor of the will of the Russian Empire, a puppet.

3. If the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti voluntarily renounced its independence and
voluntarily became an integral part of the Russian Empire.

The first option must be totally ruled out, as there is no evidence that Russia
has ever renounced its strategic foreign policy goal of conquering the Bosporus and
Dardanelles Straits. Accordingly, it could not fulfill its plans without conquering the
Caucasus or creating puppet kingdoms in this geographical area.

The events of the 60-80-ies of the XVIII century actually showed that kingdoms
of the Caucasus could not accept the status of a puppet. Naturally, Russia should try
this option as well. We believe this was the issue the Imperial Court of Russia tried to
clarify with Totleben's famous provocations during the Russo-Turkish war. It was a
test that had to be given a specific answer, whether an obedient puppet state, an
unconditional executor of Russia’s wills, could be created in the Caucasus. The
Imperial Court of St. Petersburg received an unequivocal answer through the reaction
of the Georgians to Totleben's adventure - a Russian puppet state could not exist on
the territory of Georgia.

The Russian project to restore the Armenian state in the late 80-ies of the XVIII
century considering Potemkin as king, was a part of a similar strategic plan. At the
same time, a project to create a United State of Kartli-Kakheti and Armenia also
existed. The Russian provocations and the idea of Potemkin's reign in Armenia were
directed against the referred plan.

The third option of an alliance between Russia and Kartli-Kakheti was
particularly fascinating for the Imperial Court of St. Petersburg. According to the third
option, the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti should renounce its independence and become
the part of the Russian Empire voluntarily.

That is why the Imperial Court of St. Petersburg launches a new project, which
can be conventionally called Totleben 2. It sends to the royal court of Erekle another
adventurer, the German physician Jakob Reinegs. Russia wants to achieve exactly
the same goals by means of Reinegs as in the case of Totleben, but uses a different
tactic. Reinegs has studied Georgian ethnopsychology, Georgian moods, mentality
and uses them to achieve the desired result. His tactical strategy also includes
Georgian patriotism - for example, he encourages young Alexander Batonishvili to
rally his army and start a war against the Ottoman Empire, a unique possibility of self-
destruction. In order to disguise its insidious policies, Reinegs also assists Erekle
carry out reforms and offers relations with Europe as well. He needs to disguise his
real purpose. The real goal is evident —persuade Erekle to conclude a treaty with
Russia, which is the first necessary step taken by Russia for the international isolation
and annexation of Georgia.
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However, Reinegs is not the only hope for the Imperial Court of Russia. The
latter creates a supportive background to easily achieve the goal with various
intrigues and international strategies. The murder of Levan Batonishvili, the poisoning
of Prince George, the murders of the Capuchin ambassadors sent to Europe by
Erekle, the involvement of Vakhtang's descendants and tension of internal dynastic
relations, publishing the works of Alexander Amilakhvari to discredit the Bagrationis
[64, p 57-59].

The combination of these measures had its outcome and the project of the
Imperial Court of St. Petersburg came true. Erekle asked Russia to conclude an
alliance agreement himself. On the one hand, Russia recognized the principle of non-
interference in the internal affairs of the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti and on the other
hand retained the right to violate this paragraph legally and interfere in Georgian
affairs.

It is also noteworthy that St. Petersburg continues relationship with the Kingdom
of Kartli-Kakheti in a similar manner after the death of Erekle. It tries to get a proposal
from the Giorgi XII to make the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti part of Russia; however,
despite using internal controversies and a variety of intrigues, the latter fails to
achieve any results. This means that Russia has no official proof that it did not
conquer the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti and the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti voluntarily
relinquished its independence. The absence of this official evidence is a solid basis
for historiography to assess the abolition of the Kingdom of Kartli-Kakheti by Russia
as an unconditional annexation.

It is important that the Russian Empire did not forgive the disobedience to Giorgi
XIl, who became the victim of an unprecedented bullying. The physical disability of
Giorgi XIl and his iliness became the basis for the Russian special services to pay a
special attention. The king, who did not voluntarily relinquish the independence of the
state, whose principles enabled us to assess the events of that time as the Russian
annexation, has remained in the memory of the people under the name of
"Zakichamia" (a person eating a young buffalo).

