in all spheres of life. The essence of this right is that the law provides and clearly regulates the possibility of any person whose rights,
freedoms or interests have been violated, in order to protect the latter to seek help in court to carry out all necessary judicial measures

The purpose of the study will be a comparative analysis of the norms enshrining the human right to judicial protection, foreign
and national legislation and identify shortcomings in their formulation. To achieve this goal, the constitutional legislation of Ukraine,
Greece, Spain, Italy, the Netherlands, Portugal, Finland, France, Switzerland, Georgia, the Republic of Bulgaria, Latvia, Lithuania,
Armenia, and the Republic of Moldova was analyzed.

The study of the norms of foreign constitutional legislation allows us to highlight the most important shortcomings in the formu-
lation of the right to judicial protection: it is unacceptable to limit this human right by indicating that such a right has only a citizen;
the disadvantage is the definition of this right indirectly, as it must be clearly defined as one of the inalienable human rights. St. 55 of
the Constitution of Ukraine, which enshrines the human right to judicial protection, is sufficiently detailed, clearly defines its essence
and content and does not contain significant shortcomings, although it needs some clarification.

Summary

and Serbia.

This article is devoted to the comparative and legal analysis of the competence and the procedure for the formation of constitu-
tional courts in Ukraine and Serbia. Features of the formation of constitutional control bodies are based on its community, which, based
on the nature of social relations and objectives of the development of any country, is the purpose of creating an authority with high-
moral principles, which will be able to ensure the rule of fundamental law of the country, to contribute to a stable and dynamic deve-
lopment of society, taking into account the features of the system of values of this society/functioning of the system of constitutional
control.

As a body of constitutional jurisdiction, the Constitutional Court is independent from the legislative, executive and judicial
authorities, it is subordinated to the Constitution, guarantees the rule of the Constitution, ensures the implementation of the principle of
division of state power, as well as the Constitutional Court guarantees the responsibility of the state to a citizen and a citizen before the
state. Being an independent constitutional body of the state, the Constitutional Court carries out its main and basic function to control
the constitutionality of normative acts and the abolition of legal norms that contradict the Constitution, as well as the interpretation of
the Constitution. At the heart of the court’s activities are the principles of independence, collegiality, legality and publicity.

The activities of the Constitutional Court are a control and organizational and aimed at attracting public authorities, the acts of
which were subject to control of constitutionality, to the need to eliminate the rules that contradict the Constitution, and the suspension
of the normative act, but the right to change or cancel the act remains the body that issued its issued. Resolution on constitutionality
control are final and mandatory. Normative acts or parts they are recognized as unconstitutional, lose validity and are not applicable.

In terms of both institutional and functional independence of constitutional justice bodies, it is necessary to separately analyze
the issues of their procedural competence, as well as the order of formation. Characteristic features of the election of judges of the Cons-
titutional Court of Ukraine and Serbia are mixed form.
