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PEDAGOGICAL CONDITIONS FOR FORMATION
OF TEACHERS’ ONLINE WORK READINESS

The article considers the process of learning a foreign language from the standpoint of distance education: the
competencies that a modern teacher should have. Currently, traditional media are being actively transformed into digital,
and the Internet network is gaining popularity as well as a number of modern devices, so-called gadgets. This is a
prerequisite for the growing demand for all kinds of online services related to education.

In the context of the pandemic, where all schools urgently needed to switch to online education, the vast majority of
teachers faced the need to teach students within the Internet. We assume that this situation has become a great challenge
for the teaching community, particularly in Ukraine.

An overview of works related to this topic, available in Ukraine and abroad, is presented. Based on research and
experience of foreign scholars and teachers, thoroughly analyzed the features of teaching a foreign language online. The
list of necessary skills in the form of a pyramid offered by foreign researchers is given. In addition, we offer a detailed
interpretation of each of the skill levels required to provide quality online learning. Here are some examples of possible
difficulties that a teacher may obviously face in the initial stages of work within the Internet space and which should be

addressed first.

As conclusions, certain considerations are expressed regarding the possibilities of applying the proposed pyramid of
skills for the training of a modern foreign language teacher or for teacher self-development. It is assumed that the above
pyramid of skills can be applied, with slight deviations from it or with minor changes.

We believe that foreign language teacher training programs need to be revised and adjusted. In this case, the country
will receive highly qualified modern foreign language teachers.
