MIGRANT TRANSPERANCY IN CIVIL LAW RELATIONSHIPS

The current political process is taking place against the background of the intensification of
migration processes in a situation of unification of the world socio-economic, cultural, and political space.
Geopolitical changes in the modern world inevitably lead to new waves of migration, make migration a
global phenomenon and raise all the related problems, including the problem of refugees, to the rank of
global ones. This affects the political life in the regions and countries directly and indirectly involved in
these processes. As a result of globalization and the intensification of migration processes, external and
internal migration is acquiring significant political consequences.

As the practice of implementing migration programs shows, this area of state policy is accompanied
by serious problems, the most difficult of which is the transparency of used methods with regulation the
migrants’ policy, their adaptation and integration. Using a “transparency” (as a specialized term in
international economic law [4, p. 294]) allows to model such an effective system of integrated interaction
between the destination country and the sending country of the migration wave, which in the future will not
only better control these processes, but also to predict their potential impact on the development of the legal
system as a whole. These positions are slightly exaggerated here, but they reflect thoughts highlighted by
Douglis et al. (1991), described by Teraoka et al. (2001) and later discussed by Dawson (2016) in relation to
the general importance of host migration transparency [2; 6; 1].

Likewise, we need to agree with prof. Piper's point of view (2004) that at government levels,
however, transparent discussion of labor migration issues, which may point up elite interests served by
permitting large flows of undocumented labor for example, is frequently deemed as politically sensitive and
avoided. As a result, migrants become trapped in the power relations both within and between the sending
and receiving country, with little means of recourse in the event of abuses and exploitation [5, p. 221]. In
view of this, civil society activism takes on a critical role.

Nowadays, migration from the category of a socio-economic phenomenon is moving into the
category of a political one. In this regard, understanding the relationship between political processes and
migration, as well as identifying the essence, nature and direction of their interaction becomes a necessary
element in achieving national and regional security. Revealing the role and place of migration in the modern
political process is impossible within the framework of traditional approaches to the study of this
phenomenon. Studying migration in demographic, socio-economic contexts, in isolation from political
processes, does not allow reaching an understanding of the migration situation.For the period of quarantine,
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the decision of the Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine temporarily suspended the use of civil penalty influence
for violating the requirements of migration legislation for foreigners and stateless persons.

Despite this, Bukovynian migrants continue to identify foreigners who did not follow the rules of
stay in Ukraine before the announcement of national anti-epidemic measures. Thus, during the three quarters
of this year, migrants in cooperation with law enforcement and border guards found 76 unregulated migrants,
all of whom decided to return.

At the same time, for ignoring the previous decisions of the migration service on forced return in
respect of 4 foreigners, a decision on forced expulsion was made, 3 people were temporarily placed in PTPI.
A decision was made to ban 176 people from entering Ukraine. A total of 171 cases of violation of the
legislation on the legal status of foreigners and stateless persons were detected in the region during January-
September this year.'

Official dynamics of the number of
migrants in Ukraine
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According to prof. Piper's statements (2004), state governments in the major labor exporting
countries are more or less directly involved in the deployment of their citizens abroad, albeit rarely with
clear, transparent policies. The existence of approved recruitment agencies, for instance, indicates formal
regulation through direct state involvement in the export of labor. However, illegally operating agencies
always coexist and are either ignored because of the lack in official capacity to monitor their activities, or
tacitly approved as an outcome of sending states’ interests being influenced by persistently high levels of
corruption and weak law enforcement structures, such as the police and judiciary [5, p. 221].

It looks both at the empirical trends that are associated with this notion and at the policy approaches
it calls for. One of the author's central arguments is that ‘migration management’ refers to at least three
different trends:

1) First, it is a notion that is mobilized by actors to conceptualize and justify their increasing
interventions in the migration field. This points to the role played by the agencies mentioned above and to
the importance of their strategies and functioning;

2) Second, migration management refers to a range of practices that are now part of migration
policies, and that are often performed by the institutions that promote the notion; these include, for example,
counter-trafficking efforts or so-called ‘capacity-building’ activities;

3) And third, migration management relies on a set of discourses and on new narratives regarding
what migration is and how it should be addressed.

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As Martin Geiger et al. (2010) concluded, this has to do not only with their dependency upon
migrant-receiving states, but also with their notorious lack of transparency [3, p. 2].

Immigrants can often be scapegoats for economic problems in destination states. If the
antiglobalization backlash has been significant with respect to gods, it may become even more active, and
more dangerous, with respect to immigration. Therefore, it may be appropriate to develop an effective public
relations function for the secretariat. Given the criticism that has been experiences by the European Union,
the Organization for Economic Co-operation and Development, the WTO, and other international economic
organizations, it will be important to develop sufficient transparency to support the perception of legitimacy
of a migration organization [7, 507-508]. It may also facilitate transparency and the perception of legitimacy
between employers as well as workers.

Migration flows have an impact on the political, demographic, ethnic, socio-economic situation. in
the state. In this regard, the role of political and managerial decisions aimed at maintaining political order is
growing, migration becomes an object of political control and regulation, but their proper effectiveness
cannot be achieved without the development of the corresponding areas of scientific knowledge. Therefore,
the identification of the specifics and patterns of the influence of migration waves on the political process
multiplies the importance of using transparent methods in regulating these processes.

Thus, summarizing all the above, we consider it appropriate to state the extreme importance of
further development and dissemination of the principles of transparency for the regulation of migration
processes, especially those related to the emergence, change and termination of civil relations.
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IMPROVEMENT OF THE UKRAINIAN LEGISLATION ON LABOR MIGRATS BY
IMPLEMENTATION OF THE FOREIGN COUNTRIES’ EXPERIENCE

Migration movements in recent decades have contributed to the spread of European values in
Ukraine, creating a society open to the world and capable for innovation. The theory according to which
labour migration reduces the tension in the labour market becomes relevant. And if there were no migration
processes in the world, the unemployment rate would have doubled. According to surveys conducted by a
commission under the Dutch Ministry of Foreign Affairs [1], the IOM’s Global Migration Data Analysis
Center [2] and the International Labour Organization (ILO, OECD, World Bank) [3] wages of migrant
workers abroad are three to four times higher than the average wage in Ukraine.

According to a study on the cash flows of migrants to Ukraine and their impact on the development
of the country, conducted by IOM (International Organization for Migration) [4] in 2014-2015, remittances
of migrants to Ukraine accounted for almost half of the budget of households with migrant workers long-
term, and 60% of the budget of households with short-term migrant workers. According to studies [1], [2]
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