The Russian special services and Russian historiography act in the same way,
effectively erasing the traces of European policy of Erekle Il and declaring a common
faith as the basis of Russian-Georgian relations.

Reviewing the common faith from a mythological point of view and discussing
the Russian-Georgian relationship within the frameworks of the latter is particularly
important.

The perspective of the co-religionist state in the Caucasus is rather interesting.
Whether a political unit based on one religion was real. These questions should be
given an unambiguous answer based on historical experience - none. The classical
model of a United Caucasian State was created during the reign of David the Builder,
when a united Georgia was created based on different confessions, thus offering a
classic example of peaceful religious relations with other nations living in the
Caucasus.

This is the formula for the success of the united Caucasus, which takes into
account the political, religious and cultural interests of different nations. It is a unified
state system ensuring the full multifaceted development of any nation residing here.

This model is an example for Erekle Il, as he does not need to invent a new
scheme, the model of David the Builder has a special place in the memory of the
Georgian nation. Therefore the target was idealized with a view of Georgian state
development.

The mythological basis of the common faith developed by the Russian and
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Soviet Historiography is rather interesting from this point of view that is the main
ideological foundation for Russia's conquest of Georgia. The most significant thing is
that if we follow the principles of the mythological feature of the common faith and
consider it as the main foundation of Georgia's international relations, the main,
unconditional basis of relations with Russia, we will get a rather curious reality.

It will turn out that David the Builder, the most distinguished king of all time and
epoch in Georgia, is an anti-state and anti-Georgian phenomenon, as he categorically
dissociated and differentiated himself from the principle of the common faith and
broke off all systemic relations with Byzantium, having been previously driven by the
same imperial goals.

It should be explained that David did not differentiate himself from the common
faith and Christian principles, but from the imperial disguise, intended to use the
principles of the common faith for the achievement of imperial goals.

First of all, David the Builder was well aware of the difference existing between
the common faith and imperial goals. That is why his position was categorical, when
he unequivocally distanced himself from the systemic model of the Byzantine Empire
and broke off all relations with this systemic model as a ruler of the Georgian state. It
is worth noting that David's father held the highest Byzantine title among the Georgian
kings, and it would not have been difficult for David the Builder to obtain this title, if
he desired.

But David chooses another way. The Georgian state should be a completely
independent international political actor, and this goal is not compatible with the
model integrated with the Byzantine Empire.

Based on this reality, we face the double standard established by the Russian
and Soviet historiography - if the common faith is a main model for the development
of the country and the latter serves as a determinant of political attitudes of any king
then David the Builder turns out to be a negative figure in accordance with the referred
standard.

This artificial system model has clearly revealed its incorrect fundamental
principles. However, despite the attempts of the Russian and Soviet historiography
to refine and present this ideological disguise in an ideal manner, as the only way to
save Georgians it was unable to hide the reality, it could not prove that the Caucasus
IS a geographical segment moving around the political orbit of Russia and not an
independent part of world civilization. It could not succeed in proving that Russia's
imperial pincers were better than an independent state model.

Political processes related to the Ottoman Empire, starting in Europe in the 60s
of the XVIII century, are conceptually gathered in the so-called In the Greek Project.
This is the plan of the Russian Emperor Catherine 1l and the Austrian Emperor Joseph
I for dividing Europe, which took final shape in 1782 [28, p 281-291; 2, p 143-157].

The main target of Russia and Austria is the Ottoman Empire, the most stable
empire in the world, that should be divided between these two states according to the
Greek Project [51, p 1-4]. However, the referred division does not imply direct
annexation of the areas [68, p 35-37]. The Byzantine Empire shall be restored and
headed by Constantine, grandson of Catherine (his name was selected on purpose
at birth and raised in Greek) [12, p 352-360], A buffer kingdom of Dacia should be
created as well, uniting Moldova, Wallachia and Bessarabia [34, p 5-11].

The attempt to involve the Georgian factor in the Greek Project, in turn, gave
way to another perspective to the Imperial Court of Vienna. Taking into consideration
the fact that Austria, Thilisi and St. Petersburg form a rather interesting geographical
area in terms of Christian globalization, which more or less coincides with the areas
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of the Roman Empire, Thilisi and Vienna think of using the coalition (created for
defensive purposes) for other grand opportunities. These opportunities are a practical
way for both countries to be transformed into a qualitatively different political reality.

The initiative of the Georgian side is to turn the set goal into an inconvertible
process and to participate in the Greek Project as a full-fledged player. Moreover, to
make some corrections into the plan of European redistribution. This position of the
Bagrations creates the precondition for the Imperial court of Vienna to consider the
referred issues with a view of establishing a Unified Global Christian Space.

Thus, the unity of Greek-Persian Projects becomes interesting for Austria not
only in terms of prevention from the Ottoman aggression, but for other emerging
points as well.

Such reorganization of Europe is a new challenge for the Austrian diplomat
Wenzel Kaunitz, who previously managed to bring Austria and France closer, the
countries having been fiercely opposed for centuries [18, p 30-35; 56, p 248-277].

The most important factor here is that the Austrian emperors are the Holy
Roman Emperors at the same time. However, it is also clear that in the XVIII century
the title of Holy Roman Emperor became symbolic and nonfunctional. However, this
is a particularly important reserve for the Imperial Court of Vienna.

It is obvious that the Austrian Empire is unable to solve the problems posed by
Prussia through military force alone, therefore it should use another trump card. The
creation of a Unified Global Christian Space provides Austria with a theoretical basis
to bring Prussia and France under its sphere of influence.

Thus, taking into consideration the proposals of Erekle 1l is rather favorable for
Joseph Il (Emperor of Austria) due to several reasons:

1. The enactment of a Unified Christian Global Model in favor of Austria
resolves internal German confrontations. The Austrian Empire has a constant battle
against the Kingdom of Prussia, aiming to gain superiority and dominance over the
German space. This struggle refers not only political but also super-political interests,
envisaging to turn the nominal priority, localized in the German area, into a real
superiority throughout the Holy Roman Empire,

2. Strengthening of the Holy Roman Empire provides a real opportunity for
Austria to grant its political alliance with Russia a larger, global form and content. On
one side Russian Empire, as a representative of an influential Orthodox World, the
third Rome and on the other side political union of the Austrian Empire, the same
Holy Roman Empire, should be transformed into a larger, Unified Global Christian
Space , which is in fact the restoration of the borders of the Roman Empire. Actually,
it has been the dream of European Empires of all time.

3. On the one hand political relations and similar political interests of the Holy
Roman Empire and on the other hand the Orthodox space, the third Rome make the
possibilities of creating a Unified Global Christian Space.

It is also evident from this context that the reincarnation of Rome - a Unified Global
Christian Space, as a systematic defense model is a more effective preventive tool
against the Ottoman aggression rather than the Russian-Austrian political alliance.

As for Georgia, in case of actual implementation of the Christian Globalization
Project, it would become a member of the system of international relations and obtain
opportunity to create a governance model in compliance with state interests that could
radically change a number of vicious situations.

Erekle wants to convince Europe that the problem of the Ottoman Empire, which
dates back to 1453 and became a problem for the next four and a half centuries
cannot be solved without the support of a unified Caucasian political area.

Greek Project is a unique opportunity for Erekle to make Europe recognize the
Caucasus as an international political entity. Taking into consideration that Erekle’s

influence increases in the Caucasus, Muslim Khanates are subjected to him and
restoration of Albanian-Armenian State project under Erekle’s protectorate is on the
agenda. Accordingly, the conceptual political landscape having been tried for
centuries and deemed as reliable preventive systematic model of defense for the
representatives of all nations or confessions living in the Caucasus, is being formed.

The conceptual model of the Erekle’s safe Caucasus is clearly in line with the
European concept of neutralizing the Ottomans - the Greek Project. Obviously, if
Erekle is involved in this process as the ruler of a sovereign state, the strengthening
of which will be within the interests of Greek Project initiators - Russia and Austria,
the success of this large-scale project is guaranteed.

Conclusion

Thus, a study of the world historical process of the second half of the XVIII
century, the political situation and development trends in Europe, reveal that only the
Austrian Empire desires a powerful state in the Caucasus. The latter is willing to sign
a treaty with Erekle Il as a Holy Roman Empire in order to restore the traditional
boundaries of Rome ensuring a significant advantage to the latter in the relations with
Prussia and other European states.

As for the other members of the system of international relations, the great
powers, they have unequivocally negative attitude towards the existence of a
powerful state in the Caucasus, because:

1. The goal of Russia's foreign policy to seize Bosporus and the Dardanelles
straits actually rules out the Georgian-Russian alliance.

2. Eastern policy of France and Britain and close trade relations with Iran do not
require a new member of the international relations system to compete in their trade.

3. Prussia, the initiator of the "Greek Project”, aimed at neutralizing the
Ottomans, as well as removing Russia from Europe, did not like a powerful state in
the Caucasus, as it would impose an additional barrier to the implementation of the
vital plan for the latter.

4. The Ottomans and Iran were the defenders of the Amasya system adopted
in 1555 enabling them to divide the Caucasus between each other and therefore
could not concede the status of the owner of the Caucasus.

Such attitude of the European states towards the Caucasus turned to be the
precondition to miss the chance of solving the most painful issue for the world at that
time - the Ottoman problem, which remained one of the most important problem for
world politics until 1922.
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Now, more than ever, there is an acute need for all of us to realize our belonging
to collective actions, on the basis of a common cultural life, aimed at the development
of civil society. Ideas proposed by religious institutions may well be a significant factor
in the consolidation of civil society. They are based on spiritual values, which are
designed to ensure the transition from the private to the planetary. And within the
limits of a separate state — to the general national level. First of all, we are talking
about such general civilizational values and priorities as faith, public morality, national
culture and family.

Due to the fact that religion acts as the basic basis of not only spiritual values,
but also culture, it automatically turns into an important element of «soft power». The
Church promotes peace and harmony in a multi-ethnic and multi-faith society. It does
not divide people either by ethnicity or class. Since it has a universal and, therefore,
supranational character. The division of peoples into the best and the worst, the
belitting of an ethnic or civil nation is contrary to religious ethics. As a social
institution, it advocates the reconciliation of peoples, nations and their representatives
involved in enmity [2, 409].

Common cult traditions and norms offered by the Church act as a consolidating
factor for a multinational society. During the Internet technologies, there is a gradually
growing spiritual and social disintegration of society. As a result, there is a need for
him to turn to religious norms in search of ethics and the meaning of human existence
[3, 125].

People who are united by a particular cult represent a society that shares the
same ideological and moral values and norms. Such an association creates favorable
conditions for cooperation in every sphere of society’s life. In particular: in the
economy, first of all, national; politics — strengthening the foundations of the state;
science, education, art, etc. [1, 212]. That is, the action born of a common idea is
evidence of how the economic and material life of society follows from the spiritual
structure of the nation. Therefore, the transformation of the public worldview in the
direction of secularization, with the transfer of faith into the sphere of private interests,
deprives the political culture of its original purposefulness and purposefulness
[3, 127].

An equally important social function of religious institutions is the development
of such a quality as tolerance in a person. The ability to live in peace and harmony
with everyone has a significant impact on the life of civil society.

In addition, the social institutions of religion contribute to the preservation of
national culture and identity. In the absence of a religious component in the socio-
cultural dimension of the state, a certain vacuum arises, which can be filled with both
universal human values and elements of a foreign culture and religion. All this, in turn,
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inevitably leads to the annihilation of the national culture [4]. To exclude falling into a
similar situation, civil society and the authorities must contribute to the
comprehensive development of the national religion in their state. Thus, they
minimize the risks of expansion of a foreign religion of their own socio-cultural
space [2, 411].

The balance of power between the leading religious institutions is a solid
foundation for the spiritual stability of civil society. The corresponding principle applies
to multi-confessional countries, through the application of a policy of equal
opportunities for all their territories of social institutions of religion [3, 126].

So, examining the importance of religious institutions in the development of
modern civil society, the author of the scientific study came to the conclusion that
they are an important transformative factor for him. Their presence is one of the
guarantors of the preservation of national identity, the original development of culture
and civil solidarity. As well as ensuring the harmonious development of humanity as
a whole.

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International studio glass movement, which began its existing in 1960s in the
USA and Europe at the same time, then spread across all continents. It had its
followers in every country, where glass had been making, and became a remarkable
phenomenon in the newest history of decorative art. The movement ideology based
on liquidation of cultural hierarchy between fine art and decorative and applied arts,
promotion of respect to a unique handmade object. The studio glass movement
caused the appearance of a new term in contemporary art — art glass, which formed
new artistic values and got the qualities of desired artefact for the last decades.

The history of International Blown Glass Symposiums in Lviv — one of a very
few artistic platforms in the world with continuous history — began in 1989 due to the
initiative of one of the founders of the international studio movement at post-socialistic
space Andrii Bokotey. The symposiums take place in Lviv every three years. The
artists, symposium members have the opportunity to work near furnaces with a crew
of highly qualified glass blowers. On the results of the work, an exhibition is held, and
they exposed the works as an offer for the city. Over 250 artists from 32 countries
have already participated in the symposiums.

Every Symposium program is aimed to widen the activities and to accomplish
with exhibitions, shows, presentations and scientific conferences. Within the
framework of the symposium in 2016, there was the International Scientific and
Practical Conference, where the reports of professors and heads of art glass
departments of various higher educational institutions were highly informative: Alfred
University, USA (A. Powers, J. Ronner), Riga Academy of Arts, Latvia (I. Audere,
A. Munkevica) Vilnius Academy of Arts, Lithuania (P. Raynis), Anadolu University,
Turkey (U. Akbey), Estonian Academy of Arts, Estonia (M. Saare, P. Rudas), School
of Arts, Design and Architecture of Aalto University, Finland (K. Nakada).

An American artist, virtuoso glass blower and design engineer of hot glass
furnaces M. Eckstrand exclaimed in his report the topic of today's issue, which
concerns the future of blown glass and the absence in Eastern Europe of a base for
training of future generations of glass blowers. According to the speaker, only in
Seattle (USA) today works 24 glass blowing workshops. And what is the situation in
Eastern Europe? Only in Poland and the Czech Republic there are several glass
blowing enterprises, where art glass is produced and regular training of new
craftsmen is carried out. In addition, M. Eckstrand emphasized that in every American
educational institution of different levels, where glass artists are trained, students
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must undergo a thorough preparation of glass blowing skills. Thus, each artist is freely
able to use a blowing pipe. Continuing, the speaker put the question to the
participants of the conference: ‘Has glass artist the right to put his name on his own
work, if it has been performed by a glass blowing master, but not the author himself?’
J. Robaszewski (Poland) and A. Munkevica (Latvia), supporting the discussion,
expressed their opinions that the master here is an artisan. The author of the idea,
and thus the work itself is an artist.

On the other hand, In the symposiums of recent years, since the new
millennium, there have been sporadic experimental attempts towards conceptual
realizations. In 2019, to perform the work entitled The Work of Newcomers, Latvian
artist Anna Varnase invited the young people, who have no attitude to glass and have
never hold a glass blowing pipe. With a little help from glass blowers, “amateur glass
artists” made an object with their own hands, which further was displayed at the
exhibition. The entire process of performing was recorded on video, and the visitors
of the exposition had with the help of a program, pre-installed on a mobile device, to
view a video clip of execution of every object by pointing their camera on a graphic
code, placed closely.

On the one hand, the work of the author of the composition is limited to the idea
and organization, but not practical performance of a glass object. On the other hand,
the issue making the discussions for decades is illustrated - the works of most artists
are performed in material by glass blowers, but not the artists by themselves. Torn
from the concept of the work, deformed objects of transparent glass have no
aesthetic, artistic or other value, except just emotional connection of the artists, “new
glass artists”. The only persuasive innovation that is behind the critics is such an
interaction popular for the last time, to which contemporary museum connoisseurs
and curators of art-projects appeal.

However, the next conceptual composition of the Symposium 2019, provided
with the content and form as well, is the work by Japanese artist, permanent
participant in the symposiums in Lviv Kazushi Nakada Symvolika "L". The series of
blown glass, close to realistic objects — a rocket, phone tube, piggy bank, train cars,
a man figure, winged heart, rook chess piece, book and others are the visualization
of slogans, which respondents described as the most important things in their life for
the present moment (emotions, the underground, communication, books, culture,
future, family, money, priorities, war and freedom). The composition is supplemented
with a video material with interview, which K. Nakada took in the streets of Lviv. Such
guestionnaires the artist realizes in other countries, and in his previous creative work,
K. Nakada addresses to realization of similar multiform projects of social character
not the first time.

One of the largest and definitely most influential institutions in the world of glass
is American Glass Art Society, a non-profit international organization founded in 1971
to promote the development of glass art and support the global community of artists
working with this material. On January 21, 2021, the jury of the GAS competition for
beginner artists announced the winners of the Saxe Emerging Artists Award. In truth,
we were able to evaluate the visualization of the works of the three winners only
during the international conference VIRTUAL 2021 in May 2021, but from the
summary of the selected authors we can make a clear conclusion about the
conceptual character of the works. One of the three members of the jury of the
competition is a regular participant in International Blown Glass Symposiums in Lviv,
Japanese artist Kazushi Nakada. Commenting on the results of the jury's selection,
K. Nakada states: "l would describe the early period (of the international studio glass
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movement, ed.) as "Association". Educational platforms were developed, new
technologies were introduced, and numerous exhibitions were opened all over the
world. As a result, a community of artists was formed who became interested in glass
as a new material for creative realization. But times have changed, and | would
describe the current situation as "diversity." Some people want to study glass
throughout their life, others for just one project or study. In spite of everything, the
traditional glass craft must be preserved, and the training of future generations must
be continued. At the same time, it is necessary to encourage a creative experiment
that no one knows how it will end. It is a kind of cultural (or creative) pluralism, in
which we are all participants"” [1].

K. Nakada raised an issue of great importance, which at first glance may seem
unnoticed. One of the key precepts of the studio movement, and at least its American
school, obliges the artist to perform creative work on his own. Now we are talking first
of all about works made in hot glass furnace technique, where the skill depends on
long and intensive training, and the implementation involves significant material costs
and the appropriate conditions. In the United States at the beginning of the third
millennium, there are dozens of schools of various levels, where glass blowers are
trained. The culmination of this wave of glass blowing promotion is the release into
the popular world of the Canadian series "Blown Away", distributed on the Netflix
platform, which involves specialists from leading American institutions, including the
Corning Museum of Glass, Pilchuk Glass School and others. Therefore, it is objective
to say that it is the studio movement that has become the determining stimulus not
only for the preservation, but also for the progressive development and spread of the
craft to masses.

So the question arises: will the age-old skill of a craftsman and glass blower,
which has been assimilated with the profession of an artist in the avalanche of studio
development of the last half century, be threatened with decline and find itself in the
ooze of oblivion? To what extent will this process be affected by the aggressive
dissemination of conceptual initiatives, especially in light of two societal factors — the
economic recession and the decline of the glass industry and global restrictions as a
result of the worldwide pandemic and the intensification of virtual exchanges?

We can absolutely state about the establishment of a new direction in artistic
glassmaking that is situated on the border of traditional understanding of art object
made of glass and conceptual art practices. Simultaneously, it is necessary to realize
that appealing to installation, video art, performance or other activities, the authors
position their artistic results in the field of glass art.

Undoubtedly, international professional platforms such as Blown Glass
Symposiums in Lviv are becoming a key institutional tool for fueling the new trends
in the world glass art environment. We are deeply convinced that the next event in
October 2022 will not only demonstrate a significant array of conceptual projects by
artists from different continents but will also initiate a constructive culturological
discussion about the future of the international studio movement.
